The third AMBASSADOR COLLEGE is to open its doors to students on September 1, this year - 1964. 

The new campus will be located on our 1,600-acre tract in Texas. The location of the college in Texas 
offers wholly different advantages. It is located near the very middle of the United States, east and west, but 
in the warmer climate of the southwest. It is one of the most beautiful areas in all Texas. 

It offers the advantage of the peace and quiet of a rural atmosphere. There is seclusion from the world -
yet within easy access of all the advantages of cities - and only 100 miles from Dallas. And with the constant 
campus activities - both curricular and extra- curricular - there will never be a let-down in interest! 

The chancellor's home is ideally located just inside 
the main entrance. 

However, like the second Ambassador College in England, 
it definitely will be AMBASSADOR College! Like the campuses 
at Pasadena and Bricket Wood, it will be 'the happiest place 
on earth." There will be the same attitude, purpose, and char­
acter of the students. There will be - although completely 
different in design - the same cultural quality of tone and 
character in the physical atmosphere. 

Architects agree that the site of the Texas campus, near 
Big Sandy and Gladewater, is one of unsurpassed beauty and 
potentiality as a setting conducive to study. There are wide 
sweeps of rolling, gracefully contoured, green-carpeted lawns 
under the shade of beautiful trees. There are natural springs 
forming crystal-clear streams. There are ponds and lakes. There 
is also level ground for building an athletic track, tennis courts, 
base-ball fields. 

The pioneer students of the first year will have to "rough 
it" with existing facilities, while architects and engineers are 
designing the future college buildings. However, "existing 
facilities" include approximately a million-dollar plant already 
constructed. 

There is the largest church auditorium in Texas - the 
373-foot-long giant tabernacle, which seats 8,000 on the ground 
floor without pillar or post. In it is a beautiful and modern 
hard-wood floor basket ball court in addition to indoor tennis, 
badminton and volley-ball courts. Then there are the many 
offices. Dressing-room, and shower facilities will soon be added. 



Then also there is the architecturally beautiful red-wood 
building containing the college assembly room, dining hall, and 
spacious, all-glass front lounge. Temporary new movable class 
rooms are to be erected. For housing, the first year, students 
will have to use the facilities of "booth city." 

Being planned on architects' drawing boards are an impos­
ing administration building, a library building, permanent 
class-room buildings, and student-residence structures. Also 
there is to be built an out-door quarter mile athletic track, 
tennis courts, and other facilities for the physical education 
department. 

Most faculty members of the new college are being trans­
ferred from the Pasadena faculty. Approximately 40 students 
from the Pasadena campus- and perhaps a few from England­
are being transferred to become PIONEER students at the 
new Texas AMBASSADOR College. 

Student housing will be located to the left of the 
baptismal pool on a knoll overlooking the entire 
campus.

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Modern technology helps us 
keep up with broadcast re­
quirements the world around. 
These "dubbing roorri" Ampex 
Recorders faithfully repro­
duce hundreds of tapes each 
week for distribution through­
out the United States, Canada, 
and overseas offices.

The life line through which pour twenty-two 
million Watts of radio power each week is a Ys 
inch magnetic tape. This delicate plastic ribbon 
is the key that unlocks the most powerful radio 
broadcast on earth. Mr. Inglima splices a master 
tape before making copies for distribution. 

"So until next time ... ," Mr. Armstrong races the clock to close 
on time. 

Roger Clark prepares another shipment of pre-recorded tapes. This view 
of the shipping room gives an indication of the amount of work being done 
in our own facilities. 
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On the first Sunday in 1934, Mr. Herbert W. Armstrong began THE 
WORLD TOMORROW broadcast over a tiny 100 Watt station in 
Eugene, Oregon. There were to be many lean years ahead before the 
program was to reach its present international stature. In spite of trials 
and set hacks, !vir. Armstrong proved faithful to the task. Slowly, the 
broadcast became known throughout the Pacific Northwest. Taking 
advantage of better broadcasting facilities and the opportunity to in­
crease the scope of national coverage found in California, the entire 
office staff was moved to Pasadena in 1947. From here, THE WORLD 
TOMORROW program has mushroomed in power and growth until 
today it is broadcast through the facilities of 1.50 strategically located 
radio stations employing 22 million Vlatts of broadcasting power to boom 
a message of hope into millions of homes around the world and "Greet­
ings friends around the world ... " mav be heard on every continent. 

The responsibilities of managing a fast growing, world-wide organization 
have forced Mr. Armstrong to relinquish the main burden of steady 
broadcasting to his son and his voice is now seldom heard except for 
occasional programs. However, his interest in the program and its 
effects on the listening world has not diminished one whit and you can 
he sure his guiding hand is yet behind THE WORLD TOMORROW. 

RADIO STUDIO 
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Taking up the broadcasting reigns from his father, Mr. Garner Ted 
Armstrong is today the principle speaker of the world's most powerful 
radio broadcast. Weekly, his voice is carried around the earth with 
more power and reaches more people than any other program on the air. 
Beginning in 1955, when he did an occasional fill-in for his father, Mr. 
Armstrong has continued to grow and develop into the most widely noted 
speaker perhaps in radio history.
