The Cold War appeared over, Western Europe
dreamed of unity and a new decade began —the 1990s. « Economi-sts, philosophers and politi-
cians now stand on the threshold of thls new decade and contemplate our future. « Ambassador
College also stands on the threshold of the decade, but with a very clear view of what's in store.
For over 4d years Ambassador has taught that values pro-

which to build a positive vision for the future.  The three
fundamental transmitters of values in our society are fam-

ily, education and religion.

Three fundamental transmitters

FAMILY . The family is the primary building block of soci-

ety. William Bennett, former US. secretary of education,

said, “Teaching character begins where it must—in the
hdﬁe:" . Parent.s are the essential providers of solid values; the glué of a successful society.
Families should teach trué values to their children and, in so doing, train tomorrow’s leaders. *
Unfortunatley, children cannot learn values simply by observation. Such a view is dangerously
wrong. * A_uthors Nick Stinnot and John DeFrain refer to this in their book Secrets of Strong
Families. “Strong.families literally practice what they preach...I can’t télk- about honesty and cheat
| on my income tax return. I can’t yell responsibility and turn my back in a neighbor who needs
- help. I'd know 1 was a hypocrite, and so would my kids and everyone else.” « Ambassador Col-

lege promotes the building of healthy families. Courses such as Principles of Living, Marriage and
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the Family, Child Growth and Adolescent Development, and Christian Leadership and Counseling
give advice and principles for successful dating, marital and social relationships.
m“ou « According to William Bennett, “Schools can complement the efforts of parents to
cultivate in our children the habits, the self discipline and the virtues that enabie free people to
| - survive and prosper.” » The knowledge of God's truth is at
the core of .tru'e education: “You shall know the truth and.
the truth shall set you free” (John 8:32). A truly educated
person must know wﬁy he exists and what his relationship
to God and man should be. This knowledge must be
based on true values. » Thomas ‘Jefferson, a founding
| father of American education, asserted that schools are for
increasing a person’s morals as tﬁell as improving their

mental faculties. But this isnt the case today. Rather, as Den-

ms .f;rager wrote in “Why Values Aren’t Taught”, “we work
on building bodies and mindé, but. not characters.” Throughoﬁt the history of Ambassador Col-
lege, its basic educational philoso;;hy'has_n‘t'.changed. The founder of Ambassador College, Her-
bert W, Armstrong, referred to the “mis,sijng dimension in education” as the undérstanding of the
purpose and meaning of life. « Ambassador College President Donald Ward explained, “You are
libgrated not by information or by great learning, but rather by your at;itude and approach toward
life.” Ambassador students learn more than knowledge; they learn how to learn — to really develop
Lh'eif mmd_s—to' think and to undem@d. They are challenged to examine the why and how of
life —why they believe what they believe and how to prove it. * Ambassador’s curriculum initiates
the development of the whole person—mentally, physically, eﬁlotionall); socially and épiritually

RELIGION . Religion is the third transmitter of values. “I am very much inclined to believe that re-
ligious conviction is the strongest and probably the only factor in sustaining the dignity and the in-
tegrity of the individual,” Prince Philip, the Duke of Ediﬁburgh, said. « However, when George
Gallup Jr. surveyed “The Unchurched American” he concluded-,.“At tirrieé, it appears that _oui- reli-.
gion is f)rily skin deep and that we are a nation of assenters rather than be lievers.” o This conclu-
sion rings true. Disillusioned by the conflict, hypocrisy and lifelessness that characterizes much of
modern religioﬁ, millions have chosen to ignore the existence of a divine Creator and his master
plan. This decline in religious coﬁﬂction diminishes the importance of values and consequently
dims vision for the future. e Ambassador’s vision for the .
future is strengthened by its purpose and motto, “Recap-
ture True Values.” This involves not only knowledge of

those values, but also the responsibility of living them.

« True values are expressed not only in words but in ac-
tions. Author Robert Fulghum once said: “1 do not want to

talk about what you understand about this world. I want to

know what }"Ou.Will do about it'-i do not want to know
what you hope. I want to know what you will work for. I do not want your sympathyfof the needs of
humanity. I want your muscle.” « Ambassador Collegé produces doers and Workers —leaders with the
muscle humanity will need in the future. President Ward describes Ambassador College as “a collection -
of individuals who are dedicated to building é hghtbouse'of learning to illuminate the path of travel-

ers on the road of life.” « Ambassador promotes the tools for this task: Values and vision for the 90s.
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Right leadership
must be based
firmly and squarely
upon right values.
As Ambassador
College looks into
the 90s, its vision of
helping prepare
strong leaders com-
mitted to recaptur-
ing true values
remains clearly in
focus.

Instruction in
right values as given
in the Bible, com-
bined with oppor-
tunities for experi-
ence, are what
Ambassador College
is all about. From
classrooms to ex-
tracurricular ac-
tivities, from job
experiences to
dormitory life, from
local service oppor-
tunities to foreign
projects, students
are taught right
values and the
practical application
of those values.

In today’s increas-
ingly complex
world, many leaders
and educators have
concluded that
human beings
should have the
personal right to
make their own
rules, set their own
standards and live

their own ways. The
Bible, the source of
right values, is
dismissed as having
no authority over
human attitudes and
conduct. In its
place, the narcissistic
god, self, is proc-
laimed as the final
authority to decide
right from wrong
and good from bad.

There truly is,
though, an authority
that governs human
experience. That
authority contrasts
two quite different
ways of life and
clearly explains the
result of following
each. That authority
is the Word of God,
the Bible. One of
the ways it describes
is humble accep-
tance of God as
supreme ruler and
obedience to him.
The other way is
rejection of God and
his way of life for a
set of standards of
one’s own choosing.

At Ambassador,
leadership is pre-
sented in the context
of the law of God.
Jesus Christ summed
up the law of God,
the way of right
values, by describing
it as Jove — love for
God and love for
fellow human be-
ings. But that way of
life, the way that
Jesus himself person-
ally lived and raught,
is utterly foreign to
most human

societies.

Engraved on both
campuses of Ambas-

One objective of the mathematics depart-
ment, according to Department Chairman
William Stenger, is “to provide instruction
in courses which support programs in
business administration and management
information systems.”

Students can choose between courses in
mathematics or physical science to fulfill
the general education requirements in the
associate’s and bachelor’s degree programs.
Math students must take finite mathematics
and one additional semester of either
college algebra, calculus, or statistics.
“Mathematics teach you to think critically,”
Dr. Stenger said. “And thinking is a skill
that can be used virtually anywhere!”

The Philosophy courses offered com-
prise: Introduction to Philosophy, which
examines the main political, social, religi-
ous, and ethical ideas of our day, History
of Western Thought, which examines the
long and turbulent heritage of European
thought, from the sixth century B.C. until
today, and Introduction to Logic, which
lays down the laws and principles of cor-
rect and sound reasoning that should be
adhered to in every aspect of our lives.

In Classics, students read, compare, and
evaluate selected works of historical impor-
tance from Greek and Latin authors, from
Homer to the end of the Roman empire.
Classical Literature provides students with
a humanities requirement and counts
towards a minor in English.

~  Germano.

The Theology Department, under Chair-
man Richard Thompson, fills the void so
often unfilled in education. Ambassador’s
educational philosophy is uniquely predi-
cated by the Bible as the foundation of
knowledge.

Courses are designed to promote Bibli-
cal literacy and to teach students to deal
with the fundamental issues of life. Classes
focus on Biblical history and interpretation,
Christian leadership and principles of
living — all intended to increase the ethical
competence of students.

“The department gives us what I call a
world view,” Dr. Germano said. “It provides
a way of looking at life and being able to
weigh everything that comes before us from
the perspective of what the Bible teaches.”
