A d v i s o r y  C o u n c i l  o f  E l d e r s  Expanded  

Pas tor  G e n e r a l  H e r b e r t  W. A r m s t r o n g  h a s  a n n o u n c e d  t h e  a p p o i n t m e n t  o f  f o u r  
a d d i t i o n a l  members t o  t h e  A d v i s o r y  C o u n c i l  of E l d e r s .  

The  A d v i s o r y  C o u n c i l  was fo rmed  i n  T u c s o n ,  A r i z o n a ,  b e f o r e  Mr. A r m s t r o n g  re- 
t u r n e d  t o  h i s  o f f i c e  i n  P a s a d e n a .  A t  t h e  t i m e ,  h e  named t o  t h e  C o u n c i l  min-  
i s t e r s  who had  b e e n  v e r y  f r e q u e n t l y  g o i n g  t o  T u c s o n  a n d  who a t  t h e  time were 
more c l o s e l y  i n  c o n t a c t  w i t h  h im p e r s o n a l l y .  I t  was more o f  a t e m p o r a r y  
e m e r g e n c y  c o u n c i l  a t  t h e  t i m e .  N o w ,  h o w e v e r ,  t h e  A d v i s o r y  C o u n c i l  h a s  be- 
come a p e r m a n e n t  a d v i s o r y  body  t o  t h e  P a s t o r  G e n e r a l ,  w i t h  a n  o f f i c i a l  s t a -  
t u s ,  n o t  o n l y  a s  a p e r m a n e n t  c o n s u l t i n g  C o u n c i l  t o  C h r i s t ' s  Apostle, b u t  a n  
o f f i c i a l  body  t h a t  would  o f f i c i a l l y  d e s i g n a t e  a s u c c e s s o r  a s  P a s t o r  G e n e r a l  
i n  t h e  e v e n t  o f  d i s a b i l i t y  or d e a t h  o f  t h e  Pas to r  G e n e r a l .  

T h e r e f o r e  M r .  A r m s t r o n g  f e l t  t h a t  some o f  t h e  m i n i s t e r s  of l o n g e r ,  l o y a l  a n d  
f a i t h f u l  s e r v i c e  s h o u l d  b e  members of so i m p o r t a n t  a n  o f f i c i a l  body .  

N a m e d  to  t h e  C o u n c i l  were Herman L. Hoeh,  t h e  o n l y  p i o n e e r  s t u d e n t  o f  A m b a s -  
s a d o r  Col lege  s t i l l  i n  t h e  C h u r c h .  A l s o  R o d e r i c k  C. M e r e d i t h ,  who e n t e r e d  
Ambassador  C o l l e g e  i n  i t s  t h i r d  y e a r ,  1 9 4 9 .  ( M r .  Raymond F. McNair, who en -  
t e r e d  t h e  s e c o n d  y e a r ,  1 9 4 8 ,  a l r e a d y  was a C o u n c i l  member.)  N e x t  a d d e d  were 
Norman A .  S m i t h ,  who e n t e r e d  i n  September, 1 9 5 0 ,  a n d  f o u r t h ,  H a r o l d  L.  Jack- 
s o n ,  a member s i n c e  May 2 8 ,  1 9 3 6 .  

T h e s e  e a r l y  Ambassador  C o l l e g e  g r a d u a t e s  a n d  l o n g t i m e  m i n i s t e r s  b r i n g  a d d i -  
t i o n a l  d e p t h  t o  t h e  e x i s t i n g  C o u n c i l .  The  o r i g i n a l  a d v i s o r y  g r o u p  c o n s i s t -  
i n g  of D i b a r  A p a r t i a n ,  Dean B l a c k w e l l ,  R o b e r t  F a h e y ,  E l l i s  L a R a v i a ,  Raymond 
McNair, L e r o y  N e f f ,  J o s e p h  Tkach  a n d  Leon Walker, w i t h  R a l p h  H e l g e  a s  L e g a l  
A d v i s o r  was fo rmed  i n  e a r l y  March by  M r .  A r m s t r o n g .  The  o r i g i n a l  a p p o i n t -  
ment  o f  t h e  C o u n c i l  was a n n o u n c e d  March 1 3  i n  t h e  Pas tor  G e n e r a l ' s  Report a n d  
i n  t h e  March 1 6  i s s u e  o f  The  WORLDWIDE N E W S .  

The  scope a n d  m a g n i t u d e  o f  t h e  Work  i n  t h i s  e r a  is  v e r y  d i v e r s e  a n d  demand ing  
a n d  i t  c o n t i n u e s  to  grow a s  God b l e s s e s  i t .  C h r i s t  c o n t i n u e s  t o  l e a d ,  g u i d e  
a n d  d i r e c t  H i s  Work  t h r o u g h  H i s  Apostle. 

M r .  A r m s t r o n g  s t a t e d ,  ' ' J e s u s  C h r i s t  is t h e  l i v i n g  HEAD o f  t h i s  C h u r c h  a n d  t h e  
W o r k  o f  God. I am m e r e l y  a n  i n s t r u m e n t  i n  H i s  h a n d s .  I look t o  H i m ,  of 
c o u r s e ,  f o r  g u i d a n c e .  B u t  H e  is  G o d ' s  Word, a n d  t h a t  Word i n  w r i t i n g  s a y s :  
' I n  m u l t i t u d e  o f  c o u n s e l l o r s  t h e r e  is s a f e t y . '  I h a v e  a l w a y s  s o u g h t  a n d  l i s -  
t e n e d  to c o u n s e l l o r s .  " 

The  A d v i s o r y  g r o u p  p r o v i d e s  a body o f  c o u n s e l l o r s  t o  draw o n  i n  making  d e c i -  
s i o n s  r e g a r d i n g  t h e  o p e r a t i o n  o f  a l a r g e  w o r l d w i d e  W o r k .  M r .  A r m s t r o n g ' s  
a p p o i n t m e n t  o f  t h e  C o u n c i l  a l s o  p r o v i d e s  a s t a b i l i z i n g  i n f l u e n c e  f o r  t h e  
C h u r c h  i n  t h e  f u t u r e .  
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P a s t o r  G e n e r a l  A r m s t r o n g  c o n v e n e d  a m e e t i n g  o f  t h e  C o u n c i l  o n  Monday, J u l y  
2 0 ,  p r e c e d i n g  h i s  t r i p  to  Europe. H e  c o n d u c t e d  some o f f i c i a l  Church  mat ters  
a n d  u p d a t e d  t h e  A d v i s o r y  g r o u p  o n  t h e  v a r i o u s  aspec ts  o f  t h e  W o r k .

T h i s  is  T h u r s d a y ,  J u l y  30 ,  and  I am b e h i n d  o n  w r i t i n g  f o r  t h e  Pastor 
G e n e r a l ' s  Report. So f a r  e v e r y t h i n g  o n  t h e  t r i p  is  moving  so f a s t  t h a t  I 
h a v e  t h e  f e e l i n g  I h a v e  g o t t e n  m y s e l f  i n t o  a mov ie  t h a t  is  r u n n i n g  a t  " f a s t  
f o r w a r d . "  I am g r o p i n g  a r o u n d  t r y i n g  t o  f i n d  t h e  " n o r m a l  s p e e d "  b u t t o n ,  so 
f a r  w i t h o u t  success. I t  is b e g i n n i n g  t o  dawn o n  m e  t h a t  w o r k i n g  i n  t h e  
P a s t o r  G e n e r a l ' s  O f f i c e ,  f a s t  f o r w a r d  - is n o r m a l !  

On T u e s d a y ,  J u l y  2 1 ,  M r .  a n d  M K S .  A r m s t r o n g ,  R u t h  Nes to r ,  E v e l y n  and I ,  de- 
p a r t e d  Los A n g e l e s  o n  t h e  G - I 1  a t  1 p.m. f o r  Orr ,  M i n n e s o t a .  Our SEP camp is 
v e r y  close t o  t h e  f l i g h t  p a t h  w e  would h a v e  t o  take f r o m  L o s  A n g e l e s  to  Lon- 
d o n ,  so w e  d e c i d e d  t o  c o m b i n e  M r .  A r m s t r o n g ' s  v i s i t  w i t h  t h e  t r i p  t o  E u r o p e .  

W e  a r r i v e d  on  s c h e d u l e  a t  6:30 p.m. and  were m e t  by  M r .  and  Mrs. Kev in  Dean ,  
Mr. a n d  M r s .  Dave R e g i s t e r ,  M r .  a n d  Mrs. Doug Horchak  a n d  a h o s t  o f  campers. 
B e f o r e  M r .  HWA l e f t  t h e  p l a n e  h e  p u t  o n  t h e  YOU cap t h a t  w a s  p r e s e n t e d  h im 
when h e  v i s i t e d  t h e  f i r s t  s e s s i o n .  I t  is r o y a l  b l u e  a n d  w h i t e  a n d  u n d e r  t h e  
YOU monogram t h e  w o r d s  "Pastor  G e n e r a l "  appear.  When Mr. A r m s t r o n g  s t e p p e d  
t h r o u g h  t h e  p l a n e  d o o r ,  t h e  h a t  c a u g h t  e v e r y o n e  by  s u r p r i s e .  I t  took a sec- 
ond or t w o  to  r e c o g n i z e  who was u n d e r  i t .  B u t  when t h e  c rowd d i d  see t h a t  i t  
was HWA i n  a YOU cap, a r o u s i n g  c h e e r  w e n t  u p  t h a t  mus t  h a v e  b e e n  h e a r d  f o r  
miles! The c h e e r i n g  and  l a u g h t e r  l a s t e d  t i l l  w e  a l l  d e p l a n e d .  I t  was a 
g r e a t  welcome t o  SEP! 

W e  had d i n n e r  t h a t  n i g h t  a t  t h e  g u e s t  l o d g e  w i t h  a l l  m i n i s t e r s  a t  t h e  camp. 
I t  was a c h a n c e  t o  c h a t  and  g e t  a c q u a i n t e d .  

The  n e x t  m o r n i n g  w e  had  b r u n c h  w i t h  a l l  t h e  s t a f f  i n  t h e  main d i n i n g  room. 
F l o w e r s  g a t h e r e d  f r o m  a r o u n d  t h e  camp s i t e  g r a c e d  e v e r y  t a b l e  a n d  t h e  g i n g -  
h a m - c u r t a i n e d  room c o u l d  n o t  h a v e  l o o k e d  more c h e e r f u l  and  i n v i t i n g .  

A f t e r  b r e a k f a s t ,  w e  t o u r e d  t h e  camp. The g i r l s '  dorm,  p r e v i o u s l y  j u d g e d  t h e  
n e a t e s t ,  r e c e i v e d  a n  " i n s p e c t i o n "  f r o m  HWA. I t  was c e r t a i n l y  a n  o u t s t a n d i n g  
e x a m p l e  o f  w h a t  a dorm c a n  and  s h o u l d  be. Most p l e a s i n g  o f  a l l  w a s  t h e  J O Y  
w r i t t e n  o n  t h e  f a c e s  o f  t h e  c h i l d r e n  o f  G o d ' s  Church--and t h e  e s p r i t  d e  
corps ! 

We t h e n  t o u r e d  v a r i o u s  f a c i l i t i e s  a r o u n d  t h e  camp and  a b o y s '  dorm. T h e  same 
J O Y  a n d  e x c i t e m e n t  was o n  a l l  f a c e s  a s  Mr. A r m s t r o n g  w a l k e d  t h r o u g h  e a c h  
room. I n  o n e  o f  them h e  s p o t t e d  my s o n  J o n a t h a n  s t a n d i n g  b e s i d e  t h e  n e a t e s t  
bed  J o n a t h a n  h a s  e v e r  made i n  h i s  l i f e !  N o w  I know J o n  can d o  i t !  The  
secret  is o u t !  

M r .  A r m s t r o n g  addressed t h e  campers t h a t  a f t e r n o o n .  H e  had been told t h e  
y o u n g s t e r s  had  t w o  ma in  q u e s t i o n s .  F i r s t ,  w h a t  t o  do a f t e r  h i g h  s c h o o l ?  Mr. 
A r m s t r o n g  s a i d  t h a t  was o n e  o f  t h e  r e a s o n s  f o r  o p e n i n g  B i g  Sandy  a g a i n :  t o  
g i v e  a s  many a s  w e  c o u l d  t h e  o p p o r t u n i t y  t o  a t t e n d  Ambassador  C o l l e g e .  B u t  
e v e n  so, t h e r e  would n o t  be enough  room f o r  e v e r y o n e .  H e  s a i d  h e  c o u l d  n o t  
recommend t h e  u n i v e r s i t i e s  of t h i s  w o r l d .  The  ma in  t h i n g  wrong i n  t h e  w o r l d  
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t o d a y  is  e d u c a t i o n .  The  i n s t i t u t i o n s  o f  h i g h e r  l e a r n i n g  a r e  t e a c h i n g  people 
t h e  wrong way! 

H e  s a i d  man n e e d s  t h r e e  k i n d s  of k n o w l e d g e :  how t o  d e a l  w i t h  t h i n g s ,  how t o  
d e a l  w i t h  people a n d  how t o  r e l a t e  t o  God. The  s c h o o l s  c a n  t e a c h  how t o  d e a l  
w i t h  t h i n g s - - t h a t  is  f i n e .  B u t  u n i v e r s i t i e s  a t tempt  t o  t e a c h  how to  d e a l  
w i t h  p e o p l e - - p s y c h o l o g y  i s  a n  e x a m p l e .  B u t  t h e y  know n o t h i n g  of t h e  s p i r i t  
i n  man and  how a t t i t u d e s  are fo rmed .  T h e r e f o r e  t h e i r  k n o w l e d g e  is wrong.  H e  
a d d e d  t h a t  w e  h a v e  h a d  men who h a v e  f i n i s h e d  A m b a s s a d o r ,  u n d e r s t o o d  God's  
Word, t h e n  go t o  t h e s e  o u t s i d e  u n i v e r s i t i e s .  And t h e y  h a v e  g o n e  o f f - - p o s -  
s i b l y  f o r  a l l  e t e r n i t y .  H e  s a i d  h e  c o u l d  n o t  recommend law,  m e d i c i n e  a n d  t h e  
social  s c i e n c e s .  

H e  t h e n  e x p l a i n e d  G o d ' s  way o f  m a r r y i n g  w i t h i n  y o u r  own f a m i l y  g r o u p  a n d  how 
t h a t  p r i n c i p l e  a p p l i e s  a t  camp. 

When h e  f i n i s h e d ,  t h e  c h i l d r e n  g a v e  him a s t a n d i n g  o v a t i o n .  

I n  B r i t a i n ,  t h e  a i r p o r t s  a re  c l o s e d  b e t w e e n  1 0  p.m. a n d  7 a.m. T h i s  is  t o  
keep t h e  n o i s e  l e v e l  down d u r i n g  t h e  s l e e p i n g  h o u r s .  W e  had  timed o u r  a r -  
r i v a l  t o  b e  a t  7 a.m. T h u r s d a y  m o r n i n g  so w e  c o u l d  a d j u s t  t o  t h e  time d i f -  
f e r e n c e  a s  q u i c k l y  a s  poss ib l e .  B u t  w e  had  d e p a r t e d  O r r  a l i t t l e  e a r l i e r  
t h a n  p l a n n e d .  And w e  a l so  h a d  s t r o n g  t a i l  w i n d s  t h a t  p u t  u s  o v e r  L u t o n  a t  
5:30  a.m. The  a i rpo r t  a u t h o r i t i e s  s a i d  w e  c o u l d  l a n d  a t  6 a.m. so w e  had  t o  
c i r c l e  fo r  3 0  m i n u t e s .  

W e  were m e t  by  M r .  F r a n k  Brown whom C a p t a i n  B l a c k  had  n o t i f i e d  o f  o u r  ear-  
l i e r - t h a n - p l a n n e d  a r r i v a l .  S e v e r a l  o t h e r  m i n i s t e r s  f r o m  a r o u n d  t h e  a r ea  
were t h e r e  a lso.  D r .  a n d  Mrs. A b b o t t ,  f o r m e r l y  o n  t h e  f a c u l t y  a t  B r i c k e t  
Wood, came o u t  t o  welcome M r .  A r m s t r o n g  back t o  E n g l a n d .  A l s o  t h e r e  was t h e  
r e l i a b l e  Lawrence  w i t h  t h e  l e a s t  e x p e n s i v e  car  i n  t h e  f l e e t - - t h e  2 0 - y e a r - o l d  
Rolls Royce t h a t  is  s t i l l  g o i n g  s t r o n g !  

W e  s p e n t  t h e  r e s t  o f  T h u r s d a y  g e t t i n g  s e t t l e d  i n  a n d  a d j u s t e d  t o  t h e  t i m e  
c h a n g e .  

On F r i d a y ,  w e  d r o v e  t o  R a d l e t t  to  see t h e  p r i n t i n g  f a c i l i t y  a n d  O f f i c e  t h e r e .  
M r .  A r m s t r o n g  w a s  d i s p l e a s e d  t h a t  commercial p r i n t i n g  was t h e  ma in  f u n c t i o n  
of o u r  i n s t a l l a t i o n .  When M r .  Brown h a d  f i r s t  t o l d  M r .  A r m s t r o n g  a b o u t  t h e  
s i t u a t i o n  i n  March o f  t h i s  y e a r ,  M r .  HWA i n s t r u c t e d  Mr. Brown t o  s e l l  t h e  
p l a n t  a s  s o o n  a s  p o s s i b l e .  S e e i n g  t h e  o p e r a t i o n  i n  a c t i o n  c o n v i n c e d  M r .  A r m -  
s t r o n g  t h a t  s e l l i n g  t h e  p r e s s  was s t i l l  t h e  r i g h t  c o u r s e .  

A f t e r  t h e  p ress  t o u r ,  Mr. Brown g a v e  a p r e s e n t a t i o n  o n  t h e  W o r k  s u p e r v i s e d  b y  
t h e  O f f i c e  a t  R a d l e t t  i n  B r i t a i n ,  S c a n d i n a v i a ,  t h e  M i d d l e  East  a n d  B l a c k  Af- 
r i c a .  I t  was v e r y  i n s p i r i n g  to u s  a l l  t o  see how God is  d o i n g  a w o r k  i n  a l l  
t h e s e  areas .  W e  w i l l  s h a r e  some o f  t h e  h i g h l i g h t s  w i t h  you  a f t e r  w e  r e t u r n  
t o  P a s a d e n a .  

B r i t i s h  l a w  r e q u i r e s  a n  a n n u a l  m e e t i n g  o f  t h e  B o a r d  of Di rec tors  o f  t h e  Col- 
lege a n d  C h u r c h  i n  B r i t a i n .  M r .  Brown h a d  a r r a n g e d  a l u n c h e o n  a t  h i s  home 
f o r  t h e  Board a n d  t h e  m e e t i n g  f o l l o w e d  t h e  meal. M r .  HWA c h a i r e d  t h e  b u s i -  
n e s s  m e e t i n g  and  u p d a t e d  t h e  B o a r d  o n  r e c e n t  d e v e l o p m e n t s  i n  t h e  C h u r c h .  

On S a b b a t h ,  members f r o m  a r o u n d  t h e  w h o l e  of B r i t a i n  g a t h e r e d  i n  London to  
h e a r  t h e  P a s t o r  G e n e r a l .  One man came f r o m  a s  f a r  away as Ghana! I n  a l l ,  
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1908 people came to Central Hall, Westminster for the special Sabbath ser- 
vice. 

Mr. Armstrong began by saying "Greetings everyone in Ephraim!" He had heard 
that some in Britain objected to his Wall Street Journal ads because they 
felt we are an American religion. Mr. HWA said this is not an American reli- 
gion--it is God's religion! Even though the Bible we use comes from Oxford 
University Press!

After that introduction, he stuck to the trunk of the tree! He explained 
that all the troubles in this present evil world came as a result of Adam's 
decision to take to himself knowledge production; to accept no spiritual 
knowledge from God that would show the way to a right relationship with God 
and how to get along with other people. Adam only had physical knowledge, 
acquired through the five senses to guide him. He could work with thinqs, 
but was utterly helpless before his problems between people, which are spir- 
itual in nature. 

He continued by explaining that the Church is the first since Adam was ex- 
pelled from the Garden of Eden to have access to God's Holy Spirit. We must 
qualify in this age, with Satan still on his throne. It is tougher now, but 
we will be used by God as leaders under Christ forever.

International News 

Spanish Update The June LA PURA VERDAD subscription stands at 88,555, which 
is 25 percent higher than in June of 1980. A total of 40,128 new subscribers 
have been added since January of this year. 

During the past year, LA PURA VERDAD circulation has reached all-time highs 
in Bolivia, Argentina, Chile, Spain, Puerto Rico, Uruguay, the U.S.A. and 
several non-Spanish-speaking European nations, such as Great Britain, West 
Germany and Switzerland. 

Here are some interesting historical facts concerning La PURA VERDAD: 
Through the end of June 1981, a total of 453,911 subscriptions have been sent 
to 124 countries since the Spanish PLAIN TRUTH started in February of 1968. 
According to a recent survey, the PV has about 6.5 readers per copy, which 
means that nearly three million people in the Spanish-speaking world have 
read the magazine. This does not include the 1.1 million people who have 
read the magazine via newsstand distribution over the last five and one-half 
years. 

The highest circulation in any country at one given time was 50,773 in Colom- 
bia in late 1975. The highest cumulative number of subscriptions during the 
existence of La PURA VERDAD is 118,061. These were sent to Mexico, the larg- 
est Spanish-speaking country in the world. Lastly, the best "penetration" 
the Spanish PT has achieved is in tiny Costa Rica (population 2.2 million) 
where 3.7 percent of all households have received a subscription at one time 
or another. 

Income for the Latin American countries continues to show substantial in- 
creases even though inflation in some countries is extremely high. Our 
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y e a r - t o - d a t e  i n c r e a s e s  i n  t h e  number o f  co-workers a n d  d o n o r s  i s  22 .9  per 
c e n t  and  32 .3  p e r c e n t  r e s p e c t i v e l y .  The  o v e r a l l  m o n e t a r y  i n c r e a s e  is  30  
p e r c e n t .  Mail  r e c e i v e d  is  u p  29 p e r c e n t .  

Jamaica On S u n d a y ,  2 6 t h  o f  J u l y ,  a s  a f o l l o w - u p  t o  p r e v i o u s l y  c o n d u c t e d  
PLAIN TRUTH s u b s c r i b e r s '  l e c t u r e s ,  C h a r l e s  F l e m i n g ,  assoc ia te  p a s t o r  o f  t h e  
K i n g s t o n ,  Jamaica c h u r c h ,  p r e s e n t e d  o n  f i l m  a s e r m o n  by M r .  A r m s t r o n g .  One 
h u n d r e d  t w e n t y  new p e o p l e  a t t e n d e d - - o v e r  9 %  o f  t h e  1 ,313  s u b s c r i b e r s  i n -  
v i t e d ,  4 5  o f  whom had n o t  a t t e n d e d  e i t h e r  o f  t h e  p r e v i o u s  l e c t u r e s !  I t  was a 
v e r y  r e s p o n s i v e  a u d i e n c e  and  many m e n t i o n e d  t h e y  would  b e  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  
s e e i n g  a n d  h e a r i n g  f r o m  Mr. A r m s t r o n g  a g a i n .  One man .commented t h a t  h e  h a d  
r e a d  M r .  A r m s t r o n g ' s  b o o k s  b e f o r e ,  b u t  t h a t  h e  had  n e v e r  had  i t  a l l  p u t  to- 
g e t h e r  i n  t h a t  way. From t h a t  g r o u p  a l o n e  4 5  would l i k e  a v i s i t  f r o m  a min- 
i s t e r !  I t  looks l i k e  t h e  Work  i n  Jamaica is i n  f o r  a n  e x c i t i n g  p e r i o d  o f  
a c t i v i t y  and  g r o w t h .

I t  is  v e r y  t h r i l l i n g  t o  see t h e  impact y o u r  e f f o r t  is  h a v i n g  a r o u n d  t h e  
w o r l d .  A l s o  t h e  way C h r i s t  is  s e t t i n g  H i s  C h u r c h  h i g h e r  a n d  h i g h e r  upon  
a h i l l  so t h a t  t h e  t r u e  l i g h t  may become more a p p a r e n t  a n d  show t h e  way 
t o  a l l .

ON THE WORLD SCENE 

MR. REAGAN'S SUMMIT--OTTAWA: P r i m e  M i n i s t e r  M a r g a r e t  T h a t c h e r  of Great  B r i t -  
a i n  s u c c i n c t l y  summed u p  t h e  s e v e n t h  a n n u a l  f r e e  w o r l d  e c o n o m i c  summit  h e l d  
h e r e  i n  C a n a d a ' s  c a p i t a l :  "I t h i n k  R o n a l d  Reagan  had  a v e r y  good summit  
i n d e e d .  I' 

A t  t imes,  i n  f a c t ,  i t  seemed almost a s  i f  P r e s i d e n t  Reagan  were t h e  h o s t  of 
t h e  t h r e e - d a y  c o n f e r e n c e ,  r a t h e r  t h a n  C a n a d i a n  P r i m e  M i n i s t e r  P i e r r e  E l l i o t t  
T r u d e a u .  From t h e  v e r y  moment h e  t o u c h e d  t h e  tarmac a t  t h e  a i rpo r t  o n  S u n d a y  
a f t e r n o o n ,  J u l y  1 9 ,  s m i l i n g  a n d  w a v i n g  t o  t h e  p ress  a s  u s u a l - - i n  s h a r p  c o n -  
t r a s t  t o  t h e  o t h e r  f a r  more r e s e r v e d  h e a d s - o f - g o v e r n m e n t - - i t  was o b v i o u s  

t h a t  M r .  Reagan  was t h e  d o m i n a n t  p e r s o n a l i t y  among t h e  s e v e n  w o r l d  l e a d e r s  
who r e p r e s e n t  n a t i o n s  c o n t r o l l i n g  a b o u t  8 0 %  o f  t h e  f r e e  w o r l d ' s  GNP.  ( T h e  
roster  a l so  i n c l u d e d  P r e s i d e n t  F r a n c o i s  M i t t e r r a n d  o f  F r a n c e ,  C h a n c e l l o r  
He lmut  S c h m i d t  o f  West Germany,  P r i m e  M i n i s t e r  Zenko S u z u k i  o f  J a p a n  a n d  
Premier G i o v a n n i  S p a d o l i n i  o f  I t a l y .  G a s t o n  T h o r n  o f  Luxembourg a t t e n d e d  
a s  a n  o b s e r v e r ,  b e i n g  p r e s i d e n t  o f  t h e  E u r o p e a n  Common Market ' s  c o u n c i l . )  

From t h e  v e r y  s t a r t ,  M r .  Reagan  took t h e  l e a d ,  b u t  i n  h i s  own i n i m i t a b l e  
s t y l e - - f i r m ,  b u t  n e v e r  o v e r b e a r i n g ,  t e m p e r e d  w i t h  w e l l - p l a c e d  q u i p s  a n d  
a n e c d o t e s .  The  p r e s i d e n t ,  w h i l e  a "rookie" a t  s u m m i t r y  ( a l o n g  w i t h  Mi t te r -  
r a n d ,  S u z u k i ,  and  S p a d o l i n i ) ,  n e v e r t h e l e s s  showed h e  was up  t o  t h e  s t r e n u o u s  
t a sks .  H e  h a d  p r e p a r e d  t h o r o u g h l y  f o r  t h e  s u m m i t ,  e n d u r i n g  h o u r s  o f  g r u e l -  
i n g  b r i e f i n g s  by  a i d e s .  

One u n f o r g e t t a b l e  p h o t o g r a p h  t a k e n  a t  n e a r b y  C h a t e a u  M o n t e b e l l o ,  s i t e  o f  
most of t h e  c l o s e d - d o o r  s e s s i o n s ,  r e v e a l e d  who was u n m i s t a k a b l y  i n  c h a r g e  of 
t h e  p r o c e e d i n g s :  I t  showed M r .  Reagan  r a t h e r  g l e e f u l l y  s t e e r i n g  a g o l f  c a r t  
a r o u n d  t h e  c h a t e a u  g r o u n d s - - w i t h  a g l u m ,  n o n p l u s s e d  C h a n c e l l o r  S c h m i d t  s i t -  
t i n g  t o  h i s  r i g h t .  

The  o t h e r  s i x  l e a d e r s  f o u n d  P r e s i d e n t  Reagan  t o  be n o  " f i g u r e h e a d "  l e a d e r  
b u t  a man v e r y  much ''up f r o n t . "  H e  d i d  n e a r l y  a l l  of t h e  t a l k i n g  f o r  t h e  
U.S. d e l e g a t i o n .  H e  r e v e a l e d  h i m s e l f  a s  b e i n g  s i n g l e - m i n d e d  a n d  f i r m l y  
r o o t e d  i n  h i s  c o n v i c t i o n s .  And a d d i n g  t o  h i s  i n f e c t i o u s  c h a r m ,  w h i c h  a l l  
a c k n o w l e d g e d ,  h e  c a n  b e  v e r y  p e r s u a s i v e .  The  f i n a l  communique l a r g e l y  re- 
f l e c t e d  h i s  own v i e w s  o n  e c o n o m i c  mat te rs .  A t  t h e  same t i m e ,  M r .  Reagan  
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achieved high marks from his peers who remarked that he was also a good lis- 
tener, one who readily acknowledged their own national economic problems, 
especially as aggravated by high interest rates in the United States. 

The private "no holds barred" sessions, journalists were told in press 
briefings, were very frank, but apparently never acrimonious. And in the 
end, the Europeans, Japanese and Canadians had little choice but to trust 
Mr. Reagan's contention that his domestic economic reform package will "turn 
things around" in the U.S. within a few months, to the expected benefit of 
America's partners. One got the impression that the other six were giving 
the U . S .  a year's grace, at least until the next summit to be held in France. 

The final communique showed the Reagan imprint. It stressed the importance 
for governments to "urgently reduce public borrowing.. .to rely on contain 
ment of budgetary deficits, by means of restraint in government expendi- 
tures." Mr. Reagan let the Europeans know that he felt their economic prob- 
lems were largely of their own making, traceable primarily to skyrocketing 
social expenditures, only secondarily to high U.S. interest rates. Appar- 
ently Chancellor Schmidt, for one, got the message, expressing the intention 
to go home and cut West German federal spending and borrowing. This could 
put Schmidt in hot water with his own Social Democratic party, however. 

The President budged only ever so slightly on Prime Minister Trudeau's pet 
project--improved "North-South" (developed vs. developing nations) rela- 
tions. Mr. Trudeau would have been embarrassed had no mention been given to 
increasing North-South development aid. But the essentially Reagan final 
communique stressed the necessity for encouraging development by means of 
private investment, not government handouts, which all too often only end up 
lining the pockets of despots. 

Of what importance are such international heads-of-government meetings such 
as the economic summit? It's easy to dismiss them as having little value, 
but in the potentially explosive era we are living in, such summit confer- 
ences help keep international relations on an even keel--as long as reason- 
------ able men are in seats of authority. Personal contact among-leadersyoes have 
some value. It can help diffuse potential crises. As President Reagan re- 
marked: "Getting to personally know these other individuals, getting into a 
really first-name basis, is worth its weight in gold." 

But summits, of course, solve nothing of themselves. Final communiques-- 
written in advance--usually are cosmetic patchworks papering over deep divi- 
sion. Even before the Ottawa conference began, Prime Minister Trudeau pre- 
pared Canadians not to expect any concrete results, except, he said, "to try 
to understand where the devil the world is going." 

This has been a bit different "On the World Scene." But I thought some on- 
the-spot observations from the Ottawa Summit, especially about the pivotal 
role of America's new president, might be of some value.
