We have no word of wondemmation for these do
Pentecostal people, ag they call themselves,
because they Ave unable te repeat the same
EYPERIEHOE as degeribed for the day of Pen-
tegost in 31 AL, That experience will
NEVER be vepeated againl It never occurred
before, and it Tever will againt

it was san EXPERJENEYT ynique in all
historyl It was the welcoming manifesta-
tion of the advent of the Holy Ghest---the
"other Comforter’---to this earth FROM
HEAVER .

An Exper ience Unique in History

After Ehis epochal day, Paul could say
"ehrisk Tiveth IN me." But altha Pavid was
a man a6fter God's own heavt, he could wnever
cay thatl David said "thou art WITH me."

During His ministvy, Jesas said "He
khet believeth on me, as the Seviptuce hath
saild, out of his belly chall flow vivecs
of living watevr. (But thit spake We of the
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Spint, which they that believe on Him
Sheuld receive: for THE HOLY GHOST WAS NoT
YETGIVEN; because thal Jesus was not yet
gloriﬁed.)" The Holy Ghost "was not yet
grven " How could men receive the GILFT
before the GIFT had been CIVEN? The SPIRIT
could not eome until Jesus had twen glovri-
fied, Speaking of the coming of the Holy
Ghost, Jesus hold Hig disciples, on the
eve of His cvueifi:i v 3¢ 7 go not away
the Comforter WILL K0T COME unto you; bat,
if 1 depart, 1 will send him unto yau. And
WHEN ha is come," etc. (John 16:7,8. Pro=
teding text from Jokn 7:38.39),

The Mo}, Ghaost had not yet been given
He had not jet come from heaven., Unless
Jesus went Yo heaven, and was glorified,
He qould not come!

Again, that same memorable night, Je-
sus said: "Fe dwelleth WITH yeu, and shall
be I you," (Jobn 14:17), He was WITH
them, in the persen of Jesws, but He was,
after the day of Pentecost, to be IN them,
in the person of the Noly Ghost!

Today we frequently hear those who do
not understand speak of "praying down Pen-
tecost," They exclaim, "It took Petec &nd
the apostles ten days to pray down Pente-
cost,” and they urge us to "tarry,"” and
to "seek”, and teo beg, and Yo agonize, and
to piead with God Lo send down ANOTHER
Pentecost--~to send His Holy Spirit from
hesven again)

But the Holy Ghest CAME FROM HEAVEN
te earth on the day of Pentgeest, 31 A.D.
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and-~~let us understand this---HE HAS BEEN
HERE EVER SINGE!

All we have to do new is to OPEN UP
OUR HEARTS, and to let the blessed Holy Spi
rit in! He is l-TEBE! Today you need hot plea
and beg and agenize for God to give you this
greatest of all @ifts. God needs no beg-
ging! The Holy Ghest is HERE---and God tells
us in His Weord He is more WILLING to give
us this Gift than we are to give bread to

ts own deceit and wickedness, and, like
Tavid, pleads with Bod to “creatc inme a
CLEAN heart, O Ged:; and renew 4 RiGHT
splrit within me," (Ps. 61:10), confessing
that our heart is net clean, nor our
spirit right.

It my take & great deal of prayer
---of earnest supplication and prayer---
ts bring one to the place wheve he CAN
surrender fully to God---to have revealed
to Kim the things he must surrender, which,
pechaps, he himself does not fully veal-
ize=-~-to be made thoroughly WILLING to
give up ALL for the blessed gift of life
eternal thru the flely Spirit of God.

Much has been written--«thousands of
sermons preachgd---on the VEED of the bap-
tism with the Holy CGhost.

The methed, unfortunately, has been
taken for granted by thousands---a modern
method that has not been questioned, or
checked or preved according to the BIBLE
teaching.

Is it not 8 self-evident fact that if
we seek it a wrong wey, we shall receive
a wrong thirg?

Beyend doubt this modern "Pentecost-
al" movement has brought a vital TRUTH
once more to light---the truth of the
need of the baptism with the Holy Ghost,

But do you suppose tle Devil weuld
be content to deceive men on all other
questions, and then neglect to deceive
the many thousards of seeckers after the
baptism with the Holy Ghost into a clever,
8 false, spurious MANNER and METHOD of
receiving this most preciouws gift of 2ll
~--and therefore inte actually recaiving
a COUNTERFEIT instead of the genuire?

God's Word WARNS you and me that Sa-
tan s going about, today, as a roaring
lion, sseking whem he may devour, KNOWING
HE HAS BUT A SHORT TIME. The church is
asleep (Mat. 25:5) but Satan the sdversary
is on the job! Jesus warved us of false
doctrines that would appear im these last
days, and that would DECEIVE many.

Oh, but Satan could never deceive
MB, you say! Why, are YOU not seeking
efter the deeper SPIRITUAL exyeviences?
Perhaps spoken in "tangucs"? You think
YU could not be deceived—--it is omy
those who are not "spiritual” thet are
deceived,

Can't we see that Sulan is & SPLRIT-
UAL Being? (Eph. 2:2). Me does wnel come

a3 & red demon with heorns and tail, but
as "AN ANGEL OF LIGHT. " He appears as san
ANGEL---a SPIRIT, and as bringing LIGHT.
These deceived THINK they have received

advanced and been elevated 4o s HIGHER
SPYRITUAL PLANE, And Satan has wary MIN-
ISTERS. And they do not all come presching
modernism, or cold spiritless deoctrines
-~-they, too, cowe 8s SPIRITUAL ministers,
and "are transformed as the ministers of
RIGHTEOUSNESS, " (1T Cor. 11:14,15).

It is thege progressing into the deep-
er SPTRITUAL experiemces whom Satan will
tonpt amd try the most, and WHO ARE MOST
SUSCEPTIBLE to his deceptiems! That is,
unless constantly OM GUARD, and unless
we refuse to follow any but the TRUE SCRIP-
TURAL T'EST.

You canmot trust your EXPERIENCES, be~
cause Satan, a spirit beimg, can give coun-
terfeit spiritual experiences, awd by them
deceive any human soul that ever lived!

"Beloved, BELIEVE NOT every spirit,
but TRY the spirits, whether they be of
GOD: because many false prophets 8re gone
out inte the world." (I Jehn 4:1).

What is TRUTH? Jesus gaid, "THY WORD
is Truth!” The BIBLE! So, when He, the Spir-
it of Truth is come, and He guides us into
the TRUTH, He merely guides us into &
RIGHT understanding of the BIBLE! The BIBIE,
and the Bible ALONE, is the test,

Satan today ie misleading, fooling,
and cleverly deceiving thousands by giving
"impressions," or dreams or 'wigions," un-
til people say "the Lord told me" thig or
that, and call their impressions "leadings
of the Spirit." Remember, Jatan is a
spirit who can lesad, as well as God. We
wrestle not against flesh and bloed, but
against WICKED SPIRLITS in high places, and
consequently Cod warns us that we need on
the WHOLE ARMOUR of GOD that we may with-
stand the WILES OF THE DEVIL. (Eph. 6:10-18).
And that armour imcludes the shield of
FAITH, and the sword of THE WORD OF GOD.
EVERY spirit is mot the HOLY Spirit, There
are false, seducing, unclean spirits.

What Absut “PARRY Meetimgs?”

The METHOD of this modern "pentecostal
movement for seeking the Holy Spirit is the
modern "tarry meeting.”

Are "tarry meetings" Seriptural? Is
ihis the BIBLE method?

It must be remembered that there are
many different types of "pentecostal” peo-
ple. fnd so btheir ways ¢differ gomewhat,

But with perhops the majority of these
pesple, the methed ig as follows: The “'seek-
er," as he is called, must attend a “tarry
meeting" along with other “"seekers™ and with
them , where possible, who already "have
their baptism' as it is expressed. The seek-
ers are told to any such phrases as "Glory!
Glory" Gleryl" over and over. Constantly ,
they are urged to "say it a little faster.'
Variations of this phrase are "Hallelyjanl®
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or "Praise you Jesusl' Constantly the

Yseeker" is told to keep it up, faster and
fagter; mnot ta became discouraged. Some-
times they are told to lift the arms sbove
their heads, and hold them theve. When thy
become So tired they are unable Yo hold
them longer in the air, others will come
and support their arms.

Time after time the seeker will come
to one of these "tarry meebtings" repeat-
ing the above formula, hours at a time.

In other forms of the “tarry meeting”

does not mean beg, or agonize, or repeat
words ever and over. T4 doe¢ not mean o
prayer meeting,

The dictiomary says "tarry” means
“to put off going OY coming; linger. To
remain in the same place; abide; stay.
To await; to delay. N., sojourn, stay.”

The literal Greek, word for word,
from the Interlinear Greek text is: “but
REMAIN YE IK THE CITY OF JERUSALEN, t1ll
ye be clothed with power from on highe"
How can we conceive the idea of these

modern "tarry meetings" from the scriptural
command “REMAIN YE IN THE CITY OF JERUSA-~
TEM"?

But, protests the “tarry meeting"
defender, it says in Acts 1:13, 14, that
the disciples “"went into an upper voom,"
ond "these all contimied with one accord
in prayer and supplication.” The asswmp-
tion is that the disciples met at a certain
house for this purpose---that they were
there Nolding & "tarry meeting—-that they
begged and pleaded with God until He
finally sent them the "blessing” frem on
high--~-and that we should do the same
thing, Often the statement is made bhat
"1t took the disciples ten doys to pray
down Pentecost!”

The MEANING of "Pent w

One difficulty is that few know the
meaning of the types of leviticus 25. There
we find instvuction regarding the seven
annual feast days, occurring at the five
different times duringthe year.

The first was the Passaver, on the l4th
of Abib, the first month of the sacred year,
On this day a lamd was always slain, And so
the crucifixion occurred en this very day.
It wag upon the l4th of Abib, 31 A.D, that
Christ, the Lamb of God, our Passover, was
slain for us!

The second of these set feasts was the
feast of Pirgtfruits, known as the day of
Pentecost, 50 days later, This always hed
typified the Firstfruits of the New Testa~
ment- Chucch. Arnd accovrdingly, whea the
"other Comforter" came frem heavem---from
Yo high".--te bring forth the FIRSTFRUITS
of the Mew Testament Church, this tewen-

We
pecome Christ's, then, whew the Hely Spir-
it comes INFO us' And when we are Christs,
we are then into the BODY OF CHRIST, the
Church, Therefore, it is the receivimg of
the holy Spirit which plunges us, immerses
or places us into the Chureh. And this
immersien into the Church BY the MHoly
Spirit the Beriptures call "the baptism
with, er by, the Holy Spirit."

The term "baptism OF the Moly Spirit"
a3 Pentecostal people say it, is wot to be
found in the Bible. It is the baptism
with, or by, the Holy Spirit, INTO the
Chureh,

And se "BY one Spirit are we all dap-
tised inte one bdody."

Thus, the RECEIVING of the Holy Spir-
it is the BAPTISM with the Spirit!

Many seem to believe that we are
first saved, which means we firgt receive
the Spivit, and then AFTERWARD, as an en-
tirely separate snd later miraculous act
of God, we receive the "baptism” with the
Spivit! This is & notion that has been
carelessly taken for granted and ASSUMED,
without having been PROVED BY THE SCRIP-
TURES,

The EXPERIENCES of some have led many
into this ervpnuous agsumption. But exper-

lence 1is a poor guide, especially when con-

trary to God's Werd, because we misunder
stand it. Those who say they absolutaly
KNOW they Wad this experience AFTER being
"converted" either do not understand what
it is to be really "converted" and were
merely deceived and NOT converted at all
prior to their true experience, or else
this experiemce, impressive the it way
have been, was merely an additional anw
nointing---the receiving of a GREATER
FULNESS of the Spirit---or else they have
misunderstood the experience they claim
wag "their baptism” and received only the
counterfeit.

"Receiving" the Spiyil, amd the
“Baptism" one and the Same.

Let us carefully study this in the
Word of Godl

Before the day of Pentecost, A.D, 31,
Jesus said te his disciples, "ye shall be

bapticed with the holy Ghost mot many days
hence. " Therefore ye know Lhet what the

disciples received the day of Pentecost
was the BAPTISM with the Holy Ghost.

Now let us notice the terms used Lo
describe this baptism,

In Aets 2:4, we vead "And they were
a1l FILLED with the Hoty Ghost.," And 10
being FILLED with the Holy Ghost is the

BAPTTSM with the Holy Ghost.

The thousands who came tumning inte
that room, pricked in their heart, asked
what THEY ghould do to veceive this some
baptism with the Holy Chost., Peter did
mot say "tarry,” or "agonize,” but he said
“REPENT, and BE BAPTISED," and "ye shall
fecerve the Eilt of the Holy Ghost." (Acts
2:41). And so the RECEIVING of the GIFT
OF THE HOLY GHOST is the baptism with the
Holy Ghost. And three thousand received it
that dayl And there is o menkion of
their speaking in "tongues,” and certsin-
1y there was wno “tarrying.”

After Peter returned to Jerusalem
from the house of Cornelius, he was taken
to task by the other apostles for associ-
ating with Gemtiles. In explaining how Ged
had led him, and telling what the Gentiles
received, Peter said, “Then remembered I
the word of the lord, how that he said,
John indeed baptised with water; but ye
shall be baptised with_ the Holy Ghost. Fore-
asmuch then as God gave them the like gift
as he did unto us," eto. (Acts 11:16,17).

Peter plainly says that what the Gen-
tiles then received was the baptism with
the Holy Ghost, And this baptism is also
called, in verse 17, "the like GIFT." And
so "the gift of the Holy Ghest" is the
baptism with the Holy Ghost.

In verse 15 Peter said "the Holy Ghost
fell on them, as on us at the beginning."
Se the Holy Ghost "FALLING on them" was the
baptism with the Holy Ghost,

In the 10th chapter, verse 44, where
this actual experience is described, we
learn that "the Holy Ghost FELL ON THEM,"
and in verse 45 we find that "on the Gen-
tiles also was POURED OUT THE GIFT OF THE
HOLY GHOST." And in verse 47 they "RECEIVED
THE HOLY GHOST," Se the RECRIVING of the
Holy Ghost is the baptism with the Holy
Ghest.

All these terms are used synonimously
and interchangeably by the Holy Spirit to
describe the same experience.

So what must we conclude? That which
is born of the flesh IS FLESH. (John 3:6).
When fleshly, simning, msrtal man REPENTS
and is BAPTISED as a symbel of his FAITH in
Christ, he RECEIVES THE HOLY SPIRIT---not
as a result of "tarrying," dut thru FAITH
(681, 3:14; John 7:39,39). And this RECEIV-
ING of the GIFT of the Holy Spirit is the
baptism with the Spirit,

He is then a CHILD OF GOD, He has been
typically BORN AGAIN---tho the real re-birth
must come at the time or the resurrection.
He is born from above---born of the Spirit.
And thus he is baptised BY the Spirit into
the body of Christ!

This baptism is not the end, but only
the BEGINNING of his Christian eaperiencel
He is merely a new-vworn BABE in Christ! He
must now GROW in grace and knowledge. He
must live a life of QOVERCOMING, And he that
endureth UNTO THE END shall be saved!

Do ALL Speak with TONGUES?

Is "speaking in tongues' THE Bible evi-
dence of the "baptism with the Hely Ghost?”

Must ALL speak with tongues at the time
they receive the Spirit, are "born again,”
and brought ints khe ¥rue Chureh?

The apostles did not teaeh iti

The BXPERIENCES recorded in the New
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Testament, subsoquent to Pentecost, do not
teoen it, Of the five experiences vecord-
ed-~-the three thousand on the day of Pen-
tecost after the 120 had received the Spir-
it with such a grand display; the Samari-
tans; the Ephesians; the house of Cornel-
ius; and Paul's experience---of thase five,
it is recoerdad that there was tongue-speak-
ing in but two of them. Shall we ASSUME
there were tongues in the other three ex-
periences? Let us be careful about ADDING
to Ged's Word what is net there!

THIS IS A MISTAKE!

They DID speax with "tongues" at the

But are not the
"tongues" at least AN evidence of the bap-
tism with the Spirit? Mest of us have as-
sumed so. But anyone who has really known
the private lives of ss many as twelve
people who profess te have received their
"baptism" and spoken in tongues, will tes-
tify that at least some of them do WOT
show the EVIDENCE ¢f the fruits in their
lives. When they claim the “evidence of
tongues," but do not have true BIBLE evi-
dence of love,joy, peace, patience, gentle-
nass, faith in their lives, then we must
conclude that, regardless of "tongues,”
they have the strongest kind of BIBLE EVI-
DENCE that they de not have the "baptism.'
In such a case are "tongues' even AN evi-
dence? Is "tongues" any evidence at all?
"Though I spesk with the tongues of ANGELS
and have not LOVE, I am become as sound-
ing brass." (I Cor. 13:1). There are fal-
len angels, demons, and without 2 ques-
tion many today are speaking in the
"tongues" of these demons. Would you say
the counterfeit tonguss of demens are
any evidence at all of the true baptism
with the Holy Spirit?

If tongues were the evidence, or even
one of the evidences, tongues would be a
sign to othar believers---but Paul says
tongues are for a sign, not to them that
believe, but to them that baelieve not,"
(X Cor. 14:22).

Is there any GENVINE Tonguas?

There is sa much of the COUNTERFEIT
Variety of tongues and demonstrations
(falsely called manifaestations,) thet meny
honest people conclude “tongues” is not

rather speak just
FIVE WORDS with his understanding, that he
mijt teach others also, than TEN THOUSAND
WORDS in an unknown tongue. To thase Cor-
inthians, becoming fanatical on "tongues,"
he said "brethren, BE NOT CHILDREN in under-
standing." (V. 19,20). The Holy Spirit is
the Spirit of a SOUND MIND (II1 Tim. 1:7).

Some "tongues" people, not rightlv
evaluating the impertance of “tongues,”
seem to feel that the one who has his
"tongues" and is doing mething in the Lemd's
work, is greater, spiritually, than anether
who has not, yet is therosughly yielded te
God, and has been used of God in the minis-
try te bring many souls to Christ, But Ged's
Word says “Greater is he that prophesieth
(preacheth) than he that speaketh with
tongues.” (I Cor. 14:5).

Wa should NOT seek tongues, Pentecostal
pecple leudly protest they do net de this,
but in practise and in fact, they de, and
they should not deny it.

One of Satan's Clever Pitfalls

The reason for this caution is found
in the Scripture ‘'He that speaketh in an
unknewn tongue EDIFIETH HIMSELF." (I Cor.
14:4). Tt is seeking for SELP—--for SELF
blessings--~for SELF-thrills---snd is CON-
TRARY to £ulfilling the law of Ged which
is love AWAY from self and toward Ged sad
neighbsr. And therefore it may easily de~
generate into a mos¢ deceptive ~u*-of SIN.

One of the "fruits" of this "tongues"
movement is that many seek nothing but
"blessings," as they express it~--which in
plain lenguage menns FEELINGS and THRILLS
thet they themselves ENJOY as a PLEASURE.
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Jesus said "That which is born of
the flesh 1S flesh." (John 3:6), We must
be BORN AGAIN-=-born of the SPIRIT, te in-
herit eternal life, Now the flesh has its
FEELINGS, its EMOTIONS, its five SENSES.

It is but natural that Satan's coun-
terfeits sre of the FLESH---even his
counterfeits of spiritual things, So Satan
the Devil gives to people FEELINGS, and
EMOTIONS, and THRILLS--~and induces many
tealous seekers after the Hely Spirit to
sccept these pleasing sensations as “bles-
sings" and "manifestations of the Holy
Spirit!

The saddest fruit of this whole
"tongues" movement is that thru it Satan
has beguiled many inte continually lust-
ing for SENSUAL FEELINGS, and for THRILLS
of the FLESH, deceiving them into deliev-
ing they are receiving “blessings" from
God!

Oh, WHY will so many honest souls be
wisled, and fall inte this satanic snare?
God's Word warns us to TRY the spirits,
WHETHER they be of God. For many false
SPIRITS are gone out into the world.

This is not to say there is ne EX-
PERIENCE, or nething felt, when God pours
forth His blessed Holy Spirit. There is
s definite EXPERIENCE to real genuine con-
version. But what a tragedy to see so
many deceived inte receiving the FALSE
experience---the FALSE experience---the
FALSE "blessing,"---because they have
failed to heed God's warning to TRY the
spirits---because they fail to have on
the WHOLE ARMOR of God, includingthe
shield of FATH, and the sword of the
spirit, which is THE WORD OF GOD.

God's way is the way of GRUCIFYING
the flesh, the sensual---of DENYING the
SELF-~-of LOVE toward God and toward fel-
low man. Satan's counterfeit is SELF-
SEEKING, lusting for fleshly thrills, and
feelings, and "blessings" that bring
pleasure thru tne five senses, And the
greater pity is that the very ones most
deceived are the ones who RESENT having
the Scriptures opened to them to CORRECT
them, to REPROVE , and to set them right!
If you, dear reader, feel resentment of
these words, it is the surest BIBLE EVI-
DENCE that you are under the deceptive
power of Satan the Devil,, and you should
flee the influence he has over yew, and
drop to your knees at once, and ask God
to renew a RIGHT spirit within you,

Christ Jesus?" (Phil. 4:19),

The cashier's check is THE WORD OF
MAN, The Bible is THE WORD OF GOD, In
either case, you have merely a WRITTEN
PROMISE~--one, from MAN, the other, from
GOD. In this condition, would you not
sleep a little more comfortably with MAN'S
promise under your pillow, than with GOD'S

strange new sickness that strikes terror
into your heart, In WHOM will you place
your trust and faith, MAN, by calling a
doctor, or GOD, by obeying this instruc-
tien to the New Testament Church:

"Is any sick among you? let him call
for the elders of the church; and let them
pray over him, annointing him with eil in
the name of the Lord: and the prayer of
faith shall save the sick, and THE LORD
SHALL RAISE HIM UP," (Jas, 5:14,15).

The "Two-Horned Beast"

Now notice again the 13th chapter of
Revelatien, beginning verse 11: "And I
beheld another beast caming up out of the
earth; and he had two horns like a LAMB,
and he spake as a DRAGON,"

The Bible interprets its own symbols.
A "beast" is a kingdom, or government (Da,
7:17,23). So this is another kingdom, or
government, In these prophecies God views
earthly Gentile governments as the beasts
whose oharacters describe them. This beast
ippears as a LAMB, But he only PRETENDS to
be a LAMB, for actually he speaks as a
DRAGON, What does a "lamb" symbelize in
the Bible? CHRIST! (John 1:20; Rev. 17:14).
And the DRAGON symbolizes the DEVIL (Rev,
12:9;20:2). And since this is a KINGDOM,
and the saints, under Christ, ultimately
shall take over all THESE kingdoms, estab-
lishing the Kingdem of God; and since
FALSE CHRISTS were to appear, this "beast"
must be a kingdom PRETENDING to be the
KINGDOM OF GOD, but actually of Satan!
