I reach 
ir each year both at Pasadena, and at 
the college in England. This class in­
cludes the vital and sacred subject of 
sex and marriage. 

Dt. E. H. Owen collaborates with me 
in this class. It lasts twO hours-ten co 
twelve on Fridays. 

The 10:55 buzzer had sounded. I had 
paused momentarily umil the buzzer 
silenced, then continued speaking. The 
red light Bashed beside the telephone. 
Dr. Owen, sitting near the telephone, 
answered. It was a call for me. 

As I left the platform and walked 
to the telephone, I wondered what the 
call could be. Our switchboatd would 
never interrupt me in the middle of a 
class unless ic was an emergency. Was 
my wife taken ill? I hurried to rhe 
telephone. 

"Mr. Armstrong, President Kennedy 
has JUSt been shot in Dallas, Texas!" 
came the startling message. "Also Gover· 
nor Connally of Texas. They have been 
rushed to a hospital. The President is 
still alive, bur in critical condition." 

All of us in the room were simply 
stunned. Back on the platform I asked 
the class immediately to rise. The Word 
of God instructs us to pray for our civil 
rulers. As the class bowed, I prayed 
immediately that if Mr. Kennedy were 
still living God would spare his life and 
restore him to a fit condition. 

But the President was already dead. 
Ie was then JUSt after 1:00 P.M., Central 
Standard time, in Dallas. 

I tried to carry on with the class 
lecture. It was difficult. I doubr whether

the students gm much Out of it. 
Then, some forry·five minutes later, 

the red light on the telephone flashed 
again. 

Dr. Owen answered. 
"The Presidem is dead," he announced 

quietly. 
IMPOSSIBLE! The President was so 

young! He was tOO young to die. It 
simply couldn't be-yet, shocked and 
stunned though we were, we knew it 
was true. 

I remember, President William Me· 
Kinley had been assassinated when I 
was a boy nine years old. He was the 
first President of the United States I 
had ever seen. He made a rear·platform 
speech from a train in Des Moines, 
Iowa, when I was five. My father had 
held me up high, in his arms. so I 
could see the President. That had im· 
pressed itself on my memory so that I 
never forgot it. But the shoOting of the 
President, four years later, had not. 

I remembered, also, how in 1932 I 
was advercising manager of a daily news· 
paper. In the newsroom one day, the 
city editor, reporters, and others gOt 
into a discussion as to what possible 
event would make the mOst sensational 
banner headline. The very first sugges· 
tion was the headline : THE PRESIDENT 

ASSASSINATEO! A few others were sug· 
gesred : WORLD WAR II BREAKS OUT!­
NEW YORK CIIT BLASTED OFF THE 
MAP! 

Then the ciry editor said, "This one 
tOpS them aU: SECOND COMING 
OF CHRIST OCCURRED TODAY!" 
"Ha! Ha!" They all laughed, in ridicule. 

"You're going to write that headline 
sooner than you think!" I snapped 
shatply-and the laughing stopped. 

Yes, thank God! THAT event, to 
eclipse all the world-shaking happen­
ings of history, is nearer than people 
think! The savagery of the world today, 
with its assassinations, wars, crimes of 
violence, causes those of us who know 
the TRUTH to cry out to God the more 
earnestly, "THY Kit/gdom come! THY 
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verely wounded. A stunned world 
asked: How could such a thing hap· 
pen in America? The Late President 
was the fourth to faB before assassins' 
bullets. Though, apparently, the latest 
assassin acted alone, yet the terrible 
crime reveals a common attitude per· 
vading the nation: disrespect for au· 
thority. 
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wiLL be ('/'o1le in earthl as it is ill heat'ell.'11 
Dastardly crimes like this impel a 

look once again at this ugly world. In 
the Bible we find three worlds spoken 
of. There was the world that was-"the 
world that then was, being overflowed 
with water," which "perished." ( 11 

Peter 3: 6) also spoken of as "the old 
world," (11 Petet 2: 5 ). 11,eo there is 
"this world," or "rhis present evil world," 
(Gal. l:4), and also "the wodd to come" 
(Matk 10:30; Luke l8:30), also called 
"that world" (Luke 20:35). This latter 
is the one we call "The WORLD TOMOR­
ROW"-a world of peace, happiness and 
right ways, govemed by GOD. 

No rulers then will be assassinated. 
They will be immortal. 

In chis present evil world, tbe lame 
nation-the United Scates of America 
-richest, mOSt blest ( materially ) of all 
in history, produces BOTH the President, 
and his crazed, warped-minded, per­
verted, twisted, distOcced lictle killer! 
The SAME COUNTRY produced both! 
Did you ever Stop co think how op­
pOlites spring from the same sources? 

James speaks of the human tOngue. 
It, toO, he says, is a "little member, and 
boasreth great things"-juSt like presi­
demial assassins! "OUt of the same 
mouth," says James, "proceedeth bless­
ings and cursings. My beechen, these 
things ought not so to be" (James 3:5, 
10). 

Look at the assassins, or would-be 
assassins, of presidents-nearly all were 
little men, of twisted, pc[vencd minds, 
bem on making BIG HEADLINES. The 
supposed and accused killer of Mr. Ken­
nedy was Lee Harvey Oswald. If you 
watched TV those three fateful days 
following the heinous uagedy - and 
who didn't?-you noticed (har Oswald 
was a slight man, wearing a BIG smirk 
of arrogance and conceit. 

Of all presidemial assassins, or those 
who arrempred assassination, only one, 
John Wilkes Booth, murdeter of Abra­
ham Lincoln, was even average heighr 
of his rime. Booth was 5 feet 8 inches 
tall. That would be shorr, today, but 
was about average or JUSt slightly above 
in 1865. 

But all mhers were shorter, ranging 
down co Giuseppe Zangara, who at­
tempred to assassinate Franklin D. 
Roosevelt-cwo and a half weeks prior, 
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however, to his first inaugurarion. This 
little anarchist was JUSt 5 feer tall (or 
should I say sborf?) and weighed only 
l06 pounds. This small piece of mis­
guided humanity fired five shots. Five 
men and women near Mr. Roosevelt 
were hie and wounded, though the 
President-elect was not. Bur Mayor An­
tOn J. Cetmak of Chicago was killed. 

Other little men with big-murder 
ideas were Charles J. Guiteau, who shar 
Presidem James A. Garfield in the back, 
July 2, l881. Then thete was Leon F. 
Czolgosz (pronounced "Cholgosh"), 
who walked up in line [Q shake hands 
wirh President .McKinley in Buffalo, 
Seprember 6, 1901, and, as the Presi­
dem smiled cordially, and extended a 
friendl}' hand, this conremptible little 
maiconrem, with a gun in a hand 
wrapped in a bandage feigning an in­
jured hand, pulled rhe trigger twice, 
killing the President. 

There was j ohn N. Schrank, who on 
October 14, 1912, in Milwaukee, shot 
Theodore Roosevelt in rhe chest as he 
was srepping into the rear of an open 
car, though rh is shot was not fatal. 

Then there was the attempt on the 
life of President Harry S. Truman, It 
was during the rebuilding of the White 
House. The President was living tem­
porarily in Blair House, across the street. 
He was raking a nap on November I, 
1950, and was awakened by gunshots. 
Two Puerto Rican Nationalists, Oscar

lee Oswald, 24, Marxist and accused 
assassin of late President, wore smirk 
after capture. Despite manacled hands, 
he shows his character by clenched fist. 
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Collazo and GriseIio Torrezoia, were 
rrying to shoot their way past Secrer 
Service agents to rush inside and assas­
sinate Mr, Truman. Two men were 
killed and chree ochers injured in this 
attempted assassinarion. 

A European assassination couched 
off the fuse rhac srarred the first World 
War, in 1914. There was a somewhat 
recem arrempt on the life of President 
Charles de Gaulle of France. There have 
been many other assassinations and ar­
tempted assassinations of heads of state. 
The Communists rook over rhe govern­
ment of Russia b}' this method, 

Bur we may be thankful that the 
accused and probable killer of John F. 
Kennedy was not, apparemly, an agent 
of an organ ized conspiracy. 

Think what might have happened 
afterward, had this assassin been either 
a Negro integrationist, (rying to kill 
the President because he might have felt 
the government was nOt bringing about 
Civil Rights as rapidly as he wanted; 
or, a Southern \Vhite Segregationist 
seeking revenge because he felt the 
President was bringing about integra­
tion too rapidly. 

Ether way, would there nOt have been 
riots and mass murders breaking our all 
over the land sponcaneously, before 
hot-heads could be cooled? 

Or, suppose it had been an agenc of 
(he Kremlin, on direct orders from 
Khrushchev. Mighr that have led LO an 
all-out NUCLEAR World War III ? 

Actually, it happens that, apparently, 
all of these self-appointed President­
killers were acting independently, as 
individuals. Each was a man possessed 
of a fancied but wrong CAUSE, holding 
emotional feelings of personal animosity, 
feeling he was a man of DESTINY, an 
instrument in the hand of God. 

How TWISTED AND PERVERTED, in 
their thinking about GOD, can men get? 
After shooting President Lincoln in 
the back, assassin Booth wrote: "OUt 
coumry owed all her troubles to him, 
and God simply made me the instru­
ment of His punishment."

After Guiteau killed President Gar­
field, he explained his reason: "His te­

We are committing the 
same five cardinal sins. And our leadets 
today do not realize what is happening 
any mOre than the Romans did! 

You have probably rhoughr rharRome 
was the first nation to experience these 
five [fagic sins. Not so, Rome had the 

lesson written in the collapse of every 
grear narion and empire thar preceded 
it. The Greeks, the Persians, [he Baby­
lonians, the Assyrians, all passed through 
the same experience. Even ancient Israel 
committed the same sins. God had Israel's 
experience recorded in the Bible so we, 
their lineal descendants, could avoid re­
peating those sins and suffering the 
downfall! But who reads-lec alone 
studies, or understands-the Bible 
today? 

The five cardinal sins of Rome­
and of all past great narions-are 
described in derail in Edward Gibbon's 
famous work The Decline and Pall ot 
the Roman Empire. These five reasons 
for rhe fall of Rome may be summa· 
rized as follows: 

1. The rapid increase of divorce and 

rhe breakdown of rhe family. 
2. The spiraling rise of taxes and 

extravagant spending. 
3, The mount ing craze for pleasure 

and brutality in spores, 
4. The building of gigantic arma· 

ments while failing to realize char the 
rea l enemy was rhe moral decay from 
within. 

5. The decay of religion into a mere 
form, leaving the people witham any 
guide.

Church to setrle jealousies and bring 
abom final culeural, political and re­
ligious unity in Continental Western 
Europe. (Rev. 17:1·6,18.) 

This coming union of ren nations in 
Europe is prophesied to rum on Britain 
and America and destroy us in World 
War III. Such an astOunding turn of 
events would have been far less like ly­
perhaps impqssible-under a Catholic 
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Administration in Washington, D.C.

A FTER the purchase of the camellia 
fl. nursery, and [he Green Srrecr 

properties, we fe lc that Ambassa~ 
dor College was really on ifS ll)(IY/ 

Tbe cllmcltia nursery wou ld give LIS 
an athletic field. I t was small-there 
would nor be space for a quarter mile 
crack, a smdium, Or football field. BLI( 
there was sufficient ground for an ejghth· 
mile funning crack, and twO new tennis 
courts. There was also room for run·up 
tracks for the pole vaul t and broad 
jump, and space for the high jump, and 
[he shor·put. 

Then the Green Street houses could 
be convened imo men's dormitories. 
Mayfair could be made exclusively a 
girls' student residence. 

We felt that, with a classroom build· 
jng, an adm inistration building, both 
men's and women's residences on cam­
pus, and an athletic field, even though 
small, we were coming ro have a college 
campus. 

First "FRUITS" of College 

During 1950 I had been able to issue 
only four numbers of The PLAIN TRUTH 
-and they were all reduced ro mere 
B-page numbers. I have stated before 
t hat one reason was my personal inabil­
ity co fully execute all the fast-growing 
responsibilities of this expanding Work 
in mere 24-hour days. 

By the autumn of 1950 I was baving 
co teach FOUR different classes in the­
ology, and now three hOllrs each class. 
That meant twelve hours of teaching 
each week. 

Up to this time I had written every 
word that went inca The PLAIN TRUTH. 
I had been doing a half-hollI broadcast 
seven days a week. 

The early years in Eugene, Oregon, 
had resulted in the raising tip of several 
small churches in the Pacific Northwest, 
through evangelistic campaigns I had 
conducted. Bur there were no pastOrs to 

minister to those churches. Only tWO re­
mnined-in Eugene and in Portland. 

All these years the broadcasting work 
was expanding. By the end of 1942 it 
had grown to a national audience. This 
necessitared my absence from Eugene 
:lnd Portland much of the rime begin­
ning with 1943, and all of (he time aftcr 
April , 1947, when we moved co Pasa­
dena. 

The whole work was a one-man min­
istry in those years. 1n my absence at­
tendance at Ellgene dwindled frorn 
arollnd LOO co about 30. YOll know what 
rhe Israelites gar inco when God called 
Moses away from them for JUSt forty 
days at MO\.IOt Sinai; the people aban­
doned God and mude for themselves an 
idol. 

"As for this Moses," rhey said, "we 
wOt nor what has become of him. 

Come on, let us make an idol god of 
our own to worship." 

At Eugene, three would·be leaders 
said I in effect: "As for th is Herberr 
Armstrong, we WQ[ nor what has become 
of him. Come on, let liS make an idol 
god of OUf own to worship in the form 
of a local social dub, like all the worldl), 
churches." And so even the thi rry mem­
bers remaining were spli t into twO dif­
fering camps. 

The Ponland and the Vancouver, 
Washingcon, churches had consolidated 
inca the one church at Ponland. And 
even chat had diminished to eleven or 
twelve members. 

A one·man ministry could nOt main­
ta in several local churches, an expanding 
broadcasting work, ediring and writ ing 
all the anicles for a fast-growing maga­
zi ne, teach four college classes, and act 
as executive head of a growing college, 
without someth ing slipping backward 
somewhere. 

Bu r 1951 was the year that produced 
(he first "fruits" of (he new college. 

[0 April of that year we began rhe 
first activity tOward an enlarged PLAIN 

TRUTH. I was still unwilling to publish 
in 'The PLAI N TRUTH, articles wr itten 
by students. Yec something hJd to be 
done. 

Hennan Hoeh had submitted a few 

arricles for Tbe PLAIN TRUTH, but 
none had been used. They were not 
written in whar I termed "Plain Trmh 
STYLE." Yet young Mr. Hoeh did nO[ 
give lip. Every 1110mh or so anorher 
manuscripr was handed to me. 

Finall}', srill reluctant [0 lise material 
written by students in Tbe PLAIN 
TRUTH, a new idea was born. The PLArN 

TnuTl-1 circularion had grown to more 
chan 50,000 copies, and jr was [00 costly' 
to publish every month on our income 
of rhat period. That, combined with rhe 
face I simply could nOt find time to 
write the entire edition every monch, by 
myself alone, forced the new idea. 

I decided to completely scrap the en­
tire mailing lise! 

We would starr building a !leU) mail­
ing list from scratch. T hat would solve 
half the problem-the lack of funds to 

publish a 16-page magazine every 
momh. 

T welve years before I had srarred a 
second magazine, called The GOOD 
NEWS. 1t was co have been a church 
membership organ, edited exclusively 
for baptized church members. The 
PLAIN TRUTH was to continue as the 
general magazine for as many of the 
general public as would request it. Bur 
at that time-February, 1939-1 had 
been unable co conrinue publication of 
The GOOD NEWS be)'ond the first issue! 
The reason? Slime reason-lack of funds, 
and inability of ONE MAN to do so 
ml1ch. 

But now, twelve years later, I de­
cided to bring The GOOD NEWS back 
co life. It would circulare, at the start, 

only co Co·Workers whose rirhes and 
offerings made chis growing Work pos­
sible. 

If we could no longer afford to offer 
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The PLAIN TRUTH to ehe emire radio 
audience, it seemed co me imperative 
that we provide, at lease, a regular 
monthly publication for those who vol­
untarily financed God's Work, and Am­
bassador College. And our students 
could share with me rhe burden of writ­
ing rhe articles. 

Consequently, in April, 1951, The 
GOOD NEWS was re-born! 

Now, for rhe firsr time, Our students 
began co make active contributions to 

the activities of this expand ing Work! 
That same year, Herman H oeh--our 

"straight-A" student-began co remove 
some of rhe reaching load from my 
shoulders, by assisring in the reaching 
of rhe Bible courses. 

Also, for several months during 1951, 
Raymond Cole acted as Pasror of rhe 
church ar Parrland, giving ir a spirirual 
"shor in rhe arm." 

The New GOOD NEWS 

The leading article. beginning on the 
front cover of the April, 1951 GOOD 
NEWS, written by me, expressed the 
situation. 

Here is a condensation of what je said:

"They had forgonen thar Jesus, Peter 
and Paul sllrrounded themselves with 
specially God-called men whom they 
trained to assist them in their great 
mission.

NEWS is re-born, as one of the fint 
fm;ts of Ambauador College-one of 
the evidences that this college was neces­
saty." END OF QUOTE FROM THAT 
ARTICLE, 

In char issue of Tho GOOD NEWS-a 

January, 1964 

16-page number-was the announce­
ment of the esrablishment of the Am­
bassador College Graduate School of 
Theology. 

Bur, even with the editOrial help of 
students, finances permitted the pub­
lication of only four issues during rhe 

remainder of 1951-plus one 16-page 
PLAIN TRUTH, issued Ocrober, 1951-
written wholly by me,

char edition of The PLAIN TRUTH was

Never before has any Pope 
visited (he birthplace of rrue Christi­
anity. Will he say that Perer has retuY1led 
in rhe person of the pope?

That article seems timely and perti­
nent just now, as 1 write. Lee me quOte 
a few brief excerprs from it: 

QUOTE FROM PAGE I, OCTOBER, 1951, 
PLAIN TRUTH: "A showdown nears 
between Pius XII and Scalin, Rome is in 
fear-laying secret plans! Here are the 
presenr Vatican plans. ilnd rhe revela­
tion from prophecy of what will really 
happen! 

"The pope's secret plans are no longer 
secrer. 'Unimpeachable Vacican sources' 

revealed them to a Rome correspondent 
of a New York newspaper. And Look 
magazine published his srory. 

"The arricle was n national sensarion, 
Bur few, if any, readers caught irs real 
Jignifictmce. For Bible prophecy reveals 
thac the Vatican will be moved, but nor 
where the pope now plans. 

"Here is the published prcsenc plan, 
in rhe evenc of a Russian invasion of 
western Europe leading to occupation 
of Rome. 

"First, Pius Xll, fearing marcyrdom, 
would abdicate his throne. Then, shorn 
of his authoriry, he would remain in the 
Varican, perhaps a prisoner of rhe Reds, 

"Second, those Catdinals who head 
Vadcan departments would flee from 
Rome to [he new locarion of the Vati­
can, in Catholic Quebec, Canada. 

"Third, there a conclave of Cardinals 
would be called to choose a new Pope 
and re-establish rhe Vatican in the Wesc-
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ern Hemisphere." END OF QUOTATION. 

1 presume that by now most of our 
readers have long since forgorcen this 
bit of 1951 Vatican strategy-planned 
in caJe Soviet hordes overran and con­
quered western Europe. 

Still Struggling Upward 

All this histOry, in retrospect, abom 
the struggle to publish The PLAIN 
TRUTH will remind the reader, once 
again, that it has been a long, hard, and 
perseveri ng upward struggle to bring 
God's Work to its present position of 
world-wide activity, power, and influ­
ence. 

But back, for a moment, to this April , 
1951, GOOD News. In it appeared the 
very first article by Herman 1. H oeh 
we had ever published-and even [his 
was nor-yet-in The PLAIN TRUTH. 
Its caprion sounds, ro me roday, rarher 
rame compared to many he has written 
since. lc was: "ARE GOOD MANNERS 
GOOD ?" lr had to do with the right or 
wrong of eriquette. 

The radio log shows chat, at that 
time, The WORLD TOMORROW was be­
ing broadcast on only seven sta tions: 
XEG, seven nights a week; a local Pas­
adena stat ion, KALI, at 7:30 seven 
mornings a week; and all Others were 
Sunday only-stations WAlT, Chicago; 
XERB, Lower California; KXL, Pon­
land, Oregon; KVI , Seattle; and XENT, 
Mexico, JUSt below the Texas border. 

In the second issue of this reborn 
GOOD NEWS appeared the very fi.rst 
article \ve ever published under the by­
line of Roderick C. Meredith. It was 
the lead art ide starting on the frOnt 

cover : ·'College Atmospbere fft A-mbaJ­
Jac/or,JI 

In the November, 1951, number my 
picture appeared-for rhe firsr rime in 
rhe 18 years of this \Xlork. The caprion 
at tbe tOp of the page was: "You asked 
for it-" followed by the sub-caption: 
··Ten thousand of you have demanded 
Mr. Armstrong's picnlfe. For the first 
time in [he 18 years of chis Work, he 
has finally consented. H ere are four 
pages of pictures of Mr. and Mrs. Arm­
strong, facu lty and students, and the 
campus of Ambassador College." T here 
were 30 separate pictures-mostly of 
faculty members, srudems, and campus 
scenes.

Why Picture Finally Published 

I remember how it came about that 
my picture appeared. For many years I 
had nor even permined a picture to be 
taken of me. If anyone came around 
with a camera, I ducked, dodged, or ran. 
Bur when Mrs. Armstrong and I wenr 
CO Europe in 1947, it was obligacory 
thar passport photos be taken. 

We had arri ved in Washingron, D.C., 
one morning. \'{!e had to obtain pass­
POrtS and visas, and mke the trai n next 
afternoon for New York. We hurried, 
fi rst thing chat morning in WashingtOn, 
ro a phowgraph studio for passport 
photOs. We had w have these before 
applying for passports. 

Those photOgraphs were more than 
four years old by November, 1951. But 
they were all 1 had, except a few camera 
shotS I had finally allowed to be snapped 
after Ou r first college Commencement 
exercises on ] une 1 5eh of thar same year. 

WHY did 1 refuse, prior to th is time, 
to be .. shor" by a camera-or to have 
my son published? No scriptural rea­
son, certai nl y. It was merely my own 
personnl feeling in the matter. 

I reasoned this way: God had called 
me to preach H is Gospel-nor show 
off my person. It was Christ's MESSAGE 
1 sought ro focus attent ion on-nOt my­
self. In my pre-conversion years I had 
been vain, egOtiStical, conceited. I knew 
full well that God had punished me­
brought me low, especially in an eco­
nomic way-to crush OUt the ego, and 
to bring humiliry. Consequently, from 
the rime of conversion, L did my best to 

keep down the SELF. 

But WHAT, then, changed rhe ani­
tude-induced will ingness to allow pic­
cures to be published? Ir waS II letter 1 
received from a rad io listener. 1 can't 
quote thar letter word-for-word-bur it 
said, in effecr: "What have you got to 

bide, Me. Armstrong? \Xlhy do YOli re­
fuse to let us listeners know what you 
look like? Are you reying co cover up 
something? Suppose you attend a church 
service, and the pastOr HIDES behind 
[he pulpit. Suppose he lees rhe congre­
garion hear his voice, but he hides his 
face. Wouldn 't you get suspicious? 
Wouldn 't you think he was covering up 
something? When I go to church, I 
want to SEE what the preacher looks 
like, as 'well as ro listen to his sermon. 
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A man's character shows in his face. Are 
you ashamed of yours? WHY WON'T 
YOU PUB LISH YOUR PICTURE?" 

THAT OlD IT! 

I simply could not answer that man's 
argument any way except to let him­
and all our readers-know what I looked 
like. So, in this November, 1951 GOOD 
NEWS, I came "our of hiding," so to 
speak! 

AT LAST! Publish ing Month ly 

The results of the college were be­
gin ning to show. \X!i rhour it rhe Work 
never could have expanded much be­
yond its scams in the forries. 

In 1952, for rhe first time in our his­
rary, we were able to publish a 16-page 
magazine every month-rwelve full is­
sues! The rapid development of srudents 
-and, now, our first graduates-made 
this possible. Ten of these issues were 
of Tbe GOOD NE'''s . But the June and 
AuguSt numbers were Tbe PLAIN 
TR UTH . 

1 mentioned, a while back , chat Her· 
man H oeh had turned ill to me a num­
ber of arricles, before any were pub­
lished. Shortly before we began the 
GOOD NEWS, in April , 1951, I began to 

realize chnc Me. Hoeh showed consid­
erable promise as a wrirer and editOr. 
Even though J never published them, 
he persisted in writing articles. But they 
simply were noc written in what I cal1ed 
PLAIN TRUTH style. 

So one day-it muse have been Feb­
ruary or March, in 1951 , I scopped him 
beside my car, parked between the Li­
brary and lhe Administration buildings. 
Possibly he wns handing me another 
manuscript JUSt as I was about to leave 
in my car. 

"Herman," I sa id , "~ I have only a few 
moments' time-bur lct's see if I can 
explai n to you rhe PLAIN TRUTH style 
of writing." 

In my briefcase I had a copy of the 
January-February, 1949, issue of The 
PLAIN TRUTH. 1 turned to the arcicle: 
"W'ho is the 'BEAST'?" beginning on 
page 3. That arr icle now is available in 
booklet form. With it I explained the 
wricing seyle-Iucid, plain and simple, 
fasr-moving, somewhat dynamic, author­
irative, smooth-flowing. 

I probably did nOt devote more than 
five or cen minutes to [he explanation.

Bue rhar alen and scholarly mind of 
Herman Hoeh's grasped immediarely 
the style. He began to examine a num­
ber of my anicles from a new angle.

Speaking like a Native 

For years, seeing Paris had been the 
great dream of my son Dick's life. He 
had taken his preliminary work in the 
French language while in H igh School 
at Eugene, Oregon. 

One policy I had been derermined to 
ser for Ambassador College had rO do 
~vi[h teaching foreign languages. I want­
ed rhem raughr so rhoroughly rhar a 
student would learn to speak the lan­
guage he pursued precisely as rhar lan­
guage is spoken natively in its own 
coumry-without any accene whatever. 

French has always been taught here 
by men who grew up in France or 
French·speaking Swirzerland. Dick rook 
to French as a duck rakes to warer. 

Actually we have learned that some 
srudents have the "knack" of adapting 
themselves to a foreign language. Others 
have no such aptitude, and probably 
could never learn to speak such a lan­
guage natively-unless they had scarred 
learning at about age six. 

But both my sons, it seems, had the 
"knack." Dick rook ro French- Garner 
Ted ro Spanish. Under old Professor 
Mauler-Hiennecey, Dick became very 
proficient, after his four college years. 
Ir was rhe fulfillment of his life's dream 
when, near graduation time, 1952, he 
learned he was really going to be sent 
ro Paris after graduation. 

Dick Still had enough "boy" in him 
to wam to see if he could pass himself 
in France as a native Frenchman. In 
Paris he boughr a berer, dressed like a 
Frenchman, and sall ied forth to see if

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he would be accepted as a native. 
He was! Ie was a greae thrill to him.

I were being driven by D ick in his 
British Hillman-Minx car from Paris to 

Luxembourg to visit our radio station 
[here. It was a hOt afternoon. Mrs. Arm­
strong and I were chirsty, decided ro 
StOP at the next tOwn for a Coca-Cola. 
Dick drove llS up co a soft·drink parlor. 
He needed to fill rhe luel rank wirh 
petrol, so he let liS OUt saying he would 
join afcer gassing up. 

In rhe soft-drink parlor we had a 
terrible time making the proprietor un­
derstand what we wanted. Coca-Cola 
may be "everywhere." as their commer­
cials and advertisements say, but this 
Frenchman simply could nOt under­
Stand our way of saying ir. Finally I 
pointed to a Coca-Cola sign I found on 
a wall. He nodded assent and served us. 

In five or ten minutes Dick drove 
up, parked outside, and strolled in. He 
began ralking to rhe proprieror. 

"I don't understand!" said rhe pro­
prietOr, in French. "You are a French­
man; these people seem to be your 
parems-but they arc Americans; and 
Y0ll! car is English wich a British tag 
on ie. It's all confusing!" he exclaimed 
with a French shrug. 

He was SURE that Dick was a French­
man! Then how could Americans be 
his parents? All rhis gave D ick very 
great satisfaction. And me, too-for 
here I had EVIDENCE rhar Ambassa­
dor College taughr French so students 
could speak it natively, without accent! 

On his twO tOurs of South America, 
Garner Ted has enjoyed the same ex­
perience in [he Spanish language. 

Next momh, we will conrinue in the 
development of Ambassador College.

W hat D oes Scripture Say? 

This generation has grown up in an 
atmosphere of utter disrespect toward 
authority. You see it everywhere-both 
in the home and in public life. 

Ie's high rime co realize there is a 
JUDGMENT coming. It does make a 
difference how 'You act toward those in 
aurhorhy. 

Y our Bible explains the relationship 
of Christians to human governments. 
Bur how many of you know what it says? 

Notice Romans 13: 1-7: 
'Let EVERY soul be subject UntO the 

higher powers. For there is 110 power bur 
of God: the powers that be ARE OR­
DAINED OF GOD. Whosoever therefore 
resisteth the power, resisreth the ordi­
nance of God: AND THEY THAT RE­
SIST SHALL RECEIVE TO THEMSELVES 
DAMNATION! " 

This is not juSt Paul speaking, Ie is 
Jesus' directive to Christians for all 
time, for every generation. 

Nocice it! "They that resist"-those 
who refuse to submit to authority­
"shall receive co themselves damnation," 

Thar's nOt JUSt the penalty for assas-

sination or for murdering a policeman 
who is protecting the peace. T hat's 
the penalty for a'flY who resist con­
stituted authority. That's the awful 

judgment God renders on those who 
incite civil strife, or who create incidents 
by so-called "peaceful demonstrations" 
or "sic-ins" or bombings of churches and 
schools. 

Continuing: 
"For rulers are not a terror to good 

works, but to the eviL Wilt thou then 
nOt be afraid of the power? do that 
which is good, and thou shalt have praise 
of the same: for he is the minister of 
God to thee for good. But if thou do 
that which is evil, be afraid; for he bear­
eth not the sword in vain: for he is the 
minister of God, a revenger to execute 
wrath upon him that doeth evil. WI,ere ­
fore Jle nwst 1zeeds be Sttbject j noc only 
for wrath, but also for conscience sake. 
For this cause PAY YE TRIBUTE ALSO: 
for they are God's ministers, attending 
continually upon this very thing, REN­
DER THEREFORE TO ALL THEIR DUES: 
TRIBUTE TO WHOM TRIBUTE IS DUE; 
CUSTOM TO WHOM CUSTOM; FEAR TO 
WHOM FEAR; HONOR TO WHOM HON­
OR." 

lnstead of preaching this truth from 
the Bible, most ministers preach their 
own words about "gett ing Out the vote," 
or "supporting a Christian candidate," 
"It is your duty," they say. 

This is noc what Jesus or the apostles 
taught. The real Christian duty is NOT 
to mix with political affairs of this 
world, bur to be subject to aurhoriries­
to show respect for [hose in public office. 
You are to be separate from the world, 
although liv ing decently and respectfully 
in it (John 17:15, 16 ). The time to 

change this world is at the coming of 
ChriSt. And it will take ChriSt to do it. 

D oes Government Authority Come 
froni the People ? 

Government authority and power are 
ORDAINED OF GOD. They are not derived 
"from the consent of the governed"­
the people. Your Bible says so! 

"There is NO authority but of God." 
"The authorities that exist are ordained 
of God." 

H uman beings seem to reason that be­
cause men may be elected or appointed 
or may seize power, that their only 
authority proceeds from the people that 
supported them. And the people like to 

have it so because ie PUtS the people in 
the place of God! 

This is an age when men don't wane 
to acknowedge the God who rules in 
earthly affairs. The clergy is failing to 

preach the truth, Almost everyone is as 
ignorant of this power as was Pontius 
Pilate. Jesus had to tell Pilate that the 
authority vested in him came from [he 
Almighty. 

Notice chat Pilate reasoned JUSt like 
people today: "Then saith Pilate untO 
him, Speakech thou not umo me? know­
esc thou nOt char I bave p01lJe1' to crucify 
thee, and have power to release tbee?" 
Jesus answered, "Thou couldes! have no 
power at aU against me, EXCEPT IT 

WERE GIVEN THEE FROM ABOVE" (John 

19 :10-11 ). 
Since all authority is ordained of, or 

allowed by, God, we are to be subject 
to human governments, In respecting 
thar authority, we are showing respect to 

God. Anyone WHO RESISTS THE AU­
THORITY OF HUMAN GOVERNMENTS IS 
ACTUALLY REBELLING AGAINST GOD 
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WHO ORDAINS THAT AUTHORlTY. This 
applies nO[ only to civil authorities, but 
equally as well to any person in a posi­
tion of authority, whether a schoo! 
teacher or a foreman in a factory. 

T hinking Up an Excuse 

h is only human nature for people to 

think of an excuse to rebel against God. 
It doesn't matter how evil men in office 
may be. It is God who will judge them! 

God orda ined rulers to punish evil 
works and protect the obediem. Even 
though officia ls may be elected or ap­
poimed by the people, they are acc01mt­
able o·dy to God l.lJho permits them. to 
exercise atltbority. Persons in responsible 
positions may fail to properly fulfill tbe 
responsibiliries of their offices-to 
punish wrong deeds and preserve order. 
They may even in some cases corrupt 
the government. But as long as God 
permits them to be in aurhoriry and to 

remain in office, YOLl are commanded 
to REMAIN in subjecrion to the divinely 
ordained aurhori ty which they hold . 

You pay respect to God when you 
respect men who hold office by God's 
permission and authoriry. Since it is 
God who sets men in office, it is His 
responsibility to remove them. One who 
does violence to public office-or one 
who approves such an acr-is trying to 

steal God's authority as supreme ruler. 
It is so hard for human beings to 

conceive this principle because nearly 
everyone has been deceived from chi ld­
hood into believ ing God has nothing 
whatsoever to do with the civ il govern­
mems of this world. Perhaps you we.re 
never raid that Ibe rif?,ht to exercise 
mtlbo,.itJ over 1.1IfJ1um beings is s(]lely tbe 
p,.erogatit'e of Ihe di{,ille Cr(Nllor. Hu­
man be ings do not inherently have the 
right or the ability cO rule properly over 
fellow human beings. Bur God is n God 
of order, nor confusion. Since men won't 

subn1it to His own government and laws, 
He has given permission in this age, 
before the recurn of J eSlis Christ, that 
men may exercise authority in all phases 

of life. 

Example of Saul and David 

H uman beings in authority sometimes 
serve themselves and the devil, but the 
OFFICE is ot'dained of God.' You honor 
the person because of tbe office which

he holds, even when his deeds may be 
evil. 

Consider the case of Saul and David. 
King Saul obtained his position from 

God, as do aU rulers. Saul was d is­
obedient to the Eternal and David knew 
iL Did David therefore rebel and seek 
ro organize the people ro remove him 
from office? 

No, he did nOt-nOt even after God 
had chosen and anointed him to replace 
Saul as king. Instead, David said this: 
"The lord shall sm ite him; or his day 
shall come to die; or he shall descend in­
to battle and perish . The Eternal forbid 
that I shouJd stretch fo[[h mine hand 
against the Eternal's anointed" (I Sam. 
26:9-11). 

Notice that David recognized the faCt 
that ie is Goells rigI?J [Q pur persons OUt 
of office, It could nOr be [he people's 
right since the people have never been 
given the right in Goers sight co pur such 
men i1lfo office in tbe first placc. David 
respecred and honored and submitted to 

the office which Saul exercised. He left ir 
in Got/'J hands to remove him from 
office tlf tbe appointed time.' Christians 
must do [he same. 

Nebuchaclnezzar had to learn this 
trmh, anJ it rook him sevcn grueling 
years, He finally admitted after gaining 
his saniry that "rhe Most High ruleth in 
the kingdom of men, and giveth it to 
whomsoever He will , and sentth up Over 
it the BASEST OF MEN " ( Daniel 4: 17; 
2:21) . 

Even if God decides to place in office 
the least capable and rhe basest men­
because of the sins of the people-who 
are we to condemu the wise judgment 
of God? And strange tiS it 'may be, 
Jomelillles tbe people, in. their attempt 
10 Jl'ltlke 1hemselves 'I/'/ser than God, 
elect tbe le(IJt ctlpable man .. which is 
ACCORDING TO THE PLANNED FORE­

KNOWLEDGE OF THE ETERNAL GOD. 

God never approves corruption or 
abuses by office-holders. Bur it is God, 
noc you, who will judge them. Your 
obligation is to respect tbe autho·r-ity of 
Ibe office. 

ls Submission A lways Obedience? 

There are cerrai n powerful churches) 
particularly in Europe, but also in Amer­
ica, which teach chat human government 
is not only of divine origin, but tbat

respect for authority and submission ro 
officialdom means TOTAL OBEDIENCE TO 

LEADERS and even dictators. 
This reaching is absolutely false.' 
Jesus' words in :Matthew 23:2-4 are 

quored CO suppOrt this terr ible error. In 
speaking to the mulciwde and the dis ­
ciples, Jesus said; "The scribes and [he 
Pharisees sit in Moses' seat: all therefore 
w!Jatsoevel" they bid you observe, that 
observe and do ... " It is at this poim 
[hat these denominations smp quOting 
the words of Jesus ro give the impression 
[hat you mUSt obey everything that a 
person in authority commands. 

But what did Jesl.lS continue to say? 
"But clo NOT ye afcer their works; for 
they say, and do nor." 

There it is. Those Jewish religious 
leaders taugh t pan of the truth, but they 
themselves were nor obeying the truth. 
Therefore Jesus had ro instruct the peo­
ple thac the religiolts /11uborit" of the 
scribes a.nd Pharisees must be respected. 
They were to observe w harcver rrurh 
was preached , but they were not to fol-
10 ft the ~rl"Or. 

In Acts 4: 19 you are given the true 
Bible definition of "submission." The 

disciples had JUSt been commanded ro 
tii.robey God . \X'hat did rhey say to rhe 

aurhorities? That obedience ro God is 
more importanr than obedience to men. 
Notice, however, that the apostles did 
nor resist them. They submitted ro dlC 

penalty imposed by cheir accusers ( Acts 
540). 

Thus you have the true relationship 
th:lt should exist between every Chris­
tian and the human governmenr under 
which he lives. You arc to honor and 
respect authority and Stf.bmit to ellery 
ordillaJu:e of man. ONLY when obedience 
to human rules and regulations would 
violate rhe laws of God should you 
steadfastly decline to obey. But even 
then ),011 'must respec1fttlly l1tbmit to 
the pellalt)" So said the apostle Peter. 

\Xfhat Peter Commanded 

The apostle Peter recognized rhe im­
ponance of Christians' relationships to 

human government. H e had the courage 
to preach (he [ruth. H ere is what he 

said: ·'Subm.it ),01f./'se/v'es to every ordi­
nance of man for the Lord's sake: whether 
ir be ro the king, as supreme; or umo 
governors, as untO them that are sent 
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by him for the punishment of evildoers, 
and for rhe praise of them rhat do wel1. 
FOR SO IS THE WILL OF GOD ... Honor 
all men. love the brorherhood. Fear 
God. Honor rhe king" (I Per. 2:13-17). 

Take careful noce of his wording. 
"Submit yourselves co every ordinance." 
Peter did not say, tlObey every ordi­
nance," Of course noc, He knew thar 

many human regulations are wrong. God 
expects all Christians to obey human 
regulation whenever and wherever pos­
sible, and always submit to the penalty 
in case obedience to human law would 
be sin. We should never rebel Or use 
violence even if we know human gov­
ernmems ace making wrong decisions. 

Christians are co be examples of sub­
mission to governmem regulations, no 
maner how chi ld ish or absurd some 
stipuladons may be. "Be subject to prin­
cipalities and powers ... to be ready co 
every good work, to speak evil of NO 

man" (Tirus 3:1 , 2). 

Is It Wrong Even to Speak Evil 
of Officials? 

It is a common practice for people to 

resist government regulations and ro ac­
cuse office-llOlders, whether the Presidem 
or the corner policeman. This supposed 
"righr" of rhe people is abominably 
misused. There is a righteous limit to 

rhe "freedom" of speech. 
The Bible sets thar limit by command­

ing YOll to refrain from speaking evil of 
dignimries. Solomon said you are nor to 

curse officials even in your thoughts 
(Ecc. 10:20). 

Ie is reproachful to Christ ns well as a 
dishonor co His amhoriry for Chrisrians 
to hurl or to repeat needless acc1.tSations 
againsr rulers. This, of course, does nat 
mean chat you can't say anything abom 
a man's misrakes. Rather it means that 
no gossip or misrepresentation of facrs 
which damage a person's character or 
prestige is to be repeated. 

Christians should nor fight the govern· 
menr in its own courtS as cenain de· 
ceived religious sectS sometimes do. 
Rather submit, and patiently pray for 
God co change rhe circumstances accord· 
ing to His will. 

Most Christians ought to pray mOre 
earnestly char their minds and hearts 
would be free from slanderous thoughts, 
NO MATTER HOW MUCH THE PERSON 

Tbe PLAIN TRUTH 

SEEMS TO DESERVE THEM. The righteous 
Michael the archangel even refused to 

accuse Satan. He calmly said, "The Lord 
rebuke rhee." Only rhe ungodly dig up 
evil co throw needlessly at their enem ies 
( Prov. 16:27). 

There is also anmher importanc paine 
which has often been overlooked. In 
Romans 13:4, you read thac Christians 
are to "be afraid" of government power, 
if rhey have committed evi l. Yet Jeslls 
caught us not to fear man, but rather 
fear God (Luke 12: 5 ) . How can you 
reconcile these verses? 

By the fact chac Christians are 1lot 
actually to be afraid of the melt in office, 
btl[ rather "oj tbe power'! which [hey 
wield by God's perm ission. You fear 
their nurhor icy because they are the 
servants or revengers of God {Q curb 
crime. In reality, then, you are only 
fear ing the power of God who gave this 
(luchority co rulers. 

When you do good, yot! "may boldly 
say, 'The Lord is my helper, and I will 
NOT fear what man shall do umo me'" 
(Hebrews 13 :6). 

Is the Payment of Taxes 
Necessary? 

Now comes an ohen-misunderstOod 
pare of this vital message. Should you pay 
£axes if you are a Christian? If so, why? 

Paul said that Christians MUST PAY 

TAXES, CUSTOM DUTIES AND TRIBUTE 

co those in authority. Why? "For they 
are God's ministers/' His servanrs, "ar­
rcnding continually upon chis very 
thing." It is their job) their work to 

regulate society and co punish crime. 
Government COStS money. Officials are 
worthy of cheir hire, 

Because of covetOusness, especially 
when income tax or land tax bills ap· 
pear, some seize upon the words of jesus 
in Matthew 17:24-27 as an excuse for 
failure to pay taxes, NOtice what Jesus 
really said: Christians, being free and 
heirs of rhe Kingdom of God, should 
not be reguired to pay tribute to a 
foreign government, "notwithstanding, 
lest we should offend them . . . give 
umo them" the tax, 

Yes, Christ commands you, JUSt as Paul 
did, ro pay raxes. And you should nor 
pay them grudgi ngly, either. It is the 
right of leaders to receive remuneration 
for their duty. Bue what if officials are 
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nor performing their duty properly or 
are squandering rax money for private 
ambition? Are you still to pay taxes? 

Certainly. You are noc the one to 

judge whether he is worthy of his hire. 
As long as any person is in office, you 
are to honor that office by submitting 
to it. It is so easy co forger chat human 
beings are nOt the judges of one anorher 
-that God is the Judge. Officials are 
nOr responsible to the people bue ro 
God. Your responsibility ceases once 
you have honestly paid the tax or the 
duty. lc is the official's responsibility 
[0 see thar he properly administers the 
money. 

Although this is the day of exorbi­
tantly high governmem COStS and sub­
sequent high taxation, you should never 
fear that God may fail to provide the 
amount necessary to conform to stace, 
Federal or loca l laws. Jesus provided 
Perer with the extra tribure money 
beyond the normal increase ( Mate. 
17:24-27). 

Prayer for Officials 

In the days of rhe Roman Empire, 
when j esus was training his disciples, ir 
was the custom of rhe government to 
compel people to C(lrry mail and goods 
belonging co the Empire, Jeslls referred 
to rhis forced pracrice when he said) 
"\Whosoever sho.!1 compel thee to go a

Yet, as major news sources have re­
porred, some Americans shamed and 
c1apped-actually rejoice(l rhm [he Presi· 
dent of their nation was dead! 

It is to clarify this point for Our 
readers-and for ALL who believe in 
rhe God and Farher of Jeslls Chrisr­
that I have chosen to write this anicle. 

How the News Came to 
Ambassador College 

Many thousands of Yotl readers be­

When reports first Came of Presidenr 
Kennedy's assllssination, hc::re is how we 
reacted here at Ambassador College:

Hearing the news from us, Mrs. 

Mann promptly invited us in and turned 
on a T.V. newscast immediately. Nor 
much was said, but all of tiS were 
shocked and hurr that Stich a ching had 
occurred to the YOllng, vibrant Presi­
dent of our nation. 

Then the details began to come with 
sickening speed. 

Me. Kennedy was nor JUSt injured. 1r 
looked fatal. Then came the "uncon­
firmed" reports thar he had died. The 
Carholic priests had been called co ad­
minister to him the lasc rites of cheir 
church. Then the news came that one 

of the priests confirmed chat John F. 
Kennedy was, indeed, dead, Finally, the 
"official" announcement came - the 
thirty-fifth President of the Uniced 
Scares had died at rhe hands of a vicious 
assassin. 

Reaction on the 
Ambassador Co ll ege Campus 

As it became clear cbar Me. Kennedy 
was certainly dead or dying, Garner 
Ted Armstrong slumped forward in his 
seae and tears came ro his eyes. He com~ 
memed to some of us about the setious­
ness of the rimes in which we live ::lnd 
then, in a more personal way, about 
the deep grief it would bring to the 
President's family and the two little 
children. 

Thousands of you undoubtedly heard 
the broadcast made "live" within half 
an hour afrer the official announcemenr 
of President Kennedy's death. Many 
have already commented on it. Mr. Ted 
Armstrong was so choked up with sor­
row and emotion thar it was a very 
difficult broadcast to make, But, with 
deep personal feeling, it expressed the 
shock and S01'fow-and the deep sense 
of s/Jame-which every American should 
feel at such a time. 

Meanwhi le, unknown to {hose of us 

who were in the "manpower" confer­
ence with Garner Ted Armsrrong, 1 fr. 
Herbert \'{', Armstrong was given the 
news right in rhe midst of conducting 
his Principles of Living class. At first, 
of course, he was told only of the shoot­
ing-not of the President's death until 

later. 
Right chen and there Mr. Armst rong 

interrupred the class and asked them all 
to rise. He reminded them that we are 
comm(mded by God to pray for O\.lr 

rulers and all that be in authority (l 

Tim. 2: 1-2). Then he asked everyone 
to bow his head, and led the class in 
PRAYING-as God has instructed-for 
the President of the United States. 

It was a moving experience-some· 
thing that Out Ambassador freshmen 
will never forget. 

Flags at Half·Mast­
And Tears of Sorrow 

Once the official announcement of 
Mr. Kennedy's death was made, some of 
Out Inen quickly lowered the American 
flag here on campus to half-mast. 1 was 
glad to see them do this out of respect 
[0 President Kennedy-even before any 
official announcement regarding this 
procedure was broadcast to the nation. 

Most of OUt students and employees 
here were obviously shocked and hurt­
and tears were in many an eye. 

As my family and 1 ate dinner chat 
evening and heard continuing news of 
the events surrounding the assassination, 
our six-yeat-old daughter shed tears and 
commented on how sorry she was char 
President Kennedy died. 

For, you see, even though we are of 
a different background and religious be­
lief, we have taught our three children 
to LOVE and RESPECT all men who 
direct the nation in which we live. And 

there is a particular identification be­
tween our children and the Kennedy 
chi ldren which our daughter had heard 
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US discuss before. For our daughter is 
the sr·ie age as Caroline Kennedy, and 
Our youngest son is almOSt exactly the 
age of John Kennedy, Jr.-rhoir binh 
dates being only three days apart. 

As the children said their prayers 
that night before getting inw bed, our 
daughter, Elizabeth, asked God ro com­
fan the slain President's fam ily. So did 
rhousands of the rest of us over rhe 
nacion, I hope. 

What Is T he " Right" Attitude? 

The major news media have reponed 
char, in several instances at least, some 
people aCClIalIy CHEEHED when they 
heard chat the President of the United 
Scaces was shot! 

Ie is crue chac MANY people dis­
agreed violeutly with President Kennedy 
over many things. Some people, per­
~1"'t'S. considered him as some sort of 
e~m:>'-an exrreme liberal, or a Carholic, 
01 a bigoted Yankee. 

Bur whatever your political, rel igiolls, 
geographical or racial background, 
never forget that Mr. KemJedy was 
PRESIDENT of the Ulli/ad Sf"tes! H e 
held a very high OFFICE-(wd that 
office is a/low,,/ of God. 

In H is inspi red Word, God com· 
mands: "Let every soul be subject UntO 
the higher powers. For rhere is no 
power bur of God: the powers thar be 
are ordained of God" (Rom. 13: I). 

Apace from this subjeccion and deep 
RESPECT we should have for high office, 
what wou ld a rrllly godly man's per· 
sonal feelings be ar sllch a time as 
rhe recent assassination? \V/e need nor 
GUESS or "suppose" in regard [Q rhis 
marter, bur simply look inca rhe hupi1'ed 
eXdll"/Jles in God's Word. 

Recall that God described King David 
as "A 1mm tllter mille own bettrt' , (A([s 
13:22 ) . Among ocher qualiries , David 
expressed rhe type of wholehearred 
worship and tldomtiol1 coward God, and 
rhe love and c011lpaIIion tOward his 
fellow man which made him Godlike in 
his character. 

So even though his predecessor, King 
Saul, had miJ/lsed some of his powers, 
had persecuted David and had made 
other mistakes on several occasions­
David deep ly MOURNED and SORROWED 

ar his death. 
When David was cold rhe news of 
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Saul's deach, "Then David took hold on 
his cloches, and rene them ; and likewise 
all the men thar were with him: and 
they MOURNED, and WEPT, and FASTED 

until even, for Saul, and for Jonathan 
his son ( ll Sam. 1:11.12 ). 
David lamented and cried OLit saying : 
"The beauty of Israel is slain upon thy 
high places : how are rhe mighty fallen!" 
(Verse 19.) 

Here, rhen, is an exetmple of D::l.vid, 
a man who was after God's own hearr­
who exemplified in many ways His 
attitude-and who really MOURNED and 
WEPT with deep feeling when the 
leader of h is nation was slain. David 
cerrainly disagreed with many of the 
things thm Saul had been doing, and 
with many of his policies, bUt he tOlled 
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h im as a fe llow hun'lan being, respected 
his srrengrh and ab ilit ies, and SORROWED 

at his death! 

D avid GRI EVES at A bn er's Death 

Another example of this same God· 
Like characteristic of David is broughr 
w life in the description of Abner's 
deach. Abner was dle Capeain of the 
Has<, or Commander in Chief of rhe 
armies of Israel, as opposed co rhe armies 

of Jllt/ah which were commanded by 
Joab under King David. 

1n a previous bacde, Abner had been 
forced to slay As.hel, brarher of Joab, 
or perhaps lose his own life. Joab let 
HATE build up in his hearr and never 
forgave Abner for (his acrion even when 
Abner had come w finally make peace 
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between the rwo separate houses of 
Israel and Judah. 

And in what was supposed ro be a 
peace conference, Abner was raken aside 
quierly by Joab and steal[hily mllrdered 
in cold blood-just as President Ken­
nedy's apparent welcome ro Dallas was 
turned into a cruel murder by one de­
mented maniac. 

David soon heard of ir. He kllew thar 
Abner was the leader of the house of 
lsrael-and had a([ually fought with 
the Jews in man}' barrles. Abner, YOll 
mighr say, was certainly of a different 
"political party" than was David. Yet 
David deeply RESPECTED Abner's sin­
ceriey, ability and his humility in being 
willing ro come as an emissary to 

make peace between the cwo warring 
factions of the whole house of Israel. 

"And David said CO Joab, and co all 
the people that were with him, rend 
your cloches, and gird you with Jack­
clo,h, and MOURN for Abner. And 
King David himself followed [he bier. 
And [hey buried Abner in Hebron: 
and [he king lifced up his voice and 
WEPT at the grave of Abner; and all 
[he people WEPT" (II Sam. 3:31-32). 

"And the king said umo his servams, 
know ye not that there is a pritlce and a 
GREAT MAN fallen this day in Israel?" 
(Verse 38.) 

David's example certainly ought to 

teach us that even though we may at 
times disagree '("ith a great leader's 
methods and actions we should still 
RESPECT his abilities, learn to LOVE 

him as a person and potemial son of 
God, and sincerely SORROW at his death. 

What About the Assassin? 

One very SHOCKING incidem that 
came co light in this whole affair was 
the reaction of people to the shooting 
of Lee Harvey Oswald, the suspected 
assassin of Presidenr Kennedy. This man 
Oswald was officially charged with [he 
shoOting of the Presidenr. 

What should your attitude be toward 
a probable MURDERER such as this? 
Should you, as a ptivate citizen, wanr to 
see him suddenly shot or lynched? 
Should you build up in your own mind 
a brooding, seething HATRED coward 
[his apparendy demcnccd fellow' 

A few hours after the accused assassin, 
Lee Oswald, had himself been shoe by 
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Jack Ruby, a night club owner, I heard a 
mOSt revealing series of interviews being 
conducred on a local radio starion. Here 
is how they went: 

One man was asked how he felt abom 
Ruby shoocing Oswald. He replied: 
"Its good enough for him. H e goc juse 
what '(vas coming to him. I am glad." 

A woman was asked about chis shooc­
ing and replied: "He gOt whac he de­
served, but now we'll never know for 
sure who did kill Presidenc Kennedy, 
will we?" 

AnOther man was asked about ir and 
said: "This will bring bad publici[y on 
[he councry, but I am seill glad Oswald 
gOt what was coming to him so quickly." 

And on and on it went, with the 
radio interviewer getting the "opinions," 
the "ideas" and the "feelings" of all SOrtS 
of people who comprise an American 
big dcy. 

The pare [hac ottght to be Ihock;1Ig is 
thar NOT ONE of these people seemed 
to realize or care that an additional, pre­
meditated, lawless MURDER had JUSt 
taken place in what is purported to be a 
law-abiding society! For Oswald was 
nOt yet cried and found guil[y by the 
powers that be. He was deliberately 
MURDERED by another private citizen 
who decided to take justice into his own 
hands! 

In the final analysis, the most truly 
terrible thing about the assassination of 
Presidenc Kennedy and [he murder of 
lee Hatvey Oswald is thar this so 
vividly illustrates how Americans as a 
people are Aagrandy BREAKING [he 
spiricual laws of Almigh[y God!

News­
papers rushed out special editions giv­
ing full covetage of the details at handl 
Special television films were flown from 
the United States to Australia as soon 
as possible showing the events taking 
place in Dallas, T exas, the movements 
of Mrs. Jacqueline Kennedy and the 
funeral conducted in WashingtOn D.C. 
Other special films were shown cover­
ing personal history of the Kennedy 
family and Mr. Kennedy's rise in his 
political career. 

"Messages from all over Australia 
flooded the United Scates Embassy and 
Consulate offices. All flags were flown 
at half·mast, symbolizing the mourning 
over this despicable act. Special mourn­
ing services were held rhe following 
day throughom Australia. 

"The rragic murder of President Ken­
nedy has deeply moved and shocked the 
average Australian. Many have ex­
pressed the feeling that they would 
have been no more saddened if one of 
Australia's major leaders had been the 
one 'gunned·down.' President Kennedy 
was not looked upon as being only the

The 
answer is that for twenty-five years they 
had been studying these things at the 
Eastern University, also known as the 
Instituce for the Toilers of the Orient, 
in Moscow. 

Where did the Communist leaders of 
Poland, East Germany, Czechoslovakia, 
and the Balkan cmmtries learn how to 
purge and keep enslaved these nations 
that were seized for them by the Red 
Army? They learned at the Inrernarional 
lenin University or at the Western Uni­
versity in Moscow. 

American Communists Trained 

in MOSCOW 

Where did the American Communists 
learn how to organize fronts to do their 
bidding? Where did they learn the tricks 
of propaganda through which they often 
can induce capitalist newspapers and 

liberal scientists and scholars to echo 
cheir line? They learned all of this at 
the Lenin University in 1-{oscow. 

By the waging of political warfate the 
Communists have expanded their realm 
from less [han 200 million people in 
1945 to a total of over 800 n1 i11ioos ten 
years later. Is it any wonder that they 
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do thei r best to keep these methods se­
cret from their enemies? 

Nevertheless, partial information has 
filtered Out. The wri ter has ca lked or 
corresponded with a half-dozen former 
srudems of the Lenin School who at­
fended dur ing the early thi rries and have 
long since renounced communism. Addi­
donal informacion has been derived from 
other sources which will be identified 
below. 

As far as is known by leading authori­
ices on commun ism in this country, no 
Lenin School students have come for­
ward to reveal their stories in the POSt­
war years. There is ev idence, however, 
chat the school p rogram continued until 
the war, and that it has been resumed 
since the war. 

Three T ypes of Schools 

There are three principle types of 
schools teaching poJitic;l1 or subversive 
subjects in the Soviet Union. These are, 
( 1) the schools for domestic administra­
tion, (2) MVO-MGB or Secrer Police 
schools, nnd (3) schools of political 
warfare. 

The first of these trains Soviet and 
satellite bureaucrars and adm inistra tors. 
The second trains saboteurs, terrorists, 
spies and couriers for foreign operations, 
and the third specializes in foreign prop­
aganda and organization, or political 
warfare. The basic difference between 
the MVD-MGB and the political wat­

fare courses is that the former dea ls 
mainly with physical things like assassi­
nation, tOrture, and secret communica­
tions, while the latter deals principally 
with matters of rhe mind such as theory, 
agimrion, labor union infiltration mctics, 
and radio and newspaper work. 

All three of these types of schools 
have partially overlapping curr icula. 
Thus, the MGB studeoc learns some 
Marxist-Leninist theory, while the po­
litical warfare schools include some work 
on secret police subjects and on govern­
ment administration. 

The MGB college ar Leningrad usual­
ly had 30 per cent Russians and 70 per 
cent foreigners. l enin University had 10 
per eeoc Russians, being trained for for­
eign service, and 90 per ceoc foreigners. 

There are certain Other schools about 
which li ttle is known beyond the fact of 
their existence. One such, described in 
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Moscow University. Communists' Cold War program calls, first, for training of 
subversives, then military toke-over after nation is softened up from within. Hitler, 
by contrast, conquered militarily first, then attempted to break will of conquered 
peoples through subversion.

America FAllS To Teach Youth 
abom Evils of Communism 

The above is, no doubt, only a parrial 
list of Soviet subversive schools. But the 
terrify ing thing about the picture is that 
the United Scates and the rest of the 
West have no political warfare schools 
at all! For thi rty years the Communists 
have been (raining political warfare ex­
pens. We have trained none. Is it any 
wonder we are losing the cold war? 

Because Lenin University is the col­
lege attended by most American students 
in the U.S.S.R., there is more informa­
tion available concerning ir than about 
the others mentioned. There follows an 
acCOunt of the operation of ~ha[ school 
drawn from the experiences of three 
graduates. They ace Joseph Zack Korn-
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feder, an American born in Slovakia; 
Willian Odell Nowell, an American 
Negro, born in Georgia; and John Hla­
dun, a Canadian of Ukrainian extraction 
from Winnipeg. The origins of these 
men gives a significant clue ro the kinds 
of minority group citizens on which the 
Communists like to work. 

Secret Mission to Moscow 

Kornfeder was the first of the three 
to join the party, and the first to go to 

Moscow for special training. His srory 
helps explain why so many people, up­
rooted by the First World War, turned 
to communism. Born in the Austro­
Hungarian Empire on a tenant farm, he 
went as a child to che slums of postwar 
Vienna, che same breeding ground for 
trouble rhar produced Adolf Hider. At 
the age of seventeen he began drifting 
around Europe, living on his trade of 
tailoring, and picking up various lan­
guages. In 1916, already a SocialiSt, he 
came to this country and lived in the 
Yorkville section of New York. In 1919 
he joined the newly formed Communist 
party of the U.S.A. After surviving the 
custOmary parcy feuds and changes of 
leadership and achieving the rank of 
Central Executive committeeman, he was 
selected in 1928 by the Soviet General 
Gussev, then the resident underground 
Comimern boss of U.S. communism, to 

go to Moscow for special political train­
ing. 

George Minc, a G.P_u. agent, fur­
nished the citizenship papers of one 
Samuel Fox, and with these and a com­
rade who signed a false affidavit, Korn­
feder obtained a passport in that name. 
Incidenrally, this George Mine was lat­
er thoughr to have played a key role in 
the assassination of Trotsky and was to 

achieve additional notOriety when he 
drunkenly tried to rape a chambermaid 
in a Copenhagen hOtel. 

Wirh his false passport and assumed 
name, Kornfeder sailed on a Hamburg­
American liner co Germany. In Berlin 
the Soviet Consul quickly gramed him 
a visa which was stamped on a separare 
sheet of paper so rhat his passport would 
show no evidence rhat he had gone to 

Russia. When che crain crossed the Po­
lish-Soviet border under a huge sign 
reading "Proletarians of the World 
Unite," the Communists among the pas-
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sengers ecstatically chamed the "Imema­
rionale." Although the tOwns along the 
railroad were in advanced stages of de­
cay, and rhe people ragged and emaciat­
ed, the exaltation induced by the ap­
proach ro Moscow, the H oly City of 
communism, blOtted our these impres­
sions. At the Moscow sradon he hired a 
droshky and directed it ro 15 Vlice Vo­
rovskaya, the address of the Lenin Uni­
versiry, where he found that he was ex­
pected . He was assigned ro a dormirory 
room along with tWO Latin Americans 
and an Irishman. 

Trained to D estroy 

The university accommodated 300 
students living on campus and 300 more 
living outside. Ten per cent of rhe Stu­

denrs were women and if a couple could 
show that rhey had a liaison before en­
cering the school they were assigned a 
privace room together. (The Western 
University numbered as many or more 
studems, and rhe Eastern University, 
also known as the Insrirute for the Toil­
ers of the Orient, rook up to 1200. The 
enrollmem at the schools in other parts 
of the U.S.S.R. is not definitely known). 
The rest of the campus was caken up by 
a 1 ~ aCre drill ground, and a building 
for weapons [raining where uniformed 
Red Army instrucrors taught the me­
chanics of a dozen types of machine 
guns, and of hand grenades, rifles, pistols 
and home-made bombs. Off campus 
there was a shooting range (shared with 
the G.P.U.) and an abandoned railroad 
scation and siding where lessons were 
given in derailing trains and exploding 
locomotive boilers. 

Lenin University students were al­
lowed rravel expense to and from Mos­
cow, and 50 rubles (about $13.00) a 
month pocket money. Also subsisrence 
aJlowances were paid to dependenrs left 
at home. Much of (he SO rubles went 
into "voluJ1tary" contributions ro various 
Sovier patriotic causes. 

The curriculum was extremely ardu­
ous-ro an extent where dle students 
were left lirtle time to ci rculate among 
the Russian population . Students were 
up ar 6 a.m. for thirty minutes of cal­
isthenics under a Red Army instructor. 
BreakfaSt was at 7 a.m. of black bread 
and red caviar. Classes were from 8 a.m. 
w 6 p.m. with an hour's break for lunch. 
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Then chere was lacs of homework for the 
evenings. On Saturdays classes wtre our 
ar 3 p.m., but [he load of homework al­
lowed little time for outside activity. 

There were six-month, one-year, and 
(hree-year courses. Ie was derermined 
during an initial three-momh probation 
period which students were qualified for 
the longer courses. 

Hears Stalin lecture 

Perhaps the mOst significant rhing 
about this college was the faculty. The 
regular teachers were mostly Russians 
with a few Central and Wesrern Euro­
peans. But the special lecturers were the 
cop hierarchy of world communism. 
Kornfeder heard Sealin lecture once, 
Molorov three rimes, military men such 
as Tuckachevsky, Vasiliev and Budenny; 
and all rhe Corninrern brass including 
Dimitrov, Manuilsky, Kuusinen, Bela 
Kun, S. Losovsky and Togliatd. There 
could be no clearer proof than this of 
the importance of this political warfare 
college in Soviet eyes. 

When a prominent lecturer was ralk­
ing, the entire student body would listen 
by earphones with simultaneous inter­
pretations. The five languages used were 
Russian, English, German, French and 
Spanish. In routine classes, rhe students 
were divided up into their language 
groups with interpreters where needed. 

The four principal subjecrs taught at 
the Lenin University were: 

LeniniJm. This included conspirarorial 
operating techniques, agitation and 
propaganda, and Unired (Popular) 
Front srraregy. 

Part')l Structu.re. Organizing for Civil 
war, and the party's function in directing 
same, Politburo, and district committees. 
Labor, factory and armed forces fract ions 
and cells; everything modeled on Soviet 
parrern. 

Marxian Econom.icJ. Das Kapical, and 
other textbooks excerpted from Marx 
and Engels. Some bourgeois economic 
rheory taugll( for purposes of argumem. 

Histor)' of tbe Sot/iet Ullio1l. The So­
cialist movement in Czarist rimes. Nihil­
ism, Anarchism. Decembrists, 1905 Rev­
olution, and history of the Bolshevik 
Civil War. 

Secondary subjects of instruccion 
were: 

The peasanr in backward 
countries.

How Revolution Is Planned 

The above has been gready condensed 
from nares taken by Kornfeder while at 
[he Lenin University. Ie may be valuable 
however to reproduce the following noce 
verbatim: 

Precondition for Sztcceuju.t A1'11Zed 
11uttrrection: 

1. Economic collapse and chaos. 
2. Demoralizarion and dissension in 

governing circles. 
3. Defeat of the government in a for­

eign war or its inability ro keep things 
going as a resule of exhaustion following 
the war. 

4. Ability of the party to take advan­
tage of the situation. 

Among the principal textbooks used 
at the Lenin school were: On War, by 
Clausewitz.

A glance at this list ought to convince 

even the most "liberal" educator or gOY­
ernment official in the West of the war­
like nature of communism. 

The formal college course described 
above does nor, however, present the 
whole stOry, since the students were giv­
en practical as well as classroom rrain­
ing. As part-time activity the three-year 
students were attached to various 
branches of the Comintern or Profimern 
( Labor International) for work that 
took precedence over classes. Kornfeder 
was attached to the Anglo-American 
secretariat. He and many other students 
were also encouraged to write for Prav­
da and other official organs and to con­
tribute radio scriptS for propaganda 
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broadcasts beamed at the countries of 
the student's origin. Extra pay was given 
for this kind of writing. 

In the cases of certain unusually apt 
students, private coaching would be sub­
stituted, Karnfeder received such coach­
ing from Dmitri Z. Manuilsky, then the 
dean of the college ( later Foreign Min­
ister of the Ukraine ) . 

It was during these private talks that 
Manuilsky laid down the dictum on 
"peace" that had the New York Daily 
Worker in a froth. What Manuilsky tOld 
Kornfeder was this: 

"War to the hilt, between communism 
and capitalism, is inevirable. Today, of 
course, we are nOt strong enough co at­
tack.

First notice what the Encyclopaedia 
Britannica States: "The remains of ani­
mals ... can only be preserved if they 
are deposited at a place where mud or 
sand is being laid down" ("Paleontol­
ogy," p. 102, 1946 edition). 

Fossils are nO[ being preserved in vast 
quantities throughout the world today 
because a universal world-wide flood is 
nor now taking place. Masses of animal 
bones and shells and coal beds are not 
now being formed. Notice the following

Why Buffalo Remains Not Preserved 

Only one hundred years ago the 
American buffalo, or bison, roamed the

Great Plains by the millions. These vast 
herds were almost completely extermi· 
nated by humers, and their remains left 
lying on the ground. 

Did natural processes of death and 
decay preserve these buffalo remains as 
fossils? 

The evolutionary geologist Carl Dun· 
bar makes the answer clear. He said, 
"The buffalo carcasses strewn over the 
plains in uncounted numbers tWO gen· 

erations ago have left hardly a present 
trace." What became of these over fifty 
millions of buffalo carcasses that were 
so recently left lying on the plains? 

Dunbar answers, "The flesh was de­
voured soon after death by vultures or 
wolves and even the bones have crum­
bled to dust." 

He then said, "A carcass left exposed 
after death is almost sure [0 be torn 
apart or devoured by carnivores or other

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scavengers." He added, "If it escapes 
these larger enemies, bacteria insure the 
decay of all but the hard pans, and even 
they (the bones) crumble to dust after 
a few years if exposed to the weather" 
(Historical Geology, pp. 35-36). 

This world-famous geologist then ad­
mitted, "For these reasons, burial after 
death is the most important condition 
favoring preservation" (pp. 35-36). In 
mher words, only a catastrophe-such as 
a flood--can preserve animal remains ,as 
fossils. 

How Fossils Were Preserved 

But since we do find vast beds of 
fossil remains, we know some catastro­
phe SUDDENLY buried them. Entire spe­
cies were exterminated, The old and the 
young, those with sharp teech, with 
strong muscle, with fleet legs, with 
plemy of food around, ALL PERISHED. 

It is obvious that if these animals 
which left fossil remains had died on 
top of the ground-like the American

The fossil record shows that the saber­
roorhed tiger, the dire wolf and the 
shorr-faced bear suddenly became ex­
tinee in both the Old and the New 
World. Many birds also became extinct. 

The geologist FIim says rhar in 
America, "all the camels, all the horses, 
all the ground sloths, two genera of 
musk-oxen, peccaries, pronghorns, all but 
one species of bison, . , a giam beaver­
like animal, a stag-moose, and several 
kinds of cats, some of which were of 
lion size" suddenly became extinct. 
(Glacial and Pleistocelle Geology, p. 
468) 

Eiseley admits that the sudden ex­
tinction of many mammal groups drives 
"the biologist to despair as he surveys 
the extinction of so many species and 
genera" ( American Anthropologist, 
XLVIII [1946], 54). 

Apart from the Genesis account there 
is no way to know that both the extinct 
mammals and all but a minimum of 
breeding stock of those who still survive 
were all destroyed by the Flood. 

Your Bible reveals that all mammals 
we find today are descendants of the 
animals Noah rook into the Ark (Gen. 
8: 17). 

After the Flood, cattle continued to 

reproduce cattle; dogs cominued to re­
produce dogs, cats continued to repro­
duce cats, JUSt as they had done ever 
since creation (Gen. 1: 24) . 

Bur each KIND is divided imo 
BREEDS, or VARIETIES. From the original 
seven pairs of cattle Noah tOok into the 
Ark, we now have many differem 
breeds (or varieties) of cattle, bue they 
are still cattle, From the original pair of 
dogs we now have many different breeds 
(or varieties) of dogs, bm they are still 
dogs; from the original pair of cats have 
descended the many differenr breeds of 
cats, but they are still cats. 

Many of the so-called extinct species 
of such animals as the horse are not 
extinct kinds but merely an extinct 
variety of a still-existing kind, 

But since geologists do find fossil 
remains of extilKt mammals that lived 
during the time early man lived on 
eareh, it is obvious that either Noah did 
nOt take these now-extinG varieties ioro 
the Ark, or else these varieties were tak­
en into the Ark but failed (Q survive the 
different climatic conditions which pre-
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vailed after the Flood, 

Fossils Are Flood Deposits 

Geology textbooks are also strangely 
silent about the fact that geologists have 
found great cracks in the earth called 
"ossiferous fissures." These are filled 
with rocks and fossil bones of animals, 

Many of these great cracks are from 
140 to 300 feet in depth. 

Almost no one realizes that most of 
these cracks were caused by violent 
earthquakes which accompanied Noah's 
Flood-and by post-Plood movements 
during what scienrists mislabel "ice ages," 

The geologiSt Joseph PreStwich of 
Oxford (1874-88) found that many of 
these great earthquake cracks are full of 
fossil bones of "mammoth hippopota­
mus, rhinoceros, horse, polar bear and 
bison." 

He said even though these bones are 
found with the fossil remains of hyena, 
wolf and lion, they neither "show wear," 
nor signs that chey have "been gnawed 
by beasts of prey" ( PreStwich, On Cer­
tain Phenom.ena Belonging to the ClOle 
of the Last Geological Period . , pp. 
25-26). These animals were buried 
SUDDENLY, They did not have orne to 

eat each other. 
These huge earthquake cracks, 

jammed full of fossil bones, have been 
found all over Western Europe. 

In these "ossiferous fissures," geolo­
gists have found many fossil remains of 
types of mammals that once lived but 
no longer live, Geologists confess they 
do not know why these mammals be­
came extinct. These mammals were all 
destroyed by the Flood. As we have 
shown, they no longer live because of 
two possible reasons, Either Noah did 
not take a pair of these now-extinct 
species--or types, or breeds-ioro rhe 
Ark, or else these exrinct types failed to 

survive the drastic change in the ea tch's 
climate after the Flood, Bear in mind 
rhar Noah had to take representations of 
each kindJ bur nor every variety of a 
kil1dJ into the Ark. 

Fossils Found on Top of Hills 

One of the mOst spectacular examples 
of a fossil burial ground is found on 
the island of Cerigo, off the coast of 
Greece, 

Here a mountain called the "mouma in 
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of bones" is covered from the base to 
the summit with fossils. Insrim:tive 
fear of rising floodwaters drove these 
animals to seek the higher hills. But 
the rising floodwaters overtook them 
and vast herds perished on this moun· 
cain and were buried by the onrushing 
silt-laden floodwaters. 

Don't you th ink paleontologists real­
ize that animals always flee to higher 
ground when threatened by water-that 
these animals obviously fl ed from rhe 
rising floodwaters? 

Yes, unless evolutionary geologists 
have deliberately rejected rhe truth for 
so long they are now blind to truth, they 
must surely realize these animals sought 
refuge in the high hills [Q escape the 
rising surge of floodwaters.

Agate Springs, in the low sand hills on 
the plains of northwestern Nebraska. 

R. S. Lull , director of the Peabody 
Museum at Yale, said rhesc fossi ls "_ .. 
form a veritable pavement of interlacing 
bones ... " (R. S. Lull, FOIIiiJ, p. 34). 

Fossil experts from the Carnegie Mu­
seum found 164,000 bones of mammals 
in a space of 1350 square feel. 

Mammals of every kind died in great 
numbers and were buried in a tangle of 
bones. These mammals obviously were 
first drowned by the rising floodwaters 
and then carried along to Agate Springs, 
where che}' were buried under several 
layers of sediment. 

Even Soft Parrs Preserved !is Fossils 

At Geiseltai, Germany, geologists 
have found buried as fossi ls "a com· 
plete mixture of plants and insects from 
all climatic zones" (N. Heribert·Nils­
son, Sy"'hetiIcbe Artbild,mg, pp. 1195-
1196). 

This famous Swedish scientist sa id, 
" ... in cerrain cases the leaves have 
been deposited and preserved in a fully 
fresh condition" (pp. 1195-1196). 

N ilsson also notes thac there was pre· 
served the "soft pans of the insects: 
muscles, corium, epidermis, keratin, 
colour sttlffs as melanin and lipochrome, 
glands, and the comems of the inres· 
tines" (SynthetiIche Artbi/d,mg, pp. 
1195-(196). 

The soft parts of insects deteriorate 
beyond recognition in a few hours by 
the natural process of decay. How could 
the body of a dead insect, such as a com· 
man housefly, be preserved for long 
ages while waiting for sedimemary rock 
layers to gradually form arou nd it? 
Sciemific faGS prove the budal of these 
fossil insects was exceedingly rapid. 

Here is clear proof thac these planes, 
animals, insects, and fish were suddenly 
bmied by si lt· laden floodwaters before 
the slightest decay could begi n.

ON MT. TABOR the Israelire soldiets wete able to see the Canaanite forces garher­

ing on a plain several miles away to the southwest. An excessive amount of dust, slIch 

as would be raised by horses and vehicles, proved to the Israelites that the enemy's 

dreaded chariors were being brought up. (J udges 4: 10-13.) Only God's supernatural 

help could save Israel now! 

God Suddenly Acts 

The Canaan ires moved to a part of the va lley close to Mt. Tabor, then set up 

camp for the night. Sisera, the Canaanite general, wasn't concerned with the possi­

bi li ty of the Israelites attacking, even rhough they had some advantage by being on 

higher ground. He knew they had no desire ro tangle with his chariots and his large 

army. His plan was to capture the lesser-equipped Israelites in their smaller numbers 

when they were forced to come down off rhe mountain for necessities. Sise~a had no 

doubt that the small Israelite army would be easy to wipe out under any condition. 

Meanwhile, in the camp of Israel, Barak worriedly muttered: "If we go down 

the mountain we'll be wiped out by that huge numher of men and chariots!" 

"The time hasn't come yet ro leave the mountain," Deborah said. "But the sol­

d iers should be ready when that time comes." 

The time came early the next morning, a while before dawn. Inspired by God, 

Deborah informed Barak rhar the Israelires should charge down the slope at once 

ro attack, and that they would have God's supernatural help. (Verse 14.) Barak was 

inspired by Deborah's example and faith. He ordered the men ro follow him down 
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the mountain. Many of them, as they poured down off Mt. Tabot, were filled with 

dismay at the prospect of facing what was obviously a superior enemy. They ap· 

proached the camp of the Canaanites quietly, but it wasn't possible ro get beyond 

the enemy sentries without causing shouts of alarm. When the seorries sounded the 

alarm, the Israelites attacked with all the courage they could muster. 

Bedlam reigned among Sisera's troops as theit attackers caught them napping. 

Shouts, scteams, the neighing of startled horses, the clash of metal against metal 

and the general confusion made it impossible for Canaanite officers ro get their men 

organized. The chariot drivers, stationed at some distance from the infantry, managed 

to get their horses hooked to many of the chariots and to get moving. However, with 

men tumbling and scrambling and struggling in all directions, the chariots ran down 

many more Canaanites than Israelites. God was beginning to fight Israel's batrle as 

He had promised. (Vetse 15.) 

After making a half·hearted initial attempt to fight off the oncoming Israelites, 

the whole Canaanite army turned and fled northwestward down the Kishon river 

valley toward the hoped.for refuge of their fort at Harosheth. By now it was dawn, 

and in their fright the Canaanites-cspecially those in chariots-might have outrun 

their Israelite pursuers had it not been that God had decreed otherwise. 

Suddenly heavy rains fell in the region of the Kishon valley. The river rose 

rapidly. The closer the Canaanites moved to the stream, the softer and muddier the 

ground became. When the chariots ran inro these spots they bogged down and came 

to a sudden stop. Chariots racing up from the tear smashed into them, resulting in a 

muddy mass of vehicles and struggling horses and men. 

The men and horses that managed to get past the soft spots in the ground only 

plunged on to end up in the swollen waters of the Kishon as it broke over its banks 

into a flash flood which swept away man y of Siscra's troops. (J udges 5: 21.) The 

Israelites swept in close behind to cut off any attempted back·tracking and cut down 

the enemy with swords, slings, knives and spears. 

God had again stepped in to rescue Israel by bringing Jabin's army to a swift 

end in a welter of mud, water and blood. 

As for Sisera, he was among those who raced away in chariots. When his chariot 

became bogged in mud, he managed in the confusion to leap to safety and run north· 

eastward across the plain tOward lhe hills. He had no way of knowing whether or 

not he had been observed, but he felr certain that the [sraelites would make every 

effort to find him. 

On rhe other side of Mt. Tabor, on a branch of the plain, was the dwelling of a 

Kenite named Heber, who Siscra believed was friendly to the northern Canaanites.

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The pursued Canaanites died by the thousands in the mud of the 
Kishon va lley. 

After runn ing a few hours, Sisera neared Heber's tent. The Kenite's wife, whose 

name was Jael, happened to see the fatigued Canaanite general staggering toward 

her tent. She knew who he was, and went out to meer him. 

Sisera's Prophesied Doom 

"Come rest in my tent," she told him as she helped him along. (] udges 4: 15-18.) 

Inside the tent, he wearily lay down, exhausted by his race for freedOlI). When 

Sisera asked for water, Jael gave him clabbered milk to quench his thirst and make 

him sleep more soundly, and then covered him with a blanket. (Judges 5 :25.) 

"If anyone comes to ask about me, don't mention that you have seen me," Sisera 

warned Jael. "You will be well rewarded to protect me from any of those fanatical, 

God-fearing Israelites!" 

Those were the last words uttered by the pagan Canaanite general. He was so 

weary rhat he fell asleep almost immediately, though he wouldn't have done so if he 

could have realized even to the smallest extent wbat was about to befall him. 

In another compartment of het tent Jael listened intently until she could be 

cerrain, by Sisera's slow, loud breathing, that he was deep in slumber. Then she 

noiselessly moved outside, pulled up a sharp tent stake and reached for a mallet. Very 
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careful not to make a sound, she entered rhe room where Sisera slept on his side. With 

a quick, strong blow of the tent stake mallet, she drove the stake through Sisera's 

temples, then into the ground, killing the general almost instantly. (Judges 4: 19-21; 

Judges 5:26.) 

God allowed Jael to take Sisera's life in this grisly, cold-blooded manner as a 

warning to uS all. Those Canaanites were better off dead. They sacrificed many of 

their babies in the temples of Baal and filled adjoining graveyards with jars containing 

these tiny corpses. When building a new house, a Canaanite family would sacrifice a 

baby and PUt its body in the foundation to bring good luck to the rest of the family. 

Archaeologists who have found the many tiny skeletons of these sacrificed babes have 

wondered why God did not destroy the Canaanites sooner. He would have done so if 

Israel had obeyed His command to execute all the idolatrous Canaanites when they 

first conquered the land. (Deuteronomy 7: 1-6.) 

Because Sisera was an idolatrous Canaanite, he was one more to be purged from 

the land after he had been used for the purpose of punishing the Israelites and bring­

ing them to repentance. As one who sought to destroy the army of Israel, he was denied 

the so-called honor of dying in action, as a high-ranking soldier would ordinarily 

prefer. 

Only a little while after this unsavory incident, Jael looked out to see the vic­

torious Israelites trotting across the plain. She ran out toward the men, waving 

frantically to attract their attention. When they reached her she told them that she 

had an important message for their leader, and Barak approached her to hear what 

she had to say. 

"If you are seeking Jabin's general, Sisera, I can take you to him at once," Jael 

tOld Barak. 

"Show us," Barak commanded. 

Jael led Barak and a few of his men to her tent and into her private compart­

ment, where she drew back a curtain to reveal the nailed-down Canaanite to the 

startled Israelites. Then Barak remembered Deborah's prophecy that a woman would 

destroy Sisera becallse Barak had ar first depended tOO much on Deborah's faith. In 

humiliation, Barak realized his lack of faith was a sin against God. He fully repented 

and was forgiven by God in whom he now fully trusted. (Hebrews 11: 13, 32, 39. ) 

Although Israel was victorious that day in becoming free, the one who had 

planned to defeat Israel was still safe in his quarters to the north. That was Jabin, 

king of the northern Canaanites. On hearing of the defeat of his army, he quickly 

sought refuge, but within a few days he fell into the hands of his enemies and lost his 

life, (Judges 4: 22-24,) 
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Joel went out from her tent to welcome the weary gene ral of Jobin's 
defeated army. 

Deliverance from rhe Canaanites was considered such a happy accomplishment 

rhat a great celebration was held by Israel. Songs wete composed, and Deborah and 

Barak led the people in praising God wirh loud, hearty enthusiasm. (Judges 5: 1-31.) 

Mosr of them realized that their Creator was the SOurce of their strength and power, 

though at times rhey forgot that imporrant faCt because every man insisted on doing 

whar he thought best. (Judges l7:6.) God ·had specifically commanded His people 

nOt to do what they thought best (Deuteronomy 12:8) because that way is often 

wrong and leads ro death . (Proverbs 14: 12 and l6:25.) Most of the Israelites had 

nat yet learned t1~at man's conscience is 1/,ot a reliable guide for conduct-that man 

needs God's law ro tell him how ro live. (Deuteronomy 12: 32. ) 

For forty more years after Jabin's overthrow Israel was free from enemies. 

(Judges 5: 3l. ) But before thar many years passed, another generation came into 

being, and a large part of Israel aga in fell into living in a disorderly and lawless 

manner, each man following his own conscience-doing what he thought best­

letting hi, own opinion, instead of God's law, tell him how ro live. 

The Midianites Again 

About twO hundred years previously, when Moses was the leader, Israel had 

almost wiped out the idolatrous nation of Midian on the east border of the Dead 
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Sea. Since that time the Midianites had greatly increased in numbers and, though sev­

eral generations had passed since the fateful war with Israel, a fierce hatred of their 

victors still existed with the Midianites. 

Ar this point God stepped in to cause Midianite leaders to fan that hatred so that 

Midian would be used to punish Israel. The result was that the vengeance-seeking 

Midianites swarmed up our of their land to end Israel's forry years of freedom, pleasure 

and sin! 

The Israelites had become so disorganized and weak that the fierce Midianites 

chased them out of their ciries and off their farms. By the thousands rhe Israelites ran 

for safety into the mountains. They hid in caves and even in the narrow, secluded 

canyons-wherever they could hide or fortify themselves. (Judges 6: 1-2.) 

The Midianites kept on moving back and forth through all areas to rouce the 

Israelites and rob them of rheir livestock and crops. On their return to each conquered 

area, the Midianites would attack any Israelites who had tried to return to theit homes. 

Many Israelites were forced to flee outside Palestine to the western shores of the Medi­

terranean Sea and the sparsely settled coastland of northwestern Europe. 

In some regions the attacks by the Midian ites were so frequent that the remaining 

Israelites moved into the wooded mountains to establish permanent residence. Their 

only homes were many caverns and canyons in the rugged Palestinian hills. 

Living Like Animals 

Between forays by the enemy a part of the Israelites secretly went back to their 

farms and grazing areas to try to continue raising crops and stock. Sometimes they 

were successful for a while. The Midianites couldn't be everywhere at the same time. 

When they did come, look-outs generally reported their arrival in time for the Israel­

ites to move from the valleys to safety in the mountain hide-a ways and strongholds. 

Despite all this, the Israelites stubbornly continued to live their own way, though 

they had to live in caves like animals, rather thao repent and obey God and have His 

divine protection. 

For twO or three harvest seasons Israel managed fairly well on what food could 

be raised in the more secluded valleys. Then the Midianite soldiers began bringing 

their families and their herds. Furthermore, the Amalekites and other Arabian tribes 

began pouring into Canaan, and JUSt at a time of harvesr. 

Cities were taken over, farms were stripped of their produce and herds and flocks 

grazing in the valleys were seized by the invaders before the Israelites could hide 

them in the mountains. The numbers of the enemy were this time so great and so 

spread out that the Israelites had little or no opportunity to go after food. They were 
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The Israelites were forced to take refuge in 
ca ves in the mountains. 

forced to remain in their mouAtain ref­

uges on the verge of starvation. (Judges 

6: 3-6.) 
Being cooped up without a regular 

source of food became an increasingly 

Illore serious problem for Israel. Well­

organized groups sneaked down at 

night to seize vegetables or fruit or meat 

wherever it could be found, but this 

pursuit became increasingly Illore dan­

gerous as the enemy became more 

watchful, and whole bands of Israelites 

lost their lives trying to get something 

to eat. 

By the time seven years had passed, 

Israel was in a desperate, half-starved 

cond ition. Life in caves and hollowed­

OUt places had reduced a large part of 

the people to an unkempt state verging 

on barbarism. 

At this time a man whose name 

isn't mentioned in the scriptures was 

chosen by God to remind the Israelites that they had brought this one more calamity 

on themselves by their disobedience to God. Some of the people had already been beg­

ging God for forgiveness and help, and now thousands joined them. (Verses 6-10.) 

Repentance Brings Divine Help 

The Creator's mercy again was extended to Israel, though as usu.ol the people 

were required to act in helping themselves. It began in the mountain town of Ophrah, 

about midway between the site of Jericho and Mt. Ephraim in the terr itory of the 

half-tribe of Manasseh. A relatively young man named Gideon was one day thresh­

ing wheat in an out-of-the-way place near his father's old winepress, long unused be­

cause the Israelites no longer had grapes wirh which to make wine. 

Although hidden from passers-by, Gideon commanded a clear vIew down the 

mountain so that he could watch for approaching Midianites. H e was certain that he 

was alone as he hand-threshed the few small but precious bundles of wheat he and 

a few servants had courageously gleaned the night before in a field below. 
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Abruptly he was aware that a man was si tting in the shade of an oak tree only 

a few yards away. Gideon was startled by tlle strangely sudden presence of this man, 

who mighr well have been a Midianite spy. He started to quietly gather up his whear 

and scamper for safety, but before he could sack it up and leave, the man gar up and 

sauntered toward Gideon, who was relieved to note that he obviously wasn't a Midian­

ire. 
"I see that you ate vety careful not to let YOUt enemies know what you are do­

ing," the stranger remarked. "Why do you, a strong courageous young man, seem to 

fear the Midianites so much? Don't you know that your God is ready and willing to 

help you?" 

"I don't know who you are, sir," Gideon replied, "but if God is willing to help 

us, why hasn't He rescued us from these terrible conditions?" (Verses 11-13.) 

"Because Israel has ignored My laws and our agreement," the stranger answered. 

"Your laws?" Gideon queried, staring. 

"My laws," the stranger replied firm ly and calmly. 

Gideon was a bit shaken by this answer. He met the gaze of the stranger, and 

realized that the btilliant eyes wete those of one fat greatet tban a human being! He 

respectfu lly waited for the stranger to continue. 

Gideon's Divine Commission 

"If you will act with fa ith in your Creator, you can help rescue Israel from the 

Midianites, Gideon," the stranger told him. 

Gideon could scarcely believe what he heard. Although he had always refused 

to rake part in the idolatrous practice of orher Israelites, he couldn't ar rhe moment 

realize why he should be chosen to help liberate Israel. He had never considered him­

self an outstanding leader, though he had some reputation among the Israelites of his 

area as being quite active in the welfare of his people, even at the risk of h is own life. 

"How is it possible for l11e to help rescue Israel, my lord?" asked G ideon. "I 

am not wealthy and I am the youngest of my father's SODS. I do not command any 

fighting force. W hy should I be chosen to do something that many other men are 

1110re qualified and better equipped to do'" 

"Don't be concerned about such things," the stranger said. "Your God will be 

your strength, and you shall strike down the Midianites as easily as though their army 

consisted of only one man!" (Judges 6: 14-16.) 

Gideon hardly knew what to do. He didn't feel that he could accept such respon­

sibility without knowing for certain that this man was really divinity in human form. 

On the other hand, he couldn't risk refusing a commission from God. 
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He asked the stranger to continue 

resting under the oak tree, excused him­

self and hurried to his abode not far 

away to quickly prepare a sacrificial of­

fering of food . When he returned he 

presented unleavened cakes, broth and 

a boiled young goat to the stranger, who 

looked pleased at sight of the food. 

"Place the meat and cakes on this 

flat rock and POUt the broth over them," 

Gideon was told, and he did so. 

The stranger then touched the of­

fering with the end of his staff. Abrupt­

ly fire shot up out of the rock, rapidly 

consuming the food! When Gideon 

turned his starrled gaze up from the 

spectacle, the stranger had vanished!

though they auended several years lacer. 
Hladun, a Canadian of Uhainian ex­

traction, was drawn inco rhe pact)' 
through a Greek church social club chat 
Canadian Communists had penetrated. 
An interesting facet of his srory is that 
when he sailed for Europe on the way 
co Moscow he was instructed ro calk ro 
fellow passengers in the most reactionary 
language he could devise. 

AnOther part of his srory that also il­
lustrates the precautions taken CO keep 
the Lenin school secret was the handling 
of his passport. Ir was taken up by a 
"special section" of the Comincern upon 
his· arrival , and he was assigned the cover 
name of John Logan to use while in 
Moscow. The poim was that no studenr 
was supposed ro know the true names 
of his classmates. Hladun says that there 
were 6,000 foreign students being 
trained when he was in Moscow in 1931. 

Nowell is one of the Lenin University 
Negroes who has long since become an 
ami-Communist.

Plot to DIVIDE America! 

While at the school, Nowell had the 
extraordinary gall co buck a pet idea of 
Comrade Stalin's.

The Negroes in the northern scates were 
to be collected into enclaves apart from 
the ?,hices so that chey could dictate 
their own affairs. 

Nowell , as spokesman for most of the 
American Negroes then in Moscow, ar· 
gued thac American Negroes were try­
ing CO get away from segregation, nor 
exaggerate it, and that therefore this was 
a poor way CO attract them ro commu­
niSin. Needless ro say, "(he great 1 Am," 
Stalin, rejected this heresy. Nowell was 
lucky [Q get home alive, and there is 
evidence that the "black belt" theory is 
scill Kremlin policy. Ie is also thought 
chat a certain prominent Communisr 
Negro singer has been promised the 
Commissarship of such a ·'Soviet Social­
ise Republic" (with the West Indies 
th rown in as a sweetener). 

How Communists Treated Negroes 

Another cheering revolt by Negro 
Americans againsr Soviet dogma hap­
pened somewhat earlier. On rhe assump­
tion chac American Negroes were an ex­
ploited Colonial class, they were assigned 
nm to Lenin University, but to the lnsti­
tme for the Toilers of the Orient. The 
living condi tions an10ng the Odemals, 
rhe skimpy food, the bug-ridden bar­
racks, were so far below the standard of 
the American Negroes, that they sraged 
a strike, perhaps the only successful one 
in Soviet history, and were reassigned to 
rhe Lenin University. 

Some of the srudencs who were sene 
to Lenin University for the shorr course 
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aftet 1930 had only nominal experience 
in the Communist parcy. This relaxation 
of emrance requirements, it is assumed. 
was due to the coming of the depression 
and a Soyiet belief chat the time for rev­
olution was near. It was largely chese 
short-term, depression-motivated Com­
munists who later broke away and tOld 
the s(Ory of their revolutionary school­
ing. 

The writer interviewed one such for· 
mer student) a man of Slavic origin who 
now is a successful small businessman in 
Pinsburgh, and whose name is omitted 
for that reason. When sent to Moscow, 
he was 20 years old and had only a litde 
secondary education. When imerviewed 
he gave the impression of being nor very 
interested in politics. Probably the party 
considered him worth the trip to Mos­
cow because he belonged to a minority 
group and because he was a steelworker 
and thus inside a key industry. 

Revolutionary Schools Go 

UNDERGROUND 

At any rate, the period of quick and 
comparatively nonselective training at 
Lenin University seems to have ended 
in 1933 when this country recognized 
the Soyier Union. Part of that deal was 
that Russia would cease trying [Q subvert 
our government. Of course [he Soviers 
had nQt che slightest nOtion of keeping 
the agreement, but the occasion did 
cause them to tighten security, at least 
where American stud ems were con­
cerned, and rhe school was moved am of 
Moscow so that foreigners in the capital 
could no longer see it. The new site, 
housing the entire Comintern, was some 
20 miles soucheast of Moscow deep in 
the forest on a side road off a main high­
way. Igor Bogolepov, a former Sovier 
Foreign Office counsellor who escaped to 

the West, [had] visited the place in early 
1940. He described it as surrounded by 
a high wooden fence enclosing an area 
of at least a square mile. The single gate 
was flanked by guard rowers, and the se­
curity check upon entering [was) 'un­
usually StriCt. A t the rear of the com­
pound were twO large one-story buildings 
housing Com intern offices and class­
rooms. The remainder of the area was 
taken up with a central parade ground, 
surrounded by twO-Story barracks in di­
agonally slanted rows.

Some aSH/me chat rhe nectarine is a 
hybrid cross between a peach and a 
plum JUSt because it is smooth and fuzz­
less like a plum and has the ocher quali­
fies of a peach. This idea-very com· 
manly held today-is a fallacy and has 
no scientific basis whatsoever. It would 
be JUSt as rational ro assume that an 
aHificiai egg is a cross between an egg 
and a light bulb because it resembles 
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barh. Many people hear a rale over and 
over again and assume it to be true. 
Human nature is such that if you hear 
a statement repeated often enough, you 
begin co think that it is tme! Hider 
capita li zed on this foible of human 
nature to sway millions and make them 
believe his deliberate lies. 

Horticulturists and plam specialists 
know thar the neccarine is in reality a 
smooch-skinned, fuzzless mutation of the 
peach. In fact, nectarines were known 
ro the ancient Romans, over 2000 years 
ago! You can verify this information in 
any standard work on horticulture. the 
Encyclopaedi(l Britannica, or even a re­
liable dictionary. 

The grapefruit, also, is a natural plam 
and nor a hybrid, as many have assumed. 
Its unusual size, color and flavor do not 
mean it is a hybrid, but that God put 
chose qualities in grapefruit for our 
benefit. 

Another common misunderstanding is 
in regard ro (he rutabaga. Because it has 
as many genes in a chromosome as a 
cabbage and a turnip combined, this 
vegetable has been assumed ro be a cross 
between those twO vegetables. This is 
an assumption. JUSt try crossing cab­
bages with turnips! You won't get fUta· 
bagas! You had jusr as well not waste 
your time (rying! 

We need to be careful about the 
rumors we hear often repeated and tak­
en, by orhers, for granted. The tt·uth 
doesn't need to begin as a rumor, hear­
say, or ··old wives' cale."

"50 rhe reacrion in . all walks of life 
here in Canada is one of very grear 
sorrow and concern. Sorrow because 
of rhe personal relationship berween 
rhe Unired Scares and Canada; concern 
because of rhe realizarion of rhe parr 
that tht: leaders of the United Srares 
play in world affairs."

" 'THE NEWS of President Ken­
nedy's assassinarion came as a 
grear shock to Somh Africans 

of all races and caused deep shock and 
horror among members of rhe Diplo­
maric Corps in Precoria last nighr.' This 
statement published in the Rand Daily 
Mail, one of the leading newspapers in 
Johannesburg, on Sarurday, November 
23, 1963, gives an accurate summariza­
t ion of my impression of rhe reaction 
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experienced by mosr Sourh Africans up­
on hearing rhe tragic news of tbe loss 
of the President. 

"For several days following this first 
news flash) the press and radio gave 
very rhorough coverage of the news 
relevant to President Kennedy's assassi­
narion. Regular programming was inter­
rupted co allow full coverage of any 
developments. The Somh Africa Broad­
casring Corporation transmitted the full 
proceedings of the funetal on Monday. 

"Deep respect was shown CO Presi­
dent Kennedy by rhe Republic of South 
Africa when Rags were flown ar half­
mast on both Saturday and Monday. 
The Stare President, Me. C. R. Swarr, 
sent the following telegram co rhe Presi­
dent of the United Scates: 'The entire 
popUlation of rhe Republic of SoUth 
A frica has been profoundly shocked by 
rhe tragic death of President John F. 
Kennedy. 

,. 'On my behalf and on behalf of the 
people of rhe Republic, I extend to you 
and to rhe people of the United Srates 
of America ollr deepeSt- sympathy in 
your very great loss.' 

"The Prime Minister, Dr, Verwoerd, 
sent the following telegram to rhe Presi­
dent of the Uniced Scares: 'It is with 
profound shock that 1 and my Govern­
menr have learned of the tragic death 
of President John F. Kennedy_ 

.. 'On my behalf, and on behalf of 
my Government, I wish to convey to 
you our deepest sympathy in rhe great 
loss to yollC narion.' 

"Whether at official dinner parties, 
ceremonies, ballets or other functions, 
there was either a complete break-up of 
rhe affair or a period of silence upon 
receipt of the tragic news. In whatever 
manner rhe public of South Africa re­
ceived the news, it seemed ro come as a 
srunning blow. I had South Africans 
relephone me late Friday evening from 
che Johannesburg and Precoria areas to 

make sure 1 had been informed of rhe 
aagedy, and to express their symparhy 
and concern. Sunday morning I flew to 

Durban and was met by several South 
Africans whose first concern was to ex­
press their symparhies for the loss of our 
President. Thousands attended Solemn 
Requiem Mass for President Kennedy 
throughout South Africa. 

'To witness such concerned reaction 
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by South Africans of all levels of life 
certainly reveals cheir deep-rooted af­
finity to the people of the United States 
and our leaders. In spite of President 
Kennedy's strong condemnation of the 
government's policy of apartheid (sep­
arate developmem of Whites, . Coloreds 
and Banrus)-a policy which, they feel, 
mUSt be followed if Whites are to sur­
vive in Souch Africa-there seemed co 
be absolutely no ill-will expressed be­
cause of this. This certainly seems co 
show that there is a love and concern 
for rhe citizens of the United States 
which far transcends any particular pol­
iey differences existing between our gov­
ernments. 

"Following the initial shock, a be­
wildered public asked : 'Why was Presi­
dent Kennedy killed?' A general con­
sensus of public feel ing on this was 
summed up in The Star of November 
23. 1963: 'Conscious of thei r own racial 
problems, they wondered whether the 
President's violent death yesterday in 
the American South was connected with 
his efforts to bring political and social 
equality to the American Negro: 

"Regardless of the real reason behind 
President Kennedy's assassination. Somh 
Africans, I sincerely feel, hope that the 
United States never has to experience 
another such tragedy co one of her Presi­
dents while he strives to rule the country 
for the good of all concerned."

"U PON the news of the assassina­
rion, passers-by halted and 
stood, stunned. in front of 

the fi rst posters announcing the death 
of President Kennedy.

larger as people left the cinemas. The 
people stared at the large black letters 
on the posters as if hypnotized. An old 
lady burst into rears. 'What times we 
are living in! It is almost unbelievable 
that this could happen in 1963 to a 
man so young, so good, so intelligent!' 
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"People competed with one another 
in speaking with a passion entirely un­
characteristic of the Genevans aOOm a 
man of whom (hey only know by the 
press or by radio. In the bars and in all 
cafes the T.V. and radio sets are turned 
on. Everyone seems co have an ex­
pression of consternation and incompre­
hension written all over his face. The 
whole population seems to be in mourn­
ing. 

"T his feeling of sadness was experi­
enced by the vast ma jority of the people 
of Berne. Switzerland's capital. Here. 
not only did they like Kennedy 's youth 
and dynamism, bur they admired in him 
the qualities of energy. . .. The people 
in Zurich felt the death of Kennedy as 
if he were one of their own people. 
Zurich. always close to America, was 
particularly overwhelmed by rhe news, 
the crowd was thunderstruck: 'What will 
happen now'? they asked. 

'lIn Paris the news came like a 

thunder-clap. It was hardly credible, for 
che U.S.A. was considered co be the least 

likely place where chis SOrt of thing 
would happen." 

RepOrt from the American Embassy 
in Berne: 

The Embassy was closed for Thanks­
giving Day and all festivities had been 
cancelled. The Dinner of the U.S_ In­
formation Service in Geneva, which is 
normally held every year at this rime, 
had also been cancelled. 

The effect upon Americans in Switzer­
land has been exactly the same as that in 
the rest of the world. namely deep sor­
row and the fact that it is hard to be­
lieve that Mr. Kennedy is dead. This 
information was given to me by the 
Ass istant Press Attache at the Embassy 
-he cold me thac a grown man had 
cried.
