It is VERY IMPORTANT that our 
readers UNDERSTAND whether the Bible 
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was written to inform the MIND! And 
whether the only TRUE Gospel is an 
educational message. Entirely too many ' 
have been DECEiVED into the false idea 
that the GOSPEL is an irrational, senti­
mental, ethereal superstition. THAT IS 
THE REASON, more than any other, 
that modern education , and educated 

people today, have utterly REJECTED 

the Bible, the true Gospel, and belief 
in Goo! 

And my statement is NOT BIBLICAL ?

Is it a 
t=bange of composItIon - or WHAT ? 
And HOW do we obtain it? Is that 
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KNOWLEDGE important? Does the Bible 
teach it? 

Is it rational? Does it make sense? 
Nowhere but in the Bible can one 

obtain THIS BASIC NECESSARY KNOWL­

EDGE! Of course, there seems to be an 
almost endless amount of knowledge 
that MAN can learn, discover, or acquire 
by himself. God gave man eyes that 
see, ears that hear, hands that feel. God 
gave man a M IND that can reason, feet 
to carry him about, hands that can 
design and make instruments. He can 
make telescopes and microscopes. He 
can build and equip laboratories, con­
duct experiments. He can travel and 
explore. 

But he cannot discover, by himself 
WHAT he, himself IS, or WHY he is. 
Did he just happen, without intell igent 
design, by a purposeless process caUed 
"evolution"? Or was he CREATED, and 
put here FOR A PURPOSE? - and what 
is that purpose? 

True education must teach us the art 
of peaceful, happy, successful living. 
Yet our schools DO NOT teach our on­
coming generations HOW to live hap­
pily! None of the rulers, the scientists , 
the educators knows THE WAY to PEACE 
- whether in the home, between 
neighbors, or between NATIONS! True 
education must teach how to become 
physically, mentally, emotionally, and 
spiritually MATURE. Yet NO school, 
college or university on earth - save 
the three Ambassador Colleges, so far 
as I know, offers young people this 
FULL and COMPLETE and BALANCED 
education. 

But the letter from this lady in 
London says "the Bible was not written 
to inform man's mind/' and it is "not 
Biblical" to say that the Gospel is an 
EDUCATIONAL message! 

THAT false supposition is a MAJOR 
CAUSE of all the world's unhappy ills! 

WHY! How could that be? 
Simply because that has been the 

common conception - since the so­
called "old-fashioned gospel" of the 
evangelical fundamentalist Protestant 
denominations was first introduced as 
the "new-fangled" religion some 250 
to 350 years ago. 

This so-called "old-fashioned gos­
pel" is NOT the true Gospel brought 
to mankind by Jesus Christ! It is NOT 
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"the fa ith once delivered to the saints." 
Yet millions have SUPPOSED it is! They 
have SUPPOSED that the "Gospel" is a 
sentimental, nebulous, ethereal sort of 
EMOTION - irrational- UNrelated to 
the MIND. 

They SUPPOSE that THIS false "gos­
pel" came out of the Bible! Therefore 
they ASSUME that the Bible is an im­
practical book of maudlin sentimental­
ity, utterly unrelated to rational 
KNOWLEDGE, Thus the Bible has come 
to be regarded as outmoded supersti­
tion - a book of fables - or, in the 
Old Testament, the writings of an an­
cient race of Jews ignorantly searching 
for a national concept of a god . 

SO THINKERS, withollt thinking, and 
UJ;t~Ollt checking to SEE what the Bible 
is, or what it says, have relegated it to 
the scrap heap of outworn superstition, 
The "EDUCATED" have th rown it out 
the window, without searching to 
PROVE their biased asswnption. 

And, the followers of evangelic 
Protestantism - many of them, at least 
- have SUPPOSED that "the Bible was 
not written to inform man's mind, but 
to change man's heart." They have ac­
cepted a sanctimonious sentimentalism, 
in which they get to "feel" that they 
are spiritual, and that they are "saved," 
largely shutting up their minds against 
the rational teaching of the Bible. 

A very "religious" woman of this 
category once exclaimed, in surprised 
amazement, "Why you surely don't read 
the Bible to try to UNDERSTAND it, 
do you?" 

"Why of cONrse /" I replied em­
phatically. "Don't you ever read the 
Bible'" 

"Oh yes! I read it every day," she 
sa id in a sanctimonious tone. 

"WelI then, do you mean you read 
it, but you don't Jet it SPEAK to you ­
you don't get any meaning from what 
you read ?" 

"But we're not Sftpposed to under­
stand the Bible," she persisted. Like the 
lady in London, she thought it was not 
written to inform man 's MIND. 

"Then WHY do you read it," I asked. 
"Why, just for INSPIRATION," she 

replied. 
Entirely too many people are DE­

CErvED by this false idea. No WONDER 
the men of Science, and the Educators 
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of this world have ASSUMED that the 
Bible contains nothing RATIONAL­
but only senseless, sentimental super­
stition, entirely irrational ! 

Well, let's read a few words of it! It 
won't poison your mind! 

Not SUPPOSED to UNDERSTAND what 
we read in the Bible? Jesus said, re­
garding the GOSPEL: " And this Gospel 
of the Kingdom shall be preached in 
all the world for a witness unto all 
nat ions; and then shall the end come. 
When ye therefore shall see the abom­
ination of desolat ion, spoken of by 
Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy 
place, (whoso readeth, let him UNDER­
STAND) ... " (Mat. 24:14-15). 

Jesus said YOU'D BETTER UNDER· 
STAND what is written in the Bible! 
But apparently a lot of rrHnd-blinding 
sentimentalists do not BELIEVE Jesus! 

The apostle Paul , writing to the 
Gentile Ephesians regarding the Gos­
pel, said, " ... How that by revelation 

He [Christ] made known [UNDER­
STOOD] unto me the mystery; (as I 
wrote afore in few words, whereby, 

when ye read, ye may UNDERSTAND my 
knowledge in the mystery of Christ)" 
(Eph. 3 :3-4). 

To the Gentile-born Thessalonians, 
Paul wrote: "But I would not have 
you to be IGNORANT, brethren, con­
cerning them which are asleep.,." 
(I Thes. 4:13). Was this written to 
inform man's MIND - prevent IGNO­
RANCE? But of course MOST people 
today, because they embrace a sancti­
monious superstition INSTEAD OF the 
MESSAGE OF THE BIBLE, do not under­
stand this! 

The woman in London says, "The 
Bible was not written to inform the 
mind, but to change man's heart." If 
the Bible was written to change man's 
heart (AND IT WAS, JNDEED!) pray tell 
me HOW what is written there can 
change man's HEART, if it is never 
understood by the MIND? 

Just what does the Bible mean when 
it speaks of man's "heart"? The word 
"heart" is used, in this sense, to imply 
the ATTITUDE of MIND! The BiBLE 
says: "The heart is deceitful above all 
things, and desperately wicked . . . " 
(Jer. 17 :9). It is not referring to the 
organ that pumps blood under man's

the purposes and objectives - IF ANY 

- of this war. 

T he Un ited States is not winning. 

Yet the war has been stepped up 
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enormollsly during 1966. People see no 
results. People compa re the size and 
power of the United States to that of 
North Vietnam - a little country 
hard Iy the size of onc of our states, 
such as Florida. They can't under­
stand why the U nited States - the 
MOST POWERFUL MILITARY NATION in 
the world - can 't whip little North 
Vietnam. 

Some arc beginning to realize that 
in this battle against Communism, a 
battle for the MINDS of people, the 
United States IS not WInning the 
HEARTS of even the people of South 
Vietnam by military FORCE! 

WHY W ar Continues On 

Now there iJ a reason why the 
Administration at Washington does not 
apply the k ind of FORCE (which 
America could do) to win a military 
victory. But apparently, fo r some reason, 
the heads of state at Washington do not 
feel they (an explain this to the people. 
T see no reason to hide it. IF the 
United States either pulled out of South 
Vietnam withollt a military victory ­
or applied enough force to bring about 
mi li ta ry victory and thell pulled out, 
the government in that country does 
not have the strength or stabil ity to 
retain its independence. The Commu­
nist hordes from the north wou ld then 
roll right over South Vietnam, and 
many other count ries, p lanting the 
Communist boot so lid ly on all southeast 
Asia - and then on down to A US­
TRALlA. And from there - on around 
the world, unti l the Un ited States 
wou ld be fighting the Communist pow­
ers right here (Jt home in North 
America! 

The Administration feels - I feel 
sure - that they DON'T DARE end the 
Vietnam war. T here would be no point 
in winning that "l ittle" war, and then 
fighting a full-scale, all-out, NUCLEAR 
WAR OF SURVIVAL right here in our 
own country. So-a-a, the policy seems 
to be to just keep the war continuing 
on - with just enough force to prevent 
defeat. And that has come to mean a 
constant ly increasing force. 

It's a good deal like the dope addict, 
who finds he is " hooked," and can't 
"kick it" off on the one hand - and, 
on the other, he is forced to keep 
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gradually incremillg the dosage to just 
hold his own. It becomes very costly, 
and most dope addicts resort to steal­
ing, crime - anything to get thei r 
hands on enough money to keep up 
their growing, escalating, ever more­
costly "habit." 

So, dur ing I 966, Communist propa­
gandists in our midst have stirred up 
gu ll ible people into demonstrations 
against the war - and into draft-card 
burnings, campus riots, and any trouble 
they could instigate. 

M ean while, reports are going out 
over the news wires, reported in news­
papers, and being broadcast in news­
casts, that the United States is now 
suffer ing a Credibi lity Gap.

Jlmct the ea rl y evolutionary h istory of 
many g roups of animals a certain eie· 
men! of judieiom spewlcaion ... may 
be a va luable weapon" (Evollttion, 
ed. by De Beer, p. 321). 

Granted, evolutionists say such con· 
elusions must be "constantly checked 
and tested with reference to such fossil 
types as may be knoUJn and to such 
characters of modern forms as may have 
a bearing on the subject." But if a cer· 
tain foss il type, COM PLETELY UN1QUE, 
and totally del/eloped has NO known 
foss il or modern counterpart, then 
hoUl, we might ask, can "constant check· 
iog" and " testing" ever occur? 

In most books on the subject, au· 
thors firs t adm it they are making 
"educated guesses, " and then follow 
with a broad, all .inclusive, sweeping 
statement that such and such DID 
POSITIVELY OCCUR! 

They have ALREADY DECIDED, on 
sheer FAITH/ that birds evolved from 
reptiles! 

Said the same author, "The reptilian 
ancestry of birds is so SELF·EVIDENT 
and so UNIVERSALLY RECOGNIZED BY 
ZOOLOGISTS that it can be taken as 
AXIOMATIC in any discuss ion"! (Evolu­
tion, ed. by De Beer, p. 322). 

So they seem to imply : "Even though 
I must guess, imagine and speculate-
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YOU must assume my theory is so COR­
RECT that you needn't bother even think­
ing about it"! 

No Intermediate Stages Found 

But if our myriads of birds evolved 
from slimy lizards, is there any REAL 
fossil EVID ENCE of a part-bird, part­
lizard ? Is there such a th ing as a 
HALf-scale, HALF-feather found? 

T hink of it this way. In any motion 
picture se'luence, in order for your eye 
to see a man walking from one side of 
a room to another, it necessitates many 
.reparate frames. Each is, actually, a 
"still " picture, snapped in a mere frac­
tion of a second. Two of these f rames 
would be all that is necessary for you 
to see the man, first at one side of the 
room, and then at the other. But in 
order to "see" him make the transition, 
you must view ALL the many frames 
IN BETWEEN! 

The fossi l " record " concerning the 
hazy hypothes is that supposes birds 
came from repti les is much like dozens 
of feet of missing film! IPhere are all 
the many HUNDREDS of VERY DIF FER­
ENT creatures which would have repre­
sented the INTERMEDIATE stages of 
development ? 

And remember, IF these notions of 
evolu tion cou ld poss ibly be true­
these " in termediate" stages would be 
NOW HE RE NEAR so well equipped to 
.fItrv;lIe as the "fully developed" ones. 
That means that if it took only a 
"sharp gust" to bring down "A rchae­
opteryx," his imaginary ancestors would 
have been falling out of the skies like 
bricks! And the foss il record , therefore, 
would contain FAR MORE " INTERME­
DIATE" species than it does of the ones 
which were supposedly "better 
egu ipped" to survive .' 

But there ARE no "intermediate" 
species! 

Notice what scientists admit. "The 
orig in of birds is large ly a matter of 
dedllction. There IS NO FOSS1L EVI· 
DENCE of the stages throtlgh wh ich the 
remarkable change from reptile to bird 
was achieved" (Biology and Compara­
live Phy,iology of Bird" edited by 
A. J. Marshal , 1960, p. 1). 

Scientists are eonfllsed about "Ar­
chaeopteryx." They claim this creature 
is part " rept ile" and part "bird." Yet, in 
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order to 11Ibstant;ate th is cla im, evolu­
tionists would have to submi t positive 
proof of intermediate forms ! 

But there are no such intermediate 
forms. 

Listen to this strik ing admission, "A 
certain amount of ed11eated guessUJork 
has been necessary to reconstruct how 
this ancestra l bird nl1lJt have looked 
and behaved" (Biology of Bird" W esley 
E. Lanyon , 1963, pp. 2-3) . 

Notice it ! Not only is gliessUlot'k 
necessary to reconstruct how this bird 
must have looked, but scientists readily 
admit they are guessing about how it 
behaved. Tn other words, science does 
not realJy know whether this "bi rd" 
EVER Aew! It is just as likely that this 
creature inhabi ted a dry, arid region, 
and ran along the g round mudl like 
certai n birds do today, or that it was 
even a water bird, obtaining its food 
by diving and swimming. 

But in SPITE OF all the difficulties, 
orn ithologists seem bent on INSISTING 
that "Archaeopteryx" is the " link" be­
tween DIRDS and BEASTS! Such is their 
faith. In any modern book on the sub­
ject, you' ll probably find arti sts' recon­
struct ions of "Archaeopteryx." Then 
will follow elaborate discussions about 
how this and that "might have" oc· 
curred, and how this and that change 
"gradually" took place. 

To simply call "Archaeopteryx" an­
other of the many UNUSUAL creatures, 
and place it in a SPECIAL classi.fication, 
has apparently never occurred to evolu­
tionists. Rather, it is seized upon as a 
cOllnecting link between birds and rep­
ti les. 

One theory speculates ancient lizards 
fi rst climbed trees, and gradually ex­
tending their leaps, began to glide (by 
the help of scarred, broken, "half­
formed" " feathers") from branch to 
branch. 

Another theory (take your pick) 
supposes they first began to run along 
the ground, and finally Rew. 

Science docs not d aim that all birds 
share ,. Archaeopteryx" as their com­

mon ancestor - believing that some of 
the Rightless birds of today may have 
come from an even more ancient "an­
cestor" of Archy.

National Communism 

Our tour has provided us an unex­
pected view of Romania 's new political 

and economic revolution . We had al­
ready felt the winds of change in 
Czechoslovakia and Hungary. The 
changes in those nations are heavily 
economic. But in Romania the changes 
are economic and political. And there is 
a reason why! 

Romania is the northernmost Balkan 
country. Throughout European history 
the Balkans have been a political hot­
bed. It is no different today. The first 
nation to defy Moscow was Romania's 
Balkan neighbor Yugoslavia. Now Ro­
man ia is playing the same game. But 
Romanian Communist leadership is 
vcry cautious. After all the USSR bor­
ders 0 0 ' Eastern Romania for 300 miles! 

Everywhere we have traveled are 



signs - red signs - of the new revo­
lution. In other satellite countries the 
Reds emphasize the "People's Commu­
nism." Not so in Roman ia. Here the 
slogan emphasizes the Romanian IPork­
ers Communist Party. 

The highly nationalistic signs are 
visible over publ ic buildings through­
out the cit ies. In towns and villages 
the signs are even more conspicuous. 
They are posted along the main roads, 
often every block and even between 
blocks. 

Most Westerners who have vis ited 
Romania have failed to understand 
what is occurring here. They are look­
ing for individual freedom in the 
Western sense. What they have over­
looked is the new freedom slowly be-

ing acquired by the Romanian Commu­
nist Party. 

The new revolution sweeping Ro­
mania began in 1963. I t aims at the 
independence of the Romanian Com­
munist Party. Tts aim is Romanian 
National Communism, as opposed to 
International Communism from Mos­
cow. And the Romanians are succeed­
ing! 

Nat ional Communism is a new mid­
dle road between International Com­
munism and Fascism. That is what 
worries Moscow. 

Romania - Land of Contrasts 

More than any other satellite coun­
try, Romania is a land of contrasts. We 
entered the country from Hungary. 

To encourage tourism and hard cur­
rencies from Western nations, Romania 
f reely issues visas at the border. Our 
luggage was casually examined. We 
were asked to show our cameras and a 
tape recorder. The border officials had 
never seen a tape recorder before. They 
asked us to play it for them. We did. 
for nearly ten minutes they listened 
to the music we had recorded in 
Prague's Hotel Aleron. They were de­
lighted, but assured us Romanian music 
was far better! 

Once across the border the striking 
contrasts began. No tractors in sight. 
The land in the northwest of the 
country around Cluj reminded us of the 
poorer areas in the American South­
west. Along the roadside the elderly 



and the women trudged along, A few 

had bicycles. Many were r iding in 

covered wagons, drawn not by horses, 
~ 

but by slow.moving oxen and milk 
cows, 

Over 60 percent of Roman ians still 
live on the farm. Yet Romania, despite 
backward farm methods, is a heavy 

food exporter. The Soviets have wanted 
to keep Romania a farm ing country. 
The USSR was willing to allow some 
light ir,.,dustry. ] t was a clever Russian 
move to keep Romania dependent on 
foreign heavy industry - from the 
USSR of course! But the Romanian 
Communist Party rebelled, They refused 
to fully integrate their country in the 
Russian-sponsored ,t:'omecoll-the Com­
munist Common Market of Eastern 

Oil refineries supply domestic and foreign markets. 

Europe. Romanian Communist leaders 

went ahead . with plans to develop their 
own heavy industry. 

Romania - the Babylon of 
Eastern Europe 

The new economic look of the 

cities first became apparent to us in 
the important town of Bra~ov) north of 
the Ploesti oi l fie lds. In Brasov is one 
of the finest hotels in Europe. It was 
recent ly built to attract tourists and 
businessmen from the West. Brasov's , 
restaurants are crowded - even in the 
middle of the week, German folk songs 
re,verberated in the city's oldest restau­
ran t where we ate. Then came lively 
Roman ian Lat in rhythms. On the sur­
face everyone was gay, wanting to for-

get the day's toil. Every few minutes 
waiters and waitresses would leave their 
duties and join in singing and dancing 
around the tables. Here in Romania 
folk traditions - nationalism - are the 
chief form of relaxation. In Hungary 
and Czechoslovakia it is sports. 

Romania - with a population of 18.6 
million - is a land of many different 
peoples and cultures. More different 
languages are spoken here than in any 

other European nation west of the 
Soviet Un ion. Schools are divided ac­

cord ing to language. Bookstores are di­
vided by language first, subject matter 
second . 

Just over 85 percent of the popula­
tion is Romanian. Romanians are very 
conscious of their name - and their

Latin cultu ral heritage. They are, in 
fact, the only nation in aU Europe to 
preserve the word Ronum as their 

national name. Roman ians are descen­
dants of the ancient Dacians and Getae 

- mixed, of course, with a large Lati n 

element. The Dacians and Getae trace 
their ancestry back to Dacus and Geta, 
two of the sons of Mash, the son of 
Aram. Aram is, in the Bible, listed as 
the YOllngest son of Shem (Genesis 
l O:22) . T he Roman ians are bas ica lly 

Shemites. By contrast, the Russians to 
the east, are Japhetic (Gen. 10:2). 

The family of Mash settled in East­
ern Europe about 2100 B.C. They were 
not Lat inized in culture unti l the second 
century A.D. 

H ungarians are the largest minority 

in present-day Romania - almost 10 
percent. Hungarians have thei r own 
primary and secondary schools - 3000 

of them - conducted 10 Hungarian. 
Next in order of popu lation are Ger-

mans, then Jews and Gypsies. Then 
come the Slavic-speaking peoples -
Ukrainians; Serbs, Croats and Slovenes; 
Russians; and Czechs and Slovaks. And 
as if that were not enough, there are 
thousands of Tartars, Turks, Bulgarians, 
Greeks, Albanians and Armenians! 

With this diversity of population, 
the Romanian Communist party would 
be forced to whip up Romanian na­
tionalism even if there had been no 
strife with the USSR. 

Romania's Lost Territory 

Romanians have little love for the 
Russians. At the end of World War II 
the Soviet Union seized Bessarabia from 
Romania. Tens of thousands of Ro­

manians were forced to become Soviet 
citizens. The Romanian Communist 
Party has never forgotten it. 

Romania was the first satellite behind 
the Iron Curtain to drop the compul­
sory study of the Russian language. 

In 1964 Romanian scholars, t ipped 
off by a Polish student, uncovered 
some long-forgotten articles written by 
Karl Marx, founder of Communism. In 
the last century, it seems, Marx con­
demned Czarist Russia for seizure of 
Bessarabia. The Romanians reacquired 
it in 1918 - only to lose it again. 
Romanians, in and out of the Com­
munist Party, are incensed, embittered 
over the lost territory of Bessarabia. 

Inside Party Headquarters 

In Bucur~~ti, Romania's capital, we 
inquired at the Government Tourist 

Office for photographs. We were gen­
erously given all we might use. Later, 

we asked one of the secretaries for in­

formation about a private photo agency. 
She did not know its exact whereabouts, 

PhotOJ: Romania. Ambouodor College 

but gave us an address. It turned out to 

be that of the Romanian Communist 

Party Headquarters. Two of our staff 

went in, talked to an official, but were 

told to return next day at noon. Our 
schedule called for our departure before 
noon next day.

eras, headed straight for the office of 

the official whom we met the day be­
fore. The door was locked. Just then a 
Party worker walked by us, and opened 
the door to an adjoining room. Before 

he cou ld close it, we stepped in, intro­

duced ourselves in German and asked 

to see the photographic files. We ex­
plained our purpose, that we were an 

educational institution, publish a maga­

zine and wanted the latest pictures on 

the big changes taking place In Ro­
mania. 

At length we were asked to step 
down the hall into another office. All 
the doors were soundproofed with 

thick leather padding. Keys were hang­
ing from the locks. While we looked 
over the photos in the files, the woman 

in charge kept asking how we knew 

about the files. We explained that we 
had found an address of a photographic 
agency in a commercial publication in 
West Germany, but that apparently the 
address had been changed and we had 
been directed here. 

"We do not advertise," she re­
sponded. "We have no photographs 
for sale. You could not have known 
of us." 

We expIaineq it again to her, as we 
kept looking over the photographs. 
When we at last mentioned the name 
of the agency we were looking for, she 
burst out laughing. "You are in the -

"No 
one from abroad has ever had access 
to these pictures before." 

After some encouragement from us, 
she telephoned Cartimex, the Export 
Bureau of the Government, received per­
mission, and sent us to the Cartimex 
office to conclude the sale. Everyone 
was pleased - we had just the pictures 
we needed (some of which you see in 
this issue) and the Romanians received 
badly needed West German currency. 

It was quite an experience! 
Next month will cover the story of 

our trip through Western Romania, 
Hungary and Czechoslovakia en route 
to Poland.

Yet as late as 1965, Dr. James B. 

Conant, former Harvard University 
President, Advisor to several U. s. 
Presidents, U. s. High Commissioner 
for Germany, and Ambassador to 
Germany, made the fo llowing tmbeliev­

able statement: "The NAZI ideology is 
now dead in Germany." Dr. Conant 
stressed he did not mean merely 
dormant or dying, but permanently 
dead. 

Then carne the recent elections. A 
Nazi-like political upstart st irred heated 
concern around the world. A radical 
right-wing powerhouse (the National 
Democratic Party - NPD) appeared 
out of the abyss only about 6 months 
before the Bundestag election of 1965. 
Even so, in that first attempt this 
threatening steamroller was able to 
attract above 2 percent of the West 
German vote. A total of 658,250 

Germans gave it their support. 
Look at the makeup of this new 

German threat! 
Out of 18 members of its directorate, 

l2 were active National Socialists 
(Nazis) in the Hitler era. They also 
held high positions in Hitler's SS, SA 
and party machine. More than 1300 

former Nazi ' Party members form the 
hard corc of this new political power. 

When asked why his party is riddled 
with "old" Nazis, NPD chairman Fritz 
Thielen brushed the question aside with, 
"Please take a look at the other parties 
in Bonn some time." 

NPD propaganda chief Otto Hess 
reacted similarly to the same query :

'\vhen the CDU (Christian Democratic

Only the Swastika Missing 

At meetings, the national anthem of 
the Third Reich, "Deutschland iiber 
Alles" and Hitler's best·loved march, 
the "Badenweiler," are used to ring 
sympathetic notes in the hearers. 

Even the NPD emblem has changed 
little from the Nazi original. It is still 
a white circle on a red field. Only the 
swastika· is missing. 

Although denying the charge of ' 
being neo-Nazi , NPD leaders never­
theless have no qualms about showing 
where their sympathies really lie. 
Graves of executed Nazi war cr iminals 
are honored with organized mourn ing. 
Flowers and wreaths arc placed to 
decorate the tombs of Hitler's hench­
men. 

At mass rallies, the NPD is careful 
to avoid anything that directly identifies 
it as Nazi. Yet Hit ler himself would 
have litt le disagreement with its overall 
program.

ernment would nul1ify Germany's influ­
ence with the big powers. 

How was the embarrassment avoided? 
A quick: compromise was worked out. 

In an arrangement often deemed impos­
sible Willy Brandt's left-wing Social 
Democrats (SPD) joined in a "Grand 
Coalition" with their former arch ene­
mies, the Christian Democrats (CDU) 
and their Bavarian partner, Franz 
Josef Strauss' Christian Socialist Union 
(CSU). 

This is a partnership between left and 
right (Red and Black, the Germans call 
it), with a former Nazi} Kurt-Georg 
Kiesinger, as Chancellor, and Franz 
Josef Strauss back in the cabinet -
this time as Minister of Finance. This 
compromise also gave the Social Demo­
crats a weak hand on the power lever, 
something they could not resist after 
17 long years of effort. Erich Mende's 
49 Free Democrats (FDP) now sit alone 
in the opposition benches formerly 
warmed by the SPD. 

Wanted - One Strong Man 

The result is that West Germany now 
has the weakest postwar government 
ever - weaker even than the recently 
toppled Erhard regime. And history 
shows us that weak governments in 
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Germany afC the sure spawni ng ground 
for dictators. 

The only issues the coalition partners 
are agreed on are the reunification of 
Germany and the formation of a United 
Europe. Both of these are essential in 
Germany's plan. 

Most political experts expect these 
strange bedfellows to completely bog 
down in their differences on all other 
important issues. 

Many of the German people we have 
interviewed say frankly that democracy 
will never work here. lI ] t is against ollr 
1UJtltfe/J they respond. I' IP e need a 

strong leader to point the way." 
As long as the standard of living 

remains high, most Germans are more 
interested in vacations and their new 
Volkswagen or Mercedes than they are 
in government. But look Ollt when a 
crisis comes ! 

It has always been in difficult times 
that a strong man or dictator was able 
to grab power in Germany. Hitler rose 
to power during the chaos when the 
Weimar Republic fell apart. 

Right now an econom ic crisis is 
looming on the horizon. A segment of 
Germany's economy has been jolted. 
The German economy as a whole is 
not sick - far from it. The German 
economy is one of the strongest in the 
world today. West Germany produces 
over 20 percent of all this world's manu­
factured exports. She is the second 
largest trading nation in the world. 
But too much money has been spent 
on rebuilding the German mil ita ry ma­
chine - over 150 billion dollars on the 
modern new Wehrmacht alone.

.An Explosive Situation 

For the first time in many years, UD­

employment threatens. Not long ago 
there were 800,000 jobs going begging 
for workers. There simpJy were none 
to filJ them. But th ings are changing 
rapidly. 

First the Ruhr industrial area was 
hit. Many of the coal mines had to 
shut down because of strong competi­
tion from oil. Thousands of workers 
suddenly found themselves out on the 
street. The layoffs have been conta-

g ious to the point where now virtuaUy 
no jobs are unfilled and about 400,000 
Germans are out of work. Besides this , 
many factories are now working part 
time. The Volkswagen p lan t announced 
recently that they were putting 100,000 
of their workers on part-time employ­
ment. This economic jolt could snow­
ball by chain reaction into a national 
cris is. If this happens - with a weak 
man at the national helm - we wi ll 
hear a loud cry for a new "Fuhrer." 
The new coalition may be able to halt 

the trend only temporar ily. 

The head of a large German food 
concern said to me some years ago, "As 
long as everything continues to go well , 
as long as there is food on the table 
and money in our pockets, I don 't 
worry. It is when I think of the deli­
cate balance here being upset that I 
hate to contemplate the fUhue." This 
man knows how Germans act under 
pressure, and a critical situation can 
develop here any time now. 

As always in the past, when the pres­

sure is on, Germans turn to the "strong 

men 

There is yet another sore spot. Not 
the tiniest progress has been made 
toward German reunification in 21 years 
of the divided State. Germans are 
becoming more frustrated and inflamed 
over this hard-to-bear position. Ever 
since the wall was built at Berlin, this 
situation has become more aggravated 
with time. 

Strauss in Action 

Those who foHowed events in Bonn 
before and after Erhard's defeat know 
that Franz Josef Strauss carefully en­
g ineered the whole affair. H e is the real 
winne r. Since hi s loss of face through 
the Spiegel Affair four years ago, 
Strauss has worked hard to make a come­

back. H is appointment as the new 

Minister of Finance is exactly what he 

needed to regain his full respectability. 

Keep yom' eyes on this man.' 

It was Strauss who approved Kiesin­

ger's appointment as the new Chancel­

lor. No one can become Chancellor 

without Strauss' support. He has more 

power in Germany today than any other 

single man. Yet when Secretary J au­

mann of his own party ( the CSU) 
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announced over the Bavarian radio that 
a coaEtion of Strauss' party with the 
N PD was out of the question, Strauss 

was quick to point out in a nationwide 
television broadcas t that Jaumann was 
on ly giving his personal opinion and 
could only speak for himself in this . 
In other words, Franz Josef Strauss has 
shown he would not rule out a coali­
tion between hi s party and the new 
Nazi-like NPD, if it becomes expedient. 
Strauss has also clearly spoken out 
aga inst outlawing the NPD.

Gaulle in action for seven full 
days. It was the final Pacific 

Islands leg of his world tour. 

Along with a troop of thirty to forty 
international journalists and photog­
raphers, I covered the General's tour of 
the Pacific Islands of New Caledonia, 
the New Hebrides, and Tahiti . 

Few grasp the vital reason why Presi­
dent de Gaulle came to troubled East 
Asia and the South Pacific. Fewer still 
understand what it portends for the 
future of Europe. 

D e G aulle the G eneral 

De Gaulle arrived in the is land city 
of Noumea, New Caledonia's capital, 
stiU aglow from the flush of his peace­
making bid just 4500 miles earlier in 
Phnom Penh, Cambodia. He left French 
Polynesia aglow from the flash of a 

French atom-bomb test. 
From the French navy's command 

cruiser De Grasse, 25 miles from the 
test site, General de Gaulle witnessed 
the third explosion of this series on 
September 1 L De Gaulle is probably 
the first Head of State to witness an 
atomic explosion. 

The French test device was suspended 
from a balloon above the lagoon at 
Mumroa atoll, 750 miles southeast of 
Tahiti. 

Watching De Gaulle make countless 

speeches without notes - attending re­

ceptions in his honour - touring with 

him as he greeted native leaders and 

dutifully viewed local points of interest 

leaves one with many strong impres-

. sions. The personal side of the General 

reveals his claim to greatness.

What manner of man is De Gaulle? 

De Gaulle is not merely grand in 

his ideal - he has the physical slatlfre 

to crowo them . Standing a resplendent 

six feet four inches in his World 

War II General's uniform, he projects 

the image of personal grandeur which 

he would like France to have. 

De Gaulle has very poor sight with­

out his glasses. Yet he consistently avoids 

wearing them in public if he can­
especially when photographers are near. 
In public appearances his right hand 
instinct ively reaches into the pocket of 
his uniform tunic for his glasses when 
he wants to see what is going on about 
him. But as soon as they reach his nose 
and he sees the crowds and press cam­
eras, off they come! As a result, all his 
speeches are carefuiJy prepared and 
memorized ahead of time or else de­
livered off the cuff. 

T he Aura of Greatness 

As is characteristic of most successful 
men, he is energetic and full of drive 
despite his age. (Like the Eiffel Tower, 
he is seventy-six.) He is so full of ener­
gy that he fairly wore out the press on 
this trip as he did also on the earlier 
Russian tour. 

President de Gaulle deliberate ly cal­
culates his actions to bring maximum 
effect - whether he is patiently rev iew­
ing a long and boring parade; picking 
up a small child from its mother's arms, 
or greeting a native chieftain or a chief 
of state. 

The New Caledonians) more French 
(and Gaullist) than the Parisians, went 
wild over him - nat ive Melanesians 
and Continentals alike. The Polynesians 

of Tahiti, not overjoyed by bomb test­
ing in their midst, were less ecstatic. 

De Gaulle is cool and collected at all 
times - whether inspecting the site for 
a new school in the middle of a New 
Hebrides cow pasture, or clItting the 
ribbon opening a new bridge in Tahiti 
or enduring a native tribal chief's in­
terminable speech. 

Charles de Gaulle is at all times a 
devout Catholic and is the first French 
President to install a chapel in the 
Elysee Palace. When traveling, he always 
attends Mass on Sunday - whether it 
be in French New Caledonia or in 
atheistic, Communist Russia. 

De Gaulle the Statesman 

Each time France has been in deep 
national crisis during the past twenty­
five years, it has been De GauJle who 
came to the rescue. It is as if he were 
the sole French contribution to her own 
SLlccess. 

In 1940 after Nazi Germany had run 
roughshod over France, it was De GaulJe 
who led the Free French movement. In 
1945 when France ·was in danger of a 
communist revolution, De Gaulle saved 
the day by going to Moscow and trans­
forming himself into an apparent ally 
of Stalin. In 1958, when France was 
ripped apart by the Algerian crisis, worn 
out by the Indochina war, plagued by 
constant governmental crises, and run­
down economically - De Gaulle re­
turned from seclusion to bring order 
and strength out of chaos and weakness. 

De Gaulle's leadership put France 
back on the political map. Now France 
competes with Germany and England 
for leadership in Europe. 

And thanks to De Gaulle's direction, 
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French productivity has increased 36 

percent over the last eight years. The 

French franc is today one of the 

world's soundest currencies with re­

serves of over five billion dollars, 80 

percent in gold. France has repaid a 

total of 871 million do llars on her U. S. 
World War 11 debts, leaving a balance 
of only 300 mi llion. 

D e Gaulle's actions have been var­
iously described as mysterious, un­
fathomable, without pmpose and just 
p lain cantankerous. But are they such 
a mystery and arc they without pur­
pose? B} 110 metms.l 

H e is a cool and calcu lated des igner 
who knows precisely where he IS 

headed at all times. Once a few basic 
principles of De Gaulle's personal mo­
tivations and his approach to politics 
are understood, his actions fall into 
clear focus. World statesmen in the 
course of their careers seem inevitably 
to devise some grand program by which 
they can leave their mark on the 
world. And De Gaulle is no exception. 
He too has his grand design: to re­
establish the g randeur of France, to 
make her in to a major power and 
leader of European civilization, and to 
keep Germany from controlling Europe. 

W hile he is a cold-blooded realist 
when dealing with the power relation­
ships between nations, he becomes sud · 
den ly mystica l when he ponders the 
task of re-glorifying France. As he 
wrote in his lP'ar Memoirs: "AU my 
life I have lhought of France in a 
certain way. This is inspired by senti­
ment as much as by reason." 

The role of Prance is guite clear in 
De Gaul1e's eyes, as he sa id in his 
election campaign last year. "This 
country ... this France which is re­
gaining her power ... she is devoting 
herself to establishing an equi librium 
in the world. In brief, we are playing 
our role, pursuing a vocation whirh 
has bee11 OIlI'S for cel1ll1ries.J1 

De Gaulle sees himself in a great 
father· figure role - one of the last 
truly great statesmen in the world­
the last survivor of the Roosevelt-
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Churchi ll -Sta lin era. In the role of a 
benevolent big brother, De Gaulle 
would offer his good services to the 
solution of any of the world's prob­
lems - whether Europe or Viet Narn. 
The solut ion to the European problem 
he sees as independence for each na­
tion under the patronage of France. He 
sees each nation as a sovereign identity 
- a "nation-state" whose national in­

U rests come ahead of international ties 
or abst ract ideals. 

He app lies this principle in dealing 
with China and Russia. He sees that by 
recognizing Red China, gaining her a 
seat in the United Nations, and sup' 
plying her with aid in the form of 
trade, he strengthens China at the ex· 
pense of Russia. The stronger China 
becomes, the more pressure is put on 
Russia's eastern frontier , to the benefit 
of Europe. 

Along this same line of reasoning ­
of national identity before all else ­
he insists upon a Europe in the form 
of a confeder(lliol1, instead of a full 
federat ion, H e wants an alliance of 
individual strong sovereign nations 
who hand over on ly a portion of their 
sovereignty to a supranational authority, 

D e Gau lle's strong insistence on 
having his own way has slowed down 
Europe's progress toward unity. This 
disunity of Europe, along with 
D e Gaulle's ambitions, has thus far 
denied Germany the opportunity to rise 
up as Europe's strong political leader. 

Gambling for High Stakes 

De Gau lle is 1101 deilided about the 
actual power he has . H e knows that he 
is operating from a very limited power 
base. But he is making the most of 
what he has. Jf De Gau lle doesn't suc­
ceed, it won't be for lack of effort or 
purpose. At the moment, he is the 

personal force to be reckoned with in 
Europe. His biggest weapon is the 
strategic importance of France to Eu­
rope. Without the large area, roads, 
pipelines and port facilities of France, 
a realistic defence of Europe is out of 

the question. 

De Gaulle has long realized that if 
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Fre nch President Charles de Gaulle delivers speech at Papeete, Tahiti, before 
flag -dra ped Mayoralty (City Hal l) . 
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France is to have any long-term voice 

in world politics, she must become a 

strong member of the atomic club, 

Just how strong is De Gaulle's nuclear 
force? 

French Nuclear Force 

The French nuclear weapons pro­
gram has finished its sixth year of 
development. It won't be completed 
until the early sevent ies. This French 
effort will give other hopeful candidates 
to the nuclear club an idea of what is 
in store for them - since it is being 
bui lt on a do-it-yourself basis. To be­
comc a full-fledged member, the entry 
fee is high! Large sums of money, vast 
technical and engineering know-how, 
more money, a great deal of lime, and 
st iH more money afC rcgu ired. Even 
France as the world's fifth largest in­
dustrial power has had to sacrifice in 
order to meet the gualifications. 

France's total tab for the next six 
years' nuclear qevelopment will be on 
the order of 10 to 12 billion dollars. 
The force is expected to produce a 
total explosive power of 40 megatons 
by 1970 - about seven times the total 
amount of TNT exploded in World 
War II. 

American defence experts, who 
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claimed a stockpile of 300,000 mega­
tons of weapons as of 1961, ridicuJe the 

French program. However, the Frendl 
force, as it is presently planned , is 110t 

an ojJen.rh;e force but is merely defon­
.flue. It is likened to the st ing of a 
bee. The idea is that the potential 
aggressor would prefer to go else­
where than to receive a bad sting. 
Using twelve KC-13 5 jet tankers pur­
chased from the United States for mid­
air refueling, the French fee l they 
could knock out at least five Russian 
citi es using their supersonic Mirage 4 
bombers armed with 6o-kiloton bombs. 
They feel confident that Russian de­
fences cou ld be penetrated by low-level 
air attack to th is degree at least well 
into the late sixties. The French are 
banking on the unwillingness of the 
Russians to trade five of their cities 
for the complete destruction of France. 

The French atom force was pushed 
through by De Gaulle for two reasonSj 
one, the prestige and power it gives 
him over his European neighbors; two, 
as a means of overcoming complete 
rei iance on the U. S. for protection. 

Ever since the Cuban crisis there has 
been a growing fear among Europeans 
that the United States just might not be 
willing to trade the risk of all-out war 
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With arms outstretched in typical pose, President de Gaulle arouses throngs 
gathered at Place Feillet, NoumEw, New Caledonia. 
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with Russia just for the defence of 

Europe. For this reason De Gaulle has 

pushed atomic development. 

De Gaulle's Strategy­
~an in a IIurry 

De Gaulle sees little time left for 
him to play the really big role in the 

New Europe. He precipitated the 

NATO crisis to speed things up. He 

has been described as "an old man in a 

hurry. " The elements of a great Euro­

pean change are ali' about. There is 

emerging commun ist satell ite llalional­

ism led by Romania. The increasing 

Soviet an.xiety over the bad boy of 

communism - China. American preoc­
cupation in Asia. And most recently, 
the emcrg ing nationalistic German im­
patience for reunification! 

De Gaulle went to Moscow last year 
to see what he could do to speed up 
the cold war thaw. He suggested that 
France and Russia could prepare the 

ground for a settlement of the German 
and European problem. H e strength­
ened the relationship between France 
and Russ ia by starting the sol idificat ion 
of cooperative scientific and trade 
agreements. The groundwork has been 
guietly laid over the past three years. 
Note too, that he took care not to 
short-sell either the Gennans or the 
U. S. A., nor to conclude a deal at their 
expense, De Gaulle, as well as Russia, 
knows that for the time being America 
will play a part in the solution of 
European affairs. 

De Gaulle is gambling for Germall 
slIpport. He had this support with 
Chancellor Adenauer, with whom he 
established a very close party spirit! 
Both wefe critical of the "Anglo­
Saxons," Both envisaged a hierarchical, 
Catholic commonwealth of Europe. 
Then later under Erhard and his pro­
American Defence Minister Schroeder, 
the Franco-German honeymoon-ship hit 
the rocks. De Gaulle knows he has no 
chance of lead ing Germany or Europe as 
long as the American colossus is pres­
ent on the Continent. The U. S. State 
Department knows its European in­
fluence depends upon Germany remain­
ing a faithflll ally. 

D e Gaulle now knows that he can 
bank on greater German support since 
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the new coalition government has taken 
over. 

Instead of De Gaulle's influence in 
Europe diminishing, it has been steadi· 

ly gainillg. His low regard fo r NATO 
is not unique to him. It is shared by 
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image of himself as an honest broker­

a trustworthy neutral- an iJldepell~ 

dent arbiter between East and West. 
De Gaulle the realist, however, kno\vs 
that France is too weak to stand alone 
and too weak to become a partner of 
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Eve n the vigorous French President tired from inte nsive activity and ceremony 
on Pacific tour. 

other European leaders. The U. S. must 
admit that Europe has lost confidence 

in American leadership - NATO is 
finished. An era has drawn to a close. 

Why have Adenauer and Strauss ­
Germany's strongest and most deter~ 

mined politicians thus far - steadfastly 

supported De Gaulle' 

West Germany is a political midget. 

Germany desperately seeks reunification. 
But reunification is ent.irely in the 
hands of Russia. The USSR and much 

of Europe fear a strong, uncontrolled, 

unified Germany. Especially a Germany 
possessing 1l11cle(11' llIeapons. 

But Germany Ul(lIlts both.' 

She craves atomic weapons for the 
same reasons De Gaulle does. There is 
no guarantee, say Germans, that an 
alliance partner will use his arlTIS to 
defend Germany if the risks are too 
great. 

the U. S. But he thinks (or hopes) 
that he just might be able to restrain 
German ambitions long enough to be~ 

come a sen ior partner to Bonn on 
a 55-45 basis. This is his price to 
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Bonn for gOIng all~out for German 
reuni{jcation. 

BLlt wi ll De Gaulle's plan for Ellro­
peanizing the Germans become, in real~ 

ity, the Germanization of Em'ope? 
Just as W cst Germany neecisF rance 

now, /7l'fluce also needs Ge,.man)' - and 
De Gau lle knows it, all illusions of 
g randeur notwithstanding. De Gaulle 
can afford to push NATO out of France, 
but he can't afford to puJJ out of the 
Common Market! This would be eco­
nomic slficide for France_ 

France by herself cannot compete 
with the U. S. or the USSR. But France 
and Germany closely all ied, working 
side-by~sjdc in bringing the rest of 
Europe in tow - that is another matter. 
Even Russia would begin to respect such 
a union - a combined population of 
over 100 million and total industrial 
capacity twice that of Britain. 

Eu ropean Atom Force 
Inevitable 

If a united Europe (however loosely 
confederated) is to become a reality­
free, as De Gaulle would have it, from 
American pressure - it mlfst have its 
own independent military [mce. De 
Gaulle would have th is be his atomic 
Force de Frappe - entirely under 
French control. But the hard facts for 
President de Gaulle are these: The 
force he is building even when com~ 

pleted by 1970 will by no means be 
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Smart Germans can see the possib ili ~ 

ty of attaining all their aims through 
De Gaulle. Through his patronizing 
nelltralist pose, and his ever.increaslOg 
contact with Russia, he is building an De Gaulle, with glasses, at review of military parade on New Caledonia. 
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strong enough to fulfi ll this need. 
Where the sting-of-the-bee might work 
as deterrent for France alone, it cer­
tainly is no deterrent for the whole of 
Europe. The onlv solution to this 
would be the crcatlon of a nuclear force 
something on a par with that of Russ ia 
or the United States. But France has 
neither the money, the technical ab ility 
nor the time to create such a force on 
her own. This could be produced only 
through the combined efforts of the 
strong industrial nations of Western 
Europe. France is able to provide­
as Strauss has suggested - a nucleus 
on which to bui ld. She has fu ll ­
Aedged rocket- and bomb-testing facili­
ties already in operation as well as the 
plant for producing uraniwn 235 in 
abunda'nce. 

By pooling their resources, a 'credi­
ble independent European force could 
quickly be deve loped . 

Add to this the fact that right 1I0W 

Italy's power reactors are producing 
enough plutonium to make 132 atom 
bombs per year. Belgium's large power 
reactor produces enough plutonium fo r 
56 bOmbs per year. And by 1968 West 
Germany will have atomic reactors in 
operation capable of producing nearly 
200 bombs annually! Added up, this 
comes to a staggeri ng 388 atom ic 
bombs per year ill addition to what 
France is able to produce. 

Here is one of the instances where 
Genera l de Gaulle will have to back 
down. He must come to terms with 
Germany if he hopes to achieve h is 
cherished dream of Europe as a th ird 
force capable of arbitrating the world's 
problems.

Ambitious leaders of political parties, 

extremist movements and rabble­

rousing organ izations of all kinds try to 

GET power, territory and prestige. The 

resu lt? Riots and civil commotion or, 

on the international level, war. 

Every m;sery and woe this world bas 
is Ctll/sed by mail's hlOrdhulte desire to 
GET. Satan has used this sel6sh pull as 

one of his pr ime tools in deceiving the 

whole world (Rev. 12:9.) 

Man's greed is so great that, unless 

God intervened, it would cause man 

to blast himself off this planet 

(Mat. 24:22) - and that within the 

next decade! 

But thank God, Jesus Christ - the 

One Who said, "To give is happier 

than to get"- IS going to intervene. 

He is going to establish a world·ruling 

government based on the platform of 

giviug. And He is going to FORCE those 

under Him to live in harmony with this 

p latform so that everyone can be happy.

Why Not Live God's W ay Now? 

God wants man to enjoy every 
pleasure and possession that is good for 
him. He says, through John, "r wish 
above al l th ings that thou mayest pros­
per and be in health" (III John 2).

Suffering is the absence or 
loss of that happiness that God's Law 

gives. 
Material blessings add to happiness 

only when rightly used - with a giv­
ing, sharing attitude and with the aim 
of helping man achieve the purpose 
for which he was put on this earth. 

When 'wrongly used - with an in­
ward, selfward, unsharing, getting at­
titude - material things bring only 
emptiness, misery. frustration and de­
spair. That is why you see so many 
miserable people today - even among 
those who have wealth and possessions. 

God has made it so th at man cannot 
possess both material blessings and real 
happiness unless he is first wi ll ing and 
desirous of sharing these blessings with 
others in the way God intends. Until 
God forces him to, man will not do 
this. 

But YOU - whoever, whatever and 
wherever you are - can begin to live 
YOll[ life according to God's happy gi·v­
ing way right now. 

It will not be easy. Your hwnan 
nature will resist every step of the way. 
It will try to convince you that happi­
ness is getting. But with the help of 
God, you can overcome this downward 
pull. 

As a starter, gh1e your employer an 
honest day's work. Or if you are an 
employer, give your employees a fair 
wage and your customers a deceht prod­
uct or service. Give to your husband, 
wife or family the t ime and effort 
necessary to fu lfi ll your responsibilit ies 
to them. Give to others in little things 
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- a smile, a bit of inspiration, a word 
of encouragement, a little time, a kind 
word, a right example to someone who 
needs it. 

And give to God, too_ Give Him the 
worship and adoration whidl He de­
serves. G ive Him the time in prayer and 
Bible study - yes, and tithes and offer­
ings, too - which are justly due Him. 
Not out of a motive of getting some­
thing in return - though God will 
morc than reward your efforts - but 
out of a si ncere desi re to give yourself 
completely to the One Who gives 
everything to you. 

This is the way to begin applying 
the fi rst great principle of happiness. 

H tlppiness h giving. 
Try it. It works! 

Obey God's Law 

The key to happiness is a will ing, 
wholehearted obedience to God's living 
law of love - the Ten Commandments. 

T he first four of these command­
ments te ll you how to express your love 
to God; the last six tell you how to 
love your fellowman. G iving love to 
others by obeying these commandments 
bri ngs happiness. Th is is why David, a 
man after God's own heart, exclaimed: 

"Happy aw they that are upright in 
the way, who walk in the law of the 
Lord. H appy are they that keep His 
test imonies, that seek Him with the 
whole heart" (Ps. 119:1-2, Jewish 

translation) . 
Another Psalm tells us: "Happy is 

the man that hath not walked in the 
counsel of the wicked, nor stood in the 
way of sinners, nor sat in the seat of 
the scornful. But his delight is in the 
law of the Lord; and in His law doth 
he meditate day and night ... And in 
whatsoever he deeth he shall prosper" 

(Ps. 1 :1-3, Jewish translat ion ). 
T hese verses a re quoted from the 

Jewish translation which renders the 
Hebrew word ashere as "happy." The 
King l ames version sometimes translates 
ashere as "blessed." The New Testa­
ment Greek word makarios has the same 

meaning. 
Turn now to the New Testament. 

Here we read, "Whoso looketh into the 
perfect law of liberty [the Ten Com­
mandments], and continueth therein, 

he being not a forgetfu l hearer, but a 
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DOER of the work, this man shall be 
happy [Greek, makarios] in his deed" 
(James 1:25). 

And then in the very last chapter of 
the Bibl~, Christ Himself says, "Be­
hold, I come guickly: HAPPY [Greek, 
makc1/'ios] is he that keepeth the say­
ings of the prophecy of this book ... 
H.APPY [Greek, ?!1akarios] are they that 
do his commandments" (Rev. 22:7, 
14). 

How clear and plain the entire Bible 
is - Old and New Testament alike ­
that obedience to God's Law brings hap­
piness! 

Yet how many people -yes, even 
professing Christians - bel ieve it? 
Most will vehemently argue that if you 
obey the Ten Commandments, the Law 
of Love, you are under a "curse." 
How absurd when entire chapters 
and books of the Bible are devoted 
to telli ng us of the tremendous bless­
il1gS which obedience to God's Law 
brings. 

Small wonder so many today - in­
cluding a lot of [eligious people ­
are so frustrated, miserable and un­
happy.

3:23), each individual needs to repent 
of his sins, and to cry out to God for 
forg iveness.

The Bible says, "Happy is he whose 
transgression is forgiven , whose sin is 
pardoned.

Build Character 

"Where there is no vision, the peo­
ple cast off restraint; but he that 
keepeth the law [he who restrains him­
self when tempted to do wrong], happy 
is he" (Prov. 29: L8, Jewish transla­
tion). 

Exercising restraint or denying your­
self a fleeting pleasure of the moment 
in order to gain a goal of greater and 
more permanent value is another vital 
key to happiness. 

Such purposefu l restraint builds char­

acter. 
Character is first knowing what is 

right , and then determining to DO what 
you know is right every single time. It 
is refusing to yield to the pressure, to 
give up or to take the easy way out 
when you are faced with a problem or 
are tempted to do something which you 
know is wrong - no, not even once. 

God says, " Happy are they that keep 
justice, that do righteousness at all 
times" (Ps. 106: 3, / ewish translation) 
- even when you don't feel like it or 
when there are adverse conditions. 

You can experience real joy even In 
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suffering and tr ials if you understand 
the purpose of life and use that suffer­
ing or trial as a too l to bui ld God-like 
character. The suffer ing will last but 
briefl y, but the characte r built by it 
will last throughout eternity. This is 
why Pe~e r could write: "But and if ye 
suffer for righteousness' sake, happy are 
ye" ( I Pet. 3: 14; 4:14). 

Sometimes God tests and strengthens 
our character through correction. But 
this, too, can result in greater happi­
ness. The man Job - and he ought to 
know - was inspired to say, "Happy 
is the man whom God correcteth" 
(Job 5: 17), Not because th is correction 
is pleasant, for "no chasteni ng for the 
present seemeth to be joyous, but 
grievous. Nevertheless, afterward [in the 
long run] it yieIdeth the peaceable 
fru it of righteousness unto them which 
are exercised thereby" ( Heb. 12: 11). 

There is a real sense of sat isfaction 
and accomplishment in meeting the 
challenge of your hWllan nature and 
overcoming its downward pull through 
the power of God's Spirit. There is real 
joy in choosing the permanent, eternal 
values ·instead of just the fleeting, tem­
porary pleasures. There is real happi­
ness In building Godly character. 

Fear God 

People today are fi lled with fear. They 
fear they will lose their job. They fear 
the ideas and opinions of other people. 
They fear sickness, death and the fu­
ture. It seems that they fear everything 
except what they ought to fear most of 
all - GOD! 

Yet this lack of fear toward God is 

another big reason why people are un­
happy. God indicts our society: "De­
struct ion and misery are in their ways: 
And the way of peace have they not 
known: There is no fear of God before 
their eyes" (Rom. 3:16-18). 

But how can fearing God possibly 
contribute to happiness? Aren't fear 
and happiness opposites? \'{That does it 
mean to "fear God"? 

To fear God means to recognize the 
tremendous strength and power which 
God possesses. It means to realize that 
God's Word is sure - that God mel1m 

what He Jays - and to fear to dis­
obey. When God promises a blessing 
for obedience, He will always give it. 
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And when God says He wi ll punish us 
[or our own good, He will do it. " It is 
a fearflll thillg to fa ll into the hands of 
the li ving God" ( Heb. 10:31 ). 

Those who have not proved God's 
ex istence, or those to whom God does 
not seem very real, see little to fear. 
T hey break God's laws with impunity, 
thinking that it doesn't make any dif­
ference, that there is no penalty. 

The fear of God's sure and awesome 
punishment keeps one from sinni ng. 
It is not terror, but a good fear - a 
healthy fea r - a fear born out of deep 
love, awe and respect. Such fea r leads 
to obedience and blessings. 

" Happy is the man that je(lreth Ihe 
Lord, that delighteth greatly in his 
commandments. His seed shall be 
mighty upon earth ... Wea lth and 
riches shall be in his house" CPs. 
11 2:1-3, Jewish translat ion). 

And in Psalm 128: t -4: " Happy is 
everyone that feareth the Lord, that 
walketh in his ways. For thou shalt eat 
the labour of thine hands: happy shalt 
thou be, and it shall be well with thee. 
T hy wife shall be as a fruitful vi ne 
by the sides of thine house: thy chil ­
dren like olivt: plants round about thy 
table, Behold, that thus shall the man be 
blessed that feareu, the Lord." 

Are you going to reap the happiness 
and blessi ngs that come from the fear 
of God this year? 

Trusr God 

Everyone has problems and trials that 
are outside of their abi lity to control. 
When faced with such difficuJties, many 
people get frustrated. frust rat ion is just 
thwarted self-wi ll. T hey can't solve the 
problem the way they would like to see 
it solved so they become upset and un­

happy. 
The haNy way to take care of such a 

problem is to place it in God's hands 
and quietly trust Him to work it out. 
" Whoso trusteth in the Lord, happy is 
he" (Prov. 16:20). See also Psalms 
2:12; 34:8; 40:4 and 84:12. 

Perhaps you have a family problem, 
a health problem or a financial prob­
lem . ] t makes no difference to God. All 
things are within His control. If you 
trust Him implicitly to work out a 
particular problem, He will - and in the 
way that is best for YOll. 
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At times God will solve the problem 

so GlIickly, so unexpectedly, so d ra­
matically - or so mi raculous ly - that 
you will be dumbfounded. 

But at other times, the besl way to 
solve the problem for you may not be 

,'he way JON U'I1nl. God may not solve 
it when and a.s you desire. H e may 
allow the problem to continue for a 
time in order to test and strengthen 
your character. 

If you trust God completely - ac­
knowledging His infinite wisdom in 
working out the problem as He sees 
fit - you will be happy. But if you 
begin to fret and stew or to take matters 
into your own hands - desiring that 
the problem be worked out according 

to ),0"" will - you are on ly asking for 
misery and unhappiness. 

God knows your problem. He can 
change events and ci rcumstances any 
time He desires. Just guietly trust Him 
and make the best of the situat ion until 
He sees fit to change it. He promises 
that you wi ll be h"ppy if you do. 

These Principles and YOU 

You now have in your possession 
seven invaluable keys to real happiness 
and peace of mind. Look at them again. 

A person who is practicing all seven 
of these principles would be continually 
g iving his life in service to God and 
man; he would be obeying God's Com­
mandments; he would have repented of 
his gui lty past and quit sinning; he 
wou ld be growing in his understanding 
of God's plan; he would be st riving 
to build God-like character; he would 
have a healthy fear of God; and he 
would be trusting God, in living faith, 
to work out hi s problems. 
, Such a person would be a Chr istian! 

You may not have thought of it 
that way before, but happiness IS being 
a real Ch,.iJlidll! 

Now what about it? If you aren 't 
living by the principles expounded in 
this article, why don't you decide to 
begin doing so right now?

LEARNING TO BE A KING 

1: SHOW his appreciation to Abner for helping unite Israel and for bringing 

Michal to Hebron, David prepared a feast for him and his men. Thus David's first 

wife was at long last given back to him, and at the same time Abner had the vengefu l 

satisfaction of ru ining Ish-basheth's d,aoces of becoming a leader of Israel. 

"All [ ask is that you allow me to continue in Israel as an ambassador of 

good will for you ," Abl)er told David. 

Abner, former captain of the Ten Tribes, made the mistake of depending more 

on politics than on God. " I want to make up for any harm I've caused you, now 

that I realize how wrong I have been in supporting Ish-basheth. If you will allow 

me, I can do much to cement good relations between you and the people who have 

inclined to look to Ish-bosheth as king." 

David approved of this suggestion, and sent Abner and his men out on what 

was proposed to be a sort of campaign trip in David 's behalf. (II Samuel 3:17-21.) 

Downfall of Abner 

Only a few hours later, Joab and some of David's soldiers returned to Hebron 

after having pursued and overcome some enemy soldiers. They were jubilant be­

cause they had with them many valuable weapons and much food and other spoi ls 

they had taken from the enemy. Joab's cheerfully triumphant mood changed 

abruptly to one of grim seriousness when he heard that Abner had been to visit 

David , and that the two had come to some kind of agreement after Abner had 

brought David 's first wife to hinl. 
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Ish-bosheth sent men to take Michal from her second husband and 
take her back to David, to whom Saul had originally given her in 
marriage. 

Joab lost no time in getting to David . 

Joab disliked Abner because he had killed one of Joab's brothers in battle, and 

becaLlse he assumed tbat Abner might replace him as David's captain. 

"How cOLlld YOLI be friendly to Abner)" Joab heatedly asked David. "Have 

you forgotteo so soon that he is your enemy ? Don't you remember that he killed 

Asahel, one of my brothers?" 

"Calm down, Joab," David said. "Abner is an opportunist, but he works hard 

at wbat he does. He can be of help to me in uniting all the tribes of Israel." 

"Abner is a spy'" Joab exclaimed. "He's here to learn all he can from you, 

and then he' ll report it to Ish-bosheth !" 

"Abner is no longer here," David explai ned. "I sent him northward a short 

while ago to visit the northern areas for me." 

Joab stared silen tly at David , then stomped away to secretly send messengers to' 

overtake Abner and tell him that David wanted him to return immediately. Later, 

as Abner and his men came back to enter the north gate of H ebron, Joab and his 

brother Abishai stepped into the road to greet them in a friendly manner. 

"Before you enter H ebron, there is someth ing important you should know," Joab 

told Abner. "Step off to the side of the road with me so that 1 may tell you conn-
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dentially ." (II Samuel 3:22-27. ) 

Abner motioned to h is men 

to remain as they were, and 

walked aside with Joab and 

Abishai. Then he saw Joab's 

right hand whip a dagger out 

of his shirt - but by that time 

it was too late' 

David Mourns for Abner 

Abner was stabbed before 

he cou ld call to his men for help. 

Abishai held him up for a few 

moments so that it would appear 

to Abner's soldiers that the three 

were ho lding a confidential con­

versation. Abruptly Joab and 

Abishai leaped away and dashed 

off to conceal themselves in H e­

bron, leaving the crumpled and 

dead Abner to his stunned and 

angry men. 

David wasn' t aware that 

Joab, his army captain, had gone 

to seek Abner. 
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Joab was so upset when he learned that David and 
Abner had become reconci led that he loud ly declared 
that Abner was a dangerous spy. 

When news of this brazen murder came to David , he was greatly perturbed. Im-

mediately he made a public pronouncement that neither he nor his kingdom was in any 

way guilty of Abner's death. He made it clear that the guil t should be on Joab, and 

pronounced a curse on Joab and hi s descendan ts. 

"Terrible diseases, leprosy, boils and running sores will come upon Joab and 

those who descend from him '" David declared. "They will also be crippled, poor, 
I 

and the victims of fatal accidents, as God sees fi t'" (II Samuel 3:28-30. ) 

David also told the people gathered to listen to him, that there should be proper 

mourning for Abner, a dedicated officer who deserved respect. 

"And I expect Joab and Abishai to be among the mourners !" David stated, 

knowing that it would be difficult for the two men, as the murderers, to make a public 
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appearance beh ind their victim. "They, too, are to tear the clothes they are wearing 

and dress in sackcloth '" 

David followed Abner's coffin to the burial place in H ebron, and gave a short 

speech at the funeral. There was much loud weeping because of the vengeful 

assass ination. 

David fasted a day, though many of his fr iends tried to persuade him to eat so 

that he would not feel so depressed .

(II Samuel 3:31-39. ) 
A Vicious Plot 

W hen Ish-bosheth heard that Abner was dead , he and his fo llowers were very 

troub led . They realized that his future as a leader of northern Israel was very uncer­

tai n, inasmuch as success depended so much on Abner. The strongest men next to 

Abner were Baanah and Rechab, ead) a captain of a band of so ldiers. But Ish-bosheth 

kn ew he cou ldn't rely on them or expect very much from them because they were 

inclined to use the man power they had, to get as much as they could from other 

people. If he could have guessed what they had in mind for him, he would have 

been more than just troubled. (II Samuel 4 :1-3 .) After seven years in their exalted 

jobs, these two hatdled a plot. 

One day about noO'n , when activity was low because of the heat, Baanah and 

Rechab came to the suppl y house, right next to Ish-bosheth's quarters. They pretended 

that they were obtaining some wheat from the army kitchen, but quickly turned into 

Ish-bosheth 's living area. T he two men stabbed Ish-bosheth while he was asleep, and 

after a bit of g ris ly business that was part of their p lan, they hastily escaped to the 

west and fo rded the Jordan river that night. 

Hours later, at H ebron, the two weary men introduced themselves to patrolling 

so ldiers and asked to see David. When David was told that two of Ish-bosheth' s 

captains wished to see him, he went to meet them at once. 

"You will be pleased to learn that Ish-bosheth, the son o f Saul your enemy, 1S 

dead," they somewhat proudly announced to David. 

"Even if it's t rue," David observed with a sl ight frown , " there's no reason for 

me to feel pleased about it, H ow did he die?" 
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"We killed him while he was asleep in his bed," was the abrupt answer. "We 

have brought proof with us so that you will appretiate that we have avenged you, 

our king, of the offspring of your enemy' " ( II Samuel 4:5-8.) 

One of the murderers abruptly opened a sack he had been holding, Aicking it so 

that a head rolled out on the ground I David was startled to recognize it as Ish­

bosheth 's head. But h is anger turned out to be greater than his snrprise. Dav id realized 

these wicked men had cunningly murdered their master although he had put great 

trust in them. 

"This miserable kind of a situation came to 

me at a former time," David said, staring stemly 

at Rechab and Baanall. "A man came to me at 

Ziklag to tell me that he was the one who had 

killed Saul. He expected some kind of reward, just 

as you two now hope to be rewarded. There wasn't 

any reason for me to be happy when I learned that 

Saul was dead . 10 fact, I was so unhappy that r 
ordered the man to be executed. Neither am I 

pleased to see Ish-bosheth's head before me. You 

claim to be his murderers, so you shall be treated 

as murderers. Murdering an honest man in his 

sleep can have on ly one reward." 

Baanah and Rechab drew back in sudden, 

desperate fear. They 

never wou Ld have 

shown up in Hebron 

if they had known 

that David wouldn't 

g loat over Ish-bosh­

eth's death. At a 

signal from David , 

soldiers moved in to 

seize the cowering, 

whimpering killers to 

execute them. 

To sh ow re­

spect for Ish-bosheth, 

David decreed that 

To point out what could happen to any who were guilty of treason 
in Israel, the bodies of Baanah and Rechab were deprived of their 
feet a nd hands and strung up over one of the main streets of 
Hebron. 
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the remains should be buried with appropriate honors in Abner's tomb in 

H ebron. These acts made it plain to the Israelites that David had a strict regard 

fo r justice, a fact that created great respect for him. (II Samuel 4: 9- 12. ) 

King of ALL Israel 

By this time David had been the leader of Judah for more than seven years. 

(II Samuel 2:11.) Over the years leaders in the various tribes had been turning to 

David and leading many thousands into allegiance to him. (I Chronicles 12: 1-22; 

II Samuel 3: 1.) After Ish-bosheth was murdered, the elders of all Israel asseinbled 

at Hebron with over a third of a million me_~". They reminded' David that because all 

the people of Israel were of the same family, and because Davi? had been a wise and 

fair leader in the past and the chief under Saul, they wanted to acknowledge him king 

over all Israel. (II Samuel 5: 1-3 ; I Chronicles 12: 22-40 .) 

Thus God caused matters to come about in such a manner, over the years, that 

David was at last anointed king of all the tribes. He was thirty-seven years old 

when this happened. Probably he "i0uld have been greatly encouraged if he could 

have known that he would be king of Israel for the next thirty-three years (II Samuel 

5 :4-5 ) , though he would have been troubled if he could have foreseen certain things 

that would happen during those years. 

The first outstand ing act performed by David as king of all the tribes was the 

moving of an army against the city of Jerusalem. (All Israel in that day - as today 

- trusted in their army, instead of God, to fight their battles.) This populous place 

was within the territory of Benjamin , and though the Israelites had attacked it and 

set lire to it years previously, the city was still held by stubborn Jebusites, an ancient 

Canaanite tribe. It was a thorn in Israel that a great city in the center of their country 

should still be populated by enemies. Besides wanting to drive the Jebusites out of 

th is ancient holy city, David needed the city because it was well situated in a central 

spot in the nation , and would thus be ideal for a capita l. 

When David and his troops arrived at Jerusalem, the ruler of the city sent out a 

sneering messenger to tell David that Jerusalem's walls were being guarded by crippled 

and blind people because they were strong and capable enough to hold off even Is­

raelite soldiers indefinitely. This was meant to be an insult to David. King David knew 

that no matter who guarded the walls, Jerusa lem would be very difficult to capture be­

cause its fortress was bui lt on such a steep summit of a towering hill. Even getting 

to the base of the walls would be a perilous undertaking. (II Sal)1uel 5:6. ) 

"The man who thinks of a plan to successfully lead part of my troops through 

the hidden stairwell from the spring into Jerusalem and opens the gates and then leads 
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my army against the Jebusites wi ll be made captain over all 

my troops," David announced. "Of course he shall receive 

extra pay .. · 

Joab and a picked company found the hidden passageway 

and made their way inside. They Cjuickly made their way to 

the wall. 

David expected that any officer who accepted the dan­

gerous offer would come to him with a plan of some kind. 

Only a short while later he was informed that many of his 

men, using an ingenious system of projected hooks and ropes 

had successfu lly scaled the walls and were fighting the Jebu­

sites inside Jerusalem. David guickly sent a large part of the 

rest of his men to the heavy gates of the fortress, which were 

opened by his troops inside. The Israelites on the outside 

rushed through the gates to join their fellow soldiers in over­

coming the Jebusites. 

When David learned who 

had directed the successful plan, 

he wished that it could have been 

someone else. Joab was the man 

on whom David had pronounced 

terr ible curses because of Joab's 

murdering Abner. Because this 

officer was an able military leader, 

he had been allowed to continue 

in David 's army, though Israel's 

leader had little respect for him 

otherwise. Whatever his feelings 

toward Joab, David kept his prom­

ise and put him in command of 

all the troops that had come 

against Jerusalem. 

The stubborn Jebusites who 

tried to hold the fortress , built 

2,500 feet above sea level, were 

either killed Or they surrendered. 

(II Samuel 5 :6-10.) 

• 

Under Joab's clever leadership, a part of the Israelite 
army sca led Jerusalem 's towering fortress wall and 
got inside the city. 
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Friendly King H iram 

At the eastern edge of the Great Sea there was an ancient city known as Tyre, 

about a hundred twenty miles north of Jerusalem . When Hiram, the king of Tyre, 

heard tbat the Israelites had taken Jerusalem, he was p leased. As a gift to David, 

witb wbom he wished to be friend ly, Hiram sent a group of expert carpenters and 

masons to Jerusalem to build special living quarters for the king of Israel. He also sent 

a supply of cedar lumber all the way from the coast. (II Samuel 5:11-12.) David 

appreciated this gesture of goodwill. His citizens weren't as capable of doing fine 

construction as were the artisans from Tyre. Israel's many years of trouble had pre­

vented tbeir developing tbe crafts tbey needed . 

Comfortably situated in Jerusalem, and witb his nation constantly becoming 

stronger and more united, David realized even more fully that God bad given bim 

tbe kingsbip. He was thankful and bumble. He put great empbasis on obeying God 's 

laws. He didn't let up on reminding the carnal-minded nation of the importance and 

necessity of obedience to the Creator. 

Nevertheless, even David didn't immediately overcome a desire to increase the 

number of bis wives, and women wbo lived witb him only as the objects of his carnal 

affection. Many sons and daughters were born to David by his several wives and con­

cubines. (II Samuel 5: 13-16.) 

During this period the Philistine leaders were receiving worrisome reports of 

how Israel was becoming more solidly established under David's leadership. They 

hadn't been very active against Israel in the past few years because they had hoped 

tbat civil strife would cause tbe twelve tribes to fall apart. At last tbey realized that if 

tbey expected to prevent Israel from becoming a strong nation again, tbey would have 

to attack Jerusalem before David's army grew too large. 

Reports then began corning to David that tbe Philistines intended to do away 

with him even if they had to destroy Jerusalem and the wbole army of Israel. David 

didn't ignore these threatening rumors . Instead, he moved a great part of his army 

to a rugged region just south of Jerusalem. A few days later he was informed that 

thousands of Pbilistine troops were moving througb Judah and pouring into the 

Repbaim valley, a plain extending southwest of the city. 

David knew that a battle couldn't be avoided, but he cou ldn't decide whetber 

to attack tbe Philistines or wait for the Philistines to attack. He wisely asked God 

what to do, and inquired if the Israelites could look forward to be tbe winners in 

battle.

Transgress ion of this basic Law is 
SIN (l John 3 :4). Thi s Law - the 
very principle of RIGHT as dist inguished 
from WRONG - had, of course. existed 
from the time of Adam (write for free 
article, "Were the Ten Commandments 
in force before Moses?"). 

You'll find the account of God's 
delivering of this Law in Exodus 20: 1-

t 7 and Deuteronomy 5 :4-22. But, be­
ginning Exodus 20: 18, you will read 
the aCCount of God laying down bas ic 
laws and statutes of His nationa l civi l 
Government, delivered through Moses. 

Then, once God had restated before 
this vast family of Israeli tes His basic 
spiritual Law - the foundational 
PRINCIPLE for all the national civi l 
statutes, judgments and ordinances­
and also basic civil statutes and ordi­
nances, God put it to these people, 
through Moses, to CHOOSE whether they 
would accept HIS GOVERNM ENT over 
them. 

Notice the compJeting of the COVE­
NANT - the AGREEMENT between God 
and this PEOPLE - to form them into 
a NATION lUld.er GOD'S GOVERNMENT. 

"A nd Moses took half of the blood, 
and put il in basins; and half of the 
blood he spri nkled on the altar. And he 
took the book of the covenant, and 

read in the audience of the people: 
and they said, . All that the ETERNAL 
hath said will we do, and be obedient.' 
And Moses took the blood, and 
sprinkled it on the people, and said, 
'Behold the blood of the covenant 
which the ETERNAL hath made with 
you concerning all these words'" 
(Exodus 24:6-8) .

Btl t human nature is human nature 
- a nd facts are facts. And humanity 
had rebelled against God from the be­
g inn ing - before the Flood, and after 
the Flood. From the time of the Tower 
of Babel, men had organized them­
Jeh;e.! into nations, with IIUM AN ideas 
of government - CONTRARY TO God's 
Laws, and God's government over them. 
They had chosen olher gods.' Thei r 
religions were empty superstitions. And 
they were WAR-making kingdoms ! God 
had dealt in no unmistakable man ner 
with mankind, ever since Creation ~ 

No PEOPLE, except a downtrodden 
SLAVE people in bondage, wou ld have 
made lhe CHOICE to say to God, " All 
that the: ETERNAL halh sa id will we 
do and be obedient." ' 

Not only had this enlarged family 
of Israeli tes b...."'"ell suffering under the 
lash of slavery, but God had DEMON­
STRATED to them HIS POWER - and 
HIS LOVE in outgoing concern for them, 
by deliveri ng them from slavery by 
SPECTACULAR MIRACLES! 

By the miracles in PLAGUES 
lhe Egyptians, God had freed 

Human Nature a( Work 

upon 
them. 

And /·IUMAN NATURE? Yes, these 
l srae lites were full of it! 

WHY do world leaders, scientists 
an d educators EVEN TODAY reject God, 
and ply thei r trades, professions, and 
interests as if God did 110/ exist? God 
Himself tells us - in H IS W ORD to 
mankind: "Because the carnal mi nd 
[ human nature] is en mi ty [ hostile] 
against God: for it is not subj ect to 
the LAW of God, neiUler indeed can 
be" (Rom. 8 :7). 

These lsraelites, even whil e being 
blessed and delivered by God with 
MIR AC LES, sti ll were rebellious. 

Even before they had reached Sinai a 
chai n of significant incidents occurred. 
After lhe MIRACLES God had per­
formed in FREEING them from slavery 
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,n Egypt, protecting them, blessing 
them, FIGH TI NG their military battle 
for them, leading them miraculously 
by a cloud by day and pillar of fire 
by night, these people began to gripe, 
grumble, complain and DISOBEY God. 
Even in face of such incredible MIRA­
CLES, they began, even then, to LOSE 
FA IT H . 

These people - 600,000 men, beside 
women and children; perhaps two to 
three or more MILLION of them - came 
to the Red Sea. There were no shi ps, 
no bridges. They cou ld not swim such 
a distance. They couJd not walk on 
the water. They were STOPPED by this 
obstacle beyond their own power. 

They looked, and within eye-s ight, 
Pharaoh's ARMY was coming after them. 

Righl here, before they reached Mt. 
Sina i - before they hea rd God's own 
g reat voice thundering His Ten Com­
mandments - God demol/J/rated the 
pattern He would foLlow in preserving 
His people (rom having to undergo 
mili ta ry service, or fighting in war, or 
taking human life! 

Here is God's living EXAMP L E NUM­
RER ONE ! 

Yet even here, the people of Israel , 
in fr ight, grumbled, complained, ac­
cused - lacked faith in God. 

These lsraelites bad slarted out of 
Egypt " with a high hand " (Ex. 14:8). 
. 'But the Egyptians pursued after them, 
all the horses and chariots of Pharaoh, 
and his horsemen, and his ARMY, and 
overtook them encamping by the sea 
. .. And when Pharaoh drew nigh, the 
ch ildren of Israel jifted up their eyes, 
and, behold, the Egyptians marched 
after them; and they were' sore afraid: 
and the children of Israel cried out to 
the Eterna l. And they said unto Moses, 
Because there were no grav.es in Egypt, 
hast thou taken us away to die in the 
wi lderness? Wherefore hast thou dealt 
with us, to carry us out of Egypt? Is 
not this the word that we did tell thee 
in Egypt, saying, Let li S alone, that we 
may serve the Egyptians? f or it had 
been better for us to serve the Egyp­
tians, than that we should die in the 
wilderness" (Ex. 14:9- l2). 

But God's PURPOSE was not to be 
defeated. He PURPOSED to deliver them 
out of Egyptian slavery. He PURPOSED 
to .rhoUJ them and all /lalions and all 
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humanity that HE would fight their 
battles for them. So, in spite of their 
faithless complaining in this initial 
EXAM PLE of God's faithfulness, H e was 
determined to fight their battle and 
save them. 

"And Moses said unto the people, 
Fear ye not, stand still, and see the 
salvation of the Eternal, which HE 
WILL SHOW YQU today .... The Eternal 
shall fight for YOIl, and ye shall hold 
Y0ltr peace" (verses 13-14). 

T he Israelites were not to light­
but STAND STILL! They were to see 
God save them from Pharaoh's ARMY. 

God was going to SHOW THEM that 
He would fight their wars for them! 
They were to remain at PEACE! 

How GOD Fights for Us ! 

Then God's angel moved behind 
the Israelites, and the great dark cloud 
moved between them and the Egyp­
tian army_ It held the Egyptian army 
from attacking Israel all night, but il­
luminated the way before Israel. Then 
God parted the waters of the sea, 
holding them back by divine MIRACLE, 
so that the waters formed a high wall 
on both sides, and the Israelites 
marched across on the dry floor of the 

sea. 

Now notice the dramatic example of 
how God miraculously fought Israel"s 
battle for them, as recorded in the 
Moffatt translation: 

"Moses stretched his hand out over 
the sea; Then the Eternal swept the 
sea along by a strong east wind, all 
night, till the waters parted; the bed of 
the sea was dry, and the Israelites 
marched through the sea on dry 
ground, the waters forming a wall to 
the right and left. The Egyptians in 
pursuit of them went into the sea, all 
the Pharaoh's horses and chariots and 
cavalry. And in the watch before the 
dawn the Eternal looked out from the 
column of lire and cloud on the Egyp­
tian army and threw them into a panic; 
He clogged their chariot wheels ti ll they 
drove heavily. The Egyptians cried, 
'Let us flee from the Israelites! The 
Etemal is fighting for them against the 
Egyptians!' Then said the Eternal to 
Moses, 'Stretch your hand out over the 
sea, to make the waters flow back upon 
the chariots and cavalry of the Egyp-
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tians !' Moses stretched his hand out 
over the sea. Then, as morning broke, 
the sea returned to its wonted Row, 
and while the Egyptians were fleeing 
against it, the Eternal overwhelmed the 
Egyptians in the middle of the sea; 
the waters did flow back over the char­
iots and cavalry, over the whol~ army 
of the Pharaoh, which had followed 
them into the sea, til l not a single one 
of them was left. But the Israelites 
had walked through the sea on dry 
ground, the waters forming a wall to 
right and left. Thus did the Eternal 
save Israel that day from the Egyp­
tians, till Israel saw the Egyptians ly­
ing dead on the seashore; Israel saw 
the mighty action of the Eternal against 
the Egyptians, AND THE PEOPLE STOOD 
IN AWE o r THE ETERNAL, BELIEVING 
IN THE ETERNAL and in His servant 
Moses" (Exodus 14:21-31). 

Yes, for a short whi le, the spell of 
AWE still over them, these people ac­
tually BELIEVED in God. Trusting God 
to DO what He has promised requires 
believing in MIRACLES, you say? OF 
COURSE! Salvation requ ires miracles! 
God is a miracJe~working God ! 

After this miraculous delivery from 
disaster - from a WAR - a whole army 
of a then great nation destroyed­
those Israelites expressed a li ttle tem­
porary FAITH. With Moses, they sang 
a _song of praise and rejoicing: " I will 
sing unto the Eternal ... The Eternal is 
my strength and song, and He is be­
come my salvation" (Exodus 15 :1-2). 

But now UNDERSTAND the lesson 
here! 

Egypt is a type of SIN. God was, 
figuratively in type, delivering these 
people out of SIN. They were starting 
out on GOD'S WAY of life. 

But, UNDERSTAND!!! - God's way 
of life requires FAITH. It is a life of 
OBEDIENCE to GOO. Obedience requires 
FAITH. We are SAVED by GRACE} 
through FAITH "and that not of your­
selves: it is the gift of GOD" (Eph. 
2 :8) . But not by a DEAD faith! It is a 
LIVING faith that makes obedience pos­
sible. 

Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego 
(Daniel 3) obeyed God's command 
against idol-worship - but their stout 
refusal to bow down to Nef:mchad­
nezzar's idol was possible onLy by their 
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RELIANCE ON GOD to protect and de­
liver them. They TRUSTED God (Dan . 
3 :28). They exercised FAITH - liv­
ing faith! Empty, dead faith - just 
BELIEVING that God exists - is not the 
faith that saves. "The demons also be­
lieve, and tremble" (James 2:19). 

But faith and obedience must EN­
DURE! The newly freed Israelite slaves, 
still under the speJi of AWE after ex­
periencing such miracles, expressed 
fa ith and sang. 

But they didn't bel ieve very deeply 
or for very long. When they came to 
Marah, they found the water too bitter 
to drink. This one little problem in 
their path brought them again to com­
plaining and DOUBTING (Ex. 15:24). 
Again, by a miracle, God made the 
waters sweet. 

Moses led these people on to the 
wilderness of Sin - between EJim and 
Sinai. They had now been gone from 
Egypt one month. And again, "the 
whole Congregation of the children of 
Israel murmured against Moses and 
Aaron ... and said ... 'Would to God 
we had died by the hand of the 
ETERNAL in the land of Egypt .. . for 
ye have brought us forth into this wil ­
derness, to kill this whole assembly 
with hunger'" (Ex. 16 :2-3). 

So God gave them a test of obedi­
ence, along with miraculously provid­
ing food. God said, " I wi ll rain bread 
from heaven for you; and the people 
shall go out and gather a certain rate 
every day, that I may prove them) 
wh.ether they will walk hz my Law Of 

no" (Ex. 16:4). 
The particular LAW God was testing 

them on was His Sabbath. And remem­
ber, they had not yet reached Sinai. On 
the sixth day of the week He would 
provide them with a TWO-DAY portion. 
On the seventh day, God's Sabbath, He 
commanded them to rest and refrain 
from gathering manna. On the sixth day 
God provided the two-day supply. 
Nevertheless, on God's Sabbath, some 
of the people, in a spi rit of rebellion, 
and g reedy for gain, went out to gather 

manna.~ 

"How LONG refuse ye to keep my 
commandments and my laws?" thun­
dered God at them (Ex. 16 :28). They 
were neither t1'usting nor obeying God. 

The vast Congregation journeyed on 
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and pitched tents in Rephidim. Again, 
there was no water. Again they gr iped , 
murmured, accused, lost faith, and 
"tempted the ETERNAL" (Ex. 17: 1-2). 

Now we come to the CRUCIAL INCI­
DENT that explains WI-IY Israel went to 
war. Regu larly they had been g rumb­
ling, complaining, accllsing, disobey­
ing, LOS!NG FAITH - in face of con­
stant MIRACLES from God. Now, again, 
as God performed another miracle, 
causing water to gush forth out of a 
rock, the people DOUBTED that God was 
with them. " ... they tempted the 
ETERNAL, saying, 'Is the ETERNAL 
among us, or not?'" (Ex. 17:7.) 

Now consider what had happened. 
Repeated ly, God had given these peo­
ple awe-inspiring and miracu lous dem­
onstrations of His intention to fight 
their bCIUleJ for them. These were 
VISIBLE miracles, which the people w it­
nessed with their own eyes. God had 
demonstrated His faith fulness, His 
POWER, His willingness, HIs WAY ~ Yet 
repeated ly, these people doubted, com­
plained, found fault, grumbled. Re­
peatedly they LOST FAIT H . After all of 
this OVERWHELMING PROOF, these peo­
ple DOUBTED God's faithfulness­
DOUBTED His Power - even DOUBTED 
His very ex istence. · They disobeyed. 
They went the way of SIN! 

In effect, they had their own "God 
is dead" movement ! 

At this point, Moses was distraught, 
his nerves shattered, his patience about 
exhausted. After aJJ, Moses was only 
human! 

"What am I to do with this peo­
pIe?" Moses appealed to God (Exodus 
17:4). "They are almost ready to stone 
me"! 

God answered Moses, had him move 
ahead of the people, and smite the 
rock at Horeb with the same stick he 
had used in the parting of the waters 
of the Red Sea. Then again God per­
formed a visible MIRACLE - water 
gushed out of the Rock. 

But, at this juncture, Ama,lek, a 
Gentile King, came against the Israel­
ites in great strength with an invading 
army. This time God ALLOWED the Is­
raelites to write the le'1Jol1 of experi­
ence. He allowed them to SIN. God 
does not forcibly prevent humans from 
sinning. 

Tbe PLAIN TR UTH 

~1oses, at the end of his patience 
trying to induce these stubborn, rebel­
lious people to believe in and .TRUST 

God, said to Joshua, "Choose us out 
men, and go out, .FIGHT \v ith Amalek" 
(Ex. 17:9). Lacki ng the faith to trust 
God for their protection, Moses feared 
they would be slaughtered. Although 
l\10ses weakened and gave the order 
for WAR, it was THE PEOPLE them­
selves who actually had MADE THE DE­
CISION for war, by their utter lack of 
reliance on God. 

It was altogether unnecessary fo r 
these Israelites to arm themselves and 
wage \'(fA R. Tt was WRONG! It was SLN. 
But God let the decision be theirs! 

This incident was the tllming /Joint. 
It occurred even before they reached 

Mt. Sinai. It was after th is that God 
laid before them HIS PROPOSITION for 
them to become HIS nation, ruJed by 
H IS Government. It was after this that 
God promised, conditioned on obedi· 
ence and faith, always to fight their bat­
tles for them - to protect them f rom 
war - to give them constant PEACE. It 
was after this that they accepted H is 
Government over them. But al[eady 
they had shown lack of faith and trust, 
even during the days when God was 
DEMONSTRATING His power and faith­
fulness by so many miracles! 

They had experienced a taste of war. 
They could have - should ha-ve -
turned from it, afterward, and relied 
on God instead of their own power. 
But they didn't. 

God's PURPOSE Stands! 

Even though God ALLOWS humans 
to make their own decisions - allows 
them to SIN - allows nations to go to 
WAR - neverth eless God's PURPOSE 
must stand! His PURPOSE was to settle 
these descendants of Abraham in the 
land He had promised Abraham ­
" the PROM ISED LAND." 

God's pmmise to Abraham, 430 
years before, had been made UNCON­
DITIONAL. Abraham had performed his 
part of that agreement. He had obeyed 
God, kept God's Commandments and 
laws. Now God's fa ithfu lness de­
manded that He plant these people in 
that land, regardless of the ir conduct! 

These descendants of Abraham had 
made their decision to be a fighting, 
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\var-waging nation. That decision was 
thei rs to make. And since they had 
made it, God used them to do the 
lighting in dr ivillB out the inhabitants 
illegally possessing the land God had 
allotted to Abraham's descendants. 
Conse'1uently God gave orders for 
Ihem to do what fighting - and kill­
Ing - was necessary to accomplish 
God's PURPOSE of putting them in the 
land of Promise! 

But that did not make war RIGHT. 
Whether to DO right or wrong - that 
is MANiS decision! These Israelites d id 
not need to fight. 

So it was BECAUSE of Israel's faith­
lessness and disobedience that God 
ALLOWED them to SIN by taking up 
arms. And the [(;:fore God used them as 
H is instruments in dr iving out the na­
tions illega lly in their land. Even now 
the Israel ites could have REPENTED, 
changed their decision, and trusted 
God to fight their battles for them. 

Nations CAN Choose Peace! 

Would it seem preposterous to chiefs 
of state today, to believe that even 
NOW, in this new year of 1967, God 
Almighty aChlally UJould fight our wars 
for us - that OUR nations, today, could 
actllally have PEACE - and have it this 
very yetlr? 

Undoubtedly it would! World lead­
ers today - in ALL nations - have got­
ten so far from God and God's ways, 
and God has become so UNREAL to them 
that it probably would seem ridiculous 
even to suggest such a thing. The 
scientists, the indust[ial and commercial 
leaders, the educatms - yes, and even 
the CLERGY - have aJJ departed so FAR 

from God and HIS WAYS, that stich a 
thought could not even enter thei r 

minds. 

Yet the ETERNAL has not left li S with­

out absolute ASSURANCE! He has re­

corded, in His Word, not only His 

promises and assurances, but three addi­

tional concrete (,IJe histOJ';es - in ad­

dition to those recounted in this arti­

d e - proving that He ACTUALLY DID 

DO THE FIGHTING for a nation being 

invaded, when that nation and its rulers 

TRUSTED HIM.

the evolution of birds. It seems prob. 
able that simi lar and possibly other 
kinds of primitive reptile-like birds 
had (IIre(ldy existed for some mi ll ions 
of years" (Biology of Birds, Lanyon, 

1963, p. 9). 
But even though science admits 

"Archaeopteryx" docs NOT mark the 
beginn ing of the IMAGINED "evolution" 
of birds - the evolution of birds IS 

NEVERTHELESS BASED ON "ARCHAE­

O PTEHYX" !

gust" and so preserved as a foss il form, 
then how about the dozens and dozens 
of INTERM EDIATE species NOWHERE 

NEARLY so "equipped to fly" as "Ar­
chaeopteryx" ? 

To simplify matters, lefs go back 
in our imaginations (s ince the whole 
story of evolution is purely imaginary,

And then there was dear 

old aunt Martha~opteryx (meaning, 

" Winged Martha"), who, when she 

attempted to Rutter through the tightly 
woven limbs of a thorn tree, lost all

Serene quiet. Archy is dead. 

He died of broken wings, a sprained 
back, a broken neck, crushed skull, and 
fractured feet. 

ActuaUy, Archy never existed! He 
couldn't have - since his ancestors 
weren't "equ ipped" to SIIyvi've! 

But let's go back to the admissions 

of scientists about "Archaeopteryx"

chest. It is referring to man's NATURE 
- h is attitude, or spirit, or tendency 
of MIND. It is referring to his natural 
CHARACTER! 

But HOW does God go about chang­
ing this dece itful , wicked NATURE­
this "heart" - this attitude of MIND? 

WHAT is the Gospel Message for do­
ing that - for giv ing "salvation"?

What is the FOUNDATION of knowl­
edge - the Jtarting approach to wis­
dom? "The fear of the ETERNAL is the 
beginning of wisdom: a good UNDER­

In Africa 

Across the strategic B{lb e/ lvIandeb 
sea gate from Aden, serious conflict is 
developing in East Africa. T he Somali 
Republic, flexing its muscles with Soviet 
arms, is coveting the te rritory of tiny 
Prench Somaliland. "SeI f·determination 
for all Somali peoples" is the slogan -
or rather the verbal disguise for ag­
g ressIon. 

The Somalis are openly demanding 
huge slices of Ethiopia and Kenya. 
Other Somali kinsmen live in these two 
areas. The situation has now become so 
ser ious that a total trade and communi· 
cations break has developed between 
Kenya and Somalia. Along their border 
is a str ip of "no-man's·land" fifteen 
miles wide! 

The U ni ted States has promised Ethi· 
opia jet fighte r planes to counterbalance 
Soviet MIG·19s on their way to Somalia. 
In almost every new world conflict the 
big powers are drawn in, seemingly 
often against their will!

To make it 
worse, Surinam, on G uyana's eastern 
Aank would like a port ion of the re­
maining third. 

Ecuador and Peru have a long­
stand ing border squabble. Boliv ia wants 
the Antofagasta region back from Chile. 

It's almost laughable. But what if 
these claims are backed up with modern 
jet planes and other sophisticated wea­
pons? 

Said one U . S. correspondent cove r­
ing Latin America : "TIle enti re area 
is a ti me bomb that mus t be defused." 

Europe Too 

Even in prosperous Europe a border 
clash is escalat ing . T his time it's Austria 
and Ita ly. At issue is Ita ly's troublesome 
South T irol district, once a part of the 
old Austrian Empire. The German­
speaking T iroleans demand eventual re­
union with their fo rmer homeland .
