Mr. Spencer said. " There has been 
lots of interest in it ." 

Mr . Arm stro ng has already 
stopped using the Falcon and has 
reassigned the Work 's Cessna Cita­
tion jet from Big Sandy, where it was 
used princ ipally for the Festival o p­
erations. [0 Pasadena for his use. The 
C itation is 100 knots slower than the 
FaJcon and carries half the number of 
passengers (i t holds six pa<;sengers 
and two pilots). but Mr. Spencer said 
it is "sign ificantly cheaper to oper-
ale 

Mr. Armstrong also an nounced 
that the executive salary reductions 
have already been implemented and 
wi ll be reflected in the next p?yroll. 

In reeards to the sa le of the O rr 
propcn). he ~a id no prospective 
buy...rs have been con tacted yet and 
th at he plans 10 tr)' to :-;how the 

facilities to potential buyers during 
the summer when the camp is in op­
eration and local c limate is at an op­
timum .

"Even though the excelleDt re­
slxmse to the speciaJ offering has 
eased our casb-flow problems, we 
still have to balance our 1977-78 
budget," Mr. Armstrong said . .. As 1 
said in my member letter, the Work 
of God cannot and will not have an 
unbalanced budget. The task at hand 
now is to decide which are the most 
important programs for the Work ." 

Mr. Armstrong said he has in­
structed a number of areas to take a 
"bard look " at their budget requests. 
"I've asked Mr. Ronald Kelly, vice 
president for our Big Sandy campus, 
to prepare a five· year accreditation­
impact study , ,. Mr. Annstrong ~aid .

More trouble ahead for U.S.

PASADENA - Following up my 

report in [he las[ issue of The 
Worldwide News. it is interesting to 
note who Panama's dictator, Brig. 
Gen. Ornar Torrijos , visited lately: 
none other than Libya's nldical fa­
na[ic. Muamar Kaddafi. 

Torrijos e licited Kaddafi's moral 
support , of course, in his struggle to 
remove U.S. conlrO l of the Canal 
Zone, bur not much else, Kaddafi 
being a bit st ingy with financial help 
for the nearly bankrupt Panama 
economy. (But another host, the emir 
of oil -rich Kuwait, chipped in about 
$13.5 million, apparently wi[hout 
the knowledge that Arabs. as a race. 
are not pennitted to immigrate to 
Panama.) 

In his own country, Torrijos is said 
to be hanging onto political power by 
a thread. having nearly been toppled 
from power in stUdent-engineered 
riO[S after increases in the price of 
food staples. Unemployment in the 
tiny nation is 15 percent and rising. 
food is in short supply. and the gov­
ernment is financiall y dependent on 
the Uni[ed States in two areas: on 
direct aid from Washington to meet 
government payrolls and on big New 
York bankli that finance and refi­
nance much of Panama's economy. 
ACCOrding to one news soun:e: 

"The Panamanian politicians are 
totally corrupt and their main occupa­
ti on - in addition to making 
sp::eches for the benefit of the Ne; 
York Times - is to funnel all the 
money they can lay their hands on to 
their secret bank accounts in Swi[zer­
land and the U.S." 

Blindly ~head 

Yet. ucspi[c all (hi..,. the L;nitcd 
State.., is pu .. hing bo lul) (blindly) 
~lhead to entru~t to such thie ving 
politicians what is perhaps the si ngl~ 
mOSI ~trategic piece of real estate on 
the face of the eanh. 

Little wonder that so me more 
levelheaded people in Panama have 
quietly (ou t of fear of Torrijos' 
police) asked Washington to wait on 
the canal handover until LIley have a 
chance to OllS[ Torrijos and once 
again install a legitjmate govern­
ment. Bul. then. even legitimate 
governments in Panama haven't 
proved to be much bener. 

Caribbean a Red Lake 

Bad news comes in bunches. is an 
old proverb. And it's certainly true in 
relation to the whole range of U.S. 
po licy in the Caribbean. 

The Panama fiasco is serious 
enough. bur the growing influence 
and prestige of Fidel Castro' s Cuba is 
threaten ing to underclJt whatever in-

The small emerging nations of the 
Caribbean are moving to the left. and 
the pace is accelerating, In the years 
s ince Castro in[roduced radical 
socia li sm to the area. eight fonner 
British and Dutch territories there 
have gained full independence. Six 
o[he r is land states expect indepen­
dence wit hin the next decade . 

The new nations inherited mul­
tiparty systems of government. but 
lef[-wing IXJliticians now either are in 
power in nearly a ll of the 14 coun­
tries. share it or arc in powerfUl op­
position. 

Man y of these leaders see the 
Cuban model of soc ial and economic 
planning as a real a lternative to 
American-style capitalist democ­
racy. and as a way to so lve. or at leas[ 
conlain, the enonnous problems [hey 
nearly all share: poverty, overpopu­
lation and unemployment. 

Virtual communism has come to 
Guyana. Foreign business has been 
nationalized. and the cou ntry's 
800.000 people have been mobilized 
along Marxi ... t-Leninist lines. Sa)s 
one ob ... e rvcr: "Guya na will have 
moved into being a fairly orthodox 
communisl country in fo ur or five 
years ... 

Jamaica, which Prime Minister 
Michael Manley has promised to 
"bury in socialbm." is taking the 
same road. Both Guyana and 
Jamaica have decided to seek mem­
be rship in Comecon. the basically 
East European communist trade 
bloc .

Ghana recognizes Church

ACCRA, Ghana The 
Worldwide Church of God has been 
officia ll y recognized as a " regis­
tered, legal body" by the govern­
ment of Ghana, announced Harold L. 
Jackson . director of the Work for 
black Africa, at Sabbath services 
here March 26. 

News of the Church's registration, 
wh ich is expected to greatly boost the 
progress of God's Work in this coun­
try, was greeted with applause from 
the 44 members and four children 
present as Me. Jackson 's words were 
translated into the Ghanaian lan­
guage by Abner Washington, pastor 
of the Accra and Kumasi churches. 

".Registration came at a beautiful 
moment, at the Passover, the period 
signifying the beginning of God's 
plan of salvation," Me. Washington 
said. 

Mr, Jackson also reponed on other 
aspects of the Work in black Africa, 
telling of a growth rate that "looks 
promising for the future." 

The director had flown in from 
England March 24 to witness the 

conclusion of the regist ration process 
the next day and to conduct Passover 
serv ices. enablin g Mr. and Mrs . 
Washington to fly to Nigeria for the 
services there . 

On the Passover the director held 
services for the combined Ghana ian 
congregations that included one 
member who had traveled 448 miles 
to be here from Wa, at the upper tip 
of the country. Fifty-five people took 
the Passover, with Me. Jackson as­
sisted in the ceremony by Charles 
Akowuah, a G hanaian deacon. . 

After Sabbath services the next 
day, some members gathered in 
members' houses for the Night to Be 
Much Remembered, while Mr. Jack­
son was the host at a banquet in 
Accra 's Ambassador Hotel. 

After Mr. Jackson and Mr . 
Akowuah spoke here April 3, on the 
first day of Unleavened Bread, 
members traveled to Kumasi for the 
last Holy Day, where the brethren 
welcomed Carl McNair, coordinator 
for the Upper Midwest Area of the 
United States, who delivered the 
sermon to the 48 people present. 

Reyes thought a lso of the telecast. 
Since his side of the exchange deal 
was not being used , he asked the sta­
tion manage r how much he would 
charge to ;fX>oso r a 30-minute pro­
g.ram. 

The price was 500 pc!.Os ($80). 
Mr. Re yes tried to bargain it down, 
and after some haggling the manager 
said, "Look, why don't you just put 
it in yo ur side of our exchange deal?" 
Which was exactly what Me. Reyes 
was hoping he would say. 

So they agreed Ihat Mr. Reyes' 
labor was worth a 30-minute pro­
gram every other week. 

BUI, when the first program was 
telecast as agreed, Mr. Reyes de ­
cided the gap of a week before the 
next a iring would be too long. So he 
began to think of a way to have the 
program put on a week ly basis. 

He totally renovated the air­
conditioning system of the studio and 
made other improvements. which 
pleased the manager because such 
was not called for in their agreement. 
Mr. Reyes also vo lunteered to take 
ca re of a ll other e lectrical jobs and 
maintenance of the stud:lJ li&hts. 

When he got these add itiona l jobs, 
he approached the manager again and 
asked if he had seen the te lecast. 

The manager had, and seemed to 
like it. 

Mr. Reyes' sales talk 

So, on sizing up the manager's 
mood, Mr. Reyes began his sales 
talk . He poin ted out thatlhe station's 
viewers would be looking for the 
program the next week and would 
sure ly be disappointed when they 
didn't find it on the manager's sta-
lion . 

Besides, Mr. Reyes said, the tele­
cast is educationa l and informat ive, 
with no "religious Gospel singing" 
or "sanctimonious prayers ." There­
fore it has good audience appeal and 
the potential of making the station 
even more popular. 

The manager bought the argu­
ments. and the deal was made. The 
new contract reads: "DA V AO 
CITY. IBC TV· 13. 4:30·5:00 P.M. 
every Sunday - Gamer Ted Arm­
strong Television Program ." 

Malaysians welcome transfers 
KUALA LUMPUR. Malaysia -

Malaysian members of the Church 
would "wannly welcome" about 20 
transfers from North America for the 
Feast of Tabernacles this year, said 
John Halford, an Australian minister 
and area coordinator for Southeast 
Asia. 

Mr. Halford said an article in The 
Worldwide News of April II , giving 
information released by the Festival 
Office at Big Sandy, gave the wrong 
impression when it said transfers are 
" not encouraged" for the Port Dick­
son, Malaysia, Festival site. 

'lOuch. That looks terrible in 
print," Mr. Halford said. "What an 
unfriendly lot you must a ll think we 
are down here . Please let me set the 
record straight. " 

Far from discouraging , he said, 
"we would warmly welcome 20 or 
so of our Nonh American brethren if 
they would like to join us for the 
Feast this year." 

Mr . Halford talked of what 
Malays ia has to offer visitors from 
abroad . 

"Well, first thecounrry itself, ,. he 
said. " It is probably one of the most 
beautiful countries on earth. In case 
you think I'm prejudiced. let me re­
mind you that the producers of SOUlh 
Pacific chose a Malaysian offshore 
island to film the great film classic. 

"Much of the country is still virgin 
jungle. Rubber plantations. palm-oil 
trees, tropical flowers and incredibly 

gorgeous butterfl ies abound. The 
weather is tropical. but not too hoI. 
The towns and cities are quite mod­
ern, and not too big. In short, 
Malaysia is a progressive, modem 
nation that has not lost its Asian iden­
tity and customs. You'll love it." 

The Port Dickson s ite overlooks 
the Strait of Malacca. one of the 
world's busy waterways. "Some of 
the largest ships afloat can be seen 
just a few miles offshore," Me. Hal­
ford said. "Only a couple of hundred 
kilometers to the south is the busy 
city-state of Singapore. 

"The historic old Port of Malacca 
is 40 minutes' drive from the Feast 
site. 

. 'The local hotels are quite com­
fortable - perhaps not quite four­
star, international standard - but air 
conditioned and clean." 

The coordinator said costs during 
the Feast would probabl y be cheaper 
than those for the same serv ices in 
America, except for the air fare , of 
course. 

"But don't be o n too much of a 
shoestring . The Malaysian govern­
ment doesn't appreciate penniless 
foreign visitors: they are quite rightly 
tired of hippies ." 

Mr. Halford listed some disadvan­
tages of the site that should I.le taken 
into consideration. 

'" don't recommend the 
Malaysian Feast for th~ very elderly 
or those who can't take the heal. Our 

meeting hall isn't air conditioned . If 
you have to be very careful with your 
diet , our Feast isn't for you. The food 
is good and wholesome, but it is sort 
of Eastemy Western food, if you see 
what I mean. 

"If you want sophisticated enter­
tainment, forget it. Pon Dickson 
isn't exactly famous for its nightlife. 
Most of the Feast activities are of the 
homespun variety." 

On the other hand, " if you are 
looking for something a bit different 
for the Feast this year. why not think 
about Malaysia? You'll have a ball, 
and you'll meet some Chinese and 
indian brethren that I know you will 
never forget - and who will never 
forgel you. 

.. So please ignore that bit about 
transfel3 not encouraged. If you'd 
like to come. please do . We'd love to 
have you."

Britain hears broadcast 
by cassette-tape system 

By John D. Stettaford 
BRICKET WOOD. England -

Britain hasn't heard The World To­
morrow on rad io for 10 years , and the 
broadcast in Europe is aired at poor 
times . Yet. despite these difficulties, 
a growing number of European 
Church members listen to the broad­
cast each week. They manage it 
through a cassette-tape network. 

Beginning in the late '60s tapes 
were supplied by a generous Califor­
nian member for the London church. 
When the London congregation 
separated into the North and South 
churches, the tapes had to be ex­
changed. fonning the basis of a tape 
network that, beginning with just 10 
cassettes and 10 listeners, today has 
in its inventory 400 programs and 
listeners in 10 Briti..sh churches 
alone . 

But lasl year came a crisis when 
the tape supp ly from America dried 
up . Edie Floyd (now Mrs. Williams) 
of Dallas, Tex ., came to the rescue, 
sending tapes monitored from radk> 
station KRLD. 

But Ihis year has seen a break­
through that promises to increase the 
scope of the network . 

Access to the master tapes re ­
ceived by the Work' s radio studio 
here means new, high-quality. up­
to -date (apes can be added 10 the 
network's stock . Even so. tapes left 
over from Ihe '60s are still being 
played, though they are being wi th ­
drawn from circu lation as quickly as 
possible . 

The network, masterminded by 

North London member David Town­
son, has always been opefCI.ted and 
financed by volunteers . 

"Our biggest problem to date has 
been obtaining broadcast tapes on a 
regu lar basis -Ihat anEt be::1g able to 
afford blank casSettes, of course," 
he said. "Both of these problems 
now seem resolved, at least as long as 
Bricket Wood continues to receive 
broadcast tapes from Pasadena and 
we have access to them. ,. 

Although the network hasn't yet 
the means to cover all Ihe British 
churches, tapes are also distributed to 
members in Denmark, Finland. 
Norway and Sweden. 

The latest acquisition, says Me. 
Townson, is some of the new-format 
five-minute broadcasts of Garner 
Ted Armstrong , which are already in 
circulation. 

Tapes are transcribed from the 
mas ter tapes onto 60-minute cas­
settes with the Work 's British address 
subst ituted "in case someone uncon­
nected w ith the Church somehow 
stumbles across a tape and wants to 
send for literature, ,.

1:15).

e) Was resurrected from the dead 
by God, making our resurrection 
possible. 

f) Ascended to heaven to be our 
. High Priest until He returns to earth 
to restore the GOVERNMENT OF GOD 

and to set up the KJ/'olGOOM OF GOD. 

Where are we NOW? 

In the very last days of the 6,000 
years of the day of man. ,close to the 
Day of the Lord, when He shall 
supernaturally intervene and take 
OYer all governments on earth. 

Now back to the book of Revela* 
tion: 

BRIEFLY: God on His throne in 
heaven held the prophecy in the form 
of a rolled scroU, sealed with seven 
seals. Christ, ONLY. standing in front 
of the throne , is worthy to take the 
book, or the roll, open it and reveal 
the meaning of the prophecy! He 
takes the book. The first six seals are 
opened in chapter 6. 

End of tbe age 

Jesus had talked to His disciples 
about the Temple being tom down 
(timing - their time, then). And 
then also of the end of this world, or 
age (the DAY OF MAN) , and of 
Christ's coming - the Day of the 
Lord. 

The disciples asked WHEN? 
He did not begin answering with 

file signs of His coming and the end 
of the world - day of man. He began 
in the order in which they asked -
their day, in which the Temple would 

. be tom down, and events from then . 
So first He warned them in THEIR 
DA y (though it has continued to 
now). "Take heed that no man de· 
ceive YOU" (Matthew 24:4), for the 

. great false church and the .deception 
engineered by Satan would start in 
their day. "For many shall come in 
my name ... " (claiming to 
REPRESENT Christ as His true minis· 
ters going out in His name) 
"saying I am Christ ... " (that is, 
that Jesus is the Christ, the MeSSiah) 
.. . "and shall deceive many. " 

That was the white horse. Christ's 
Second Coming. pictured in the 19th 
chapter of Revelation, shows Him on 
a white horse . These who are FALSE 
APOSTLES (IT Corinthians II : 13-15) 
are actually Satan's ministers (verse 
15), posing as the ministers of Christ. 

How did they deceive? They grew 
in numbers and they persecuted 
God's Church , gained JX>wer to 
SUPPRESS the Gospel that Christ 
taught His apostles. They took the 
name of Christ, calling their false 
church "Christianity." Actually it 
was tbe old Babylonian mystery re· 
ligion being revived. 

License to di<obey 

They taught that their church was 
the KINGOOM - already here . The 
pope, as soon as the Roman bishops 
were called popes, had co me IN 
PLACE OF CHRIST - taking over 
Christ's place. They took the true 
doctrine of grace, turning it into 
license to disobey and to break the 
law, saying that Christ did away with 
the law. Thus they destroyed the 
basic constitution, the laws, of the 
Kingdom of God. They blasphemed 
against the Holy Spirit, calling it a 
third person - the Trinity - thus 
doing away with the fael thai we may 
be born again - born of God into the 
God Family . And thai has come 
down 10 our lime. True Christians 
were persecuted, and millions were 
martyred. The true Church went un · 

derground. 
Ne xt the red horse, Jesus 

(Matthew 24) said, next, wars and 
rumors of wars would culminate in 
our time in nation against nation . 

Next famine. Followed by pesti. 
lences. The red horse of Revelation 6 
signifies the wars, the black horse the 
famine, the pale horse the pestilences 
which follow famine . These would 
accelerate toward the end of the a'ge 
as they have done and are continuing 
to do. 

As I have said (and many more 
prophecies bear it out), the true Gos· 
pel that Jesus proclaimed was 
SUPPRESSED and false doctrines. sent 
out instead. The whole world was 
deceived . 

Now Jesus comes to the sign by 
which His people would know when 
the end of this world, the end of the 
day of man, is at hand and the time.of 
the Day of the Lord is coming. 

Verse 14 (after 1,900 years): 
"And this GOSPEL OF THE KINGDOM 
shall be preached in all the world for 
a witness unto all nations, and THEN 
(following that) the end shall come. ,( 
Yes , the end of the day of man. 

Inset chap"'" 

Now, at this' point we have to con· 
sider some inset chapters in Revela· 
tion. The 13th and the 17th, tying in 
with Daniel 2 and Daniel 7. show the 
rising up of the resurrection of the old 
"Holy Roman Empire" that is in 
process through the European Com· 
mon Market. But those nations 
CANNOT get themselves together at 
the 'same time the Roman Catholic 
Church is having the greatest crisis in 
its history. Look at its h.istory. When 
in a crisis it has never come, as God's 
true Church does, and dropped to its 
knees , gone to the God whose 
Church and Work it is , and asked 
Him to show the way and to pull them 
through. No , they have always n:. 
sorted to POl.ITICAL and PHYSICAL 
means. The time is near for a JXlpe 
(probably not the present one) to ex­
tend his good graces to the nations of 
Europe and bring them together -
but only as a union of church and 
state so that everyone will be forced 
to become a Catholic. The church 
will rule . 

I have' now brought you to the 
point where we are now in prophecy. 
I am now fulfilling Revelation 10: 10, 
11, the Gospel going to kings to 
become a witness to all nations. 
This is one of the inset chapters of 
which there are several in the book. If 
you will follow through the next vers· 
es continuing in the 11 th chapter, 
we come to THE TWO WITNESSES. 
The time is NEAR for their 3Ih-year 
ministry to start. You fmd these iden· 
tified in Haggai and in Zechariah, 
chapters 1 through 4, also the fulflll· 
ment of Malachi I: 1-4 and many 
other prophecies. Very !X>ssibly the 
Great Tribulation which Jesus men­
tions in Matthew 24, later than I 
quoted , will end our present Work 
and bring in the Laodicean church. 
WE have a promise of protection dur· 
ing the Great Tribulation . 

All the rest of the book of Revela­
tion, including the fifth seal, which is 
the Great Tribulation (also described 
in Jeremiah 30), will quickly follow. 

Today, as in Haggai 2:22, the 
thrones of nations are being thrown 
down at the rate of one a month. 

Time is short 

TIME IS SHORT. A small nuclear 
nation can now make the mistake of 
sening off a nuclear bomb against 
another small nation. There will be a 
quick retaliation, a third nuclear na ­
tion will cnter, and Russia will not be 

silent but will get into it. Everyone 
knows the Uni ted States will not fire 
off the rlfst nuclear weapon. but we 
would then be drawn into it. and in a 
maner o f flOURS AU HU~1ANITY 

WOULD BE WIPED OFF THE EARTH -
UN L E S S God Almighty inter­
venes with supernatural power at that 
point to save humanity alive. 

The day of man will be over. 
The Day of the Lord will be here. 
Meanwhile , we may have one 

more ' year or 10' - no one knows 
how many - but I do know the time 
is short for us to finish the Work God 
has gi ven us to do - and shorter than 
we think! 

This catches God's Church OFF 
GUARD. We are in a serious crisis 
S P I R I T U ALL Y I The lime 
has come for us to W AXE UP. The 
time has come for us to get to OUR 
KNEES! The time has come for us to 
become a FERVENTLY PRAYING 
CHURCH. The time has come for fast­
ing and prayer. 

I started setting the example by 
fasting five full days a week ago, 
mixed with intense prayer. 

I will go back to fasting and prayer 
personally again this coming week.

Mr. Mitchell's distribution pro· 
gram includes five of these units 
" placed alongside major newspaper 
stands in prime traffic areas." 

The system has met with success, 
he said, and is a " bonanza for dis­
tribution of The Plain Truth in this 
area."

MELBOURNE, Australia - Two 
Melbourne congregations were 
forced to cancel Sabbath services 
April 30 as a result of a gasoline 
shortage after a two-week strike cut 
supplies to service stations, making 
this city of three miUion people virtu­
ally fuel-~ss. 

Panic buying began, and soon 
supphes of "petrol" were exhaust­
ed. Lines formed 24 hours ahead of 
time to obtain $2 worth. Fights broke 
out among impatient drivers, and in 
one instance a handgun was pulled on 
a queue jumper. Gasoline brought 
into the city from other states sold at 
$1 to $3 a gallon. (The usual price 
averages 7~ ce~ts,) 

Miriisters and other Church mem­
bers have not been unaffected. 
Sabbath attendance was down 
April 23 after the first week of 
the strike, and the foUowing week's 
services in two of the three Mel­
bourne churches were canceled. 

. The only progress made by the 
st riking 500 union members as of this 
writing, April 28, has been to decide 
to extend the strike another seven 
days. That decision is causi ng 
mounting public resentment, be­
cause this extends the strike through 
a Monday-holiday weekend. 

The government has talked of in­
tervening, but qas not acted. 

Department prepares students for agribusiness 

Church activities have been can­
celed in the interest of conserving 
fuel for members to get to work and 
provide for their families . Ministers 
have been able to store some fuel for 
emergencies but are otherwise 
grounded at home. 

How does a minister serve God's 
people witt)out the use of an au­
tomobile? 

Some members live nearby, but 
most live 30 to 40 kilometers (24 
miles) away. That invention of inter­
ruption - the telephone - is now 
proving a blessing. Brian Orchard, 
Melbourne North's pastor, spent 
three hours one day going from ser­
vice station to service station trying 
to find fuel. 

On the brighter side, the enforced 
grounding allowed ministers time at 
home for paperwork and family life 
and to observe a populace held to 
ransom by a few. 

Australians are seen out walking 
more and are more talkative. Yet, 
even with the sh.ortage, Aussies stiIJ 
manage to worship their chief god: 
football. Some 92,000 people at­
tended a game during the strike. 

In all, the situation is a taste of 
things to come when anarchy could 
disrupt all major power and energy 
supplies at the same time. It brought 
home forcibly the need to trust our 
Provider and Protector in times 
ahead. 

A story bantered about in Singa-

pore told of a company receiving a 
shipment of match boxes without 
striking edges. The alanned man­
agement wondered what to do with ' 
them until one bright spark sug~ 
gested: "Send them to Australia. 
They'll strike on anythjng down 
there ...

learned about Ambassador College's 
agriculture program firsthand April 
28 as the Agriculture Department 
here brought 250 East Texans up to 
date on AC'sagriculturecurriculum, 

The occasion was the annual ag~ 
griculture field day, sponsored for 
the third year by the depanment, 
headed by new chai rman Dave 
Swaim. 

Mr. Swaim talked about some 
changes in the field day . 

"The field-day program this year 
had dual emphasis: our agribusi­
ness-major program and East Texas 
agriCUlture . featuring dairying, pas­
ture management and home garden­
ing," he said. 

East Texas operation 

"We weren't ab le to bring in a 
whole program of out-of-state speak· 
ers this year," he continued. But 
Dick Raymond, a writer and lecturer 
and a "master gardener" for a con· 
cern called Garden Way Associates, 
did travel here from Charlolle. VI., 

to tell folks about "down-to-earth 
vegetable gardening" and marketing 
home-grown produce. 

Mr. Raymond has supervised the 
plantin3- of a special demonstration 
garden on the campu~ here and has 

iectured and appeared on television 
in this area on behalf of AC agricul­
ture. 

Others who were part of the pro­
gram included Joe Murphy of Fort 
Worth, Tex., a marketing expert, 
who talked on milk pricing and ag 
marketing; Shannon Carpenter of 
Sulphur Springs, Tex., a specialist 
for a milk producers' association, 
who sJX>ke on dairy-herd classifica­
tion; and Tommy Barker, a county 
extension agent, who gave tips on 
clover management. 

Members of AC' s faculty - Allen 
Stout, Zoell Colburn and Mr. Swaim 
- spoke about or gave demonstra­
tions on gardening, the value of 
legumes in grazing programs, prob­
lems of raising clover and even com­
post.ing and houseplants. 

Other college personnel were in­
volved, including AC's 60 agribusi­
ness and agriculture students and 
Ronald Kell y, vice president and 
provost of the college, who wel­
comed the visitors.

Department changes

ALmost all our effort is now fo­
cused on providing a top-quality 
program for preparing students 
for ca ree rs in agriculture ," he 
said.

Aiming (or balance 

Mr. Swaim said his depanment is 
aiming for a "balance between the 
ideal and real. II 

The purpose of agriculture, he 
said, "is to produce quality people, 
which requires a healthful, beautiful 
and stable society. At the vel)' least, 
the petrochemical dependency [in 
such areas as fertilizers and weed and 
pest controll we experience in 
today t s agricul ture does not ap~a .. to 
be leading to stability in the years 
ahead. 

"Thus we are committed to ex­
ploring economically viable alterna­
tives to petrochemicals. 

.. But we are also exploring what 
we feel is the probability that produc­
ers do not need to be strictly organic 
to be ecologically sound. It is the 
overuse and abuse of technology, 
rather than the technology itself, that 
genera ll y presents grt~'1t hazards . to

agribusiness and a minor in agricul­
ture. and Me. Swaim's department 
plans this fall to teach courses for a 
new environmental-management 
major admini~tereJ by the Science 
Department.

I can understand more fully and 
deeply than ever how my father must 
feel when he is virtually "spending 
rumselr' in his efforts to do God's 
Work, and yet there are those who 
can sit around and have the time on 
their hands to criticize and gripe. 

Believe me, it gives me a greater 
measure of sympathy and under­
standing toward him and the burden 
he has to hear.

Stress and its cause 
Responsibility causes stress, 

but what is responsibility? Re­
sponsibility is coming to the con­
clusion that it is your duty to do, 
say or think something, and , 
when you come to this conclu­
sion , it puts a load on you. 

What is stress? If we consider a 
steel beam, the stress is the force 
per unit of area. If we put too 
much of a load on the beam, it 
will bend. The overload of stress 
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causes strain or deformation of 
the beam. 

If the load is smaU, the beam 
will carry it with no problem. As 
the load is increased, the beam 
will bend, but wiU still have the 
ability to straighten out when the 
load is removed, up to a point. 
There is a point, detennined by 
the strength of the beam, at wbich 
too much load will cause the 
beam to bend beyond its ability to 
straighten out. 

Now think of yourself as a 
beam. We all have certain 
abilities with which to perform 
duties. These abilities can be re­
lated to the strength of the steel in 
the beam. They may appear in the 
form of time, energy, physical 
strength, mental capacity or phys­
ical resource . Our responsibilities 
can be related to the load on the 
beam. These may be such things 
as bills to pay, children to rear, 
educati('nal advancement. 

When a one-pound load is ap­
plied to a large steel beam, it 
hardly bends at all. When we 
have a duty that is well within our 
abilities, there is no problem; lit­
tle stress. results. 

The problem comes when we 
accept as our duty something that 

requires a great amount of our 
abilities. If we accept a load that 
is too great for us, we need to 
increase our abilities to carry the 
load. 

If we have a large financial 
load. we could perhaps get a sec· 
ond job. If we have a job that 
requires more talents , we could 
maybe go to school. Look at what 
is needed or called for and what is 
your ability. 

When God opens our mind to 
see that it is our duty to obey His 
law, this puts a load on us, a load 
that is greater than we can bear 
because no man can keep God 's 
law on his own power. To have 
the ability for this load we need to 
go to God in prayer. This is a 
constant need as we learn more 
and advanc:! from trial to trial. If 
we try to do it on our own power, 
the load is too great and stress 
builds up.

Simple decorating 
Although decorating can in­

volvea great deal more, here are a 
few simple guidelines; 

• Organizing is half the work 
of decorating. Without a place for 
everything (even cardboard boK:es 
under the bed or spray-painted and 
stacked in a comer), decorating 
wiU scarcely get off the ground. 
You must have a plan. This 
doesn ' t mean everything must be 
hidden. But, if things are in sight, 
whether hanging kitchen utensils, 
food containers, bathroom sup­
plies, a collection or whatever, 
they should be obviously in­
tended. 

• Many advances have been 
made in the studies of personality 
and color. Today it is recognized 
that color is best chosen to suit 
personality rathen than for any 
other reason .

• A good color plan (only one 

of many) is to limit colors in a 
given room to three . One color 
will predominate, comprising 
about two thirds of all color; 
another color will comprise about 
a third of all color; the third color 
will be used here and there about 
the room in small amounts. All 
colors should be distributed to all 
parts of the room. 

• Secondhand curtains, dishes 
and pictures can be the answer to 
the problems of decorating ex­
pense. Decide on your colors and 
basic ideas · for a room and then 
search. Check local thrift stores 
and garage sales. Ask neighoors 
and friends. 

• Today's decorating trend is 
eclectic, a mixture of old and new, 
foreign and native. highly imag­
inative ideas. Colors and per­
sonality draw the room into har­
monious coordination. 

• Use your imagination! A cur­
tain can be simply a painted shade 
or a fabric tacked onto a frame 
and hung over the window frame. 
A sofa can be a wooden bench 
with simply covered bed pillows 
for cushions. A bed is not unusual 
in an informal living room. It 
generally appears without a head· 
board, heavily laden with pil­
lows, and serves as a lounge. A 
picture can be a pretty fabric in a 
frame or secured to a piece of 
plywood. Walls may be painted 
or covered with comic papers or 
road maps coated with varnish. 

• Whenever feasible, furniture 
should be arranged so it is JX>ssi­
ble to walk through a room with~ 

out having to pass between per­
sons in conversation. 

• Where space is limited, use 
one room to serve several pur­
poses. A dining room may also 
serve as Dad's office and a 
playroom . Office supplies and 
toys may be stored out of sight 
when not in use in the buffet, 
china closet or piece of furniture 
brought in for that function. Old 
room defmitions no longer apply . 

• Essentially it's only possible 
to be wrong about your decorat­
ing if you or your family are un­
happy with it! It is important to 
recognize yourselves as individu­
als and to take pride in your pref­
erences. Your decorating should 
make a definite statement - even 
an exclamation!

A Personal Letter 
from~/Ju.~

Dear brethren in Christ: 
GREETINGS! 
I just returned to Pasadena from a 

meeting with my father in the study 
of his home in Tucson, where we had 
op)X>rtunity to'discuss many impor­
tant facets of God's Work. 

I was en route back to Pasadena 
from my visit with all of you 
thousands of brethren who came to 
our Festival site at Lake of the Ozarks 
for our special Sabbath meeting of 
May 7 and our church social that 
same evening. 

1 called my father on the Sabbath 
just before going over to deliver the 
serroon and discussed with him my 
desire (0 anoounce in church services 
something which J felt would be re­
ceived with genuine appreciation and 
enthusiasm by the brethren, to which 
he gave his consent. 

Let me tell you in advance what it 
was. 

Some weeks ago while shaving in 
the morning, the thought flashed in 
my mind that I should write a per­
sonal letter to a fonner beloved 
brother and fellow minister in God' s 
Church who had been for some three 
years now in a di.:fenowshipped 
condition - not having attended 
church but having gone to work with 
his own hands in a small business­
and with whom I had not had contact 
in toose three years. 

Earlier I had given permission (at 
his request) for him to have whatever 
limited social contac' he desired with 
a number of our ministers or other 
personnel in Pasadena with whom he 
had been previously close. 

I had viewed this as a (Xlsitive sisn 
that he was really ex.penenc ing a def­
inite turnaround in his approach and 
recognized the human e lement of a 
person's desire for contact with those 

he really believed were of like mind. 
The fact that he wanted to be with 

those in whom God's Spirit dwelt­
and me fact that he had, as was re­
JX>n.ed to me over a period of severa l 
years, resisted the efforts of any 
number of dissident organizations 
that continually hied to recruit him 
for their own purposes and who tried 
to involve him in their attacks against 
the Work, or tried to pump him for 
information -1 saw as very positive 
signs. 

Thought popped into my head 

I don't know why the thought 
popped into my head suddenly (or do 
I?), but 1 couldn't avoid asking Dr. 
Bob Kuhn, my personal aide and 
assistant, whether he had heard of 
him recently. 

He reported that he had and gave 
me another encouraging report. 

I sat down at ,my typewn~ter in 
Pasadena and wrote a letter in which I 
told the man that he had what I felt 
was a gift from God, the gift of mov­
ing and powerful preaching which 
had been used [0 inspire, encourage 
and move people to genuine repen­
tance; I wrote thai I was sorry such a 
gift had been lying unused, rusting, 
for such a period of time. 

I made the suggestion that it may 
not be forever too late for that gift to 
yet be used once again in Christ's 
service. 

While I was away writing on my 
book, facing the grinding schedule of 
meeting desperate deadlines, I re­
ceived a telephone call, rather sur­
prisingly. for my telephone number 
was known only to my wife and Dr, 
Kuhn. Expecting it to be Olle of the 
two of them, I picked up the receiver 
and, 10 and behold, 1 heard a man 
say, "This is AI Portune ."
