11m writing this personal section in order to save the time o f my father, who is so burdened with his many heavy responsi­bilities (with the closing days of college upon us, and the imminency of his trip to Jerusalem) th a t he simply cannot find the time right now. 

Still, I wante d to give you s omewhat of an insight into what is "going on" at Headquarters, and, hopefully, Mr. Herbert Armstrong will be able to write to you all personally from time to time -- perhaps in these pages. 

Only yesterday, we (Mr. Armstrong, Mr. Portune, Mr. Rader, Mr. Bob Haworth and i) we re hosted at JPL by Dr. William Pickering, head of the Caltech Jet Propulsion Lab. The meeting actually interrupted a very busy schedule for all of us in these closing moments of the academic year -- but had come a­bout through an earlier visit of Dr. Pickering and his staff to the campus here, a nd his reciprocating with an offer of a high-level, VIP tour through their facilities. We arrived at 10:00 a.m., and were taken directly into Dr. Pickering's office for a brief discussion of the plant -- then into a viewing room for about a 20 minute film of the history of JPL -- then on a whirlwind tour through the many buildings (we only saw a tiny part· of the vast layout -- I believe around B,OOO employees work there). As you may know; this is where the "Mariner" spacecraft are made -- and we saw actual spares of the identical spaceships which originally soft-landed on the moon, and several of which are even now in solar orbit. We were briefed ·on the planned Mars, Jupiter and Venus "fly by" for the future. 

I had to leave at about 12:00 noon because of the pressures of radio and television; and the others remained for lunch, and were back on c ampus before 2:00 p.m.

who is the "William Randolph Hears t" of Germany -- and then I 
most likely end up interrupting all the other people (many of 
whom have been j ust as busily interrupting me -- not to mention

period! But she used the Church for her cloak of 
"righteousness." It seems a big test of a woman's 
true conversion is whether she will truly submit 
and work to make her marriage a success, 
sexually and otherwise. We must teach our 
women this and to quit using the Church as an 
('x(,lI se for their own w('aknesses, inadequacies 
and ca rnal human selfishnesses. 

Well , there is much more that could be said on 
Ihis point and perhaps nne of us will write an 
article on it in The GOOD NEWS or even in 
TOMORROW'S WORLD in the near future. But in 
t his personal-type instruction for our ministers 
in this letter, I thought it kst to apprise you of 
these basi c points and exhort you to handle 
these problems with wisdom .
