Pot and Ban Talk

Are you a graham cracker lover? \...J 
Have you ever made I graham crackers 
at home? Probably not for we searched 
diligently for a recipe and none was 
ever found in any cook book published 
for home use. We then turned to com­
mercial bakers until one was finally 
found. And what a repipe- 200 Ibs. of 
flour, 64 Ibs. of sugar,lletc. Then the fun 
began, Mrs. Marjorie Bailey of "May­
fair" Staff made many interesting ex­
periments, until now, after many weeks 
we have the 'graham cracker recipe.' We 
pass it on to you. 

Place in a bowl and stir lightly to mix 
'4 cup of graham flour 
3,4 cup of whole wheat flour or w. w. 

pastry flour 
% tsp. soda or 11/2 tsp. baking pow· 

der 
"I! tsp. salt 
Place in a small kettle and heat just 

enough to melt butter-
2 tbs. sugar 
4 tbs. butter 
2 tsp. molasses 
'4 cup water 
Pour over flour mixture and stir just 

enough to blend. Roll between two 
sheets of wax paper to a thickness of 
about 1/6 of an inch. Place on a cookey 
sheet, remove top layer of wax paper 
and bake at 400 degrees 10 to 12 min· 
utes. Cut in squares immediately.
