means a period bf 72 hours-three twelve 
hour days and three twelve-hour nights,

-in the tomb, o w  Lurd bad to be resur- 
rected a1 exatlly THE SAME TIME OF 
DAY that His body was buried in the tomb! 

Let us realize that vcry vital fact, 

If we can find the TIME OF DAY of 
the burial, then we have found the TIME 
OF DAY of the resurrection! I P  the burial, 
for instance, wa9 at sunrise, then in order 
to be left an even three days and three 
nights in the tomb the resurrection likewise 
had to occur at  sunrise, three days later. IF 
the burial was at noon, the resurrection was 
at noon. If the burial was at sunset, the res- 
urrection was at sunsel; three days later. 

Jesus died on the cross soon after “the 
ninth hour or three o’clock in the after- 
noon. (Mat. 27:46-S0; Mark 15:34-37; 
Luke 23:4646)  

The crucifixion day was called “the prep- 
aration,” or day M o r e  ”the sabbath,” (Mat. 
27:62; Mark 15:42: Luke 23:54; John 
19:24). This day ended at sunset, accord. 
ing to Bible reckoning (Lev 23:32). 

Yet Jesus was buried before this same 
day ended-before sunset, (Mat, 2 7 3 7  ; 
Luke 23:52.54). John adds ‘’There laid they 
Jesus, therefore, because of the Jews prep- 
aration day.“ According to the laws ob- 
served by the Jews all dead bodies must be 
buried before the beginning of a Sabbath 
or feast day. Hence Jesus wits buried BE- 
FORE SUNSET on the same day he died. 
He  died shortly after 3 p, rn. 

Therefore --notice carefully,'- the BUR- 
IAI, OF CHRIST’S BODY WAS I N  THE 
U T E  AFTERNOON! It was between 3 
p, m, and sunset as these Scriptures prove. 

And since the RESURRECTION had to 
oeeur at the S M  TIME OF DAY, three 
days later, THE RESURRECTION OP

Now which DAY OF T H E  WEEK ws 

the resurrection day? 
The first investigators, Mary Magdalene 

and her corn anions, came to the sepulchre 

early, while it was yet dark, as the sun W ~ S  
beginning to rise, a t  dawn. (Mark 16:2; 
Luke 24:1; John 20:1), 

Now here are the texts most people have 
SUPPOSED stated the resurrection was at 
sunrise Sunday marning But they do not 
say that! 

When the women arrived, the tomb was 
already OPEN! At that time Sunday mom- 
ipg-while it was yet dark-/BUS WAS 
NOT THERE! Notice how the angel says 
“HE IS NOT HERE, BUT IS RISEN!” 
SCC Mark 16:6; Luke 24:3; John 2 0 9 ;
