my study in Tbe Lodge, which is the 
"guest carcage" on the Ambassador Col· 
lege grounds in England. 1 do nor know 
when The Lodge was first built-prob· 
ably more than a hundred years ago. 

Ir occupies one corner of the beautiful 
college grounds, beside one of the twO 

entrances, on the lane which encircles 
the approximately 180 acres of land sur· 
rounding the main college buildings. 
Directly across this narrow coumry 
lane-just outside the college grounds 
-is a large, rambling brick house thac 
is mOte than 400 years old. 

I remember the fitst time I visited 
St. Augustine, Flotida, and was taken 
by a guide through the "oldest house 
in America." I do not remember, at the 
mom em. its age-Florida readers wiU 
know-but it seems to me it was prob· 
ably not more than 250 years old. It 
was a thrilling experience, then, to 

visit a house that old! 
But now, as 1 write, 1 look our the 

window of my study on (he weU·kept 
from lawn of a house more than 400 
years old! And such houses are not at 
all uncommon here in England. I have 
been in several buildings--cathedrals, 
castles. and such-tllaC are 700 to 1,000 
or more years old. And, in Rome, a res· 
taurant room in pare of the old Roman 
Forum, abom 2.000 years old. In Naza­
reth Mrs. Armstrong and I have been 
in rhe synagogue. excavated from 15 
feer under rhe present ground surface, 
in which Jesus stood up and read to 
those presenr, from the Book of rhe 
prophet Isaiah. 

When we purchased the college prop· 
erty in England, in 1959, we found The 
Lodl:c in dilapidated and unlivable can· 
Jition. How~ver, a rebuilding job has 
convereed it into a very comfonable 
cartage for Mrs. Armstrong and me,

Usually r tbink abour what I see or 
observe. 1 hope you do. The nature 
and subject· matter of the various ar· 
tides starred a crain of thought. Then 
1 began to think aboU[ the popular 
men's magazines, and the general maga· 
zincs edited for both men and women, 
sllch as ReaderlJ DigeJ", 

1 suppose most of you read some 
such magazine more or less frequently, 
Or perhaps a farm paper. 1 could not 
help contrasting the narure of the read· 
ing materbJ in all these magazines with 
chat in The Plai11- Tmth. This im­
pressed on my mind all the more how 
urterly DIFFERENT Tbe Plain Truth 
is from any other publicarion on earth. 
Of cou rse, rhere are many "religious" 
publicarions) roo, but TI,c Plain Trmh 
is about as different from any of them 
as it is from rhe popular secular maga· 
zines. 

But Ier's take chis issue of the Ladies' 
Home Journal as a typical example. 
Beside the cover piaure of a teen·age 
girl, six leading articles are featured. 
in good·sized type, on the front cover.

Harpers Bazaar. She had died in 1961. 
A subhead said' "The world of fashion 
was the world of Carmel Snow, Harper's 
Bazaar editOr." So chis article was nOt a 
pictOrial description of the latest excit· 
ing fashions. YCt sllch an artide does 
usuall}' appear in the popular women's 
magazines. 

Now what's wrong with that? That 
depends. In many instances, if nor all, 
an article in a women's magazine on 
fashion is primarily an appeal to vanity. 
Is vanity wrong? The world doesn't 
think so. The world doesn't think human 
narure is wrong. The very basis of 
human nacure is VANITY. Vanity is SELFJ 

and expresses itself in self-glorification, 
and in greed, selfishness, jealousy, envy, 
malice. hatred. 

The world exalts vaniey. Its educa­
tors teach the psychology of self-confi­
dence, and, in child-rearing, of permis­
siveness. The idea is that human nacure 
is essentially GOOD, and the impulses 
and desires of a growing child are al­
ways good-and therefore the child 
should be allowed to follow whatever 
Q,'him or passion or desire pops imo his 
mind. 

BlIt God AlmIghty, the Creamr, says 
differently: "The heart is deceicful above 
all things, and desperately wicked" (Jer. 
17 _ 9) The Bible use> "pulling up"­
self.exalration-as a description of S[N, 

\'{fieh your new aucomobile, refrigera­
tOr, or television sec the maker will send 
along an instruction book. The Maker 
of us all (eache~. In HIS instruction book, 
that THE WAY to uperate this human 
mechanism for satisfaccory results is the 
opposite psychology of FAITH tN GOD­
or God-confidellce instead of self-con6-
dencc--and, in child rearing, co train up 
a child in the way he alight to go, and 
if ),ou spare the rod, you'll spoil the 
child 

Did you ever norice thar all com­
merci.tl .secular magazines appeal co 
vanity. and ro your own selfishness? 
Their subjtct Inaner is nltogerher along 
physical and MA1"ERtAL lines of rhought 
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and interest. Their reasoning, philoso~ 

phy, and opinion IS carnal. Their appeal 
IS to self-interest, your pleasure.seeking, 
your self-glorificadon, or material ac· 
quisirion. They rhus lead your mind into 
CARNAL channels, aUla) from GOD! 

1 do nor mean to say that all in world­
ly magazines is bad. Nor that you should 
never read them. 1 read them-bur I am 
careful 1vbat I read in them, and how 
I read their material. We live in a ma­
[erial world. Christ did not reach us 
to go away from che world. He has nor 
called us to gee away from it by coming 
up to His Heaven, We must live in it­
bur should not be of it. 

Much among rhe informative or 
thought-provoking ankles in popular 
magazines comains information, faccual 
knowledge, even ideas that we need w 
know. So it is, for the [cue Christian, 
a maner of what a.nd how you read, 
It is so easy to simply let your mind 
be carried along in the mood of the 
article. If your approach-your attitude 
as you read-is carnal , completely sym­
pathetic and in rune wirh what you are 
reading, it will lead you inco carnally 
becon"'ling more and more a parr of this 
world, thinking its thoughts, participat­
ing in its ways. Bur if your approach 
is spiritual-tuned w rhe MIND Of 

CHRIST, whid1 He says oughe to be in 
Y01l (Phil. 2:5)-looking on the world, 
and worldly conditions, fans, philoso­
phies, arguments, opinions, as GOD 

looks 3e them-<omparing them with 
the crue spiritual values and truths, then 
you may grow spimually even through 
such carefully selected reading. 

And besides, all that is in these maga­
zines is neither bad, nor false, nor nec­
essarily contrary to Biblical teaching. 

As an example, in [his same number 
of the magazine I am discussing, is an 
article captioned: "You're Neller Too 
Old to Look Y01m.g." Now this article 
could be used to greatly in Rate the ego 
of some women, bur i [ could be used 
very beneficially by others. J baven'r 
read it, excepr the headings, sub-head­
ings, and the descriptive caprions under 
the picrun:s. They show, in photographs, 
'l "before and after" of a certain woman. 
As she looked before, her hair was un­
becomingly combed tigbtly back on her 
bead; she wore unatr.racrive spectacles 
which detraCted from her appearance; 
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she had on what appeared to be a dull- ' 
colored plaid dre, that tied up tightly 
around her neck, with plain long sleeves 
and of course with no pleasing seyle in 
design. 

The "before" picture might have been 
some sanctimonious pseudo-religious 
woman who construed the Biblical reach­
ing about modest dress ro mean thar 
women should make "eye-sores" of 
rhemselves. God Himself designed the 
beaury of the lily. He says rhat even 
Solomon in all his glory was nOt ar­
rayed as beautifully as a lily. The num­
ber one imerior decorawr of the United 
Staees used to speak ofren against 
"gilding the lily,"-that is, over-doing 
ornamentarion in decorating a home or 
building, or in personal attire. A lily 
is modest, plain, simple-noc overly 
ornamented. It has plain, simple lines­
bur it is BEAUTIFUL! 

True, the Bible teaches char women 
adorn themselves in modest apparel. 
Bur this passage does nor say women 
must "cover themselves with ugly, ill­
fleeing, unbecoming cloches." It says they 
are to (ldom. the1llJelveJ-and the word 
means "decorate" and impUes pleasi1lg 
appearance-in modeJt apparel. Now 
God Himself adorned the beautiful lily! 
The lily is surely modest in design­
plain, simple, MODEST, YES!-but it is 
indeed a rbing of BEAUTY, and a work 
of ART, such as onJy a SUPER-Master 
craftsman such as God. Himself could 
design and create! What is said in this 
Biblical passage about "broided hair" 
actually refers to over-done plaits wom~ 

en of the world used in BiblICal days­
comparable to a ridiculously over-done 
Hollywood aCtress of today. 

Of course this issue of this women's 
magazine has an article On sex-as all 
popular magazines seem to have these 
days-"How to Help Adolescents Un­
derstand Sex." 1 have nor read it. Such 
articles usually are "clean" enough, and 
biologically instructive. Bur, lacking the 
Biblical FOUNDATIONAL knowledge of 
sex, itS God-designed purposes (the 
word is in the plural) and God's laws 
regulating it, such articles in popular 
magazines never supply fuHy what read­
ers need to know, I am hoping to scan 
a series of articles making plain GOD'S 

MEANING about .sex, in Tbe PI-ain

The Steel Crisis - WHY 
President Kennedy Acted 

President Kennedy acted fast to force steel industry to back 
down on it s announced price increase. What prompted such 
drastic action? Behind this question lies the startling challenge 

J UST four days after signing a "non· 
inflationary" comracc with the 
Steelworkers Union, the giant U. S. 

Seeel Corporadon startled the business 
world with a $6 a con price increase. 
Other firms immediately starred follow· 
ing suit. 

The announcement hit Washington 
like a bomb! President Kennedy was 
furious! The Government, which had 
helped engineer rhe peaceful labor pac<, 
had counted on the steel companies co 
hold the line on prices. The President 
denounced Big Steel's action as infla· 
rionary and opposed to rhe public in· 
teresc. "Wholly unjustified and irre­
sponsible!" he charged. 

Governmem wheels immediately sra[[­
cd turning. Pressures were brought to 
bear on rhe sreelmen, and by April 13 

to the job of every American!

the price hike was rescinded. The steel 
spokesmen soundly criticized [he Ad· 
ministration's action. They claimed the 
price increase had been long overdue­
that since the last price adjustment in 
1958, there had been four increases in 
steelworker wages and benefits. The lat­
est concract added another 10 cent an 
hour beoefir boosr. The profir squeeze 
in the industry had become so tight that 
income to plow back inca the industry 
to finance modernization had dropped 
to almost norhing.

of the sexes" even from the cradle! 

Ar a very early age, children begin 
to be segregdted by theiI parents, or 

their reachers. 
Girls are tOld they "do nOt play 'rhac 

way' or 'so rough' as do the boys" and 
boys are cold "that's a GIRLS' game!" 

Normal children who would play hap­
pily together in acrive spores and games 
are instead instilled with a deep sense 
of the difference between the sexes at 
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a very et"ly age! 
Thus-boys play wi[h guns. Girls play 

with dolls. Whenever boys and girls 
play together it is either in the earlielt 
years of their schooling (later, gym 
periods are segregated) or, when still 
of pre-school age, [hey play such games 
as "Mom and Dad;' "Nurse" or "Keep· 
ing House!" These imaginative games 
of child fantasy seem harmless to most 
parents at first glance-and yet, lirtle 
do rhey even begil1 to realize how chil­
dren, forced into an 1I1matural type play 
acdviey by poor guidance, will begin to 
"imitate" parenrs-even beginning sex 
experimentation as a direct result of 

(his type play! 
As was covered in the last number, 

many parenrs try to force their children 
am of the child 's age as soon as possible. 
They wanr them co act more "grown· 
up" and talk more ·'grown·up," There· 

fore, many parenrs fully approve of 
their children playing more "grown·up" 

rype games. 
Left to thelluelvcJ (at least as to 

choice of playmates) boys and girls 
would play with no self·consciousness 
together in MANY really beneficial, and 
really interesling type games. They 
would remain, for many years, and even 
up until beginning into puberty, in 
an open acceptance of each other, and 
in somewhat blissful ignoyatue of any 
sense of GREAT DIFFERENCE in them­
with girls enjoying the soft-ball game 
JUSt as much as boys, racing tOgether, 
playing "tag" together, and engaging in 
dozens of the active, healthful, our·of· 
door eype spom and games for children. 

However, when children are ines· 
capably made aware of supposed basic 
psychological and physiological differ­
ences at a very early age, it leads tOward 
completely false and harmful concepts 
tOward members of the opposite sex. 

Boys become "afraid" around girls­
and girls become "shy" around boys.

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THE BIBLE ANSWERS 

"Why do people in 'he Bible never 
seem to have last names?" 

God gave the first man bur one name 
-"Adam." He didn't need anOther. Yer 
today people have at least tWO names 
and many rimes three or more. And stili 
there are individuals with exactly the 
same names. 

WHEN and BY WHOM additional 
natTIes were added is a surprising-and 
fascinating-stOry. 

From Adam until shorrly before the 
time of Christ, each person usually re­
ceived but a single name at birrh or 
shanly thereafter. These names were 
largely borrowed from narure or from 
some incident conneaed with the birch 
of -an individual. Later in life, when 
character had developed, a new name 
was sometimes given as expressive of 
it. God Himself did this on several oc­
casions as when He changed Abram's 
name to Abtaham (Gen. 17:5) and Ja­
cob's name to Israel (Gen. 32:28). 

It was also possible to receive an ad­
ditional name or what we coday would 
call a "nickname." These were very 
widely applied and used, and served 
much the same purpose that family 
names now serve" declares the Brita1/.­
llica! Vo1. 16, art., "Names." 

These names generally feU into five 
categories: (1) they were descriptive of 
one's appearance or character; (2 ) they 
recorded an incidenrorexploit; (3) they 
identified the individual by his connec­
tion with some other person-usually 
his father; (4) they gave his residence 
or fanner residence; and (5) cbey speci­
fied his occupation. 

Biblical examples of these are many. 
In the Greek of the New Testament the 
added names are called "surnames." A 
few are Simon surnamed Peter (Mark 
3:16; John 1:42), Joseph of Arima'hea 
(Matk 15:43), Jesus of Nazareth (John

1:45 ), Simon Zelotes (ActS 1: 13), and 
Matthew the publica/i, James of AI­
phemtI , Simon the Canaanite and Judas 
[scdr;ot all found in Matthew 10: 3-4. 
Thes~ surnames were the equivalent of 
our last names today because it was from 
these names that family names gradually 
developed. These names-whether [hey 
happened to be meaningful and compli­
mentary or odd and embarrassing­
were the starting point for our last 
names today. "The family name is a 
comparatively receor development in 
European tradi[ion" ( Brita1Jllictl, Vol. 
16, "Names"). 

The Romans are considered the firs t 
Europeans to have made regular use of 
family names. Every Roman had three 
names : ( 1) a prae11omell, which was 
his petsonal name and Stood first; (2 ) 
a nome11, which was that of his gem 
or house and stood second ; and (3) a 
cog11omen or surname which was that 
of his family and came last. This system 
was at first bitterly opposed by Catho­
lics. Blit in the Middle Ages this old 
Roman naming system revived - this 
time ro stay. 

"Its modern development began with 
the royal and noble families of that 
time, and the modern revolution in 
naming thus seems to stem from feu­
dalism and the family pride associated 
with it" (Brifam1ica, Vol. 16. "Names"). 
Once started. the growth of the use of 
heredirary names proceeded steadily. 
Greatly aiding [his trend was the growth 
in population and the more careful keep­
ing of wrieren records. 

So today, firsr names-as well as any 
midd le names-are usually given shorr­
ly after birth as has always been the 
custOm. But in addition, we today have 
also inherited a family or "last" name 
which was once a nickname often de­
scriptive of a feature or event in the 
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life Qf a forefather who lived many 
generations ago. Because tbe need for 
a family or last name came intO exist­
ence long after d1e Bible was completed, 
[he Bible does nor give last names. H ow­
ever, it does give surnames from which 
our last names of today developed. 

Ha ving read your articles on 
world trade, the Common Market 
and the impending financial crisis 
facing the United States, I would like 
to know more about the American 
Foreign Aid Program. How much 
has the Government given or loaned 
to other nations since the end of 
World War II? 

Government officials are deeply con­
cerned about the American trade bal­
ance with foreign nations. Americans 
are continually spending more abroad 
than we are able to sell abroad. The 
result is that at the present moment the 
American Governmenr does nor have 
enough gold left to covet foreign ob­
ligations and back the paper dollars in 
circulation. 

Much of this condition developed 
from having lavishly given or loaned­
in many instances without expecting to 

be repaid-nearly $85 ,000,000,000 since 
the end of World War II. This vast sum 
has partly been spent in Communist 
coumries and in so-called "neutrals" 
that ate ashamed to be called ftiends of 
the United States! H ere are the official 
figures, from Government sources, cov­
ering money spent only sjnc~- the end 
of World War II to date:

"en·iOlY yourself.'" 

Idolatry from Afar 

On rhe heels of the tremendous popu ­
larity of motion picrures came hundreds 
of fan clubs and movie magazines, as 
eager Americans devoured hungrily the 
false exterior details of their newfound 
idols-the movie scars. Thousands of 
Americans who couldn't have rold you 
which end of the Bible contained the 
book of Revelation could answc·r rctl(tily 
any q"lleSl-i011 about their movie favorites 
-with the height, weight, color of hair 
and eyes, personal habits, likes and dis­
likes and latest divorce and remarriage 
data. 

Yes-Hollywood had captured rbe 
imagination of the nation. 

Quick to catch the vision, the big 
commercial interests began cashing in by 
teiling rhe public which kind of cig­
arette their personal idol smoked, or 
which type of hand cream, deodorant, 
hair set or soap lay handily in the house 
of [heir idol. 

Then suddenly, a new craze began 
sweeping rhe nation. The invention of 
television had lowered the level of class 

entertainment. The factOry workers, 
commOn laborers, farmers and pension­
ers could be co-owners, rogether with 
rhe appliance store, of a television sed

The truck driver and the 
millionaire sat in their respective homes 
and watched with fascinated interesr rhe

No longer was it a marrer of week-eml 

pleasure-seeking! The glitter of self-sat­
isfaction and sensual enjoyment could be 
bad BV ERY SINGLE DAY AND NIGHT for 
a small monthly payment. 

Television began changing America's 
habits! The motion picture industry be­
gan fighting for survival. Hundreds of 
theattes closed-hundreds frantically 
lowered prices, cried for better movies, 
while hundreds more were serjousiy 
threatened.

. Why This Attitude? 

In every walk of life-government, 
business, sPOrtS, recreation and JUSt 
down·to-earrh living-the modern ap· 
proach is one of determinism. 

Decerminism is the outgrowth of 
so· called "advanced knowledge" and is 
beginning [Q drascically affen and mold 
the American scene. 

This attitude of determinism, which 
States that a man is able to dictate his 
own condUCt based solely upon each 
specific situation, cime and place, does 
nm leave room for the concept of SIN' 
agains< an all-powerful God. Modem 
education and science is rapidly relegac· 
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iog God to the limbo of the supersti· 
cious Or at best the antiquated and now 
unnecessary.

Our churches and re· 
ligious groups today are taking the 
teeth out of religion and removing the 
fear of the Ecernal. A r a recent conven· 
tion of one of the leading PrOtestant 
denominations in this country, the fol­
low ing conclusions were advanced: 
"Christianity must shed irs pious pre­
tenses, and admit it doesn't have all 
the answers, if it expects to uphold 
spiritual reality in a science-dominated 
age.

The blame 
falls upon us who are the religious lead· 
ers of this generation. The crisis facing 
us is moral and spiritual. We will either 
get tOugher in this realm, or we will lose 
our heritage." (Los A1sgeles Examiner). 

While [his lullaby of dying religion 
and spiritual responsibility in America 
continues, rhe growing fad of self·de· 
cerminism and dog~ea[·dog survival of 
the crafriest is inoculating the minds of 
the American people. Moral conduct is 
being based on an entirely new set of 
rules. These rules do nOt inelude rhe 
concept of "[his is the way, walk ye in 
i[" (Isa. 30:21).

God Brings Water

shakily remarked to Moses, "the people will be so angry that they'll probably go com­

pletely out of control.

Moses knew Aaron was right. In his unhappy situation all he could think to do 

was strike the rock a third time. Before he could do so, however, the boulder shook as 

though an explosion had taken place within it. Moses, Aaron and the few officers stand-

. \-
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ing farther back on the rock were all but tnrow n off their feet. When they recovered 

their balance, they realized that a strong Stream of clear water was noisily gushing 

from the base of the boulder below them! (Numbers 20:7-11.) 

A tremendous shout came from the crowd. People rushed tOward the rock to 

dip into the cool water, but were forced back as it surged speedily forth to spread 

into a swift stream that coursed toward the camps of the Israelites. Even before the 

stream had flowed into a definjte course and had lost its muddiness, people and 

livestOck thronged to it to get their fill. Then starred the task of filling millions of 

POtS, jats and goatskin bags with the precious fluid. 

Moses and Aaron were greatly relieved to see the life-giving water flowing 

from the rock. Another crisis had passed. One more tOugh spOt had been smoorhed 

out. 

Nevertheless, Moses knew that all was far from right. Now that water had come 

to the people, he had a gnawing feeling of guilt. 

"We should return to the tabernacle to thank God," Moses muttered uneasily 

to Aaron. 

At the tabernade God's voice spoke out in such an angry tOne that Moses and 

Aaron trembled as they bowed their heads to to the ground. 

God's Just Punishment 

"You have failed co act with wisdom," God told them. "You, Moses, let your 

temper get the better of you in front of the people. Then, inscead of speaking co the 

rock as you were instructed, you struck ic.

Ir meant that they would noc be 
allowed to enter the promised land for which they had been striving for so many years. 

Moses and Aaron repented of what they had done. God forgave them. Bur that did not 

mean God would remove the penalty in this life. Some sins we still must suffer from 

even though God has forgiven us.

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A few minutes later, when they were certain that Gad had nothing more to say 

on the matter, they gOt up and trudged off to rheir tents. It was plain to them that 

God had no favorites, and that He would punish the disobedient in high offices no 

less than He would punish the disobedient of the lowest rank. 

A fact worth remembering is that the more one is educated and trained ill-Gad's 

service, the more God requires of that person. 

Greater responsibility goes with grearer Bible understanding. (James 4 : 17. ) True 

Christians can't afford to stare piously down their noses at anyone--even the most 

brutal dictator or the drunken skid row character lying in the gutter. Instead, they should 

pause ro thank God for choosing them to be given understanding, but not in such a 

way as to compare their real or fancied "righteousness" with the conduct of others. 

(II Corinthians 10: 12.) Christians should have compassion and understanding for 

those whom God has not yet chosen to be allowed to understand, but that compassion 

should never mean that there is any approval of their sins. 

Moses and Aaron Repent 

Even though Moses and Aaron were denied the privilege of entering Canaan with 

their people, they repented and will undoubtedly reach a much richer promised land­

that of the future. When Christ comes to rule the world only a few years from the 

time this is written, those resurrected for service under Christ will surely include 

Moses and Aaron. 

Whatever Moses and Aaron thought about their future, their duties still existed. 

Aaron faithfully continued as high priest. Moses had to make daily decisions as usual. 

The greatest decision while the people were in Kadesh was how the Israelites 

should proceed toward Canaan from that point. 

There were three routes to Canaan from Kadesh in Mt. Seir. One way had been 

artempted almost four decades earlier by many of the Israelites when they had been 

set upon by Amalekites and Canaanites, and when so many Israelites had lost their lives. 

Another way was to cross to the southwest over the Mt. Seir range of mountains and 

then proceed north between the Mt. Seir range and the Arabah range. The third way 

was to proceed eastward and then north into Edam by way of what was referred to 

as the king's highway. 

This great highway was a major road leading up east of the Dead Sea. It had 

been constructed across swamps and deserts and mountains hundreds of years previously 

by local governments, and had since been used and kept in fair condition as a route 

for armies and merchant caravans. 

Moses already knew God would not lead Israel by the way where so many had 
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been slaughtered years before, even though it was the most direct roure. Neither did 

he think it wise to pass to the west and struggle north through the cradle of heat be· 

tween twO mountain ranges. 

Even though it was a longer route, Moses recognized it would be to the advantage 

of the Israelites to travel north by easr on the king's highway through the land of 

Edom. Once they were through Edom and Moab, they could enter Canaan by turning 

westward. 

Opposition from Edom 

Realizing that it was necessary to receive permission ro pass through the nation 

to the north, Moses sent messengers to the ruler of Edom. The letter carried by the 

messengers pointed out that the Israelites, as cousins of the people of the Arabian 

desert, had struggled through many yeats of hardships in their efforts to come Out of 

Egypt, and that they would like to be tegarded as friendly relatives passing through the 

terrirory of the Edomites. 

"Please let us pass through your country," Moses continued in the letter. "We 

promise not ro tramp through your fields nor through your vineyards. We won't use 

even your water. Our desire is simply ro reach the king's highway and proceed north· 

",ard." (Numbers 20: 14·17.) 

The Israelite messengers returned only a few hours later with word from the 

ruler of Edom. 

"The Edomite king rold us to tell you," the messengers reported to Moses, "that 

if we start through his land his army will attack us'" (Verse 18.) 

Moses was disappointed. He hadn't expected such a hostile reply. 

"Perhaps the Edomites don't believe that we won't use their water," Aaron sug· 

gested. "They might agree ro our moving through their land if. we would offer ro 

pay for any water we should use." 

"The idea is worth trying," Moses rematked aftet pondering a few moments. 

Later, another set of Israelite messengers returned from Edom with an answer 

ro Moses' second request. 

"The king wants you to know," the men repotted to Moses, "that our people 

can't come through his land under any circumstances. He said that while he is king 

twO million strange people and their animals won't go stamping across Edom." 

Moses was again disappointed. He had hoped that his second appeal to the ruler 

of Edom would result in success. Before he could express his thoughts however, an 

officer arrived ro excitedly announce that Edomite troops were approaching from the 

north. (Verses 19-20.) 
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Right after the messengers returned, one of Moses' officers shouted to look 

back to the northeast. Moses and those about him turned to see a vast line of figures 

silhouetted against the sky atop the ridge in the area where the pass trail led into Edom 

and toward the king's highway. Sunlight reflected in strong glints from those distant 

figures indicated that they had swords, spears and armor. 

The Edomite army had arrived! 

An army of Edomites, brandishing swords, spears and bows, 
suddenly appeared on the horizon. 

A Narrow Escape 

"Sound the signal to break camp'" Moses ordered. "Tell the people to be ready to 

leave in order within the hout-to move into the mountainous defiles near Kadesh. 

Warn the men to prepare themselves for a possible attack!" 

There was sudden action among the Israelites. The same scene, strangely, had 

been enacted by them or their ancestors almost twO generations before when a part 

of them had tried to get into Canaan against God's will. Now, however, they were 

not divided, and they worked faster than before to get ready to leave. 

Once again the more than twO milJions of people and their flocks and herds 

moved westward off on the trail that led into the desert valJey between the Arabah 

range and the long, lofty ridge of rock and soil known as Mt. Seir. 

Whether the Edomites planned to attack or whether they intended only to pro­

teet their borders is something we probably won't learn until God makes it known 
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ill the future when He will undoubtedly 

reveal all the facts of the past history of 

man. In any event, Israel managed to leave 

Kadesh in time to avoid any trouble with 

the army of Edom. 

The first stopping point after leaving 

Kadesh was at Mt. Hot, a high peak of 

the Seir range juSt west of Kadesh, or 

Petra. There God gave a special mes­

sage to Moses and Aaron. He instructed 

them to come up to the top of the moun­

tain. Aaron was to dress in his priestly 

robes, and was to bring one of his sons, 

Eleazar. (Numbers 20:22-25 .) 

The people quickly sensed that some 

special event was to take place on the 

mountain, and many of them watched 

the three men ascend rhe sandstone moun­

tain to its height of six thousand feet. 

Aaron Dies on Mount Hor 

After the three arrived atop Mt. Hor, 

Aaron gazed silently down on the Israelite 

camp he knew he would never join again. 

Looking upward, he could see to the south 

a part of the mountains and deserts 

through which the people had struggled. 

He turned his gaze to the northwest, but 

could not quite see the promised land just 

over a range of mountains. Regretfully 

he remembered God's pronouncement 

that he and Moses would not go into that 

promised land because of their wrong at­

titude when they sought to bring water to 

the people out of a rock. He realized that 

he had come to the end of his life. 

According to God's instructions, 

Dressed in his priestly robes, Aaron 
stood on the mountain and gazed to­
ward Canaan, the promised land he 

knew he would not live to enter. 
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Moses removed the priestly attire from Aaron and put it on Aaron's son Eleazar. As 

soon as this was done and Eleazar was anointed into Aaron's office, Aaron sat down, 

leaned back on a ledge and closed his eyes. It was at that moment that he drew his 

last breath. There was nothing to be done to prevent him from the peaceful and pain­

less death that came to one of God's servants at the age of one hundred and twenty­

three years. (Verses 27-28; Numbers 33:37-39. ) 

There was great mourning among the Israelites when they learned of Aaron's 

death and burial. The mourning continued for thirty days-the length of time spent 

in expressing grief in those days-because of the passing of a person of high rank. 

(Numbers 20:29. ) 

Under Attack Again 

Meanwhile, a Canaanite king whose small domain included an area of south 

Canaan heard that rhe Israelites were about to invade his territory to the northwest 

of the Mr. Hor region. This king felt that it was wiser to attack than to be attacked. 

Not to be outdone, he sent mounted troops to the south to rush in on the camps of 

the Israelites. 

So swift was the attack rhar some of the Israelites were whisked away as prisoners 

before anything could be done. The Israelites were so upset by what had taken place 

that rhey made vows to God that they would wipe out the towns from which the 

attackers had come if only God would help them. God quickly answered their pleas 

and Israel proceeded safely northward in the Arabah. (Numbers 21: 1-3.) 

After leaving the Mt. Hor area and defeating the Canaanites, the Israelites 

turned north to move through the valley between the Arabah range and the Mt. 

Seir range. This route was called rhe way of rhe Red Sea because it led southward 

to the gulf of Aqaba. 

Traveling through this huge desert cradle was difficult because of the heat and 

the arid conditions. A number of people began to complain, especially because of the 

manna, which they disliked because of their bad attitude. Their state of mind was like 

a contagious disease. It spread so swiftly that it was only a matter of hours before a 

pounding wave of discontent disrupted the camps. (Verses 4-5. ) 

As usual, the head complainers organized throngs to gather before Moses' tent 

with their loud and childish demonstrations. Their remarks were so profane against 

Moses and against God that God was angrily moved at once to punish the nffenders. 

Even as noisy crowds shouted against their Creator, Screams of pain and terror 

began to rise from all partS of the camp. Thousands of snakes were suddenly wrig­

gling into the tents, angrily biting the people on the feet and legs, injecting a death-
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God was so angry with the complainers that He sent deadly 
poisonous snakes into the camps to attack the people, 

dealing poison that would quickly mean the end of life for their victims! (Verse 6,)

We need to put God back into our 
knowledge and to measure every social 
act and thought by God's standards. Sin 
needs co again become a faeror in human 
everyday life. When we begin to pro­
duce in the collegt:s, universities and 
schools of our country young men and 
women who will censor their condUCt 
based upon the precepts of God's law, 
we will begin [Q have tht solution to 
our coumry's ills. 

Our Personal Responsibility 

Although these terrible pronounce­
ments will wrely come co pass upon 
(his nation unbss we turn from our evil 
way and begin co walk in God's com­
mandmems, our persollal responsibility 
is even mOfe important! We need to 

realize our personal need co put back 

the concept of SIN inca our awareness. 
OtheLwise, the mOSt dreadful of all 
evenruaJides may occur co us! 

God says, "For the WAGES of SIN is 
DEATH!" (Rom. 6:23.) Unless we 
personally \IV AKE UP and realize what 
sin is and begin to feu our Eternal God) 
we could end up e/cr1ltf/.!Y datJZ11ed/ 
Nmice tht! stern warning of God, "He 
thac overcometh shall inherit all things; 
and 1 will be his God and he shall be 
my JOI1. BUT -the fearful, the 1tn­

beljel'iug, and the abominable, and mUf­

derer!, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, 
and idolaters, and all lillrs, shall have 
their part in rbe lake which burns with 
fire and brimstone: \"hich is the second 
deat"" (Rev. 21:7-8). 

The on ly hope of a nation on [be 
brink of a black era of lawlessness and 
chaos is to pur God back into our 
knowledge and wake up once again co 
the awareness that SIN is the trans­
gression of the law of the Eternal God. 
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I N THE preceding installment we 
had come to the year 1943. By the 
spring of that year we were broad­

casting on eight radio stations. A year 
before we had been on only rhree­
covering only the Pacific Northwest. 
Bue now Christ's own Message was 
going Out, .although only once a week, 
on twO stations in Southern California, 
and on twO Midwest super-power 
50,OOO-watt stations, eacb of wbicb bad 
listeners in every state in the U.S.A. 

Beside tbis, during tbat 12-month 
period, we had moved up from 500-
watt KWJJ in Portland to IO,OOO-watt 
KXL, and now during 1943 bad added 
S,OOO-wan KVI in Seattle, increasing the 
number of stations co nine. 

First Meetings in Texas 

About February I, 1943, The World 
Tomorrow program started on the pow­
erful WOAI in San Antonio. Later that 
year, after we had been on the station 
a few months, I wem again to San An­
tonio to put the p.rogram on the station 
"live." It must have been the next night, 
Monday, tbat I beld my first meeting 
in Texas. 

This was announced on the air over 
WOAI on Sunday night. I had engaged 
a banquet or lecture-hall on the ground 
floor of the St. Antbony Hotel. Every 
seat was filled. Several businessmen and 
their wives came. 

On another occasion Mrs. Armstrong 
and I traveled to San Antonio, and on 
the Sunday night broadcast I announced 
we would be holding "Open House" 
through the following afternoon and 
evening in our hotel suite. It was en­
couraging and inspiring to receive a 
continuous stream of new Texas friends 
-SOme coming JUSt to meet us--others 
with problems for counselling. 

As mentioned in the preceding in­
stallment, I was invited to speak before 

the Businessmen's Bible Class of San 
Antonio. It was nondenominational, 
and met in a club r60m of a leading 
hotel for coffee and a short service be­
fore the Sunday School hour. Tbose wbo 
were members of various denominations 
proceeded on to their own Sunday 
Schools or Church services after chis 
earlier Bible Class. 

As I wrote the above paragrapb, I 
supposed chis talk to the Businessmen's 
Bible Class was a Iitde later that same 
year-1943. But I remembered that I 
have with me the abbreviated notes 
from which I spoke to that class of 
businessmen. I am a little surprised to 

find it dated Sunday morning, Novem­
ber 9, 1944, toward the close of the 

war. So I am now getting ahead of my­
self by more than a year. 

However, I felt our readers might 
like to read, now, a very brief summary 
of what I said to these businessmen 
on that occasion. Remember, this was 
only about a balf yeat before the end 
of the war. 

Talk to Businessmen 

First I rcad from verse 1 of tbe 127ch 
Psalm : "Except the ETERNAL build tbe 
house, they labor in vain that build it." 
"That," I said to that class, "is a basic 
truth that applies to human activities 
generally-building a bouse for a bome, 
building a city. a nation, or a business. 
We are prone to cake things for gram· 

It was near the beginning of summer, 1944, that the Allied landing in Normandy 
occurred. Many broadcasts were mode on those momentous events. 

Wide World Photo 
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ed--even thiS WAR, as well as the eco­
nomic system in which we find our­
selves, We've been in rhe war about 
three years now-we've goteen used [Q 

ie You've been in this system of busi­
ness quiee a while-and naeurally take 
it for granted. 

"But' there is tremendous significance 
to world events right now! They are 
fraught with meaning far deeper than 
realized, Let'S look at it from the stand­
point of BUSINESS. Basic and far­
reaching changes are occurring in the 
industrial, distribution, and commer­
cial strucnue as a direct result of the 
war-and changes have been shaping 
during the past forty years unrealized 
by mOSt businessmen. 

"Back in che years 1912-1915 I was 
making surveys of business conditions 
for a national magazine, which brought 
chese changes into bold relief. This 
country was founded on the basis of 
decentralization, Today there is a rapid 
shift tOward centralization in all fields 
-nor only business, but government. 
But even in those years the little man 
in business was being squeezed Out. 

"The big headache d1en, in tetail cir­
cles, was the encroachments of the giant 
mail-order houses; and chain stOres were 
beginning rapid development. World 
War 1 put impetus to the ceneralization 
trend, As an aftermath of that war the 
flash depression of 1920 shook America, 
economic collapse rumbled through forry 
other nations, finally producing Our 
Greac D epression of 1929-1936. All chis 
rime the MACHINE AGE was developing 
rapidly in America, making pOSSible 
three co thirty rimes the outpUt per man­
hour as compared to hand labor. There 
was sufficient raw material in rhe 
ground co have provided luxury for all 
the people. 

"Yet no economic utopia came. In­
stead, we've had troubles, wars, depres­
sions. WHY? Unequal division of the 
proceeds of production is rhe reason. 
The profic syseem has been selruhly ex­
ercised.' 

Capical and Labor 

"First, capital and management, being 
greedy, retained most of the increased 
wealth of mass machine production. La­
bor was nOt given its rightful share. 
Read the prophecy of rhis, in James 
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~L l·5 : Corne now, you rich men, weep 
and shriek over your impending miseries! 
You have been storing up treasure in 
the very last days ... Sec, the wages 
of which you have defrauded the work· 
men who mowed your fields (or worked 
in your factOries) call our. , . ' Verses 2 
and 3 show the final fate yet [Q corne on 
businessmen guilty of rhis unfair prac­
tice. 

"But, second, organizers appeared and 
began to organize labor, with the equal­
ly wrong phi losophy chac capical and 
managemenr is the enemy of labor, and 
thar by organization LABOR ought to 

exact morc than its fair share. 
"Meanwhile, World \'(far I spawned 

the Soviet power dedicated to overthrow­
ing every other nation, government, and 
economic sysrem and ruling the world 
with atheistic Communism. Now we are 
fighcing co scop che Nazi onslaughc CO 

conquer and rule rhe world with Nation­
al Socialism. Ir all adds up co WORLD 
REVOLUTION--CHAOS - DESTRUCTION! 

They are producing che roboc bomb and 
rhe rocket bom~and working 00 coo­
stantly more powerfu l destmctive forces. 
Ma11kind cannot stop'! Mankind has now 
gone past the poinr of NO RETURN! Man 
w ill plunge on fanacically cowacd DE­
STRUCTION, unless God Almighry incer­
venes-which He PROMISES TO oo! 

"WHAT'S WRONG? 
!fGod did fI,Ot build this 'lIJorld/J h01ue! 

Therefore they labor in VAIN that S([ug­
gle CO build ir. They are reaping DE­
STRUCTION, This world is not of God's 
making, It is basically WRONG! It is 
built on principles diametrically oppo· 
site to those RIGHT principles and laws 
set in motion by the living GOD, 

"The basis of Goo'S LAW is LO VE. 
It is love toward God, and love toward 
neighbor. This is che priociple of "GIVE" 
and "SERVE," not of "GET" and "BE 

SERVED." This world's business is based 
on rhe foundation of competition, The 
competitive system is the relentless effort 
to take from competitors-co get the 
bese of a deal. 

"Also, the SYSTEM underlying rhe 
world's whole civilization is based on 
concenrration in CITIES. We are now 
beginning co see the des/nation of citieJ, 
They are nO[ built on God's pattern. 
God says He will desrroy chem-cear 
chern down! (Micah 5:14 and Isaiah 
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14: 16-17 were quored and expounded 
as prophecies, among many Others, fore­
ceIling chis.) 

"God sec aparc 6,000 years CO allow 
11lankiml to make his own choice-go 
his own way-tO write in human EX­

PERIENCE the lesson that only Goo's 
WA YS can bring us the happiness, pros· 
perity and joy we all want." 1 then ex­
plained a Hale of God's economic laws, 
and gave a glimpse inca the llV orld 
Tomorrow when Christ putS down this 
world's sysrems, and establishes the 
WORLD RULE of che K1NGDOM OF GOD. 
There my calk ended. 

The talk seemed co be well received, 
and I was presented with a card which 
1 have before me now, conferring honor­
ary life membership of the Business­
men's Bible Oass of San Antonio, 

Also 1 notice, on the back of the 
paper on which my notes were written, 
the following, which I remember one 
of the men of the class wrote there for 
me: r'A city is an artificial de'velopmetlt 
of an imperfect distribution system," 

The Work Grows 

By lace Augusr, 1943, our year's con­
tract with sration WHO was completed, 
We had chen had 6Y2 moochs of broad­
casting on WOAI, in addition to WHO. 
By this time most of our regular WHO 
listeners knew that The W' orid T omor­
row could be heard on WOAI, so chac 
going off WHO gave us no nOticeable 
setback or loss of audience. 

Scacion WOAI had nor broughc as 
much mail from listeners as WHO, bur 
chat did DOt mean, necessarily, chat its 
actual number of listeners was corre­
spondingly less. Merely thar its pro­
gramming was different, and was not 
designed to stimulate habitual mail-re· 
sponse. 

However, at the rime we wear off 
WHO, or juse before, I decided co puc 
the program on one of the tWO leading 
local stations in Des Moines. Station 
KRNT had opened a 45-minure earlier 
time, ac 10: 15 P.M. Sunday nighes. This 
was a S,OOO-watt station. 

Also, sention KMA, a 5,DDD-watt sta­
don at Shenandoah, Iowa, had gained 
a reputation for having a very wide and 
responsive audience. This station cleared 
che same cime-10: 15 Sunday nighes. 

About this rime, a smaller station, 
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KNET, in Palestine, Texas, solicited the 
program. J[ was so unusual to have a 
radio station actually come to 11! with 
an offer of time, that I took ir-at 9: 30 
Sunday mornings. 

And so it was that rhe November· 
December issue of The Plait], Tf1tth, 
for 1943, lisred a log of ren stations. 

However, the three smaller stations, 
KRNT, KMA, and KNET, gave local 
coverage only, and we were not big 
enough yet to carry them long enough 
to make rhem voluntary self.stlpporting. 
Remember, we never solicited comribu· 
tions from the public--either over the 
air, or in any of our literature which was 
always al1 FREE. After one Or cwo years, 
rhese stations were dropped. 

Coming inro rhe year of 1944, Bulle­
tins in old files show that mail response 
and other methods of checking indicated 
the radio audience had gcown ro between 
a half and three-quarters of a million 
in the war years. Thar was a big jump 
from our small and humble Start ten 
years· before. 

The circulation of The Plai" Truth 
had climbed to 35,000 copies, now reach­
ing every Stare and 'province in English· 
speaking Norrh America. 
• From the approximately $5 COSt of 
printing the first issue of The Plain 
T rtlth, the first page of which we re­
produced in the February number from 
the only copy we still have, the priming 
COst in ten years had mounred to S 1,000 
per issue. 

A short decade before, JUSt starring 
in 1934, Our cosc of radio time was 2.50 
per week. In early 1944 it had soared to 

one hundred times rhe original COSt-an 
expenditure of $250 per week. That 
seemed like a huge mountain of obli­
gation to be constandy met. Btl[ it was 
a tiny am hill compared co the still­
mounting expenditures for reaching 
some 20 milUon people dail,'-a cumula­
rive weekly audience of some 140 mil­
lion people, world-wide, coday! 

The growth of chis Work of God has 
concinued to soar at rhe rate of 30% 
a year--doubling in scope and power 
every 2 years, 7Y2 months. Today the 
COSt of printing one issue of The Plain 
TrtlthJ Los Angeles edition alone, is 
many thousands of doUars-co say noth­
ing of rhe edidons primed in London 
and in Melboume-a world circulation) 
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Hundreds of paratroopers fi ll the oir during the Riviera Invasion in late summer 
of 1944. Hitler 's defeat mode possible the present opportunity for preaching the 
gospel around the w orld. 

now, of about 400,OOO! And Still climb­
ing! And, more-Tbe Plain Truth in 
1944, published only every rwo monchs, 
was a mere 12 pages, whereas today's 
monthly publication is 48 pages in twO 
colors. Today's world-wide broadcaSting 
COstS many thousands of dollars weekly. 

In my talk to rhe businessmen at 
San Amonio, I read the Scripture tbat 
unless GOD builds the house, it is a vain 
effOrt. Tbis work is the building of 
GOD'S OWN HOUSE--His own Work. 
He is its Builder! That is why jt grows 
-and GRows-and GROW'S! 

When it started, in 1934, we were 
using 100 watts of radio power per 
week. A decade later, early 1944, we 
were using 91,000 wattS a week. Radio 
power was multiplied more tban 900 
times in ten years. Today it is more than 
22 million 1Uatt! of radio power weekly, 
or 240 times as much as 1944, less than 
twO additional decades later. 

Fierce Wolves Enter 

It was during these years-l943 and 
1944-thac we encountered anOther ex· 
perience to teach us that rhe Apostle 
Paul was prophetically inspired of GOD 
when he warned the elders and minis­
ters of the Church of God at Ephesus: 
"Take heed rherefore untO yourselves, 
and to all {he flock, over which the Holy 
Spirit hatb made you overseers, to feed 

the Church of God, which He hath pur­
chased with His own blood. For I know 
this, that after my departing shall griev­
ous wolves enter in among you, nOl; spar· 
ing the flock. Also of your. own selves 
shall men arise, speaking perverse things, 
to draw away disciples after {hem. There­
fore, watch ... " (ActS 20:28-31). The 
Moffatt rranslation renders ir "fierce 
wolves." 

During rhose years 1 made occasional 
visits to Hollywood co resutne daily 
broadcasting for a period of tWO to six 
weeks each time, on sration KMTR. 
Also, when there, I continued holding 
Sunday afrernoon services frequently at 
the Biltmore thearre or other large b~ls 
in Los Angeles. A former minister fre­
quently called at the scudio. He contin· 
ually assured me that he certainly did 
fully accept and agree with everything 
1 was preaching. As time went on, we 
became well acquainted. 

1 shall not mention this man's name. 
I do nOt wish to say anything that might 
reflect against any person-even though 
entirely true. This man has been dead 
several years now, anyway. As a result 
of the broadcasting, The Plait], Truth J 

and the personal meetings, a number of 
people were baptized in Los Angeles, 
and I formed them into a small local 
church. There were 23 ar (he Starr. I 
made this former preacher pascor of the

rin} Hock 111is, I beHevc. was in the 
aurumn of 1943 

Also our work paid his expenses 
up to Eugene, Oregon. and recum, to 

assisc me in an annual fall Festival of 
meetings we were holding in our litde 
church building in Eugene. This man 
had good personaliry, was friendly, flar· 
eered parents about their babies and 
children, and seemed well liked. 

A year larer I found rhe lirrle "church" 
I had gar he red roger her and rurned 
over co his shepherding had disime­
graced-except for one young woman 
who, 1 found, was no longer living a 
Christian life. I tried ro follow up some 
of rhe people, bur rhose I was able ro 
contact had formed an extreme dislike 
for chis "pastor" and refused ro attend 
his serv ices. N everrheiess, he came once 
again in rhe fall of 1944 ro Eugene for 
our fall Festival. 

1 have memioned before that the Sun­
day night evangelistic services held be­
ginning lace 1941 in Seattle and Everett, 
and personal work Mrs. Armstrong and 
I did in that area. had raised up a small 
church gcoup, which met in Everett. 
They purchased a fairly old small church 
building rhere. These Seanle and Everen 
people seemed to like the minister from 
Los Angeles, and during rhe 1944 Fesri­
val , ar[ended by rhis emire group as well 
as our local Oregon people, he succeeded 
in worming his way inca their affections. 

\Y/e had learned that this man was 
physically lazy. His wife, we learned 
JUSt prior co this Festival . had been sup­
porring him. She rold Mrs. Armstrong 
that he would condescend co water rhe 
lawn with the hose. provided he could 
SIT while holding rhe hose! Apparently 
she had given him an ultimacum to get 
a job preaching and supporr her, or she 
was going to refuse ro suppOrt him 
longer. She had been professionally em· 
ployed at ,",her good salary. So rhis 
man went on up to Evere[[, Washington, 
to become rhe PastOr of rhis lirde flock. 

N o sooner had he ingrariated himself 
in the affecrions of the "sheep" rhan he 
began "devouring" rhem. It began ap· 
pearing he did not believe very much 
of [he BIBLE rrmhs I h.d been preach­
ing, .her all. One ching he had firmly 
believed-before going to Evererr-was 
the Biblical reaching on tiching. This 
Evererr group were all tithers. They 
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averaged considerably better incomes 
than the others who were Co·\Vorkers 
wi[h me, sUPPof[ing God·s Work. In 
fact, about 25% of (he enrire income 
of [he work was being supplied by rhem. 

Bur, once established in Everett as 
their local PastOr, rhis man did a reverse­
twist in his doctrinal beliefs. Suddenly 
he did not believe in tithing any mOre. 
The proportionately big lump of income 
rhar kep[ God·s Wo[k alive suddenly 
s[Qpped. By now, of course, I only re­
ceived news from there indirectly, per· 
haps nm 100% .ccumely, bur rhe in­
dication was that the new "Pascor" did 
another reverse·[wist, and did once again 
revive rhe tithing system among these 
pe9ple-only rhis [ime i[ all wem to 

him. 
Soon weird and fanacical beliefs and 

practices. it was reponed, were being 
embraced among rhis group of people. 
The '·wolf' had been real hungry, and 
had devoured [he sheep. 

. . . Bu[ God's Work Marches On 

Bm when rhis large parcion of the 
financial suppOrt for the nation-wide 
work was cut off, we suffered no pangs 
of consternation or fear. We did pray 
and commit rhe problem to the HEAD 

of our work, the livit~g Jesus Chrisco 
And, somehow. che income for God's 
Work did no[ drop. I[ kepr righ[ on 
climbing- just as if we had never lost 
the Everett income. 

This experience did cause Mrs. Arm­
strong and me real sorrow to see those 

. we had come co love so dearly-among 
whom we had labored diligently for 
approxima<ely rhree years-fall by the 
wayside--cutting rhemselves off from 
GOD'S PRECIOUS WORK and thus from 
His true Church, which is His instru­
ment carrying on Goo's WORK. 

GOD has been building THIS muc­
ture which thunders His Message over 
every continem. Jesus Christ said: 
"Every plane, which my heavenly Farher 
hach nor plamed, shall be rooced up." 
Bur HE beg.n [his grea< Work, and of 
ir we read : "Thou wilt nor drop rhe 
work thou hast begun." Jesus Christ 
has never left nor forsaken us-He 
never will! 

1 oughr to add. in connection with 
chis Everett episode. rhat ir has come 
co our attemion rhat chere are some-
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nor necessarily connecred with rhose 
here referred co, in rhe Seattle area, who 
have claimed co be connected with [his 
work, but who are nat. 

We do have a minister in that area­
a competent and fully ordained minister, 
a graduare of Ambassador College-who 
is there to minisrer personally to any 
who desire counseling or Biblical ex· 
planation-bllt he is properly idemilied, 
and concaer can be made through our 
Pasadena World Headquarrers. 

I might also mendon, in this con­
necdon, chac we are gradually establish· 
ing fully consecrated, called, trained and 
ordained minisrers - Ambassador Col­
lege trained - in most areas of the 
Uniced Scares, Canada, Britain and 
Australia. 

But always BE SURE they are really 
representatives of THIS WORK, for truly 
many false prophecs are gone ouc into 
[he world-and ir is [he MANY who 
are deceived. If any reader desires co 
have a true Minister of Jesus Christ CO 

call, write to me, at any of the addresses 
for your parr of [he world li5[ed on 
page 2, borcom right.hand column. 

Next installment, you will read of

ful attitudes are developed. 

What ARE The Real Differences? 

There really are differences, of course! 
Bur those differences are purely PH'J.'$I· 
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OLOGICAL. They are in the physical 
make-up and muscular developmenr, 
rarher than really deep emocional and 
psychological differences! Let's under­
sland! lr is only when chi ldren have 
b;en made aware of some fabled "mys­
rcry" about the opposhe sex thac they 
become apprehensive of it. 

Normally innocent childish PLAY be­
comes, instead of open, friendly, en­
thusiastic and carefree enjoyment, an 
INTRIG UE! 1r becomes burdened wirh 
wonclermenr, with fears and embarrass­

mem, and wirh a natural desire to SAT­
ISFY CUIUOSITY! 

Make no mistake! FAR fron1 being a 

mere pUl1ctuation mark in the day of a 
child, his play periods (and the younger 
he is, the more heightened is the imens­
ity of jt) are, to In'm, the most impor­
tane parr of his day! 

A child wj ll fe 'veal himself in his 
play. His inner mOtives-his atricudes 
about his parents, his friends, coward 
many situat ions wi ll spontaneously burst 
forth-while be's playi1J,g! 

That's why it is so imponant ro GU IDE 
your children in HOW they play, in 
WHAT they play wid1, and wirh WHOM 
they play, and WHERE! 

If there is a rruly normal, natural, 
and GOO-LIKE attitude toward rhe sexes 
in the bome, and if rhe parents realize 
thar ch ildren should be CHILDREN, and 
are no! ([ying co force a lirtle girl to 

be a "lady" or a maCllfe woman, or a 
iircie boy CO be a "big man," then the 
child ren will play happily together in 
a really healrhy, wholesome attirude. 

WHAT KIND OF PLAY? 

But lct's get down to cases. What 
KIND of play should your children en­
gage in? 

Let's speak plainly! Ie is, believe it 
or nor-and shocking rhough ic may 
sound ro many of us in (his "modern 
worJd"-an ADOMINATION in God's 
sight co see li ttle children p laying WAR! 
To see a little child pointing ANYTHING, 
whether real gun, toy replica, or a sim­
ple piece of wood he picks up, at an­
other person, and pretending 10 s!;oot 
him is a hetnOlis SIN! It's WRONG! It 
should be STOPPED by parents who have 
fJl1'Y sense of love and responsibility 
coward their children! 

Furrher, the J011rCe of sllch play, such 
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as the TV aod magazines rhat mspire 
j[ should be removed! Then, rhe par­
ems should really EXPLAIN God's princi· 
p'es regarding killing. They should real­
ly impfeu upon rhe child the deadly 
SERIOUSNESS of ever even playfully 
PRETENDING to point a gun at someonel 

Then, AFTER ample instruction and 
guidance, infractions should be pun­
ished, The lesson must be learned! 

There are hundreds of varieties of 
play-THINGS being manufactured today, 
Perhaps it is not always true, bur rruly 
the greatest enjoyment a child seems to 
experience comes from plaY-NOT j US( 

with "things" bm with OTHER CHIL· 
DREN! Therefore, rhe groll.p type games 
are cenainly to be desired, There is 
nOt space to name all rhe games) or (he 
various tOys and manufactured articles 
available for children's play-bur Jets 
understand the underlying principles! 

God is not the author of CONFUSION 
(I Cor. 14: 33). Saran the Devil is! 
Remember, chen, that the carnal tend· 
ency in ch ildren will naturally tend 
toward confusion, toward garrulousness, 
coward destrfl,ction! 

Certainly children will break things, 
make mistakes, bt:come confused. But 
the type play in which they indulge 
should be ORDERLY! Ir should make 
sense, It should have an object to it­
and not merely be aimless wanderings, 
and hideous noises! 

NOtice! How o/Ien-have you observed 
children laughing in a si1l y fashion or 
making noises char are excessille? 
Noises that are not CONTROLLED) thar 
are "silly" and rhat lead coward nervous, 
upset, CONFUSION? Perhaps YOli have 
nor given it mllch thougbt before­
but trivial as ie may seem to some, th is 
is anOther very important opportunity 
to [each your children a lasting lesson! 

iet them know it's good CO express 
themselves-tO laugh loudly, openly, 
freely! I,s GOOD to be ENTHUSI ASTIC 
about their play! But even, jor children 
-it is NOT good [Q be in CONFUS ION, 
to be "si lly" or (Q be making hideous, 
uncontrollable noises.! 

Remember, God says "Foolishness is 
bOlmd in the heart of a child; but the 
rod of correction shall drive it far /1'om 
him·· (Prov. 22:15). 

So remember to encourage your chit· 
dren to PLAY IN A MANNER that is 
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orderly. Play orderly games-games with 
RULES to be fOllowed , such as hide­
and·seek, tag,'· and numerous others 
which children invent themselves! 

The ki1ld of play should always be 
CONstcuccive. It shou ld be ORDERLY, lr 
should be belleficitll both to rhe child 's 
mind and bis body. It sbould never be 
DANGEROUS, and it should NEVER BE 

UNSUPERVISED. 

WHEN Should Chi ldren Be 
Left To Themselves ? 

Some parents reason children need 
a rime when they Can get "off by them­
selves!" Buc do tbey, really ? 

Most assume the PLAY period is rhe 
time when children get together BY 
THEMSELVE'S! It is a "sacred" kind of 
"children's hour" in which adults are 

not co interfere! 
Nor true! There is NEVER a rime 

when a child should be LEFT TO HIM­
SELF! 

Nerice ic. ''The rod and reproof give 
wisdom., bur a ch ild left to billHelf 
bringeth his mOther to shame" ( Prov. 
29:15). 

When a child is PLAY ING is when 
he will evidence traits of selfishness, of 
vanity. of "foolishness" and ocher traits 
which should be corrected. It is only 
when the parent can observe, guide, and 
really control even the child's PLAY that 
the parem can be A wAlm of cerrain 
problems, or certain areas in which his 
( the parem's) training has been de­
ficient! 

Athletic directOrs are conscious of the 
face rhat rhe heat of vigorous SPOrtS and 
games, especially rhe competit ive ones, 
will quickly reveal basic attitudes. A 
person with NO BASIC DRIVE, with a 
lack of real ZEAL in tackling his prob­
lems will inevirably show that lack, and 
show ir PLAINLY in SPOrtS and games. 

So it is with child ren. 
Basic rraits of selfishness which JUay 

never be see-Il over [he dinner table will 
be observed readily in children's play. 

Nearly all child's games are at least 
mildly compecitive. It is in the spirit 
of RIGHT competition, tbe kind wbere 
one player does not PREVENT [he other 

from doing his best, thar many really 
GOOD and C(J1lJt1'1lctive habits can be 
caught. 

Realizing, then, that simple PLAY 
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can be a very valttable method of TEACH­

ING your children-lec's understand chat 

children should nor simply be turned 
Out of doors, and left to fend for mem­
selves! 

This is perhaps one of the greatest 
infractions of good child-rearing princi­
ples! 

OJ cOil,rse a parem cannOt "warch" a 
child CONSTANTLY! But supervision 
docs DO[ mean merely watc/:;h~g con­
scantly-it means starting cheif play in 
the right direction-it means inst'met­
ing in where [Q play, how co play, with 
wbom to play, and ·tuhet~ to qltit playing. 
It means having the parent look in on 
the children from time to time during 
theif play-it means CHECKING UP on 

them frequendy. 
Bur, sad to say, there are millions 

upon millions of children learning 
abominable practices today, because in­
stead of really mpervised play, they are 
merely "turned out to pasture" like any 
animal! Their parents don't know 
WHERE THEY ARE during major por­
rions of rhe day or nighr. They don't 
know WITH WHOM they are, or WHAT 
they are doing! 

No--even in PLAY, a child should 
never be lefr ro himself! 

Is Play Only For Children? 

Another false concept is chat chil­
dren's play cannOt: be encroached upon 
by adultS! 

Misguided psychologists assume chil­
dren want to get away from their par­
ents-roar rhey wish "Daddy wouldn't 
interfere" in their games. 

This is simply uncrue! Children 
should be able ro play, and play OFTEN 

'With their own parents.' 
The father who will frolic with his 

children, play hide-and-seek wiro rhem, 
run with them, play catch and various 
forms of ball wirh rhem, will find his 
children really LOVE ro play wirh "Dad!" 
Not ALL the time, or to the exclusion 
of other children their own age, of 
course-but from time to time, they 
will acrually CHOOSE to play wirh their 
parents instead of children theiI own 
age! 

Parenrs should nor play like children. 
They should nor descend in dignity. 
Bur rhey cerrainly SHOULD play with 
their children. TIley'll find rheir chil-
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drcn will love chem even morc for it. 
\X7ben is (he time for Dad ro play 

wid, his children? Well--<ertainly OOt 

by calling them home from the middle 
of an inreresting game with a few 
neighbor children ( IF all arher consid­
erations are normal, such as type game, 
rype children, ere.). 

The time should be spontaneotIJ­
whenever Dad really feels like it-and 
when he wants to enjoy playing with 
his children, nor just fulfill a "duty" 
roward rhem, and ir should be often! 

WHERE Should Children Play? 

Thousands of parenrs do not know 
where theif children play during the 
day. They c01lld be on rhe railroad 
cracks, 00 a raft in the river, on the 
para per of a high building, or in rhe 
streee, for all the parems know. 

Cao we ger rhe poinr? ChildIen 
should play in an area where their 
parents can supervise them, an area thac 
is CLOSE to their home, or, if farther 
aVlay, a completely SAFE area, and one 
that is supervised by competent per· 
sonnei, such as playground managers, 
teachers, or other responsible adults, 

Too often, rhe child comes home 
tired from play, and Mother asks, 
"Where WERE you all afrernoon?" The 
child gives half an answer, and rhe 
mother seems satisfied, 

Probably, rhe child was wirh neighbor 
children-and so "Mom" asswnes all is 
well. 

Bur is ie, really? WHERE was the child 
playing? Was it in an area conducive [0 

wholesome, healrhy, orderly games and 
SP0Irs? Or was it in an area, and with 
the rype children, that would result in 
Jeri-ottJ Irotl-ble? 

If children wanr ro go ro a public 
park or playground, rhe parems should 
accompany them there rhe first time, 
LOOK OVER the area, and instruct the 

children on HOW to play rhere. The 
child should never be allowed ro play 
there alone, or even with a group of 
children, u11less the play area is super­
vised by responsible personnel the 
parent KNOWS! 

How many kidnappings, with sadistic, 
beasdal SEX crimes have there been late­
ly, involving little children, who were 
allowed to BE OUT ON THEm OWN, 

away from their parents, in a public 
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area? What a· tragedy! Make sure it 
doesn 'r bappen ro YOUR child. KNOW 

where he is playing at all times! 

WITH WHOM Should 
Children Play? 

Your child should play wirh roe 
children whose parents you KNOW, or 
else with ocher sd1001 children AT 

SCHOOL, and in supervised areas at spec­
ified dmes! 

When ir is purely "neighborhood" 
dlildren with whom your child wants 
co play-you should make it a point 
co KNOW the Other children, KNOW 
their parents. Know something of their 
moral character, and their principles. 

Many people are VERY CAREFUL 

about the kind of OOGS their favorite 
purebred per is around, bur rhey will 
indiscriminately allow their precious 
cbildren ro play wirh pracrically ANY­

ONE-in a place they know Dot where! 
If yom child wanrs to go to the 

neighbor's yard ro play-let him-IF 
you know the neighbors, you KNOW 

[heir children, and you KNOW the area 
in which rhey'll be playing! 

And then, ONLY IF YOU KNOW THE 

PARENTS OF THE OTHER CHILD WILL 

BE SUPERVISING THEiR PLAY! 

If you du NOT knnw rhese rhings­
then invite the neighbor children to 

YOUR yard! 
It's a whole lot safer! 
Why nar be careful wirh YOUR chil­

dren-and know where they are, and 
what they're doing-and know the 
same things about the neighbors' chil· 
dren as well, rather chan be in ignorance 
of rhe whole rhing? 

We aU know rhar MOST children 
learn MOST of whar rhey supposedly 
"know" about che "facts of life" from 
OTHER CHI LDREN of slighrly older age! 

WHY? Simply because they are indis­
criminacely allowed co be in areas, and 
wich the type children, where they have 
access CO smut, and Sex experimentation. 
\Xfhat a shameful piry to see the twisted 
perverr peddle his pornography, his 
heinous habit of DOPE ADDICTION right 
00 rhe high-school grounds in our 
United States-and parents finding 
their children are PERVERTED, or DOPE 

addicts, barely in their reens! 
Can we understand? PROTECT your 

children. Don't be "overprOtective" [Q 
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the point of suppressing ALL inde­
pendence as they gradually grow and 
become capable of being a little mQ[e 
self-reliant. But don'[ go to the other 
extreme, and leave them to shift for 
themselves in a rauen, hideous jungle 
of a society filled with terrifying horrors 
unrealized in your worst nightmares! 

fn summary, then, begin to look up­
on your child's PLAY period as a VlTAL 
PART OF HIS TRAJNrNG! 

USE the play times to teach valuable 
lessons. Teach unselfishness, sportsman­
ship, cleanliness, orderliness, self-reliance 
(with special emphasis on reliance on 
GOD over self!) and real dependabili[y! 

Get your children interested in con­
structive crafts and hobbies as they 
grow. 

Help [hem to become interested in 
animals and wildlife. Help them to be­
come interested in growing things-in 
the helpful, constructive, illteresti1]"g 
activities thar are in every way upbuild­

ing, and nOt JUSt whiling away of time! 

Then, '''ATCH your children play. 
Frequendy, chey'll want to show you 
some new thing they've learned­
whether how ro throw a ball or how 
to play hopscotch-and yOU will leam 
more abom your children, and you'll 
learn ez-e1l more abom where they need 
your help and instruction!

We don't advocate such violent solu­
tions, of course! Bur it illustrates a point! 

This man was going to solve the 
problem! Even though ul1wise in HOW 
he did it, he was going to DO some­
thing about it!

Or will YOll have to sell your set to 
help you overcome your weakness?
