Two main factOrs characterize our 
present-day weather-EXTREMISM and 
COMPLETE UNPREDICfABIL ITY! Drought 
condidons are broken overnight by tor­
rential rains, producing rampaging 
floods. Temperatures plummet 50 or 60 
degrees in a matter of hours, only to 
rise from sub-zero depths to above 
freezing marks, ofren on the following 
day. 

This winter has been the worst in 
Great Britain in nearly 300 years.' Geog­
raphy Professor Gordon Manley in lon­
don reports that nor since 1684-and 
that is almost a cefJ,W,y before the 
i12depemlence of the U1Z.ited States­
have the British Isles taken such a beat­
ing. 

Cecil Tibbict, an amateur forecaster 
from T erring con, St. Clement, England, 
who accurately predicted the bitter cold 
wave last September, says the coming 
summer months will nOt provide any 
relief. He says they will be It/Jot/er that/, 
we've ever seen. People will be dying 
from the heat and it will be anything 

from 80 to 100 degtees in the shade." 
Tibbitt also predicts "water rationing in 
Britain by June." (United Press Inter­
national release, February 3, 1963. Em­
phasis mine throughout article.) 

Hoc, scorching summers, frigid, 
death-dealing winters! 

You may not have realized it, but 
never before in recent history has there 
been such a concentration of cold 
weather. "The coldness of the present 
winter throughout the free world," re­
ported the New York Times on January 
24, 1963, "has been UNPARALLELED, 

UNEXAMPLED, and UNPRECEDENTED in 
the memory of veteran observers." 

Let's Understand Why 

It is time that we fI,.12derstand what 
chese totally abnormal conditions mean. 
Few people will admit that the Bible has 
anything to do with present-day world 
problems.

brought, the good news of the Kingdom 
-the reign-of God. Next, verse 6, He 
said there would come "wars and 
rumours of wars." What could more ac­
curately pinpoint our cold-war era, with 
its constant eruption of "brushfire" wars, 
fought under the conStant overhanging 
threat of all-out nuclear annihilation? 

Now notice verse 7-"and chere shall 
be FAMINES and PESTILENCES and earth­
quakes in divers places." Famines and 
pestilences are the direct results of dis­
aSters in the weather, especialJv droughts, 
Boods-and FREEZING COLD. Few have 
thought of this latter factOr before. Not 
until the devastating Florida and Gulf 
Coast freeze this December had people 
realized what a death-dealing blow a 
wide-spread freeze can deal to agricul­
ture and to the economy of a nation. 

Wiped out almost overnight was 80% 
of Florida's $500 million citrus crop. 
Destroyed were 78 MILLION BOXES OF 

FRUIT! Think of that fantastic figure! 
AltOgether 78 million boxes! Do you 
remember the last Florida freeze, in the 
wimer of 1957-1958? That cold spell 
destroyed well ,,,nder half this amount! 

Throughout other pam of the South, 
agriculture losses were heavy. Unhar­
vested autumn vegetables in 50urh Texas 
were declared by Agriculture Depan· 
ment officials as a total loss. Livestock 
was also hard hit. In Alabama, broiler 
growers alone suffered damages up to $3 
miUion dollars. The governor of Ala­
bama urged that his State be declared a 
disaster area. 

The same alarming conditions are pre-

vailing in Europe. Winter C.,ops in 
somhem F.,am;ej Italy and 1tJua/ly umny 
Sardinia have been almost wiped out. 
Farmers in the Marmande region of 
France reponed almost 100 per cent 
losses in cabbage, cauliflower and car­
rots. 

Hitting Your Pockerbook! 

Wherever you happen CO live, you 
have already noticed the effects of the 
disastrous freeze . Such items as oranges, 
grapefruits, tangarines, tomatoes, green 
peppers and cucumbers are selling for 
nearly twice as much as a year ago in 
some sections of the United States. 
Prices on some produce have even 
uipled. 

Not only that, the quality of the 
fruits and vegetables surviving the 
freeze has been very poor in many in­
stanceS. Said one wholesaler concerning 
his market, "I've never seen a worse 
situation, and I've been buying for 30 
yeats. It·s as though the juice was pulled 
right back inca the tree." 

Another vital poim CO remember is 
that the effects of a bitterly cold winter 
such as we are now experiencing do not 
StOp with rhe first sign of spring, but 
rather intensify. Heavy snow cover, un­
able to seep into the frozen soil, melts 
fast under the first good spring thaw. 
Result--devastating multi-million dol1ar 
run·off floods and a lowering of the 
underground water cable at the same 
time. 

Make no mistake about it. What you 
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are now witnessing is nOt only one of 
the worst winters in history, bl# also a 
ground-laying pbase of ,be horrible 
famines and diseaJe epidemics proph· 
esied to OCCt"'" in tbe near !utt".,e.' 

Just How Bad Has It Been? 

Let's take a quick review of JUSt what 
has happened so far in this violent win· 
cer of 1962-1963. Not in living memory 
has the weather map presented such an 
incredible picture of nacion·wide record 
low temperatures. Fantastic 50 below 
zero readings were recorded in Wis­
consin and parrs of the Mountain Srates; 
an almost incomprehensible 40 below at 
Cresco, l owa---wich tWO Other Iowa 
tOwns, Decorah and Elkader, not far 
behind with respective marks of 38 be­
low and 34 below. Des Moines .,esidentJ 
Stlffered through 17 Jtraight day! of Stlb­
zero .,eadingSj matching a 51-year-old 
record. 

America's Southwest has rarely if ever 
seen such a winter. A marrow-freezing 
39 below stunned Las Vegas

j 
New Mex­

ico. Maverick, Arizona recorded the 
lowest temperature in the history of thar 
scare, with a-37°. 

In the South the chilling statistics 
become almost unbelievable. Somerset, 
Kentucky, registered a 28 below reading, 
while Kingston Springs, T e1znessee re­
corded an unofficial minus 30. 

Still further south, a record low for 
this century was set in Arlanta, where 
residents of the Georgia metropolis 
shivered in -3 degree weather. Tupelo,

eral places have been record snowfalls. 
"O,le of the 1uorst blizzards of modern 
times," as the UPI expressed it-piling 
snow up ro 20 feet high, and pushed 
along by 75-mjle-an-hour-wjnds-butied 
sections of nonhern Maine and New 
Hampshire in late December. The 
"Bangor Daily News" was forced ro 
temporarily suspend publication-the 
firSt time that had happened in its eo­
tire 12S-year hiStory. 

"Heat-Wave" In Alaska 

While the bulk of the United States 
was a vericable icebox, Juneau, Alaska 
recorded a "balmy" 33 above, and 
Anchorage had a plus 32. 

And California-for a while, at least 
-wished it had some of New York 
State's snow for its barren Sierra Nevada 
peaks, as it suffered through the driest 
'Year of its history. An outdoor tennis 
rournamem instead of the normal winter 
sparr life was staged at Squaw Valley, 
site of the 1960 Olympics. The desire 
for precipitation wasn't long in being 
fulfilled, oVERful-filled, that is, as torren­
tial rains soon shattered the drought in 
the norehern hall of the State and neigh­
boring Nevada. The rampaging waters 
of the Truckee River surged through 
the streets of Reno. Homes had to be 
evacuated in the famous wine [Own of 
Napa, California, and other localities of 
the Bay Area. 

As the massive from moved inward 
to drench the whole western third of the 
nation, disaster signals went up from 
communities in Utah and southern Idaho 
as well. 

Yes, there is no balance whatsoever 
in our present weather patterns. We 
suffer through drought, only to be greet­
ed with near-monsoon rains. 

And World-Wide 

Europe has been suffering through 
weather equalling, and some areas sur· 
passing, that experienced in Nonh 
America. let's see JUSt a few of the 
ourscanding news releases JUSt as they 
were received here in the Ambassador 
College News Bureau over the wires of

United Press International. "Critical fuel 
shortages were repocred today all over 
Western Europe, refrigerated since 
Christmas by a cold wave which in some 
places was the 1uorst ·hl- nearly 300 
years. 

"Communist-held Eastern Europe also 
had its difficuhies. Snow-smothered Bul­
garia proclaimed a state of emergency. 
East Germany closed non-essential fac­
tories and drafted employee~ for emer­
gency service as miners, truck drivers 
and power workers .... 

"In Rorterdam, where heavy ice had 
given drinking water a salty tinge, fresh 
water could be obtained only on a doc­
tor's prescription. Some gondoliers in 
Venice had to be rescued from ice 6 
inches thick." 

AnOther dispatch from london, same 
date, reponed the following: 

·'Europe's bitter cold wave, one of the 
worst known, darkened Buckingham 
Palace Wednesday and cracked water 
pipes in the once balmy cities of Rome 
a11d Naples . ... Twenty dead were coum· 
cd in Italy, some in unheated homes 
and others who tried ro sray with their 
outdoor jobs. Sicily's palm trees stood in 
] 8 in. of 11/.010. Schools were closed in 
hundreds of Italian villages .... 

·'Britain had zero temperatures in the 
night and moved inco a new record with 
its 34th day of freezing weacher. Truck 
drivers lit fires under their vehicles to 
thaw them OUt. On one highway near 
London the spectacle was described by 

an autOmobile association patrolman as 
like a barbecue .... 

"The sea froze along the British shore 
in places. At SouthamptOn, fish were 
caught and frozen in the ice, their heads 
jutting Out. Starving seabirds swooped 
down to peck at them." 

And 75-Foot Waves! 

Still another news release, same date : 
LONDON, Jan. 24, 1963 (UPI)-"A 

hurricane swept through (he Strait of 
Gibraltar today at 111 mites all hour, 
dealing fresh damage and misery to the 
European cominent suffering from the 
worst wimer of the ceorury. No fatali­
ties were reponed from the hurricane, 
but 75-foot waves prevented rescuers 
from reaching the 120 passengers and 
crewmen aboard the Spanish ship 
Ciudad de Tarifa which went aground 
near Gibraltar." 

And from Eastern Europe: 
LONDON, Jan. 23, 1963 (UPI)-"A 

state of emergency has been declared in 
Bulgaria because of devastating S·flOW­

falll which have blocked all main roads 
and thoroughfares, Radio Sofia said 
today. The radio said comm ittees are 
being formed all over Bulgaria to clear 
roads and highways to prevent ground 
transportation from coming to a com­
plete halt." 

Rivers, Canals Freeze in Europe 

The European cold spell has been so 
severe that the German section of the

Danube River froze over for 150 miles) 
a phe1]'07ne1Z011. never before observed in 
this ce'llt1I.ry. Another iSO-mile stretch 
of the Danube from BudapeSt, Hungary 
down to the Yugoslav frontier also froze. 

Nine hu.ndred ships and ba·rges were 
stuck in Europe's largest inland harbor 
at Duisburg, West Germany. 

Throughouc the bartered cominent, 
food and fuel supplies have diminished. 
T he frozen rivers and canals have pre­
vented the transpon of coal and fuel oil 
needed to hea t homes and power in­
duStry. By January 30, public housing 
coal reserves in France had shrunk co a 
seven-day supply. Special coal trains 
were rushed co tOwns in southwestern 
France, bue several became snowbound. 
On one particulru: day, only half the 
normal supply of fru its and vegetables 
arrived in Paris, with much of it being 
damaged by the freezing cold. 

In The Netherlands, planes of the 
Royal D utch Ait Fotce dropped food, 
fuel and medical supplies to villages iso­
lated by snow in the nonhern provinces. 

Frenzied W ild Animals 

Wild animals, tOO, are feel ing the 
effects of rhe unprecedented cold spell. 
Reporred (he United Press Incernational 
on January 30: "Starved and half-frozen 
wolves hung about the (Own of Miano) 
haly and have become a common sight 
in populated areas southeast of Rome. 

. - . 
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The animals ki lled more than 100 sheep 
in Hungary on the plains near the Theiss 
River. Budapest Radio said the wolves 
were driven by the extreme cold and 
snow from their native Carpathian 
Mounrains in Poland." 

Another UPI disparch, rhis one dated 
February 3, said: "Half-starved wolves 
roamed down from the hills to lurk 
around built-up areas in haly, France, 
Hungary and Yugoslavia, and yesterday 
attacked wild bears i1]' a spectacu.la·r bat­
tle over food near A ccettt/.ra, Italy/' 

The wincer has been so severe in the 
Austrian highlands that officials claim 
that IS per cent of the wildlife in the 
Austrian Alps has perished so far. The 
province of Cari'lJ.thia alone has cott.nted 
15,000 deer frozen to death. 

Just as this is being written a new 
cold wave is sweeping across Brimin 
and {he Continent. Even the normally 
snowless Spanish capital of Madrid has 
been virrually paralyzed by heavy snows 
which have severely d isrupted telephone 
communications, So fat Europe's worSt 
cold wave of the century has been re­
sponsible for the deaths of more than 
1,500 persons. 

In the Orient, Too 

The cold is by no means limited CO 

the Western H emisphere and Europe. 
Blizzards, avalanches and tidal waves 

Throughout Communist East Europe, 
non-essential faccories were shut down 
to conserve limited fuel supplies. Even 
in London's famed Piccadilly Circus, the 
bright neon signs were blacked Out one 
night {O help stave off an impending 
coal shon age.

The severe Siberian cold, complicated 
by high winds, has created dangerous 
fire hazards in the many "paper cities" 
of Japan. In Tokyo alone, reported the 
UPI, a record 1,000 fires have oc­
curred. Eighty-seven persons have died 
so far from weather-caused factors in 
the Asian nation. 

But, In the Southern Hemisphere 

In Australia, by contrast, ranchers in 
Northern Queensland have been having 
their hands full battling a continuous 
drought. "The fierce heat, on top of 
years of drought in the worst hit areas, 
is forcing graziers into a desperate bat­
tle to keep stock alive." ... At Quilpie, 
local United Grazier's Association 
branch president Mr. Murray Pegler 
said: "Such hot conditions for Novem­
ber, together with an absence of feed, 
have never occurred previouIly 10 my 
knowledge" (The Brisbane Sunday Mail, 
November 18, 1962 ) . 

In southernmost South America the 
story is the same. "RepOrl! from Argen­
lina were of Ihe wow drought of Ihe 
century" (UPI, January 27,1963). 

There is no need to go further listing 
tragedy after tragedy_ By the time you 
read this, more will have happened. 
What we need to realize is that all these 
worsening, chaotic conditions-as bad as 
they are now-are still only the begin­
ning of yet future imagination-defying 
catastrophic upheavals in namre. After 
Christ gave His warning signs in 
Matthew 24 He added "All these are the 
beginning of sorrows/I

the sky. Read this for yourself in 
Leviticus 26 and Deuteronomy 28. 

Most Bible prophecy is dual. The 
horrible penalties of disobedience listed 
in these twO chapters, and also tbe first 
chapter of Joel, not only are prophetic 
for the near furure (compare Lev. 26:23 
and Deut. 28:64 with the latter part of 
Ezek. 5: 12-practically the same word­
ing), but they were inflicted upon an­
cient Israel exactly as predicted when 
they rebelled against God. 

One amazing account of ancient 
Israel's destruction has been preserved 
for us by the Greek historian Dionysius, 
a native of Halicarnassus. Born around 
54 B.C., Dionysius wenr to Rome about 
30 B.C. He specialized in the srudy of 
the early peoples who dwelt on the 
shores of, and conrroHed the sea routes 
of, the Mediterranean. Among his many 
writings, Dionysius commented on 
events surrounding the time of the fall 
of the House of Israel. 

Our ancestors anciently controlled the 
sea-just as they do today. For that 
reason Dionysius called the ancient 
Israelites who settled on the shores of 
the Mediterranean "Sea Peoples"­
Pelasgians in Greek. 

Noce what Dionysius says about these 
people: 

'The Pelasgians"-the ancient Greek 
name for the House of Israel-"after 
conquering a large and fertile region, 
taking over many towns and building 
others, made great and rapid progress, 
becoming populous, rich and in every 
way prosperous. Nevertheless, they did 
not long enjoy their prosperity, but at 
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the moment when they seemed to all the 
world to be in the most flourishing COQ­
dition [exactly the position of post-war 
United States] they were viIited by di­
vine wrath, and some of them were 
destroyed by calamities inflicted by the 
hand of Heaven, others by their bar­
barian neighbors . ... 

"The first cause of the desolation of 
their cities seemed to be a drought which 
laid waSte the land [Lev. 26: 19, 26; 
Deut. 28:24; Joel 1:12], when neither 
any fruit remained on the trees till it 
was ripe, bur dropped while Still green 
[Deur. 28:4O-exactly as has happened 
in OUR winter fruit areas in America 
and Europe], nor did such of the seed 
corn as sent up shoots and flowered 
stand for the usual period till the ear 
was ripe, nor did sufficient grass grow 
for the cattle [Joel 1: 18]; and of the 
waters some were no longer fi t to drink, 
others shrank during the summer, and 
others were totally dried up [Joel 1:20]. 
And like misfortunes attended the off­
spring both of cattle and of women 
[Deur. 28: 18]. For they were either 
abortive or died at birth, some by their 
death destroying also those that bore 
them; and if any gOt safely past the 
danger of their delivery. they were 
either maimed or defective or, being 
injured by some Other accident, were 
not fit to be reared. 

"The rest of the people also, par­
ticularly 'those in the prime of life, were 
afflicted with many unusual diseases and 
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uncommon deaths [Deut. 28:35,60,61; 
how descriptive of our society today]. 
But when they asked the oracle what 
god or divinity they had offended to be 
thus afHicted and by what means they 
might hope for relief, the god answered 
that, although they had obtained what 
they desired, they had neglected to pay 
what they had promised, and that the 
things of greatest value were stilI due 
from them." 

Dionysius then elaborated on how tbe 
Israelites-Pelasgians in Greek-had nOt 
been faithful in rendering their full 
financial responsibilities to their God. 
Our almost total neglect of this same 
responsibility co God is one of the 
major reasons for our impending doom. 
Notice what God says in Malachi 3 :8-9: 
"Will a man rob God? Yet ye have 
robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have 
we robbed thee? In tithes and offerings. 
Ye are cursed with a curse: for ye have 
robbed me, even this whole nation.'J

after Christ has shown us GRACE? 

Let's let the BIBLE answer-NOT the 
ideas of men! 

Paul was inspired to write, "What 
then? Shall we SIN (that is, shall we 
BREAK ANY ONE OF GOD'S TEN COM­
MANDMENTS] because we are not under 
the law, but under grace? God forbid!" 
(Rom. 6:15). There is the BIBLE 
answer! Paul plainly reveals that we 
must not think we may SIN, that we can 
ignore, or live contrary to God's Ten 
Commandments, just because God has 
shown us some of His great MERCY! 

WHY did God have to show us His

It is the 
unlimited mercy of our God-the un­
earned, unmerited PARDON of our God, 
when we mtally repent, of our past sins! 

"In whom (Christ) we 
have redemption through His blood, the 
forgiveness of sins} according [Q the 
riches of HIS GRACE!" (Eph. 1:7). 

Grace, then, is God's loving willing­
ness to forgive us of our past situ.' 

The Modern Deception 

Even before tbe close of the New 
Testament canon, Almighty God in­
spired Jude to write, "Beloved, when 1 
gave all diligence to write uaro you 
of the common salvation, it was needful 
for me to write unto you, and exhort 
you that you should earnestly contend 
for the faith which was once delivered 
umo the saints, For there are certain 
men crept in unawares, who were before 
of old ordained to this condemnation, 
ungoldly men, turning the grace of our 
God into lasciviousness, and denying the 
only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus 
Christ" (Jude 3,4) . The actual HISTORY 
of what happened from that time to this 
is now available! Remarkable, almost 
unbelievable discoveries are rapidly be­
ing made which shall amply PROVE that, 
true to the prophecies of your Bible, 
certain men DID creep in "unawares"­
men who DELIBERATELY, with planned 
forethought, attempted to undermine the 
pure truth of God which was once de· 
livered to the saints, 

This, remember, was a prophecy of 
many cencuries ago!

They have be­
come convinced chat they have been a 
"sinner"-which 1{'sually means a person 
who has lived an Ilunrighteous life,') To 
most, an "unrighteous life" merely means 
having various "worldly" habits and in­
terests, perhaps attending motion picture 
theatres, dancing, drinking, or playing 
cards, It may even involve the various 
modes and styles of apparel. There are 
dozens of different categories in the 
minds of men as to what actually con­
stitutes SIN! But whether it involves 
various of these habits, indulgences, or 
"worldly ac(s"-most professing Chris­
tians would say that conversion, to them, 
means "living for God," It means living 
a "good" life, rather than an "evil" life, 
Ir means to think "good" thoughts, 
rather than thinking "evil" thoughts. In 
a SOrt of vague, nebulous way, most pro­
fessing Christians realize there must be 
a certain change in their lives when they 
"repent" or receive, or accept Christ, 

To most--GRACE is the STATE of a 
Christian who is rtliving for God,PI 
GRACE has come to falsely mean, to 
most professing Christians, a CONDITION 
of the INDlVIDUAL, rather than a QUAU· 
IT of God! 

In other words, instead of understand­
ing the true meaning of the word grace 
as revealed in your Bible, MANY of you 
have come to feel that GRACE is merely 
a Biblical term which vaguely means 
the Christian is in a "saved" condidon! 
It means that God has smiled on the 
individual, "chosen" him, put him 
"under grace" and made him a "Chris· 
tian." 

How have YOU thought about it? 
Have you ever really been clear on 

the subject? Have you ever been able to 

really track down, in your own Bible, 
your beliefs regarding your present state? 
Have you ever really proved, in your 
OW1/. Bible, the true meaning-that is, 
the BIBLE meaning--of SIN? 

Lec's clear the air! Let's not be COn­
fused! Let's corne to understand! 

What Repentance Is 

"REPENT YB therefore, and be con­
verted!" (ActS 3: 19), said the Apostle 
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Peter, To be converted means to be 
CHANGED! 

This change of which the Bible speaks 
is far from a nebulous or vague SOrt of 
change. It is a very definitely described 
change, acorn plete and toral change, a 
change that God requires in every facet 
of your individual lives! Jesus said, "Ex­
cept you REPENT, ye shall all likewise 
perish!" (Luke 13:3, 5). 

To repent means to be deeply broken 
up and sorry over having SINNED! Peter 
continued, as you read in Acts 3: 19, 
", , , and be converted, that your SINS 
may be blotted out, when the times of 
refreshing shall come from the presence 
of the Lotd." 

Surely everyone of you know that 
Jesus Christ died for the express purpose 
of taking upon Himself our sins? Surely 
you all know, as a matter of basic, prac· 
tical, Biblical FACT, that the SINNER 
must call upon Almighty God to apply 
the sacrifice of Jesus Christ in order to 
FORGIVE his sins? 

David, experiencing the real depths 
of repentance, cried Out, "Have mercy 
upon me, Oh God, according to thy 
loving kindness, according unto the 
multitude of thy tender mercies BLOT 
OUT my transgressions, 

"Wash me thoroughly from my 
iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin.''' 
(Ps. 51:1, 2.) 

David was calling for the MERCY of 
God. He was pleading with God to ex­
tend GRACE because of his past sins, 
Later, David said, "Oh how love 1 thy 
law! It is my meditation all the day" 
(Ps. 119:97). 

When you REPENT-you repent of 
having SINNED! And to repent from sin 
means nOt only to be tOtally broken up 
and sorry over having sinned-it means 
to come to a deep resolve and determina­
tion, with the help of God's Holy Spirit, 
NOT TO SIN AGAIN! 

Never forget-what is sin? "Sin IS 
the transgression of the law" (I John 
3:4) . 

WHEN you have torally repemed and 
been forgiven, then God says "Let not 
sin therefore reign in your mortal body, 
that you should obey it in the lust there­
of. Neither yield ye your members as 
instruments of unrighteousness untO sin, 
but yield yourself untO God ... for sin 
shall not have dominion over '}OU, for 
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you are not under the law but under 
GRACE" (Rom. 6: 12-14) . 

Do you see? A repentant person is a 
person who has been SORRY that he has 
sinned! That means he is torally con­
victed of having broken God's law, is 
sorry that he has broken God's law, and 
has now determined, with God's help, 
never to break God's Jaw again! 

Paul goes on to answer a question 
which might immediately arise in the 
minds of some who do nOt KNOW the 
meaning of the term "grace." He says, 
in the scripture immediately following 
the one you juSt read, "What then? Shall 
we SIN because we are nOt under the 
law, but under grace? God forbid!" 
(Rom. 6:15). 

Can you now really begin to see? 
When your Bible speaks of being 

"under the law," it means, by its very 
context} under the IIPENALTY OF" the 
!awl-not obedience to the law. To 
obey the law is to be "within the law." 
To sin--disobey-is co become "under 
the law." 

How Sinners Are Justified! 

Another very important clarification 
of terms is to come to understand the 
meaning of the word "justified." 

Why is it that many of you have not 
really KNOWN the plain tmth about such 
terms as "grace," "justification," "sancti­
fication," "redemption," conversion, 
"dedication," "confirmation;' and other 
such "theological-sounding" terms? 

Simply because there has been a 
GREAT CONSPIRACY to deliberately CON­
FUSE these terms in the minds of people 
-keeping the precious truth of Almighty 
God abom the most important subject 
in your life-that of your personal SAL­
VATION-obscured behind spiritual 
drunkenness! 

To many people, JUSTIFICATION 
means vaguely the same thing "grace" 
has meant to so many thousands of de­
ceived persons. It means, ro many de­
ceived ones, a "condition" PERMANENT­
LY attributed to a Christian. 

Many people think once a person is 
"justified" he is "MADE RJGHT" from 
then on! But this is simply untrue. 

Again, let's go to the only SOURCE to 

understand these all-important points. 
"For not the hearers of the law are 

just before God, but the doers of the law 
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SHALL BE justified" (Rom. 2: 13) . 
But how could this be? Simple. It is 

just as Almighty God says. It is only 
those who not only hear, but actually 
DO and PERFORM the laws of Almighty 
God, just as Jesus said they should in 
the Sermon on the Mount (Matt. 5: 19) 
who shall be justified! 

J have heard my father, Mr. Herbert 
W. Armstrong, say many times "God 
will not save a single person he cannor 
GOVERN!" While there is no scripture 
which says these words auecrly-chere 
are many scriptures which uphold this 
basic principle by direct inference. The 
one you have JUSt read is a very good 
exam pIe. Those who have now come to 

stand in awe and in fear of the holy 
LAWS of God, and do now realize they 
have been convicted of sins in the sight 
of those laws, have now become tota11y 
REPENTANT of having broken those 
laws, shall BE-as a resl~lt of their re­
pentance-justified! 

Justification is nOt a pe·ymanent "con­
dition" of a Christian. It has ro do with 
the removal and the forgiveness of past 
guilt. 

Justified by LAW? 

God plainly says that the works of 
the law, the works and the deeds of the 
law-any Imv-whether the Ten Com­
mandments or ANY OTHER law, will not 
justify anyone! "Therefore we conclude 
that a man is justified by faith wirhout 
the deeds of the law" (Rom. 3:28). 

Of course! God did not say in Romans 
2: 13 that it is by the doing of the law 
that individuals can be justified. He 
merely said that those who are willing 
co 00 His holy laws, are those who are 
now eligible for such justification! 

Justification comes as God's free lov­
ing gift, through the quality of God 
which is called "grace." 

Notice it "being justified freely BY 
HIS GRACE rhrough the redemption that 
is in Christ Jesus" (Rom. 3:24). 

But neither justification nor grace are 
a "condition" of a Christian whkh shall 
be perpemally attributed to him. The 
Apostle Paul, foreseeing this confusion 
and deliberate conspiracy to obliterate 
the plain tcuth of this simple doctrine, 
went on co say "whom God hath set 
forch to be a propitiation through faith 
in His blood, to declare His righteous-
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ness for the REMISSION OF SINS THAT 
ARE PAST through the forebearance 
[grace) of God" (Rom. 3:25). 

Could anything be plainer? GRACE is 
not a PERMANENT "condition" of a 
Christian, but is a quality of Almighty 
GodJ expressed toward a repentant sin­
ner who now realizes his guilt before 
God's law, and now wants, with all his 
heart, soul and mind, to OBEY God's 
laws and principles! 

Justification is not a permanent flcon_ 
dition" of a Christian, bur is the imme­
diate condition at the exact TIME of 
his tOtal repentance and surrender to 

God; that is, justification is the "CON­
DITION" of the newly repentant sinner 
which is the RESULT of God's grace! 

Neither grace nor justification comes 
BY the works of God's law. They do not 
come by obedience to God's law, or to 
any other law. 

Rather, your Bible plainly shows} that 
God will extend His unmerited pardon, 
His GRACE to those who have been 
totally REPENTANT because they have 
DISOBEYED. They have now 1'eJolved to 
begin OBEYING! Once they have made 
this resolve in their minds, God says 
such persons can BE ;ustifiedl Once 
Almighty God ascertains that basic at­
titl~de of total surrender toward God, 
He will now extend His righteous and 
merciful GRACE tOward thar sinner, by 
forgiving him of all his past sins! 

Now return to the scripture I quOted 
at the beginning of this article. "For by 
grace are ye saved through faith; and 
rhat not of yourselves: it is the gift of 
God: nOt of works, lest any man should 
boast." 

This is where most theologians always 
end the quotation. But let's read all of it. 
IIPor we are his workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus [the "new man" as a result 
of God's Holy Spirit] UNTO GOOD 
WORKS, which God hach before ordained 
that we should WALK in them!" (Eph. 
2:8-10.) 

Of course! We are the handiwork of 
God, created as new crearures, once we 
have been converted, "in Christ Jesus" 
for the express purpose of LIVING by 
every word of God! Living by every 
word of God means living in OBEDIENCE 
to God's laws. It means living in hu­
mility. It means living a "good" life­
but Almighty God is the One who tells 
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us what a "good" life is! 
He tells us by the perfect example of 

the life of Jesus Christ! Jesus Christ 
OBEYED, PERFECTLY, all His Father's 
commandments! 

Peter says, " ... because Christ also 
suffered for us, leaving 1tJ an exarwple j 

that ye should follow His steps, who did 
NO SIN, neither was guile found in His 
mouth" (I Pet. 2:21-22). 

Did you notice it' Jesus Chtist, by 
doing NO sin, DID obey all of God's Ten 
Commandments. He ser you, and He ser 
me, an example! rue you willing ro FOL· 

LOW His example? 

God's Law Must Be OBEYED ! 

Now read rhese plain scriptures, and 
come ro your own privare decision as 
to whar you shall do wirh them. Jesus 
said plainly, " ... but if you will enter 
into life, KEEP THE COMMANDMENTS! " 

(Matt. 19: 17). Paul wrote, "Wherefore 
the law is ho}y, and the commandments 
holy and iust a~d good" ( Rom. 7:12). 
Paul went 00 co'say, "For we know that 
the law is SPJRITUAL, but I am carnal, 
sold under sin ... if then I do that which 
I would nor, I consent umo the law, that 
it is good" (verses 14 and 16). "For I 
delight in the latv of God after the in­
ward man" (verse 22). "1 thank God 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then 
with the mind I myself SERVE the la·ft) 
of God; but with the flesh the law of 
sin" (verse 25). "1£ you fulfill the royal 
law according to the scripture, 'Thou 
shalt love thy neighbor as thyself,"ye do 
well, but if ye have respect to persons 
ye COMMIT SIN, and are convinced of 
the law as transgressors. For whosoever 
shall keep the whole la'IV, and yet offend 
in one poim, he is GUILTY of ALL!" 

(James 2: 8-10). 

"And hereby do we know that we 
know Him, if we keep His comma'nd­
ments. He that saith, 'J know Him; and 
keepth 1tot His commandmems, is a liar, 
and the truth is not in him" (l John 
2:3-4) . 

Finally, read the definite descript ion 
of the end-time remnan~ of God's true 

Church at the precise mome11t of thelr 
persecution in the wilderness, JUSt im­
mediately prior to the second coming 
of Christ! 

"And the dragon was wroth with the 
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woman, and went to make war with the 
remnanr of her seed, WHICH KEEP 
THE COMMANDMENTS OF GOD, 
AND HAVE THE TESTIMONY OF 
JESUS CHRIST! ( Rev 12:17). 

Can you now come to see? The truly 
converted Christian is flOC "under the 
law OR under grace!" Rather, he is living

HERE are the Bible answers to 
questions which can be answered briefly in a short space. Send 
in youI' questions. While we cannot promise that all questions 
will find space for answer in this department, we shall try to 
answer all that are vital and in the general interest of our readers_ 

"Is it true that the early Christians 
practiced Communism? , have heard 
some make this claim." 

There are twO passages in the book 
of Acts which-when taken out of 
comext and isolated-are sometimes 
thought to condone Communism. The 
first passage is this: "And all that be­
lieved were together, and had all things 
common~ and sold their pOSJessions and 
goods, and parced them to all men as 
every man had need" (ActS 2:44-45). 
The second reads, "And the multitude 
of them that believed were of one heart 
and of one soul; neither said any of 
them that ought of the things wbich 

he posseSJed was his own, but they had 
all things common" (ActS 4: 32). 

Notice these verses carefully. They 
do not say what some have assumed. 
The first poine is that the people spoken 
of in the Book of Aces believed in God, 

that they prayed, and that they were 
filled with the Holy Spjrit (Acts 4:31). 
This fact alone is sufficient to PROVE 

that these passages cannot possibly be 
referring to Communism as we know 
jt coday. Communists hate God, the 
Bible, and anything having to do with 

, religion. 
Let's understand what these passages 

DO mean. Notice the theme of the first 

few chapters of Aces. The accoum in· 
valves the coming of the Holy Spirit on 
the annual holy day called Pentecost. 
There were multiple thousands from 
throughout Asia Minor, Egypt, Rome 
and elsewhere gathered together at 
Jerusalem to observe God's festival of 
Pentecost ( Acts 2: 5-11 ) . As all these 
believers who had received the Holy 
Spirit gathered tOgether, rhey were 
united in a bond of Christian love and 
fellowship perhaps never before known. 
As many of those who came from a dis· 
tance stayed on, it became necessary for 
them-as well as for [hose who lived in 
[he immediate area-tO sell part of their 
possessions and goods. They had need 
of cash proceeds, both for themseJves 
and their fellow brethren because many 
were remaining in Jerusalem longer 
than they originally intended. As is 
srated in Acts 4: 32, ' there was such a 
feeling of uniey in dealing with common 
problems, that no man said or reckoned 
in his own mind that his possessions­
which he personally owned-were solely 
his own. Rather, he used his possessions 
in such a way that they would fill the 
needs of the group as well as himself. 

A man's property still-legally-re­

suppress the affair?

The public outcry-heard not only here 
in Germany, but throughout the world 
-against such dictatorial-type methods 
employed is only now beginning to sim­
mer down. 

Here is what really happened! 
Ever since its founding right after the 

Second World War, Der Spiegel had 
acquired a reputation of being critical 
of the West German Government. First 
it was the U.S. occupation troops that 
came under fire ; then Chancellor 
Adenauer was the target; and lately it 
had been the German Defense Minister, 
Franz-Josef Strauss. As the rhen only 
news magazine in Germany, it soon 
gained the respect of its readers. Strong 
and relentless criticism of the German 
Government was its platform. Whereas 
other German news media refused to 

be critical of the Government-lest they 
be accused of being pro-communistic­
Der Spiegel adamantly persisted in its 
endeavor to fulfil what it thought to be 
the obligations of the press. 

The magazine was especially critical 
of the great number of former Nazis 
wbo were being wooed by Bonn to join 
tbe government ranks. The West Ger­
man Regime defended its policy of per-

mitring former top-ranking Nazis to 
become an integral part of the new Ger­
man Democracy. It claimed that no ODe 
except these trained men would be 
capable of fullilling rhe necessary re­
quirements in this important job of 
establishing and protecting rhe fledgling 
German Democracy. Der Spiegel's re­
lentless criticism directed against this 
suspect policy of the government soon 
forced Chancellor Adenauer to dismiss 
certain high-ranking former Nazis, who 
by rhis time had moved into rhe tOP 
echelons of the West German Regime. 
The meager number of dismissals, how-

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ever, did not lighten the pressure of 
criticism from Der Spiegel. 

Soon after Franz-Josef Strauss became 
Defense Minister, this magazine's criti­
cism reached its high point. Directed at 
Herr Strauss personally, it accused him 
of graft, corruption and military ad­
venrure. The Defense Minister, believ­
ing his position to be secure after the 
establishment of a so-called "territOrial 
army"--composed of former Nazis 
under the guise of reservists---d.ecided 
to silence his enemy. With the addi­
tional aid of his own separate Intelli­
gence Service, he set Out to trap Herr 
Augstein, the publisher and owner of 
Der Spiegel. Augstein and several other 
editors were secretly arrested and 
charged with creason. When it was dis­
covered, the public outcry against the 
action of Strauss forced the government 
to relieve him of his POSt. 

Chancellor Adenauer is quoted as 
saying at the time of the G.,tapo-type 
raid on Der Spiegel's offices in Ham­
burg that in tWO weeks time everybody 
would have forgotten what happened. 
His forecast was a poor one. In fact, 
this drastic move by the German Gov­
ernment almost brought about the 
Chancellor's ignominious downfall. 

Reason Behind the Raid 

The real reason behind this drastic 
measure entailed the quelling of all op­
position. That was and still is the ad­
mitted motive of the government. Sup­
press all criticism! Stamp OUt all 
opposition! Crush all resistance! 

Der Spiegel was recognized as the 
only weighty opposition within Ger­
many. It had to go. Not because a certain 
article was published which revealed 
army secrets. Der Spiegel needed to be 
put OUt of circulation because it opposed 
the policies of the government. With 
this magazine out of the way, the Ger­
man Government saw that, under the 
guise of democracy, ie would have a free 
hand in politically educating the public. 

Bur what about the political parties 
in Germany? Parties with different po­
litical platforms and of varied ideologi­
cal views? Are they nOt aware of what 
transpires in Bonn? Can't they serve as 
effective "opposition parties"? 

The tragic answer is NO! 
The Prankfurter Allgemeine Zeitung 
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and Die Welt, German's twO tOp-rank­
ing newspapers, have shown consider­
able concern about the lack of a genuine 
opposition in the West German Bundes­
tag, where important decisions affecting 
every German citizen are made. To a 
great extent, the vacuum had heretOfore 
been filled by Der Spiegel. 

Just how effective are Germany's po­
litical parties in keeping check on one 
anOther? How genuine is the opposition 
coming from these parties? 

At the time of the founding of the 
present German Government in 1949, 
there existed close to a dozen political 
parties in West Germany. Ie took only 
a shore time before the Communist 
Parry was outlawed. Soon, the remaining 
minor parties were dissolved or else 
joined the ranks of the remaining larger 
ones. Today there are only three. And 
already there is talk of the Free Demo­
cratS dissolving as a separate entity, 
leaving only two. 

The consensus is that no opposition 
of consequence any longer exiJts. 

The Socialist and Liberal Parties, the 
only active ones in the Bundestag, exert 
very little political pressure. These 
parties lean heavily on Chancellor 
Adenauer's Christian Democratic Parry, 
which is backed by almost all the Ger­
man industrjaiists. 

Recently, when the Socialist Party­
the second largest-attempted to join 
Adenauer's parcy in forming a Coalition, 
the Free DemocratS, headed by Erich 
Mende, were tbreatened with extinction. 
A few years ago, the Socialists were 
against German rearmament, Germany's 
joining NATO, and her receiving atomic 
weapons. But today all is different. Now 
the Socialist Party is for, instead of 
against, the above. This Parry has often 
been accused of sidi,zg with the Christian 
Democratic Party when it comes to 
solving major issues. This they feel they 
are forced to do in order to be recog­
nized and acknowledged at all. Few 
observers see any real difference between 
Germany's tOP twO political parties, ex­
cept in name. 

One Party Only 

This dangerous trend, which is re­
sulting in the dissolution of this nation's 
remaining political parties, is the most 
potent force in the establishment of one 
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major party. The Christian Democratic 
Party is run by men who firmly believe 
that, in Germany, democratic principles 
will nOt work. The same indust! ialists 
who backed the lace German dictator 
are supporting Dr. Adenauer's Party. 
Many of the same men who not long 
ago shouted: Sieg Heil! and Deut­
schland Vb., AUes! to their "glorious 
Fuhrer" are part of this "democratic" 
party. 

The Christian Democratic Party, on 
which all other parties depend, is no 
more democratic than the man on the 
moon-and he doesn't exist! But its 
members will tell you differently. Ask 
theml-the argument goes. Take any 
person in the government who has been 
a Nazi during Hitler's time. Ask him 
whether he has changed his political Out­
look and every single time you will re· 
ceive a straightforward answer of: 
"Jawohlr There are-so they say-no 
Nazis in Germany-not a single one­
they have all been filled with remorse 
and have repented. Yes, it sounds so 
silly that even a child would consider 
such a story nothing but a fairy tale. 

One Party, One Leader, One Nation 

I have before me Die Deu.tsche Zei­
ttmg, a highly respected newspaper from 
Stuttgart. This paper published a re­
vealing article on page 3, entitled: "THE 
CHRISTIAN DEMOCRATIC PARTY TO BE­

COME MORE ACTIVE AND MORE INDE­

PENDENT." 

This plan is to be brought abour, as 
the article continues, by an inner re­
newing of the party. The parcy, it is 
argued, tOO often has to go on the de­
fensive in carrying out its policies. This 
reform-greatly desired and backed by 
the top leaders of Germany's main po­
litical parcy-is co pave the way for chat 
party to discuss and decide policies 
among its own members-without any 
weighty and effective interference from 
the opposition. The instigacors of this 
reform of Dr. Adenauer's Christian 
Democratic Party want to call it the 
"Unionpartei," meaning Union-Party. 

When high officials in the WeSt 
German Government decided to silence 
Der Spiegel, they executed a plan that 
could have been entirely successful. Had 
the public outcry not been so great 
against such an ambitious plan to curb 
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the freedom of the press, Der Spiegel 
affair would have been forgotten in a 
marcer of days. Except for a voice of 
prOtest here and there from within 
Adenauers own Party! most of the op­
position came from the Socialists and 
tbe Free Democrats. This opposition 
forced the Chancellor to completely te­
shuffie his Cabinet, It also COSt Herr 
Strauss-at least for the time being- his 
political life. 

That was a setback for the govern­
ment. It was forced to recreat-co go 00 

tbe defensive. The Christian Democratic 
Party-a haven for most of Germany's 
former Nazis- timed the clamp-down 
on the freedom of the press too soon. 
This embarralJing situation, it was de­
cided, mflSt never happen again. The 
Christian Democrats realised they need­
ed to become stronger, more u1lified, 
more independent. Other parties must 
first become weaker, disunified, and com­
pletely dependent on tbem. 

According to German thinking, the 
nation, strong economically, cannor af­
ford co be hindeted by disorganization 
and disunity from within. Germany 
must be strong politically. Her rate of 
economic and political growth must not 
be curtailed by certain opposing ele­
ments within the government. 

Even though there are a few genuinely 
democratic elements within the West 
German Government, the vast majority 
welcomes this dangerous trend of Ger­
many's parries dissolving and the estab­
lishing of one IDle party for the good 
of every German. JUSt because the name 
of Christian and Democratic is attached 
to Germany's major party does not 
mean in the least that its members think 
democratic. Germans believe in govern­
ment from the tOP down-nor from the 
bottom up. 

What the German People Say 

As a native of Germany, and a news­
observer for the last ten years, I con­
stantly come in contact with German 
thinking. What does the average Ger­
man really believe about his democratic 
COUntry? Wbat role does he playas a 
citizen of tbat government? 

The tragic truth is he plays a very 
insignificant part as a citizen. The av­
erage man-on-the-street is told what to 
do and he does it. He has absolutely no 
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leading figures of the Social Democratic and Free Democratic parties meet 
conference to discuss the question of a coalition. On ly two im portant opposition 
parties exist in Germany today. 

say in deciding how the government 
sbould be run. This democracy, which 
has been imposed on the Germans, is 
such a dull and uninteresting form of 
government to the average German, that 
he takes little or no interest in everyday 
political developments. A college student 
from Stuttgart cold me that no one 
seems to take an active-and often not 
even a passive-interest in the govern­
ment. "This is unforrunate!" he con­
tinued, "since a lack of interest in gov­
ernmental affairs would allow the wrong 
men to again bring havoc to Germany 
and the free world. This attitude of 
passive interest in the running of this 
newly imported democracy is extremely 
poisonous co a democratic country." 

"I feel suppressed!" is a statement 1 
have heard from many people of differ­
ent walks of life. East German refugees, 
West German citizens, the young, the 
old, small businessmen, all tell the same 
scory. To them life is a constant struggle. 
They ate unable co make any headway. 
The common citizen remains a common 
citizen. The small businessman is forced 
to sell Out or join larger corporations. 
Just as it always has been, the govern­
ment rules and the people are ruled. It 
is not a government of the people, by 
the people, for the people. Rather it is 
a government of the government, by the 
government, and for the government. 

Behind tbe Scenes 

As a result of the government's action 
against Der Spiegel, much of the Ger­
man Press courageously informed the 
public of the imminent danget of tbe 
collapse of democracy in this country. 
The Neue Ruhr Zeitung, from Essen, 
encouraging its readers to look into past 
historYJ asks: "Remember a time like 
this? at night! by fog! confiscated! im­
prisoned! hour-long detainments?" The 
Rhein-Zeitung from Koblenz adds: "The 
man on the street once again talks about 
Gestapo methods." A reader of Der 
Stern, realizing how close Germany is to 

a totalitarian form of government, 
writes: "I was cold that after the Roehm 
massacre Hitler shouted 'In this mo· 
ment I was Germany's Supreme Judge.' 
I thought these times were over with 
. . . It is difficult, dear Fatherland, to 

feel safe when corruption is rife and 
police truncheons crunch." 

Is jt really as serious as that? 
The Frankfurter Ruruischau discusses 

this question and asks JUSt how long the 
Germans will be able to stand this free­
dom. From now on, it continues, when­
evet we hear the doorbell, we can no 
longer be assured it is JUSt the milkman 
-it may be the secret police. 

Once again the German people are 
apprehensive. Many refuse to comment 
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about political developments-which is 
not only permissible but even en· 
couraged in a democracy-being afraid 
the reporter may turn Out to be a secret 
policeman. The common citizen knows 
deep in his heart what is going to trans· 
pire in his COUntry. He knows exactly 
what happened before and he is also 
aware of what the fucure holds. 

Foreign Press 

Many foreign observers see the steady 
t1'end in Germany toward totalitarianism 
as a real threat to the peace in Europe 
and [he world. So [he Co"iere Della 
Sera, an lealian paper: "The independent 
observer gets the impression all is noc 
well." Le Momie, Paris, hies the nail dgh[ 
on the head: "The protests against the 
methods employed against this maga· 
zine make it dear that democracy in 
Germany -is nothing more than an 
Allied-irnponed my[h." The London 
Evening Standard, in a realistic analysi~ 
writes: "A terrible mood has descended 
over West Germany now that the man 
on the street, the civil servam: and the 
reporter alike suddenly realize now how 
thin is the veneer of democratic respecta­
bility which covers the same old politi­
cally corrupt and ruthlessly authoritarian 
habies of a lifetime under [he Nazis."

How Serious? 

As an independent newspaper, the 
Dagen! Nyheter, Sweden, has this to say: 
"For 13 years Germany tried to ban­
ish the shadows of the past in crying to 

create a constitutional state. The last few 
weeks have proven such an attempt as 
unsuccessful." It Messagero, an Italian 
newspaper from Rome, declared in an 
editOrial that the recent action against 
De, Spiegel is reminiscent of Gestapo 
methods.

The Autobiography of 
Herbert W. Armstrong 

Seeing Switzerland; and experiences of a "foreig,ner" visit­
ing Paris for the first time. 

W HAT a difference between 
France and Switzerlandl On 
the French crain, no breakfast 

was served that Sunday morning, March 
2, 1947. The reason: the rrain was run­
ning twO or three hours late. Our sleep­
ing car had been scheduled to be trans­
ferred to a Swiss train at Basel in time 
for breakfast. 

General Eisenhower and Channel 
Invasion 

But before proceeding, J should like 
to go back, for a moment, and fill in 
twO or three side-light experiences ] 
neglected to record of our ShOft sray in 
London. 

On Thursday evening, February 27th, 
\ \\ao. written this to our children at 
home: " ... Today I tried to purchase 
a pair of gloves. Ie is cold, around freez­
ing, and will be colder in mountainous 
Switzerland. I walked almOSt the length 
of Bond Street, stOpping in all men's 
clothing shops on the right side of the 
street proceeding north, and on the west 
side of the street returning south back 
to PiccadiJIy. Finally, at the last stOre, 
J found a pair of dark tan kid gloves. 
I engaged the shop-keeper in conver­
sation. Why were gloves so scarce, i.n 
so cold a wincer? 

"H e explained that a large percent 
of everything manufactured in Britain 
is exporred. I asked why. 'Because,' the 
merchant replied, 'England would starve 
otherwise. We must import nearly all 
our food, and we can't get a credit ex­
change co enable us to buy food in for­
eign countries unless we export to 

tbose countries an equal value in manu­
factured products.' You can buy "made 
in England" gloves, luggage, learher 
goods, china, woolens, etc., easier in 
the United States than here. 

"After finally finding a shop that bad a 
pair, J didn 't get my gloves after all. 
After he had removed tbe price tag, he 
couldn't let me have them because I 

had no ration book. 
"This morning we finaUy sparred 

some lemons in a fruit and vegetable 
shop. My liver really needed some citrus 
juice, after the kind of food we bad 
been getting~ Quite a crowd was quelled 
up before the stand. After standing in 
line ten or fifteen minutes, I asked for 
a dozen lemons. The woman asked for 
my ration book. No ration coupons, 1~O 
lemom!-and only Y2 pound [Q a cus­
comer, then! J'm starving for fruits, 
juices, and leafy vegetables. You don't 
realize what we have to be thankful for, 
on America 's Pacific Coast. We have the 
best of everything in the world-and 
yet we gr1l.mble! What we are seeing 
here is next best. Every ocher coumry 
(excepr Switzerland ) is worse right 
now. 

"'As we were leaving the lobby of the 
hoccI this evening, the hall poner, who 
looks more like an impressive, impor­
(ant business executive, cold us this 
hotel ( The Dorchester) was Gen. Eis· 
enhower's headquarters prior to the 
Channel Invasion. Marshall, Parcon, 
Bradley, and all our cop generals smyed 
here. They were all well liked. This 
porcer saw a lor of them, ta lked co chern, 
and arranged many things for (hem. He 
said chey were quiet, but simply oozed 
with personality, and he rated Eisen­
hower as the ablest, strongest person­
ality of all, even over Marshall, and 
thinks he is one of ' the scrongest men 
in the world .... 

"Do you know, the Channel Invasion 
that defeated Germany might have been 
planned in this very hoteI! Ie could 
have been even in this very room where 
I'm writing. When the invasion zero 
hour came, the poner said Eisenhower 
and all other cop mi litary men came 
down one morning smiling and gay, 
and said they were off for a twO or 
three day rest in the country. They were 
good actOrs-appeared happy. They sa id 
chey could throw off all rescrainc and 

heavy responsibility a few days, and get 
in some needed rest and a vacation in 
the country. They were nOt a bit rensed 
up. No one suspected a thing. They 
didn't check out of the hotel. ;rhey left 
their things in their rooms. If any Nazi 
spies were in rhe hotel, they would 
have been thrown completely off. Then 
next morning-BANG! The great Inva­
sion smash was on-and doom for Hit­
ler! No one in this hotel suspected 
anything was up." 

We Arrive in Switzerland 

On tim Sunday, March 2, 1947, our 
French crain, tWO or three hours late, 
finally dragged itself up to the depOt 
at Basel, Switzerland. The minute we 
crossed from France inca Switzerland, 
everything suddenly seemed refreshingly 
differentl France was then in a srate of 
lethargy and discouragemenc. People 
in Switzerland appeared more alerr, bet· 
tef dressed, cleaner. The French, so soon 
after the war, seemed whipped, beaten, 
run down. 

Om car was hooked onto the Swiss 
train at Basel. There was a light, airy, 
dean Swiss dining car on the train. 
Afcer Immigration and Customs offi­
cers weD( through the train, we finally 
made up for the losr breakfast with the 
best meal since we had left the U.S. 

Dr. B. was stOpping at the Harel 
StOrch en in Zurich, and had made res­
ervations at this hotel for us. Arriving 
in Switzerland's largest city, we took a 
taxi to this hoteL I did nar have any 
Swiss money, so I asked the taxi driver 
to come into the lobby with me, where 
I transferred $20 into Swiss francs, oue 
of which J paid the taxi fare. Dr. B. 
happened to be OUt somewhere with 
Madame Helene Bieber, who was stay­
ing at anocher horel. Mme. Bieber, the 
reader will remember, was the owner 
of the neWest and finest villa in soum­
eastern Switzerland, H elenewn, on Lake

Lugano, in Lugano-Castagnola. 

Switzerland, by the way, was at char 
time so much more prosperous than 
France because Switzerland was nOt in­
volved in the war. Switzerland had prof. 
ited from both sides. The Marshall Plan, 
and United States' billions of gift 
dollars had nm yet put France in her 
present stare of Common Market pros­
perity so that DeGaulle could use this 
prosperity co insult America and Bri­
rain, and become a possible-a potenrial 
-enemy. 

An hour or so afcer our arrival at 
the hocel in Zurich, we located Dr. B. 
and Mme. Bieber. We joined them at 
tea in one of OUf hotel lounge rooms, 
and were presented co the owner of 
Heleneurn. She was accompanied by 
het big full-blooded chow dog "Mipom." 

Next afternoon we were riding 
through the Gottbard tunnel through 
the Gocchard Pass. It and rhe Brenner 
Pass are rhe only rwo passes for rravel 
berween Germany and haly. During the 
war, the Swiss managed co remain neu· 
tral and hold the Germans off from in· 
vading them. They did this by threat­
ening ro blow up rhe GQ[rhard runnel, 
and desrroy these twO passes if the 
Germans artacked. That is how this 
litde nadon of Switzerland held the 
powerful Germany at bay. 

We found the lofty Alps all that had 
been claimed for them-breath.taking 
-MAGNIFICENT! 

I might explain here that Sw itzerland 
has no Swiss language of her own. In 
northern Switzerland the official Ian· 
guage is German. In western and south· 
western Switzerland it is French. And 
in southeastern Switzerland the official 
language is Italian. Also, at Zurich, we 
nociced that the style of architecture 
was almost wholly German. But the min· 
ute we emerged from the tunnel, on the 
Italian side, the archirectural design was 
all Italian. 

Yet rhere is really no language bar· 
rier berween mese three sections of 
Switzerland. CustOmarily babies and 
children are taught me official language 
of their section umil age 6. Then Swiss 
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children are taught a second language 
beginning at six years of age, and a third 
language ar about age ren or twelve. 
Most better educated Swiss speak four 
or more languages. 

r Am Not The Boss 

At Lugano we inspected what was the 
object of our whole trip-the sire of 
a possible future Ambassador College 
in Europe. 

Often I have to stop and realize how 
many proofs we have been given that 
we have been called to the Work of 
GOD-that neither I nor any man plans 
and guides it. It is nor our wotk, bur 
Goo's and the living Jesus Christ is 
HEAO of His Church and the real Di­
rectOr of this Work. He has not allowed 
it to be of my planning. 

Christ, through the Holy Spirit dur· 
ing fasting and prayer, said CO rhe propb. 
ers and teachers of rhe Church at Ami· 
oeh, "Separate me Barnabas and Saul for 
the work whereunto 1 have called them." 
Saul's name was rhen changed co Paul. 
He and Barnabas were ordained apostles. 
They were called to GOO·S WORK. They 
did nOt choose it as a profession­
Christ first struck down Saul with 
blindness, converted and called him. 
Christ ordered his ordination for THIS 
WORK. 

BUt even though the Apostle Paul 
was pur in charge of God's Work to the 
Gentiles, Paul was nOt allowed co plan 
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1[ or make the real decisions. 
In the spring of 50 A.D. Paul and 

Silas, " ... after they were come to 

Mysia (western parr of Asia Minor­
Turkey today), they assayed to go into 
Bithynia, but the Spirit of Jesus suf­
fered them not" (Acts 16:7). 

Paul plaJl1led to go straight EAST, 
along the north shores of what is Tur­
key today. BUt Jesus Christ, HEAO of 
His Church and God's Work, planned 
otherwise! By a vision at night, the 
resurrected living CHRIST showed Paul 
that they were co go the very OPPOSITE 
direction, carrying the Gospel for the 
first rime to the continent of EUROPE! 

This was a MOST IMPORTANT deci· 
sion. Chtist Himself had planned that 
His Work should operate in Asia Minor 
for ONE TIME·CYCLE, A time-cycle is 
19 years. God measures rime by the 
revolution of the earth on its axis, by 
the revolution of the moon around the 
earrh, and by the revolution of the earth 
around (he sun. The earth, sun, and 
moon come into conjunction only once 
every 19 years. The New T esrament 
Chlltch of God began on the day of 
Pentecost, June 18, 31 A.D. 

10 obedience to orders from Christ, 
by this vision, Paul and Silas went im­
mediately into Macedonia IN EUROPE, 
holding their first meering at Philippi 
(Acts 16:7-13). And this meering was 
held on the very day of Pentecost, 50 
A.D.-exacdy 19 years afrer GOD·S 

lake Zurich, from the window of the Storchen Hotel, where Mr. and Mrs. 
Armstrong stayed. 
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The Swiss Alps-clouds ring a snow~laden peak. 

WORK had started uuough the Church. 
In like manner, on this trip to Lu­

gano, I cried to plan to start operation 
of Goo'S WORK for these last years 
either immediately, or within three 
years IN EUROPE-and to establish a 
branch Ambassador College in Lugano. 
That was MY planning and intention­
just as Paul's was to travel east into 
Bithynia. 

Here is what I wrare to those at 
home, from Lugano, on March 3, 1947 : 
"I have decided DEFINITELY and FINAL­
LYon the Swiss branch of Ambassador. 
The idea is right. But the PLACE is still 
open for investigation." 

But I was to learn, later, that CHRIST 
had decided DEFINITELY and FINALLY 
orherwise! He had decided wat the 
great DOOR of radio would open for 
me co preach His Gospel to EUROPE 
on rhe first Monday in 1953--precisely 
19 years from the first modern END­
TIME beginni1'Z-g of God's W ork, which 
had been the first week in January, 
19341 And His COLLEGE for Eusope 

was to open later-SEVEN years later, 
in 196O--and in ENGLAND just outSide 
London, DO[ in Switzerland! 

In ways that often seem astOunding, 
CHRIST shows repeatedly thar ir is HE 
who is guiding and directing this great 
world-wide work of God! 

Inspecting Potential College Site 

I was much impressed with Lugano. 
On Tuesday evening I wrare: 

"Dear Family at Home: 
"Today we have seen Lugano! Pardy. 

And whar a place it is! It's all so differ­
ent-so strange. It's ITALY with Swiss 
prosperity. A BEAUTIFUL, prosperous 
Italy. It's the most intriguing place we 
ever saw. It's certainly OLD-WORLD. Ir's 
the perfen place foe the European unit 
of Ambassador College." 

So I wought. Bur CHRIST thought 
otherwise! 

Mme. Bieber remained in Zurich un­
til Tuesday. We did nOt have an 
opportunity to inspect Heleneum uncil 
Thursday. That evening I wrote to my 

brother-in-law, Walter E. Dillon. who 
was to be the first President of Am­
bassador College at Pasadena. This, in 
parr, is what I reporred to bim: 

"We have been here since Monday 
night. Tuesday we rook a boat trip 
down the lake, east, to the very end of 
Lake Lugano. About twO miles east of 
here is the Iralian border. Most of our 
boat [rip was in Italy. We were within 
five miles of rhe place where they shor 
Mussolini. He was caught trying to get 
across the frontier into Switzerland, and 
they say he was heading fOI Lugano. I 
talked to a man who was then a Swiss 
Army captain, in charge of the frontier 
at that point. He knew Mussolini, talked 
to him. Mussolini was caught at Dongo. 

"The trip on the lake was a life-rime 
expedence. The majestic Swiss Alps 
rise on either side. The Alps really sur­
pass our Cascades, or the Rockies­
even the Canadian Rockies. JUSt DOW 

they are snow-.covered-look as if they 
are miles high, in fantastic shapes. Lu­
gano is the Swiss Riviera. It's differe11t 
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large 
envisioned in 1947 as 
Am bassador College. 

from our mountain or lake scenery. The 
very atmosphere is different. 

"What I started to write tOnight is 
this : This afternoon, for the first time, 
we saw what we have come 9,000 miles 
to see-'Heleneum'-the possible fu­
ture seat in Europe of AMBASSADOR 

COLLEGE . .. . We were invited to 4 
o'clock rea. On arrival, we stepped into 
the most beautiful and elegant interior 
we had ever seen. It far surpasses what 
we expected! Ie is the ideal home for 
Ambassador College in Europe. It is 
adequately designed to house forry or 
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the edge of Loke Lugano-was 
home of a European branch of 

fifty students, besides supplying six class· 
rooms, . library, lounge, and dining hall. 
Its atmosphere would automatically 
breed culture, poise and refinement into 
students. Mme. Bieber appears to want 
us to have it. She thought the kind of 
deal we have discussed very splendid. 
She knows little about business, and 
probably will be guided by her lawyer. 
But it's the only way she can eat her cake 
and have it too-that is, sell it, live off 
the income from the sale, and still live 
IN it for the next three or four years. 
And it's the only way we can purcbase 
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such a properry without the capiral for 
a large down payment. We make it dur­
ing these three years while she would 
retain possession. I have made every 
check. I am now convinced we must 
have our European branch. Switzerland 
appears the only place for it." 

Better Things Opened Later 

So, you see, I was planning for it­
but Jesus Christ was planning otherwise 
-and HE, not I, guides and directs 
GOD'S WORK. In HIS due time, He 
opened the DOOR (see II Cor. 2:12·13) 
for His END·TIME Work of our day 
to start in Europe. 

And even as I write these lines, in 
February 1963, a telegram from our 
Overseas Advertising Agency in New 
York OPENS WIDER the giant DOOR of 
Radio Europe Number One-<>ffering 
an additional period for our French 
language broadcast, heard over all of 
France, every week. We now have TWO 
half· hour periods each week in Eng­
lish reaching all the British Isles, be­
side TWO periods each week in German 
language beamed on aU Germany and 
Austria, and one period a week in 
French beamed on all of France OVER 
RADIO LUXEMBOURG, world 's most pow­
erful station-besides these TWO addi­
tional French broadcasts each week over 
Radio Europe Number One, almost as 
powerful. 

And in HIS due time, rhe living 
CHRIST did open miraculously and un­
expectedly what we ourselves had never 
planned-His AMBASSADOR COLLEGB 
oversea~nly He opened in England

Leaving Switzerland 
We left Lugano with Heleneurn Still 

uncertain, bue hoping CO close the deal 
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by mail later. 
We traveUed by train from Lugano 

to Geneva on the followiog Sunday, 
then back to Bern where we caught the 
night sleeper train for Paris. In pur­
chasing our tickets, 1 noticed we had 
only twenty minutes to make a con­
nection at Bern. Based on American 
experience, I was a little uneasy. 

"Suppose our train is late arriving 
in Bern tonight," I suggested. "Is twenry 
minutes sufficient time for that con­
nection?" 

liS/RI" came the indignant response 
from the ticket agent. "A Swiss train 
is never late! You can set your watch 
by it!" 

There is another saying Swiss people 
like to quote: "It's impossible to get a 
bad meal in Switzerland." We have 
since eaten in many restaurants and 
hotels in Switzerland, and have never 
been served an unsatisfactory meal. 
There is a third saying in Switzerland: 
"We raise our children from the bot-
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10m up." And they are well-behaved! 
En route from tugano, our electric­

driven train retraced our rOUte through 
the Gotthard tunnel, but turned west­
ward to Bern some distance north of 
the tunnel. On the train I opened my 
portable typewriter, and here is part of 
what I wrote our children at home: 

"Here we are again in the world-fa· 
mous Gotthard tunnel-the pass high 
in the Alps between Italy and the north 
of Europe. It's a Sunday morning, 8:07 
A.M. For tWO hours we have been thrill­
ing to the most marvelous scenery! Yet 
it's only 11:07 Saturday night in Ore­
gon. Seems funny. It's been daylight 
twO hours, here. Yet you may not have 
gone to bed yet last night! 

"Now we are headed back toward 
home, speeding northward through these 
awesome, spectacular Alps. An hour and 
a half ago I gOt some good color movies 
(I hope) of the pinkish rising sun 
shining on the snow-capped peaks of 
the Alps, still darkish gray of dawn

"Now we have emerged from the 
tunnel, on the German side. There is 
much more snow. All limbs of trees 
covered with snow. It's fantastically 
beautiful. Mother exclaims that this is 
the mOSt beautiful scenery in the world. 
She will hardly let me write. '0 LOOK, 

Herbert!' she keeps exclaiming. 'You 

can write some other time. Bur LOOK, 

now, LOOK! Those trees on that moun· 
tain·side are green, underneath, but 
they're WHITE, now! Isn't it EXCITlNG? 

0, come over here, QUICK! Oh, you're 
so provoking-it's tOO late, now-we've 
passed it! etc. etc: How CAN A MAN 

WRITE? Hal Hal In the middle of that 
sentence I got some marvelous camera 
shots. (I hope). However, no matter 
how good they come oue the piccures 
won't show it to you. You have to be 
here and EXPERIENCE it!" 

At Bern we changed trains, and can· 
dnued south from there to Geneva, 
arriving about noon or somewhat be· 
fore. I remember we were especially 
impressed with the baby carriages, or 
"prams." Thousands of people Out walk­
ing on a beautiful Sunday afternoon, 
many pushing these elegaot hahy car­
riages. 

Also we were impressed with young 
people on dates. It seems American 
young people have LOST the art of 
dating. The autOmobile has changed 
everything. But in Switzerland, instead 
of the degenerating cuscom of driving 
oue on a lonely and secluded road to 
"neck" and arouse passions while minds 
were dulled, or letting their minds drift 
in a ready·made day·dream in a dark· 
ened motion-picture (heatre, hundreds 
of couples were seen sauntering afoot 
along the twO sides of the lake, which 
in downtown Geneva narrows like a 
river-with many bridges across at each 
block. 

We saw the League of Nations build­
ings. We found Geneva a cleanl beauti· 
ful ciry. It, tOO, offered many advan· 
tages as a potential seat for a European 
branch of Ambassador College. 

It was late afternoon or evening when 
we took a train and returned to Bern. 
I had telephoned long distance to a mao 
in tbe educational division at tbe U.S. 
Embassy in Bern. He met us at the rail-

way station. 1 spent the twenty minutes 
layover there discussing educational 
advantages of a branch college in Swit­
zerland. (Yes, our Swiss train was pre· 
cisely ON TIME!) 

First Visit to Paris 

Our sleeping car delivered us in 
Paris in the early morning. Everybody 
has heard of the beauty of Paris. We 
were introduced to it, so it seemed to 
us, by way of rhe back door---e!lrering 
through a dilapidated blighted area. It 
was a drizzly. dreary morning. The rail· 
road station through which we entered 
was in an unattractive wholesale dis· 
triec. 

r checked Our luggage, expecting to 

leave it there until boarding the noon 
ttain to London. r walked up to rhe 
ticket window to purchase tickets to 

London. and leave us free to see Paris 

until noon. 

The mademoiselle ticket-agent could 
nOt understand a word 1 said. After 
some five minutes of crying to speak 
by gestures, she sent for a man from 
the other side of the railway station. 
He could speak English. 

"These foreigners cao't even speak 
plain English/' I exclaimed to my wife. 
She reminded me tbat WE were the 
foreigners! That realization gave a funny 
feeling. 

The English-speaking man explained 
chat the train to London departed from 
a di.fferent station. Paris has several rail­
road stations. So we were obliged to 

return straightway to tbe checkroom 
and reclaim our bags. Our obliging 
French friend said he would help us 
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inca a taxicab. He asked. Mrs. Arm­
strong to wait inside and watch our 
luggage. I found that gening a cab on 
a rainy morning in Paris in 1947 was 
not like a big-city American depot, 
where one finds dozens of cabs lined 
up and waiting, as rapidly as incoming 
passengers can be piled into them. In 
fact, I learned. that finding a taxi in 
Paris on a rainy morning is a superb 
accomplishment-if one can do it! 

Taxi Hunting in Paris 

Fifeeen long minutes dragged by at 
the taxi entrance, and not a cab in 
sight, except those with passengers, and 
ODe or twO whose drivers shrugged their 
shoulders, saying "Nothing doing!" in 
French modons. My French friend asked 
me to wait there and ran bare-head.ed 
out into the Street. In five minutes he 
returned, shaking his head. Anocher 
fifteen minutes. Then again he left, say­
ing he'd go over on the boulevard, a 
block away, in search of a taxi. He ex­
plained that the Nazis didn't leave them 
many cabs in good repair, and besides, 
depleted the pecrol supply. So taxicabs 
were a scarce commodity at that time. 
As time slipped by, Mrs. Armscrong 
and I were becoming more and more 
hungry. There had been no diner on 
ow train. Finally, at 9 A.M., our friend 
came back triumphantly in a taxi. We 
wanted the cab until noon, bur this 
driver was soon due in at his garage. 
He would have time only to drive us to 
the George V. hotel fot breakfast 

Breakfast took a whole hour. Service 
came with great Bourish, much style, 
and very leisurely. We ordered orange 

juice, toaSt and coffee. The waiter 

brought four oranges to his service 
table, and starred laboriously squeezing 
them on a little hand lemon-squeezer. 
Then he served the twO smal1 glasses to 

a couple of ladies at an adjoining table. 
Then he walked to the kitchen and te-
turned in no rime at all with out' "orange 
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Foreigners Seeing Paris 

After another ten minutes' delay the 
English-speaking doorman got us a taxi. 
The driver could not speak a word of 
our foreign language. I asked the hocel 
doorman to instruct him that we wanted 
to see the Eilfel Tower, the Champs 
Elysees, Stop at a shop to purchase an 
umbrella for Mrs. Armstrong, who had 
left hers at Lugano, and then to our 
railway station. 

At the Eilfel Tower, even in doudy 
rain, I gOt one good picture with my 
Plaubel-Makina German camera--only 
picture I was able to take in Paris. We 
saw many ornate and beautiful build­
ings, though they were dark and dirty, 
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and gloomy in the rain-much gorgeous 
statuary. The driver drove around and 
around in the shopping disuict-buc 
all stores were dosed. It was some son 
of Catholic holiday. He did find one 
small shop open. But their ladies' um­
brellas were a new style with long han­
dles, and Mrs. Armstrong was afraid 
one would look freakish in America, 
so she didn't buy one. (When we re­
turned to New York, we fou nd all Stores 
selling the same style there!) 

By now we had to go stra ight to our 
rail road station. I uied to instruct the 
driver, but he couldn't understand. I 
tried to tell him our train left at noon, 
by pointing to 12 on my watch. He im-

A world-famous philosopher, editOr, 
and lecturer whom 1 knew-and who 
also had no use for religion-said that 
he did not desire to be repressed or to 
live a life of painful penance. "I desire," 
he said, "to be radiant, cheerfu l, friend­
ly, and to meet people with a smile." 

Apparently he assumed that such a 
happy life could nOt be a religious life. 

But strangely. none of these people 
KNEW HOW TO LIVE. 

Very few have ever found or tasted 
the true abundant life. 

You Were Meant to Be Happy! 

Now the Creator who gives you the 
breath that you breathe does not desire 
for you to live an empty, depressed, or 
an unhappy life. You never please the 
Eternal by giving up happiness or any­
thiog that is good for you. 

God Almighty has never given you a 
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single "don't" except those things that 
are going to harm you, tear you down, 
bring on unhappiness later. Oh, of 
course, some of these things give you a 
thrill, or a little kick Out of life tem­
porarily, but there is always a boomer­
ang. They exact a great penalty later, 
and the price is tOO high. It isn't good 
business. 

God forbids those things that are bad 
for us, the things that are going to bting 
on unhappiness, and bring on a life 
of emptiness and gloom. But never 
does God Almighty forbid one single 
thing that is for your happiness, your 
welfare, your real well-being. 

I'm reminded of an elderly man who 
was of the "shouting kind" of religion. 
He rose up one rime in a church meet­
ing and he shouted out a question to 

those assembled. He said, "Brethren, are 
you enjoying it, or afe you 0111y endur­

ing it?" 
Some people endure a solemn, stiff, 

and formal church service. And some, 
emOtionally inclined, will go to the kind 
of church meeting where there is much 
shouting, and much emOtional response, 
merely to have a good rime during the 
meeting. The rest of the week religion 
doesn't seem to have a great part of their 
lives. 

Others feel that if they become, 
as they caB it, "saved," chat they must 
forever after live a gloomy life of giv­
ing up everything that they formerly 
enjoyed, and that their solemn, unhappy 
lives will somehow please their Creator. 
Of course, that kin4 0/ religion is more 
or less a Jl(.perstition/ 

Christ Brought ABUNDANT 
LIVING 

Let'S get this matter straight. The 
founder of the Christian religion, Jesus 
Christ, said that He came to this earth 
for a purpose. 

"I am come," said Jesus, "that they 
might have LIFE, and that they might 
ha"e it more abtmdantly" (John 10: 10). 
Jesus Christ came to bring us the 
"ABUNDANT LIFE." Do you know what 
tbat is? 

God Almighty intended the real 
Christian life to be one of joy. 

Do you know that if you have the 
real Christian life, if you have the Spiri' 
of God within you, it's going to bring 
about chis result? It's going to, as we 
say, "produce fruits." Now what kind of 
fruits will be produced in a real Chris­
tian life?-nor the morbid, unhappy 
life. Here is the frui t. Here is what will 
emanate from a real Christian life. It is 
found in Galatians 5, beginning with 
verse 22 :

"The fruit of the Spirit 
is LOVE"-first of all is lov~nd the 
second is "JOY." Joy is happiness, brim­
ful and running over. 

This doesn't sound like an unhappy, 
empey, morbid life, does it? Here's love 
that will just flow, spontaneously, OUt 
from you! 

Life Can Be RADIANT 

The first "fruit of the Spirit of God" 
is LOVE. Love will mean that your 
face is beaming. It's going to mean 
that you are really giving out. It's go­
ing to mean that you are radiant and 
happy. Love results in JOY, the second 
product of the Spirit of God. The third 
is "PEACE." Instead of going around 
quarreUng, resentful, bitter, unhappy, 
and arguing-that's nOt peace, that's a 
kind of war-you'll be at peace in your 
mind and with your neighbor, and with 
your God! 

And the next is, in the King James 
Authorized Version of the Bible, "Iong-

The next is "gentleness," and then 
"goodness, faith. meekness, temperance: 
against suth there is no law." That is 
the fruit of the Spirit. Ie will spontane· 
ously spring forth from you. That you 
will be emitting from yourself, radiating 
from yourseU, all the time, if you are 
a 1'eal Christian. 

But Most People Are NOT 
Christians 

You read in Romans 8: 9 that unless 
you have received from witham you the 
Holy Spirit of God, you are DOt any of 
Christ's! You ARE NOT A CHRISTIAN. 

There are millions of people that 
profess Christianity that are not ChriJ· 
tians according to Godls definition. · 
They're not Christians at all! 

Of course, in a Christian life, there 
are troubles. There are going co be 
even persecutions. Jesus Christ was per­
secuted. He said, "If they have per­
secuted me, they will persecute you." 
That comes from without. That's some­
thing that comes from other people. 
That does1l't 1z,ecessarily need to disturb 
you inwardly. And the person who does 
have this inward peace, the person who 
has this joy and this love and this pa­
tience-and who has this tolerance for 
other people-isn't going to be too 
much disturbed because other people 
don't agree, and perhaps persecute. 

Yes, YOl1-'re going to face problems 
and trials. Those things are good for us. 
They come upon us for a purpose-co 
help us develop character. And a real 
Christian undersrands. It doesn't make 
him unhappy. 

We All Have Trials 

We are going to have troubles and 
problems, and trials JUSt like everybody 
else. They come to test us. They come 
to strengthen, co build our character. 
And that's the very purpose of our be· 
ing-to make us like God. We, like 
Jesus Christ, can be born into the King· 
dom of God. Notice I Peter 4: 12-13: 

"Beloved," this is speaking to real 
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Christians, "Beloved, think it not strange 
concerning the fiery trial which is to rry 
you, as though some strange thing hap. 
pened UntO you." 

Some people, when some of these 
trials and these problems come, think 
nobody else has ever had anything come 
upon them like thac. It's some strange 
thing that is peculiar to them. That is 
not true! Every other person on earth 
is having problems. Everyone is having 
troubles. They have things to meet and 
to overcome, solutions to work oue, the 
same as you do. It's not strange. And 
so here is the teaching of God. He says: 

"But REJOICE," yes, rejoice inwardly 
in these things, "inasmuch as ye are par­
cakers of Christ's sufferings." 

Christ suffered, but Christ also said 
to His apostles, "My joy 1 leave with 
you." "1 am come," He said, Ilthat you 
might have life, and that yotl- may have 
it more abundantly." And He came to 

give us THE ABUNDANT LIFE. He had 
that kind of life. He was happy. He was 
filled with joy, even though ar the same 
time He was a man of sorrows-and 
why? 

Because He LOVED aU human beings, 
and He saw tbe way they were going. 
He saw how they were destroying them­
selves, how they were bringing unhappi· 
ness and emptiness, fear and worry, 
poverty, sickness, disease and sufferings 
on themselves. He thereby shared their 
sufferings. He was a man of SOtrows. 
He was sorrowful for them. But He was 
a man who was happy inside. He was 
always going about doing good. He was 
sening us an example of the kind of 
life that we should live. So we read 
here: 

"Rejoicel inasmuch as ye are par· 
takers of Christ's sufferings; that, when 
His glory shall be revealed, ye may be 
glad also with exceeding joy." , 

If you turn to I Peter 1:3-9, you will 
see why! 

Why We Can Always Be Happy 
INSIDE 

"Blessed be the God and Father of 
our lord Jesus Christ,· which according 
[Q his abundant mercy hath begotten 
us again unto a lively hope by the resur­
rection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 
[Q an inheritance incorruptible, and un· 
defiled." 
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There isn't one person in 10,000 pro­
fessing Christians who really knows and 
understands what that incorruptible in· 
heritance really is. Ie is far greater­
filled wirh fat mnre splendor and glory, 
and far more happiness-than you pLob­
ably have ever imagined. That is what 
is in store for you if yO1/. wilt stf,rrellder 
,1 011.r life to God. It's up to you! 

Peter continues, saying that we are 
kept by the power of God through 
faim umo salvation, ready "to be re­
vealed at the last time." That means a 

time yet future, ahead of us JUSt now, 
only a few years future in our time, at 
the second coming of Christ. Jesus 
Christ is coming back co [his earth once 
again! 

"Wherein," continues this scripture, 
"ye gready rejoke, though now for a 
season, if need be, ye are in heaviness 
through manifold temptations" or trials 
and troubles that come upon us: "that 
the trial of your faith, being much more 
ptecious than of gold that perisheth"­
because this trial of our faith is de· 
veloping character that will never perish. 
It's more valuable than gold. 

When a trouble comes upon you, in· 
stead of griping, grumbling, moaning, 
and being unhappy and miserable about 
it, realize that something is come upon 
you to try you, to qevelop character, to 

develop something real and genuine in 
you that you will carry with you for all 
eternity. 

But when troubles come, do you re­
joice in them? Do you realize that 
something is come that is more valu­
able to you than a great sum of gold? Or 
do you grumble and complain and wish 
that such things had never come?

These are the re­
sources that can come only from God. 
And these are the resources that will 
produce those fruhs of love, and joy, 
and of peace, and of patience. 

Most lives today are empey, absolute­
ly empty! They are filled with bore­
dOffi, with frustrations and fears.

CHAPTER FIFTY-THREE 

WALLS OF JERICHO FALL 

IT was on the tenth day of the first month (Nisan in the spring-not January in 

the winter) that Israel crossed the Jordan river and made camp in Canaan at a SpOt 

called Gilgal. The west border of the camp wasn't much more than a mi le from Jeri­

cho, a thick-walled city swarming with enemy soldiers. (Joshua 4 : 19-24.) 

Israel's First Passover in Canaan 

It had been juSt forry years before-minus five days-that Israel had fled from 

Egypt. (Exodus 12:18,29-34,51; Numbers 14:26-35; Deuteronomy 1:3; Joshua 

5 :6.) The exodus had been starred after their observing the Passover. Now again 

it was almost time to prepare for another Passover, but before it should be observed, 

God told Joshua that most of the males of Israel should undergo a physical rite that 

had been required as a sign and seal of the covenant between the Creator and Israel. 

After the Passover the people observed the Days of Unleavened Bread -by eat­

ing no bread with leavening in it. One of their main dishes was roasted corn that 

had been taken from the fields of their enemies. This was only one item of food 

that had been acquired since entering the region of the Jordan. In fact, so many edible 

things had been taken in recent days that Israel's food supply was sufficient to keep 

them without gathering manna. As a result, manna, which had been the main food for 

forty yeats, ceased to appear on the day after the Passover. (Joshua 5 :2-12.) 

Meanwhile, there was no sign of Canaanite soldiers except those who could be seen 

in the distance on the walls of Jericho. Nevertheless, enemy spies kept a close watch 

on Israel. Their reports on the parting of the river spread quickly to every ruler in that 
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section of the world. These leaders were greatly concerned by this amaztng event. 

They had felt temporarily secure from Israel because they had considered the Jordan 

practically impossible to cross during its swollen condition. 

The king of Jericho was especially worried. Even though his lighting force was 

composed of many fierce men skilled in battle, the very numbers of Israelites camped 

so close to his city was enough to make his nighrs sleepless. (Joshua 5: 1.) 

To make certain that 00 more Israelite spies could get into Jericho, he gave orders 

that the gates of the city should close and remain closed twenty-four hours a day. No 

one was to be allowed in or out-except, if necessary, a few special spies of his, and 

they were let down the walls 00 rope ladders aod brought up the same way. 

This was a costly precaution, because it meant rurning away caravans arriving 

from other .lands with valuables and food. The king reasoned that it was wiser to re­

main bottled up with what food was on hand rather than take the slightest risk of 

allowing any Israelites to enter Jericho in disguise. (Joshua 6: 1.) 

Joshua Meets the Lord 

A few days after Israel had arrived in Gilgal, Joshua went alone, despite the 

protests of some of his officers, toward Jericho. He wished to see for himself what the 

place was like at closer range. He suddenly found himself face to face with a srurdy 

man holding a gleaming sword and gazing intently at him. Joshua strode boldly up 

to him. 

"Are you a friend of Israel or an enemy?" Joshua bluntly inquired of the stranger. 

(Joshua 5: 13.) 

"I am not an enemy," the man replied in a firm voice. "1 am here as the com­

mander of the army of God!" 

It required several seconds for Joshua to realize that he was acrually gazing at 

the Lord, the very One who later also came to this world in human form to be known as 

Jesus Christ, and who also appeared ro Abraham as Melchizedek, king of Salem! 

This was Joshua's closest contact with God. He fearfully fell forward and placed 

his forehead on the ground. 

"What would you ask of me, my Lord?" Joshua humbly inquired. We know 

this man was the Lord-a member of the Godhead-because he allowed Joshua to 

worship Him. Angels never allow God's servants to worship them. (Revelation 22:8-9.) 

"Your feet are on holy ground," was the answer. "Remove your shoes and I shall 

tell you how to take Jericho." 

Joshua losr no time in obeying. Then he carefully listened to the instructions from 

God. (Joshua 5: 14-15.) 
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"Return to your camp and carry out the orders I have given you," he was told. "If 

you do juSt as I have told you to do, ir won't be necessary for you to storm the walls 

or gates of Jericho in order to conquer it, even though many fierce fighting men are 

garrisoned within that fortress." 

Inspired and encouraged in what he should do, Joshua returned to camp. Once he 

turned to gaze back to where he had been encountered, bur there was no one thete! 

As soon as he arrived back in camp, to the relief of his officers, Joshua told them 

and the priests of his unusual experience and of God's plan to take Jericho. (Joshua 

6:2-7.) 

Siege of Jericho Begins 

Next day the king of that city was startled by the dreadful news he had been 

expecting. 

"Sentries have juSt reported seeing many persons on foot apptoaching from the 

Israelite camp!" an officer announced. 

Surrounded by anxious aides and officers, the king hurried to the east wall. When 

he saw the growing columns of people marching toward his city, he nervously barked 

out orders for all soldiers to take their battle stations, and for all civilians to get off 

The worried king of Jericho ordered all his soldiers to their 
battle stations on the walls. 
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the walls and sueets and Out of the shops and into their homes or shelters. 

As the Canaanites continued watching, they became discouraged, confused and 

relieved in rums. The foremost of their approaching enemies marched juSt close 

enough for discerning that they were soldiers. Then they veered to the left and 

moved along to the south of the ciry. 

"Why should they give LIS such a wide berth if they intend to arrack)" one 

officer asked. 

"Perhaps they don't intend to attack," another observed. "Possibly they're JUSt 

moving on to the west." 

"That hardly seems possible," the king mutrered. "They've raken every ciry from 

the Arnon river to Mt. Hermon'" 

Rising hope that Istael was moving out and by-passing Jericho was abruptly 

downed when the foremost Israelite soldiers turned north to parallel the west wall 

of the city. A little later they rurned back eastward to distantly flank Jericho'S north 

wall. 

The ciry was being surrounded by thousands upon thousands of Israelites! 

Why they remained at such a distance batHed the Canaanites. Another mystery 

was the presence of seven long-robed horn blowers marching behind the first large 

segment of the moving column. As they marched, they held up curved trumpets called 

shophar, which were made of rams' horns, and emirred shrill blasts that echoed from 

the hills to the west. Behind the horn blowers marched four more robed men carrying 

what appeared to be a large box. The Canaanites had no way of knowing that this 

object was the ark of the covenant, and that the other seven robed men were priests 

who had been insuucted to blow special horns. This was rhe only sound that came from 

the Israelires. It was frightfully puzzling to their watchers, because it was the usual habit 

of soldiers on the march to shout or sing. In this case, the Istaelites had been told not 

to utter a word during the matching around Jericho. 

For well over an hour the Canaanites uneasily watched the enemy parade. It 

required somewhat more than that for any part of the marchers to pass atound 

Jericho and return to the Israelite camp. Jericho's ruler remained on the wall, gravely 

puzzled as to the meaning of such a weird demonstration. (Joshua 6: 8-11.) 

"Didn't anyone here think to try counting them?" he impatiently asked. 

Canaanites Fear Mounts 

"We have estimated that about one hundred thousand passed around the city, sir," 

an officer spoke out. "As you know, our spies have reported thatIsrael has at least five 

or six times that many soldiers." 
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"Spies are not always right," the king murmured. "This performance today seems 

to me to be only an effort to display manpower thar isn't necessarily there. How do we 

know that all of them were men? Most of them cou ld have been women and children 

dressed as soldiers. Why did they parade at such a distance unless they fear Our spears, 

arrows and catapults? If they don't come closer, they can't harm us. Even as besiegers, 

they would have to hold Out many days before our supplies are exhausted, and that 

isn't the pattern of their operation." 

These weakly optimistic remarks from the king did little to generate hope at en­

thusiasm in those about him. The next day, however, brought a little relief to the 

Canaanites from their fears when dawn showed no evidence of further siege prepara­

tions. 

Before long, however, it was observed that Israelites were again approaching 

Jericho. Renewed excitement and fear reigned in the city for awhile. Then, as they 

had done the day before, the Israelites swerved sourhward, later continuing westward 

to march at a distance from the south wall, swinging north around the west wall, 

going eastward past the north wall and back to their camp. Meanwhile, there was no 

chant, shout or song from the Israelites. The only sound was that from the seven 

horns, whose continuous piercing tones carried loudly to the Canaanires in an irritating, 

suspenseful and nerve-wracking manner. 

"This is obviously some kind of enchantment by which Israel is trying to over­

come us withour attacking us," the king of Jericho proclaimed to his people after 

the Israelites had finished their second day of marching around the city. "Why should 

we allow enchantments from these foreigners to bother us) I have heard that they 

have only one God. We have many gods to protect us." 

Next day the Israelites appeared for the third time to march around Jericho in 

the same manner and at the same distance. As usual there was the strange box-like 

object and the seven men going before it while blowing their horns. 

On the fourth day the same thing happened. By now many of the Canaanites were 

becoming increasingly fearful because they didn't know JUSt what to expect. Some be­

lieved that a great, consuming fire mighr fall from the sky. Others were afraid of all kinds 

of calamities. Some, in an effort to hide theit growing fears, began to joke about the 

Israelites. 

Next day the Israelites came around again. This time, although the ruler of Jeticho 

wasn't completely in favor of it, the soldiers lining the topS of the walls lifted their 

voices in loud taunts to the Israelites to come closer. The ruler didn't wish to do any­

thing to rouse the ire of the enemy, but at the same time he felt that his soldiers' 

morale could be sparked up if they were allowed to deride Israel. The marchers could 
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plainly hear the challenges, but rhey remained silent except for the blaring of their 

seven horns. 

For six days the Israelites marched once around rhe city in rhe early morning of 

each day. (Joshua 6:12.14.) On the sixth day the Canaanites shouted even louder at 

the Israelites as they passed around the city, though they actually believed that if the 

whole Israelite fighting force should accept their dares and attack, losses by the Ca­

naanites would be much greater than any harm they cou ld inflict upon Israel. 

"This is a silly, time-consuming, childish game these people are playing," Jericho's 

ruler announced to the people and soldiers in an effort to boost morale. "Their intended 

enchantment failed to work the first time, and now they are merely repeating it again 

and again in the hope that it will finally take effect. It should be plain by now that these 

people cannOt harm uS by such means." The city's king just couldn't understand God's 

plan of battle. 

Israelite Tactics Change 

Inasmuch as the Israelites had been encircling Jericho a lirtle after sunrise each day, 

Canaanite sentries were surprised when rhey saw the marching column approaching at 

early dawn on the sevenrh day. High officers feared that this might indicate some drastic 

change in Israel's plans, and the king was immediately notified of what was happening 

outside the wall. 

The Israelites went around tbe city in the same manner as usual, but the more 

interesting fact was that instead of returning to camp, they began to encircle rhe city 

again. In fact, they spent almost the whole day marching around Jericho. By mid-after­

noon they had made six rounds and were starting on rhe seventh. (Joshua 6: 15.) 

Ar rhis point anorher unusual rhing happened. Hundreds of thousands more soldiers 

had strode out from Israel's camp and now joined the marchers. The bright, palm-stud­

ded plains around Jericho gradually grew dark with the growing immensity of armed 

forces. 

The challenging boots and shouts that had been coming [rom the Canaanites gradu­

ally died away when Israel's military strength was displayed. Many people within the city 

fell into a state of panic when they realized how many fighting men were confronting 

them. This fear and panic spread like a contagious disease, only much more rapidly. Even 

the ruler and his officers were grim-faced and nervously silent. No jeering taunts or 

attempts to belittle Israel's might could boost the Canaanites' morale now that they 

were faced by the stark cold fact of Israel's true strength. The people in Jericho felt 

doomed. 

It was late afternoon when rhe Israelites finally finished marching around rhe city 
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for the seventh time. At this juncture the ark and the trumpet blowers were juSt east of 

Jericho. There they stopped, and all the other marchers came to a halt. 

Greater tension gripped the Canaanites. Jericbo's ruler, who had been squirming in 

anxiety in a chair inside one of the wall towers, came slowly to his feet. He stared un­

blinkingly out at Israel's silently threatening throng. 

At that moment the seven horn blowers, who had not sounded for several minutes, 

blew an unusually long, high blast. This was followed by a chilling surge of shouts from 

the people surrounding Jericbo, those in Israel's camp and the many who were spread 

out berween, as Joshua had commanded them to do. (Joshua 6: 16-19.) 

The noise that resulted from the millions of throats was like the thunder and hiss 

of a tidal wave crashing against a rocky cliff. 

Divine Overthrow 

Within seconds, however, the vast din of voices was drowned in another noise--­

an ominous, deep rumble approaching like the growing reverberation of the hoofs of 

millions of swiftly approaching horses! 

Those on the walls felt a sickening sway. Those inside the city were aghast to see 

widening cracks appear in the cobbled and bricked srreets. Screaming people began to 

pour out of the buildings. Those on the walls began to race down steps and ladders to 

a firmer footing. 

But it was tOO late to find safety. The walls, as well as the streets, were already 

cleaving. 

In the midst of the ear-splitring clatter, the king and his officers were among the 

first to realize, in their lasr moments of life, thar the mighty God of Israel didn't even 

recognize the puny, powerless gods and idols of this world. (Deuteronomy 4 : 39; 

Isaiah 45:5; I Corinthians 8:5 -6; Isaiah 2:20-2l.) 

Then rhe walls of Jericho reeled violently ourward and crashed down with a deaf­

ening roar. (Joshua 6:20.) 

Skeptics used to ridicule this miracle. But the skeptics were wrong. Jericho's wall 

did fall down flat. 

Archaeologisrs have found the ruins of Jericho JUSt where God said the city was. 

And after carefully excavating the sire for several years, world-famous archaeologists 

found that the earth had preserved an amazing record of God's miraculous destruction 
of Jericho. 

The walls of the city that fell in Joshua's day could clearly be seen to have fallen 

outward and fiat, as the Bible stated in Joshua 6:20. This tecord has been described in 

many books dealing with Jericho. In only one place was the wall left standing. That must 
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The walls of Jericho swayed crazily, then split apart and 
crashed ddwn with a thundering roarl 

have been where Rahab's house was built, because God had promised to protect her and 

her family because of her faith.

WHEN and HOW the True 
Church Began 

Jesus Christ said: "I will build MY 
church; and the gates of hell shall nOt 
ptevail against it" (Matt. 16: 18 ) . This 
statement emphasizes the fact that Jesus 
was going to build the true church. He 
called it "MY church"-noc Luther's, 
Calvin's, Wesley's, or that of some other 
man. 

Jesus also said that the gates of "hell" 
-the Greek word meaning hades or the 
GRAVE-would never prevail against His 
Church. This is dotl,bly so. First, because 
He definitely implied by this statement 
that His Church would never cease to 
exist. And, secondly, because the hope of 
all Christ's true followers is the l"esur· 
rectio1~ from the dead. 

The Church Jesus promised to build 
is to endure down through the ages. He 
prophesied it will be doing His work 

by Roderick C. Meredith 

at His second coming. 
Jesus began building His Church by 

calling and training disciples soon after 
His temptation in the wilderness. "From 

that time Jesus began to preach, and to 
say, Repent: for the Kingdom of Heav­
en is at hand" (Matt. 4:17). Immedi­
ately after this, He called Peter and An­
drew to be His disciples, "And He saith 
untO them, Follow 'me, and I will make 
you fisbers of men" (Verse 19). 

Jesus "called" or specially selected 
His disciples and fmure ministets. They 
did not just decide to "enter the minis­
try." And He always taught them the 
Good News of the Kingdom of Heaven, 
or Kingdom of God as it is rendered by 
Mark, Luke and John. 

"And Jesus went about all Galilee, 
teaching 10 theif synagogues, and 
preaching the gospel of the kingdom, 
and healing all manner of sickness and 
all manner of disease among the people" 
(Matt. 4:23). 

Mark records the beginning of Jesus' 
ministry: "Now after that John was put 
in prison, Jesus came inro Galilee, 
preaching the gospel of the kingdom of 
God" (Mark 1: 14 ) . Jesus always 
preached about [he Kingdom or GOV­
ERNMENT of God. This was the ONLY 
message He taught His disciples who 
were to carryon the Church He was 
fottnding! 

The True Church MUST Preach 
the TRUE Gospel! 

After teaching the message of God's 
Kingdom and government throughout 
His earthly ministry, and telling those 
who would be saved, "If thOli wilt en­
ter into life, keep the commandmentsJJ 

(Matt. 19: 17) ,Jesus gave His apostlesa 
parting commission of how to carry out 
His work umil He came again. Jesus 
commanded: ItGo ye therefore, and teach 
all nations, baptizing them in the name 

of the Father, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Spirit: teaching them to Obler1!e 
ALL THINGS whatsoever I have com­
manded you.: and, 10, I am with you 
alway, even untO the end of the world" 
( Matt. 28: 19-20). 

In Mark's account, notice the im­

portance of believi1J.g the I··rt/·e Gospel: 
"And He said unto them, Go ye into all 
[he world, and preach the Gospel to 
every creature. He thar believeth and is 
baptized shall be saved; but he that 
believeth not shall be damned" (Mark 
16: 15-16). 

The apostles were commanded to go 
forth and preach exactly the SA.M:E Gos­
pel that Jesus had proclaimed through­
out His earthly mitlistry-the Good 
News of the GOVERNMENT OF GOD. 
Men were instructed to repent of their 

ways and BELIEVE that message in order 
to be saved. DID the apostles and min­
isters of God's Church preach that same 
message? 

When the Church was scattered be­
cause of persecucion, Philip preached 
the truth to the people of Samaria.

and consume all these kingdoms, and it 
shall stand forever" (verse 44). 

The TRUE GOSPEL was proclaimed in 
the churches until the death of the apos­
des. It was the MESSAGE sent from heav­
en of God's coming KINGOOM or GOV­

ERNMENT and His RULE over the lives 
of convened Christians now.

So, as the story-flow dearly depicts, 
soon after Christ ascended to God's 
throne and the apostolic ministry was 
completed, the true Church FLED into 
the wilderness for 1,260 years in pro­
phetic fulfillment!

Now notice some of the points we

The NAME of the Ttue Church 

The number twelve is used by God 
throughout His Word as the number of 
organizational begi1lnings, This is sig-nif· 
icant1 and is demonstrated in many 
scriptures. 

In the Old Testament, there were the 
twelve patriarchs and rhe twelve tribes 
of Israel who became the "Church in 
the Wilderness." In the New Testament, 
jesus Christ ordained twelve apostles to 

start Out and organize the beginning 
work of God's Church empowered by 
the Holy Spirit. 

In the world to come, the Holy City, 
New Jetsualem, will have twelve gates 
with twelve angels at the gates with the 
names of the twelve tribes of Israel 
wrinen thereon. And the wall of the 
city will have twelve foundations! (Rev. 
21:12·14). 

So it is certainly significant chat the 
NAME of the true Church should be 
seated exactly twelve places in the New 
Testament! 

The true Church is nor named after 
any man. Neither is it named after any 
nation. Nor is it named afcer any form 
of church governmenr, or any single 
doctrine or combination of individual 
doctrines of belief, It is God's Cburch­
so it is named alter GOD! 

If-as so many claim to do--people 
would REALLY take the Bible as their 
"sole gteide to /aith/ J they would find 
the inspired NAME of God's Church 
given in t1Qelve pl.aces therein! Notice 
the NAME in Paul's inspired instruction 
to the true ministers of God in Acts 
20:28: "Take heed therefore uneo your· 
selves, and to all the flock, over the which 
the Holy Spirit hath made you overseers, 
to feed THE CHURCH OF GOD, which He 
hath purchased with His own blood." 

In his firSt epistle to rhe Corinthians, 
Paul writes: "Uaro THE CHURCH OF 
GOD which is at Corinth, to them (hat 
are sanctified in Christ jesus, caJJed to 
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be saines , .. " ( I Cor. 1: 1·2). Here at 
the beginning of his lener, in the official 
salmationJ he gives the official title or 
NAME of God's Church! 

Ten More Places 

Then, in 1 Corinthians 10:32, he in· 
StruCts: "Give none offense, neither to 

the jews, nor to the Gentiles, nor co THE 
CHURCH Of GOD." In 1 Corinthians 
11 : 16, Paul States under inspiration: 
"But if any man seem to be conrentious, 
we have no sllch custom, neither THE 

CH URCHES OF GOD." And in Verse 22, 
he challenges the Corinthians: "\Vhat? 
have ye noc houses to ear and to drink 
in? or despise ye THE CHURCH OF GOD, 
and shame them that have not?" 

Acknowledging his own human weak­
ness, Paul states in I Corinrhians 15:9: 
"For I am the least of the apostles, that 
am not meet co be called an aposde, 
because I persecuted THE CHURCH OF 
GOD." 

Paul also addresses his second letcer 
"untO THE CHURCH OF GOD which is 
at Corinth ... " ( II Cor. 1: 1). In writing 
the scatcered churches and brethren in 
Galatia, he states: "For ye have heard of 
my conversation in time past in the 
Jews' religion, how that beyond meas· 
lire I persecuted THE CHURCH OF GOD, 
and wasted it" (Gal. 1: 13 ) . 

Commending the Gentile Christians 
in Thessalonica for following the ex· 
ample of the Mother Church at Jeru­
salem and the original brethren in Pales· 
{ine, Paul writes: "For ye, bre{hren, 
became followers of THE CHURCHES OF 
GOD which in Judaea are in Chrisr Jesus 
... " (I Thess. 2:14).ln II Thessalonians 
1 :4, rhe Apostle Paul states: "So chat we 
ourselves glory in you in THE 

CHURCHES OF GOD ... " 

Speakjng of rhe qualifications for 
elders or ministers, Paul states in I 
Timothy 3: 5: "For if a man know nOt 
how to rule his own house, how shall 
he take care of THE CHURCH OF Goo?" 

Larer in chis same chapter, while 
Timothy was in the midst of the war· 
ship of the dead idol gods at Ephesus, 
Paul wrote: ''These rhings write T UntO 

thee, hoping to come untO thee shortly: 
but if 1 tarry long, (hat thOll mayest 
know how thou oughtest to behave thy. 
self in the house of God, which is THE 
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CHURCH OF THE LIVING GOD, the pillar 
and ground of the truth" (verses 
14·15). 

The Evidence Is CONCLUSIVE 

Now go back and Count rhe twelve 
places where the inspired NAME of 
God's Church is given! Ie is not rhe 

Church of any mal1'l organization or na· 

#01].. It is GOD'S Church-so it is caUed 
The Church OF God, dmotillg IDs 
ownership and control! 

In Jesus' final prayer for His disciples 
while on earth, He asked God: "Holy 
Father, keep through thine OWN 1lame 

rhose whom thou hast given me, rna[ 
they may be one, as we are" (John 
17: 11 ) . Christ's followers-His C/mrcb 
-are to be kept in the NAME of GOD! 

In Ephesians 3:14·15, the Apostle 
Paul-after describing the glory that 
will follow the tribulations we now 
suffer-seated: "For this cause 1 bow 
my knees unto the FATHER of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, of whom the whole family 
in heaven and earth is NAMED ... " Jesus 
Christ and the Father arc bOth Goo and 
so tbeir Church, their body of believers 
on earth, is called THE CHURCH OF GOD, 

Could anything be more clear? 

The SPIRIT of God's Church 

Anorher proof of the identity of God's 
rrue Church is the spi"it motivating this 
church and irs members, For God in4 
spited the Aposde Paul to write: "Now 
if any man have not rhe SPIRIT of Chrisco 
he is nOlle of HiI" (Rom. 8:9). 

God promises the Holy Spirit only 
upon obedience to the conditions set 
forth in ActS 2:38: "REPENT, and be 
baptized everyone of you in the name 
of Jesus Chrjst for the remission of sins, 
and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy 
Spirit." One must repem of SIN ro re­
ceive of God's Spirit and "sin is the 
lIamgreIIio1Z of the tAW" ( I John 3:4). 
So you must 1'epettt of breaking GodJs 
law in order to be forgiven and receive 
of God's Spirit. 

Notice that God's Spirit is described 
as "the Holy Spirit, whom God hath 
given co them that OBEY Him" ( Aces 

5:32) . 
Jesus said: "Howbeit when he, the 

Spirit of truthJ is come, he will guide 
you INTO all [rurh : for he shall nOt 
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speak of himself; bue whatsoever he 
shall hear, rhar shall he speak: and he 
will show you thitl-gs to come" ( John 
16:1 3). So the Holy Spitir helps you to 
grow into NEW tfuth and ro muierstand 
"things ro corne"-PROPHECY! 

And God inspired Peter [Q exhort 
Christians: "But GROW in grace, and in 
the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour 
Jesus Christ" ( Il Pet. 3: 18). 

This is the SPIRIT or attitude and chtl'r­
acte, of rhose in God's Church. Actually, 
we are nOt even IN God's Chufch un­

less we have received that Spirit-the 
very nature of God placed within us­
"For by Ol1e spirit are we all baptized 
into one body"-the true CHURCH! ( I 
Cor. 12:13). 

The True Church Is LED BY 
God's Spirit 

The tme Chuech, then, is composed 
of mose who are filled with and LED BY 
the Holy Spirir of God! Since a church 
is only the sum tOtal of irs members, the 
people in the true Church have these 
characteristics: They REPENT before be­
coming members of God's Church! They 
do nor " join" the true Church, but are 
rather INDUCTED or "baptized" into it 
by the Holy Spirit AFTER real repenrance 
and baptism in water, 

They practice ODEDIENCE to God's 
commandmems as a 1.IJtly of life, and the 
words of Jesus Christ in Luke 4:4 be­
come a BASIC PRINCIPLE that applies to 

every phase and facet of life: "It is 
wrinen, That "'latl shall not live by bread 
al011el but by EVERY WORD OF GOD." 

Finally, these people, and this Chttrch 
-the TRUE CHURCH-prove by me 
Imil! that they are willing to GROW in 
grace and in knowledge as God com­
mands. Each human being must admit 
his error and change. Since the Church 
is rhe sum tOtal of its members, each era 
of God's Church musr constantly be 
GROWJNG into new trurh and toward the 
perfecti01~ of spiritual character which 
Jesus Christ exemplified.

(Collti1llted Irom page 14) 
was his own. Instead he treated his own 
personal property as if it were common 
property. 

That [he early Christians did nOt 
pool all (heir reSOurces and goods can 
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also be proved by other passages. In 
Acts 5:1- 11-the very next chapter­
is the story of Ananias and Sapphira 
who had a piece of properry [hey wished 
to sell in order to give the proceeds 
[Q [he Church. They implied [hey were 
giving ALL of i[, but accually they kept 
back patt for themselves. As a punish­
mem for LYING. God punished [hem. 
When Peter rebuked them for this 
deed, in the process he explained the 
legal relationship existing between these 
twO people and their property. He said, 
"While i[ [[he property) remained. was 
it nOt thine own? And after it was sold, 
was it (the money] not in thine power?" 
(Am 5:4.) There is no Communism 
here. These early Christians were capital­
ists-they owned property! 

The property-as well as the money 
when it was sold-belonged completely 
and totally to Ananias and Sapphira 
[Q do with as [hey willed. They could 
spend it, or contribute it. If contributed, 
ir was a voluntary, freewill offering. 
This is a far cry from Communism as 
it is practiced today, where each in· 
dividual's property is confiscated and 
the proceeds are distributed by a single 
person or a smlll committee or parry. 

A final point to remember is that the 
New Testament makes frequent refer­
ences to the rich and the poor. For 
example, the believers at Antioch were 
instructed to give, each "according to 

his abili[y" (Acts 11: 29), when a col­
lection was taken for the "poor saints" 
(Rom. 15:26) who were suffering a 
drought in Jerusalem. Such distinctions 
would have been impossible if all prop­
erty was had in common. 

These facts PROVE that the early 
Christians did NOT practice Communism 
of ANY kind_ The Bible simply does 
tlot teach Communism! 

"Why is Rahab counted among the 
faithful? Isn't it plain that she com­
mitted a sin by lying in order to protect 
the two spies?" 

God condemns lying under ANY 

condition. Read it yourself in Psalm Il9, 
verses 29 and 163-and in Proverbs 
12:22 and Ephesians 4:25. God did 
NOT COUD[ Rahab among the faithful 
because 0/ a lie! But, Rahab is men­
tioned in Hebrews 11 as being among 
[he fai[hful. Why? NOtice verse 31: "By 
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faith the harlot Rahab perished not 
with them that believed nor, when she 
had received the spies with peace." 
Notice! God counes her among the 
faithful because "she had -recei·ved the 
,pie, WITH PEACE." She knew God 
was work ing through the children of 
Israel (see Josh. 2 :9-11 ), and accord­
ing to the limited knowledge she had, 
she acted! She had FAITH that the Eter· 
nal God was the true God and that she 
w01dd receive mercy if she showed 
kindness to His people! 

This illustrates God's great mercy on 
His creation. Even though we are not 
yet perfect, God will have abundant 
mercy on us IF OUR HEARTS ARE RIGHT 

and we act on the knowledge we have. 
Because God has mercy on us and 
knows our weaknesses, that does not 
mean God condones sin. We still must 
confess Our sins and repent of them. 

God did NOT approve the lie Rahab 
told. She had to repent of that sin. 
The Almighty God could have pro­
tected His spies without her lie! But, 
because she received them with peace 
and looked to the God of Israel, she is 
accounted among the faithful and has 
been forgiven her sin. 

"Why did Christ not mention all of the 
commandments when He told the young 
man, in Matthew 19: 16·20, that obedi· 
ence is necessary for salvation?" 

Christ did not need to enumerate all 
of the commandments. His hearers knew 
the commandments and knew they were 
binding. All He needed to do was men· 
rion a representative porrion of those 
commandments to show which set of 
commandments he was referring [Q as 
a supreme rule of conduct-so they 
would know He was speaking of the 
Ten Commandments of God) and nOt 
the commands of the Sanhedrin.

"Thou shalt do no tnt/.rder, Thou shalt 
not commit adulte-,y, Thou shal t nor 
steal, Thou shalt nor bear false ·witness, 
Honour thy father and tby mother: and, 
Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thy· 
self." These are the last six-which ex­
plain man's dury to man.

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that tell a man hotu to love his neigh­
bor/ This rich young man's refusal to 

use his great wealth to help his neigh.

Notice, now the ones He did not 
mention directly! "Thou shalt have no 
other gods before me. Thou shalt nOt 
make untO thee any graven image, nor 
serve tbem. Thou shalt nOt rake the 
name of the Eternal thy God in vain. 
Remember [he Sabbath Day, to keep 
it holy. The seventh day is the Sabbath 
of the Lord Thy God." This does NOT 

mean it is a11 right to worship other 
gods, curse, and break the Sabbath! 
The Jews understood this. 

Jesus inspired James to write that 
we must keep every point of rhe law 
-nOt just one or twO, or even half of 
them! He that offends in one point is 
guilty of all! See James 2: 10. To break 
any of the Ten Commandmems is to be 
guilty of sin!
