That gave 
us a chuckle. The point is, however, that 
it is, indeed, hmnan to err, but to fo r~ 

give is divine. Yet mistakes should be 

rectified if possible. 

Now I didn't intend to make this 
particular mistake. Actually, I didn't 
know that T had made it until it was 
called to my attention after the preced. 
ing number of The PLAIN TRUTH had 
gone to press. It involves something 

that appeared in the January, 1966, 
PLAIN TRUTH. 

Actually, 111,' mistake was one of 
OMISS ION rather than commission. I 
OM ITTED reading and checking a cer­
tain two or three sentences that ap­
peared in the "Short QlIeJtio12/' 
column of that issue, before the copy 
was sent to the Composing Room to be 
set in type. Of course r am forced to 
refrain from reading most of the articles 
before they appear in the printed PLAIN 
TRUTH. That respons ibility has to be 
delegated to competent personnel-the 
Executive Editor, the Managing Editor 
(it is chiefly his respons ibility), or the 
Senior Editor. 

Nevertheless, as Editor of The PLAIN 
TRUTH, I am responsible for what ap* 
pears in it. We try to maintain the 
highest editorial, journalistic and ethical 
standards. The PLAIN TRUTH ed itorial 
policy requires that anything written 

about any individual personally, or any 
organization, company, society, corpora­
tion, or organized group, must not re­
flect against the character, reputation or 

integri ty of that person or group. And, 
further, that any such mention of a per­
son or group be carefully examined for 
approval by the Managing Editor, be· 
fore going to the Composing Room to 
be set in type. 

Now let me make plain what hap­

pened. 

A reader from Gary, Indiana, had 

submitted a question. He mentioned a 

new book, The PaJJOVe1' PIOI, which he 

descr ibed as suggesting that Jesus, mis-
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takenly believing He was the p romised 
Messiah, plotted and schemed, contriv­
ing events when necessary, to insure 
prophetic fulfi llment. He asked us to 
comment on this. · 

The book referred to was authored 

by Hugh J. Schonfield of England. 
The author's name was not men­
tioned in the question sent by a reader 
of The' PLAIN TRUTH, nor in the 
published answer. Yet, Dr. Schonfield 
fee ls his integrity might be construed 
to have been reflected against anyway, 
by two or three statements in our an­
swer. Therefore The PLAIN TRUTH 
gladly retracts those three sentences ob­
jected to, and offers ful l apology. 

In this particular instance, the letter 
from Gary, Indiana, was channeled 

into the hands of a young man on the 
staff, recently graduated from college. 
This young man devoutly be lieves in 
and loves and worships Jesus Christ 
as his Saviour and his God. I'm sure 
Dr. Schon field-and all our readers­
can understand how any devout per­
son, reading of an account or book 
which seemed to him to assault and 

discredit his God and Saviour might 
be highly ind ignant, and stirred to write 
an answer upholding, and PROVING the 

reality of Jesus Christ as the true 
promised Messiah. 

This young man had not seen the 

book. He did not attempt to quote or 

refute specif ic points in the book. 

Rather, he confi'!led his answer to giving 

PROOF that Jesus did fulfill the prophe· 

cies concerning H im in the Scriptures, 

and, further, that He could not possibly 

have schemed and plotted to obtain such 

an objective. H e was not replying to 

specific claims, theories, or statements in 

the book, but rather proving, by Biblical 

statements, several of which were 110/ 

mentioned in the book, that Jesus was, 

in reality PROVED to be the Messiah, the 

Son of God. 

But, in his zeal, and even righteous 

indignation in feel ing his Saviour and 

his God had been impugned and mis· 

represented he did make two or three 

statements which Dr. Schon field feels 

could be construed to reflect on his 

honesty and integrity as an author and a 

scholar. When the typed copy came to 
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Dr. Hach's desk for checking, he read it 
from a different point of view than Dr. 
Schonfield later did. He viewed it from 
the Christian's point of view-and that 
of our readers. He honest ly did NOT feel 
that, in context, these three statements 
Dr. Schon fie ld objects to would, in the 
eyes of 0111' readers, discredit him as a 
sd10lar or reflect on his personal integ­
rity. Different people may approach and 
view statements from different points 
of view, and thus arrive at different 
conclusions. 

But now, on learning of Dr. Schon­
field 's contention, and that it caused h im 
pain and concern, Dr. Hoeh has ex­
pressed to me his sincere regret that 
he allowed those passages to remain in 
the printed copy. Since Dr. Schon fie ld 
feels hurt, he sincerely apologizes to 
him, and I join Dr. Hoeh in extending 
my personal apology and that of The 
PLAIN TRUTH. And we gladly retract 

the objected-to statements, which were: 
"From the foregoing, it should be 
abundantly clear that what the author 

contends is impossible." Further, "What 
kind of imagi nation worked forty years 

to come to the conclusion that all this 
could have been a massive plot-the 

greatest t ri ck ;n history?" And, thirdly, 

"Who could possibly believe such a pre· 

posterous book? P robably not even its 

own author!" 

The CfllX of this matter is NOT a 

question of whether The PLAIN TRUTH 

accepts or agrees with Dr. Schon fie ld's 

theories, statements and conclusions in 

his book. Emphatically we do not. To 

totally disagree is our right and our 

privilege. But just as emphatically, we 

do acknowledge Dr. Schonfield's right 

to his opinions, convictions, ideas, 

theories, views and conclusions. It is 

not our intention to question his sin­

cerity in his conclusions. God made us 

all free moral agents. He allows all 

humans to be either right or wrong. 

Dr. Schon fie ld has as much right to 

publish his views, arguments and con­

clusions as we have to publish ours. 

The young man was writing from 

the si ncere and honest feeling of regret 

that his Saviour had been accused of 

plotting and scheming. His mind was

I SAW GEMINI 8 
BLAST-OFF 

America's Space Program is making giant strides toward 
the moon! President Johnson, after viewing the blast-off of 
the two space vehicles March 16, predicted Americans 
will be on the moon BEFORE 1970! WILL men sUrvive on 

the moon? What lies BEYOND? Where is the race to 
conquer space LEADING? What is ahead for the millions 

on EARTH?

I 
HAVE just this moment come to the 
news room atop the Cape Royal 
Building here in Cocoa Beach after 

witnessing the spectacular lift-offs of 
two huge rockets, bearing aloft two 
space vehicles. One of them carried 
astronauts Neal Armstrong and David 
Scott. 

I t Was Awesome 

I had not realized how shockingly 
diffemll it would be to stand here 
seeillgl firsthand, another of America's 
space spectaculars in the making. 

I have viewed several such launch­
ings on television. But somehow the 
calm, professional voice of a news an­
nouncer and the Gemini Control per­
sonnel do n~t convey the breathless, 
frightening, stark REALITY of what is 
happening. 

For about two hours, I had been al­
ternately checking my camera, chatting 
with one of our PLAIN TRUTH photog­
raphers, sent here for this twin count­
down, and listening to the progress 
reports blaring over the loudspeakers at 
Press Site No.2. 

We were about 2,000 yards from the 
launching pads of the Atlas-Agena 
rocket and from the larger gant ry of 
the huge Titan booster being readied to 
blast astronauts Neal A rmstrong and 
David Scott into orbit. 

When it was announced we wefe 
within 15 minutes of the launch of the 
Atlas-Agena, I'll confess I felt a good 
deal of tension building up. 

Suddenly the lounging, waiting atti­
tude was gone from the dozens of 
photographers and reporters around 
me. 

The official accreditation list showed 
these men and women were from Ja­
pan, Germany, Spain. They represented 
big British newspapers, the lj. S. News 
and IVorlcl Report, Paris Match, Time, 
Life, NewJtve.k, CBS, ABC, NBC, and 
dozens of radio stations, TV stations, 
and publ ications. These people were 
I"'o/ession.is at this kind of thing. 

But none of them were nonchalant. 

Eyes glued on the g leaming stiver 
"bird" poised on its launching pad, 
now emitting clouds of white vapor 
after having been loaded with liquid 
oxygen, I rechecked my settings on my 
Leica M2 with its big 200 millimeter 
lens. 

"Three- two-one," came the calm, 
steady voice over the loudspeaker. 

rtlgnilioll/" 

I wasn 't quite prepared for the sud­
denness of it-and the sound! 

With belching clouds of brilliant 
white and orange smoke and f lame, the 
gleaming metal needles seemed momen­
tarily to disappear- moments later, the 
deep flat crack of a stuttering series of 
explosions hit us as with a physical 
blow-shaking the ground under our 
feet; literally shaking us internally! 

A brilliant white-orange stream of 
fire, glowing as fiercely as the sun, 
streamed from the tail of the missile as 

it rose. Slowly, gracefully at first, and 
then with almost sudden vulgarity it 
popped, stuttered and clattered its way 
skyward . The flat thunderclaps of sound 
and shock waves were completely dif­
ferent from what I had always supposed, 
watching similar lift-ofts over television. 

It was like an incredibly rapid series 
of flat , sharp, clapping explosiollS, 
rather than the steady, dull roar you 
might expect; such as in a big jet air­
plane. 

In only moments the big silver bird 
was gone. As the brilliant orange light 
finally winked out of view, the loud­
speaker said, monotonously, that the 
missile was performing perfectly, was 
now fifty mi les up and fifty miles out 
from the Cape. It had traveled one 
hundred miles In just barely two 
minutes! 

It was awesome! 

In on ly minutes, the announcement 
came that a perfect orbital pattern had 
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been established for the Agena space 
vehicle, within ONE MILE of the in­

tended one. 

The Second Countdown 

Now came the more than one-hour 
wait while another countdown con­
tinued. It had proceeded for weeks and 
days SIMULTANEOUSLY with the one we 
had just seen concluded. The minutes 
proceeded to click monotonously, In­

exorably by. 
We learned the astronauts were al­

ready inside the Gemini capsule~ 

which we could see as the black nose­
cone section of the huge missile to the 

east of us. 
The bright red steel framewo rk of 

the gantry was moved away from the 
missile, and it stood poised oh the pad 
as the countdown continued. 

We were waiting for the Agena to 
complete one full orbit of the earth. 
Then the two astronauts would be in­
serted into a similar orbit to facilitate 
"docking" with the Agena space ve­
hicle. 

Mr. Clayton, our regional photogra­
pher, and I moved our cameras to have 
a clearer view of the big Titan missile. 
J wondered how ou r staff photographer, 
Me. Lyle Christopherson, was faring at 
his press site over one thousand yards 
closer to the huge missile. 

As we waited, I cou ldn' t help but 
wonder what are thOle two men over 
there thinking? Strapped on their 
backs, atop a mammoth blll/et, loaded 
full of highly volati le liquid oxygen, 
knowing in minutes they will be 
hurtled clear out of the mantle of air, 
surround ing the earth, propelIed at 
speeds of over ] 7,000 miles an hour! 

What kind of men ARE these' 

What are they thinking? 

But, as J mused upon it-J knew. 
Their minds were TOT ALLY on their 
job,. They were thinking about their 
inst ruments, various systems, their step­
by·step functions they had so carefully 
rehearsed for so many months and 
weeks. 

Truthfully, they weren't "thinking." 
Not in the sense that you and J "think " 

prior to watchi11g such a mission. They 
were now PERFORMING--they were DO­
ING-they had no time to muse, or to 
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let their minds wander philosophically 
about what was happening around 
them, 

IIW'hat kind of men are these?" 
These are DEDICATED men. Trained, 

qllalified, COM PETENT men. These are 
men with a VISION, a bright, intent, 
urgent GOAL before them! 

The thought came to me with more 

of a deadly seriousness than ever be­
fore-these men MEAN it! These men 
aren't PLAYING! They are SERIO US! 
These men are going to the moon.' 

Glancing up to see the old familiar 
crescent, now glowing dully on this 
sun·drenched day of March 16, I think 
how much elOler the moon seems than 
ever before. Looking at the stark line 
of redd ish gantries, standing like mute 
sentinels in their line along this brush­
covered, narrow, sandy beach ; glancing 
to my left and seeing the unbel ievably 
huge building in which will be assem­

bled the gargantuan Apollo missile­
T am struck with the frightening inten­
sity of PURPOSE I see here. 

The men of NASA , the military men 
and all the technicians associated with 
this mammoth undertaking, are fiUed 
with zeal and purpose. 

They are alert, crisply active, dynam­
ically ALIVE. They speak with sharp 
c011jidflJ1Ce, they ooze knowledge of 
their job; they move about with pur­

pose. 

I looked at the single bui lding rising 
more than 500 feet from the flat sand 
spit, with the components of the largest 
missile we have built-a missile to 
DWARF these giants I see before me-a 
missile whose blast must be TEN TIMES 
more awesome than what I have seen 
today- realizing that monster of metal 
wi ll soon be hurtling out with three 
men toward the moon-again I am 
struck with the deadly PURPOSE of this 

space program. 

But just what IS their purpose? To 
"learn more" about our e1lvironment, 
they say. T o advance man's knowledge 
about his UNIVERSE: about the compo­
sit ion of other planets, about the possi­
bility of LIFE on other planets. 

And, obviously, the tremendously 
important NATIONALISTIC goals are a 
prime consideration. The overwhelming 

prize of psychological and propaganda 
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victory goes to the first nation to suc­
ceed in putting men on the moon, and 
bringing them back alive. 

The far-reaching MILITA RY conse­
quences of such a feat are FAR more 
urgently important than the purely 
scient ific considerations. 

World Rule at Stake 

Reduced to simple terms, pulling no 
punches, really ADMITTING the truth 
about what you see happening in this 
frightening world of ours, RULERSHIP

And, unless some totally unforeseen 
event occurs to PREVENT it- just such 
a scene could take place-ard the target 
could be London, Sydney, Johannes­
burg, Boston, Houston, Washington, 
D.C., Los Angeles, or New York! 

But there is a way to prevent it­
it doesn't HAVE to happen. 

But it WlLL, unless a totally unfo re­
seen event prevents it. 

Meanwhile, the real p1lrpose of the

(Gen. 1l:6.) 
And as I see these MASSIVE efforts

But Christ predicted, "For then shall 
be GREAT TRIBULATION, such as was 
not since the beginning of the world 
to this time, no, nor ever shall be.

When Gambling Upsurge 
Began 

This present gambling boom began 
in 1960 when the Betting and Gam ing 
Act paved the way fo r legal gambli ng. 
Police est imate there were some 750 
illegal betting shops and a network of 
runners before the Act. There are now 
well over 15,000 licensed betting shops. 
And 600 new ones set up business 
last year. This is adm itted to be only 
the beginning. 

The chairman of Crockford's gam· 
bling club in London, Mr. Timothy 
Holland, recently confessed: "The 
gambling boom is only jllst beghmi11g. 
With every increase in leisure time, 
people wi ll now turn to new amuse­
ments and wilt Wtl11t greater opportu­

uities 10 gambte.JI 

As if there weren't enough oppor­
tunit ies to gamble already. The licensed 
betting office, sometimes disguised as 
"Turf Accountant," has made betting 
" respectable." Offices are conveniently 
located throughout the country. A man 
can have a "flutter" on the Derby at 
Ascot, Grand National , or other horse 
races, dog races, and even the outcome 
of the General Election. 

The football pools are another form 
of gambling that attracts thollsands.

Some believe that 
about 15 percent of dignified Stock 
Exchange business is pure gambling. 

Even the Government is involved. 

Premimn Bonds are the Government's 

own form of interest lottery. Most 

people don 't consider these bonds a 

gamble, thinking they don't lose any· 
thing. That's untrue. The stake in this 

lottery is not the purchase price of the 

bond, bllt the interest involved. The 
interest on the bond is 110t paid, but is 

put into a lottery. Prizes are won by 
the few and the interest lost by the 
many! 

Turnover on gambling in Britain 

last year has been calculated at more 

T h. PLAIN TRUTH 

than £900,000,000 ($2,520,000,000). 
This averages out to well over £20 
(close to 60) jo/' etJery adult.' It is 
nearly three limes as much as Britons 

spend on books, newspapers and maga­
zines. 

No wonder the Government is con­

cerned. Gambling is affecting the econ­

omy of the country to say nothing of 

the heartache and misery it has caused 

hundreds of families. "Gambling per· 
haps now does more htlrm than drink," 
said Professor G. M. Trevelyan (Ell' 

glish Social History, p. 571 ).

the way to decadence, from which it 
will be very difficult to recover." 

Just what is the total effect of 
gambling on the home and lives of 
indiv iduals? 

Gambling's Effect on 
Home Life 

Home life, industry, recreation-all 

are disastrously affected by gambling. 
When Mr. George Thomas warned the 
nation, he declared: "We cannot sweep 
those matters under the carpet. There 
are families whose li-ves are being made 
a hell becallJe of gamblillg ." 

The most sensitive point of social 
li fe is the home. Gambling affects the 
home in a var iety of ways. The disturb­

ing effect of gambling upon home life 
was summed up by Mrs. Edith M. 
Millns, speaking to the Royal Com· 
mission: "Home li fe is often demor­

alized: (a) by the desire for easy 
money which seldom comes; (b) by 
frequent quarrels, unhappiness, discon­
tent, dishonesty-all these things help· 
ing to make broken homes; (c) by 
material and financial want; (d) by 
failllre to bllild liP solid, .. eliable, 
character" (Gambling in E11glish Life 
by E. Benson Perkins, p. 69). 

If a husband and father is addicted 
to gambling, his whole mind and 
character is affected. He usually be· 
comes absorbed in the betting world­

even during work hours. He not only 

thinks about the actual laying of bets, 
he is also anxious about the results. 

Gambling thus increases his idleness, 
not to mention ciissiptltioll and POV­
ERTY! 

Gambling and Recreation 

Gambling also has its effect on the 
right use of leisure and the character 

of sport. Football, horse and dog rae· 
ing, and boxing are motivated by the 

gambling spirit. Football games have 
been rigged. Horses and greyhounds 
have been drugged. 

But isn't gambling an amusement 

offering relaxation for leisure time? 

Gambling does offer a perverted 
type of pleasure. Some enjoy gambling 
best when the losers squirm. Others 

squirm w ith sadistic pleasure when they 
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themselves lose. At gambling clubs, 
people play in an eerie silence, scarcely 
exchangi ng a word. There is no 
laughter-and 110 real happiueu. There 
is only a feeling of boredom, tinged 
with regret at the wasting of time 
and energy, 

There is no genuine skill In gam­
bling. "Of all pastimes, gaming in­
volves the least ski ll. Of all entertain­
ments, it must be the most uncreative. 
Of all vices, it is the most sterile" 
(The Sltnday Times, London, Novem­
ber 28, 1965). 

Football pools are nothing but a 
lottery. Skill is not requi red to win a 
prize. All gamblers believe they can 
win, but all gamblers can't because the 
odds are against them. If the odds 
were for them, no one would be run­

ning a gami ng house! The ones who 
profit from gambling are the promoters 
and those who cheat. 

Gambling as a diversion and enter­
tainment is merely an exclfJe. Many 
other amusements could take the place 
of gambling and leave the gambler 
both a happier and a better man. 

Why Do People Gamble? 

Some say the cause of gambling IS 
boredom. Others say the increased fa­
cilities for organized gambling is the 
main cause. Too much leisure time, 
financial worries and the attraction of 
winning a large sum by luck are said 
to be other causes. These all playa part 
in encouragi ng gambling, but none of 
them is the real calise. 

The real and basic calise lies within 
the character and nature of man h im­
self. The gambling impulse, in one 
form or another, is inherent in human 
nature. Human beings want something 
for nothing- that is greed. 

Gambling is associated with the ele­
ment of risk. This fascinates and at­
tracts the vanity of mankind . Risk is 
deliberately taken for the purpose of 
selfish gailz motivated by GREED! 

As Maurice Maeterlinck said, "Gam­
bling is the stay-at-home, imaginary, 
mechanical , anaemic, and unlovely ad­
venture of those who have never been 
able to encounter or create the real , 
necessary, and salutary adventure of

li fe." This perverted type of adventure 
attracts people to gambling. 

Is Life a Gamble? 

Some think life is always a gamble. 
This is not true. Financial success, for 
example, doesn 't come by accident. It 
is the result of obeying the financial 
laws God has set in motion. (Read 
our free booklet, E17dillg YONI' finan­

cial IVorries.) 

Li fe is not a succession of chances, 
bllt of choices (Deut. 30: l4, 19). Life 
is concerned with man's choice between 
two absolutes-life or death, good or 
evil , reward or punishment. Life is the 

very opposite of a gamble. Once we 
have done our part by obeying God's 
laws and using our knowledge and ex* 
perience to remove all risk, our life 
then is in God's hands-absolutely as­
sured. Our faith and trust is in the 
care of a loving God-not I/lck. 

Gambling Akin to Divination 

Gambling thus appeals to the perver­
sion of a natural impulse. It is a 
habit-forming pursuit that gr ips a per­
son's mind like a narcotic. A man who 
won a £275,000 jackpot is still doing 
the football pools. "I don't expect to 
win another fortune. But after doing 
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them for years I Cdll't break the habit," 
he explained. 

The gambler is a restless man. He is 
never satisfied whether he wins or 
loses. If he wins, he wants to Win 

more. If he loses, he tries to win back 
his losses. 

Here's advice from a gambler him­
self. John W. Gates made a gigantic 
fortune through his operations with the 
American Steel and Wire Company and 
the U. S. Steel Corporation. But he was 
an inveterate gambler, In 1909 Gates 
appeared at a conference and gave this 
advice: "Don't bet at the races. Don't 
speculate in wheat. Don't specu late on 
the Stock Exchange. Don't throw dice. 
Dmz' I shirk hOllesl labo.,., Don't gam­
ble. Once a gambler, alWd)IS a gam­
bler" (The Itch to PI(/y by L.J. Ludo­

A gambler is motivated by selfish­
ness and GREED! He is self-centered 
and indulgent. His whole regard and 
concern is for the self. He wants to 
win. When- more often if-he WinS, 

he does so by taking money from 
others. Just because all parties have 
agreed that chance should determine 
who wins or loses doesn't make it 
right. 

Gambling is one of the influences 
which produce a self-centered and anti­
social attitude. A gambler soon is not 
able to recognize any true sense of 
value. Gambling destroys all sense of 
responsibility to the community or 
regard for the true values of life 
itse1f ! 

One sin leads to another. Occasional 

betting leads to regular betting. It be­
comes easier and habitual to J ie, cheat, 

and steal. Gambling leads /0 crime in 
man)' Ctues. 

Many gamblers are desperate for 
money. Gambling takes them into 

greater debt. The pressure builds up 
unti l they resort to crime to get what 
they need. 

The PLAIN TRUTH 

During 1964, 47 cases involving 
gambling debts and theft or fraud 
were reported by the press. In 33 of 
these cases, it was clear that gambling 
and indebtedness preceded the crime. 
Gambli ng is responsible for a large 
proportion of crim inal cases where 
fraud or embezzlement is involved. 

What the Bible Says 

What does God say about gambling? 
Although there is no particular state­
ment mentioning gambling in the 
Bible, there is enough evidence to 
show that gambling h wrong and leads 
to the transgression of God's basic law 
- the Ten Commandments. 

The first commandment says, "Thou 
shalt have no other gods before me" 
(Ex. 20:3). To many men and women, 
gambling becomes /hei,. god. They 
spend most of their time and energy 
studying horses, dogs, footba ll teams 
until gambling dominates their whole 
life. They worship the goddess of for­
tlllle or ltlck. 

When a man is tempted by large 
stakes and rich prize money, he breaks 
the tenth commandment which says, 
"Thou shalt not covet." This greedy 
desire for gain may lead to the break­
ing of the eighth commandment, 
"Thou shalt not steal. " His gambling 
habits may force him into an awk· 
ward position . He resorts to lying to 
get himself out of it and so breaks the 
ninth commandment.

Gambling Defeats Love Toward 
Neighbot 

Christ taught: "Love thy neighbour 
as thyself" (Mat. 19:19). Love is an 
outgoing concern for our fellowman. 
Love is the spitit of GIVING, of helping 
others. Gambling is the very opposite of 
this. To gamble involves the prillciple of 
getting instead of giving-taking with· 
out contributing to the general well­
being of others. One is actually covet­
ing that which belongs to another, 

A man with the true spirit of love 
wants to see each man receive his 
rightful due. In gambling, a person 
anticipates winning by luck more than 
is due for his effort. He, instead, 
imposes a definite loss upon the other 
man. The "happiness" of the winner 
causes the misery of the loser. 

It is right to make a profit-when 
it is made justly through the giving 
of service and di ligent thought and 
work. But the spirit of love is con­
trary to profiteering and greed, Gam­
bling destroys love toward neighbor. 

The Bible shows that God has 
placed us as stewards-not ownecs­

in charge of the wealth we have. (See 
Mat. 25 :13-30; Luke 16 and 19:11-
27.) We are responsible to God Him­
self for the use of that money. It must 
}lot be wasted. 

In gambling, money is used self· 
hhly-without any real sense of re­

sponsibility. The fami ly and creditors

are soon forgotten. Money can be a 
very useful tool; but in gambling, it be· 
comes the master, the dictator. 

Gambling is a waste. It is possible 
to rightfully acquire money and prop· 
erty ( 1) by gift, (2) by labor or (3) 
by fair exchange. Gambling violates all 
three rules. No real value is produced 
and no service given. Gambling adds 
nothing positive to the work, wealth, or 
happiness of the individual or the 
community. 

Those who Wlfi large amounts of 
money often don't have the character 
to spend it wisely. They have little or 
no experience to guide them in its 
use. The result is disastrous. 

Take the case of Mr. and Mrs. Keith 
Nicholson who won the pools in 1961 

to the tune of £152,319. At the time 
they received their win nings, Mrs. 
Nicholson said, ''I'm going to spend, 
spend, spend!'" And so she did. They 
bought everything money could buy­
clothes, a house with new furniture, 
luxurious cars-the lot. But it colt/dn' t 

bllY happiness. Their new wealth 
brought jealousy and suspicion into 
their marriage. In the end it brought 

tragedy. Me Nicholson was killed ID 

one of their fast luxury cars. 

Happiness Comes Through 
Work 

Wealth is not the key to happiness. 
Elbert Hubbard, the philosopher, once 
said, "Get happi ness out of your 

work." Real happiness results from 
accomplishing the worthwhile. 

The Bible commands a person to 
eam his living ( II Thes. 3 :10). God 
says: "Let him that stole, steal no more: 
but rather let him labOltI', working 
with his hands the thing which is 

good, that he may have to give to him 
that needeth'" (Eph. 4:28). Also, see 
I Thessalonians 4:11, 12. 

Trying to win huge sums of money 
without working for it is a sin. It 
leads to poverty now, and finally to 
eternal death! 

Gambling means lllck, waste and 
GREED. None of these has any place 
in life as revealed in God's Word, the 
Bible.

A DICTATOR! President Alfredo 
Stroessner of Paraguay is shak­
ing my hand! I can hardly be· 

lieve it ... no guns, no police, no ter­
ror, no iron fist . Stroessner does not 
look the way I thollght he would-the 
way YOII might expect. 

You too can learn a valuable LeSIon 
from our encounter with the military 
boss-dictator of South America's poorest 
and most colonized country: Paraguay. 

Here 's what happened. 

After quickly looking at little Uru· 
guay (where national bankruptcy threat· 
ens, and the German Graf.Spee gathers 
barnacles at the bottom of La Plata 
harbor), we found Paraguay-600 miles 
from the coast-a marked contrast. 

Landlocked Friendliness 

Lacking Uruguay's stone buildings, 
sea-resort atmosphere and prosperous 
gli tter, Paraguay's Asuncion is a verita­
ble jungle outpost. Civilized yes, but a 
jungle outpost nonetheless.

DE MANANA, the Spanish WORLD To­
MORROW broadcast. is aired in Paraguay 
once a week. This unofficial Asuncion 
tour-free of charge because you can't 
turn down Latin hospitality once it gets 
going-proved very profitable for our 
understanding of radio possibilities for 
the Spanish division of this work. now 
headquartered in Big Sandy, T exas. One 
radio station man was so friend ly he 
asked for our radio business while we 
were casually touring his station! 

Sr. Escauriza ended our tour in front 
of the large luxury-class Hotel Guarani, 
which happens to be lined with soldiers 
and marching bands! Sensing excite­
ment, my wife and I hurry into the 
hotel, ask rapid-fire questions. Reason 
for the fanfare and regalia: President 
Alfredo Stroessner is coming to the 
hotel within the half hour ! 

A "Live" Dictator! 

More surprises. 

The National Association of Press­
men is throwing its Annual Banquet in 

Stroessner's honor. Will my Texas 
presscard and American driver's license 
be official enough to "crash" this as­
sembly' I don't have the faintest hope 
of eating here-banquet tickets at this 
late hour ?-aU I want is to Jee that 
dictator! 

The National Press Secretary IS 

friendly, but says "No!" However, he 
leads me to the Vice-President of Para­
guayan Pressmen who says, "Yes!" 
When I offer to pay for the meal, he 
proudly and firmly refuses. "Here is 
that Latin hospitality again," I thought. 
At least we learned this lesson: unless 
you want to offend, never turn down 
Latin hospitality. 

Another lesson: be confident. 

President Stroessner, smothered by a 
surging mass of dressed and decorated 
dignitaries, whizzed by the reporters, 
and disappeared into a glass-fronted 
greeting salon. Although this brief, 
pre· banquet meeting called strictly for 
officials, and most reporters were shut 
out, 1 noticed a few pressmen inside. 

I thought confidently: ' 'I'm a pressman 
too," even though boldness was diffi­
cult in a wash-and-wear travel suit 
among such eminent personages as 
Harold Wilson 's ambassador from Brit­

ain, General Franco's representat ive 
from Spain, etc. I wasn't very nervous 

... just as tense as a banjo string! 

Bluffing my way through the 
guarded door, listening to snatches of 

undignified conversation from the 

"dignities," and finding that no one 

paid any attention to me, I gathered 
more confidence. "Look at those people 
shaking the President's hand-why not 
me? Pressing my way through ambassa­
dors and politicos, I stepped confi­
dently before the Paraguayan·born, 
German-descended dictater of Paraguay, 
stuck out my hand, vigorously shook 
his massive "mitt" and thanked him 
honestly for the friendliness of his 
country. Assuming I was a reporter, 
dictator Stroessner expressed interest­
but not surprise-over a norteamericano 
(American) visiting h is country. 
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(I wonder what the Paraguayan penalty 
for party-crashers is?) 

The Valuable Lesson 

The amazing thing about this last­
remaining classic dictator, (calldillo) of 
South America is his deceptive appear­
ance! Looking every bit a businessman, 
President Stroessner presents the image 
of a ca lm, reserved corporation presi­
dent-anything but a maniac- like Hit­
ler; anything but the tough strong-arm 
man he is. People do not tremble around 
him, nor do they live in particular fear; 
people like him, There is a noticeable 
absence in the hotel of both offi­
cers and plainclothesmen-Stroessner 
apparently needs little protection. 

But, "LOOKS ARE DECEIVING." 

Here's what I mean. 
Taking office in 1954, Stroessner 

goose-stepped into a dictator's iron-fist 
poliCY: organized a tough secret police; 
suppressed all opposition; packed the 
prisons; drove 400- to 500,000 Para­
guayans (mostly men) into exile in 
Brazil , Argentina, and elsewhere. 

Stroessner has brought what Germans 
call Ord1llmg to Paraguay. Ordnung 
means "order," but Stroessner's is an 
order of repression of all political op­
posit ion or criticism. For one example 
among many, Paraguayan students cite 
the case of Osvaldo Rosa. Rosa- presi­
dent of the National University of 
Student's Federation-has criticized the 
dictatorship on occasion, and has been 
repeatedly beaten and tortured for in­
formation by the police (see the 
Nation, February 23, 1963, pp. 157-58). 
He was hospitalized for 3 months, after 
repeated electrocut ions in a bathtub fu ll 
of water during police "interrogation," 

But not a hint of brutal ity in Presi­
dent Stroessner's face, demeanor or 
companions. 

Do you see what we mean? Looks 
are deceitful! I wonder if you can 
apply the same principle to the "looks" 
of European Common Market friendli­
ness, and Latin American Common 
Market friendl iness, when The PLAIN 
TRUTH warns YOII what they are m

Good-bye Paraguay 

In a flurry, we began our six-hour 
trip across the campos (tropical savao-

na), through the heart of Paraguay, into 
the thick green Parana River jungles. 
In typical Latin fashion, the bus broke 
down; the trip was more like ten 
hOlliS. Our bus follows a Stroessner 
road, winding its way through this 
steaming green jungle, across the 
Savanna-grass plains, between ant hills 
th ree to four feet high, through a neat 
and snug, stiff- looking German Men­
nonite colony, finally arriving at the 
breathtaking bridge which joins Para­
guay with Brazil by a daring leap 
across the churning Parana River. 

What a shame Paraguay blustered 
into the suicidal s ix-year War against 
the Triple Alliance (Argentina, Brazi l, 
and Uruguay) in 1864: out of a popu­
lation of 525,000 ollly 220,000 J/lr­

l!i'ved, and only 28,000 of these were 
men! What a shame Paraguay and 
Bolivia had to fight the Chaco War 
(1930's) to win 20,000 square miles 
of wilderness backwater-at a cost of 
one Paraguayan life for each square 
mile! 

W hat a shame that all the wasted 
men and money of Paraguay's wars 
were not put to c011Stl'llctioll and pro­
dllction/ No wonder Paraguay is poor, 
in fact, the poorest country in South 
America! 

In spite of these sad thoughts, we 
left Paraguay with a warm sense of 
friendship toward these strongly pro­
American, friendly and humble people. 

Brazil or Bust ! 

Determination pays off_ We had de­
termined to see Iguassu Falls-since we 
were close- even if it caused us to be 
stuck in the Brazilian jungles all win­
ter ! It nearly cost us just that . ... Any­
way, we did see Iguassu Falls-the most 
impressive cataract 10 the Western 
Hemisphere, perhaps in the world. 

In this beautifu l jungle hideaway­
the luxury Hotel Das Catal'atas-in 
this exhilarat ing romantic honeymoon 
spot, we had our first upsetting and 
disagreeable experience. We found that 
a tel1-miU;on-dol/t/r hotel can be CHEAP! 

Tired and "beat" from days on the 
move, tense from having to hack 
our way through meals and money ex­
changes In my poor Portuguese, we 
were in no mood to be informed by 
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Sr. Acuna, the chief desk clerk of 
H ote! Das Cataratas, that though we 
had not occupied the room, we owed 
last night's lodging: $20 I "Hotel 
ru les," he explained. 

I protested, "Our plane was one 
day behind; we had no reservation!" 
Sf. Acuna-in eloquent and dignified 
Spanish-subtly and severely insulted 
me; but all to no avai l. If my Spanish 
and salesmanship were not as effective 
as his, my wi ll power was stronger. 

I refused to pay. 

That unpleasant "discussion" caused 
us to miss the night trip to the top of 
the Falls. We consoled ourselves with a 
moonlight stroll hundreds of feet above 
the Iguassu River, looking across the 
canyon at the Cataracts. What a fan­
tastic sight! The grandeur, the thun­
dering majesty of Iguassu is thrilling 
beyond imagination-either day or 
night. 

Though many people think N iagara 
Falls are larger, Iguassu definitely has 
the lead. Here are the facts. 

While Niagara spans barely a mile, 
mighty Iguassu spans ttvO and ol1e·half 
mileJ! And although Niagara's mean 
annual volume IS greater-l 96,000 
cubic feet per second versus 62,000 
cubic feet-lguassu's maximum flow 
tops Niagara's by 200,000 cubic feet! 
Finally, Iguassu's 272 separate cataracts 
are 40 feet to 100 feet higher! 

Adamantly refusing to pay the 
20,000 cruzeiro bill which the Hotel. 
adamantly insisted we owed (which was 
rea lly only $20-1 calculate badly with 
the fl uctuating cruzeiro-per-dollar rate), 
we refused to spend another night in 
such a cheap multi-million-dollar hotel 
when our plane canceIled out; we took 
a rugged bus t rip to Foz do Iguassu; 
finally spent the night in the town's 
most expensive hotel (two dollars for 
two). At last, we made it over the jun­
gles and down to Sao Paulo, Brazil-the 
world's fastest-growing city-and then 
on to gay Rio. 

Brazil in a N urshell 

Fascinating as Sao . Paulo may be, and 
important as it is to German indus­
trial ists who are fast moving into this 
area, sti ll Rio de Janeiro-famous 
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"Rio"-is the most celebrated place in 
Brazil, and perhaps in all South Ameri­
ca. And Rio is truly Brazil in a nut­
shell. Personally, I did not like the 
town; but I did enjoy our brief stay 
there. 

Rio is Brazil, because it has a little 
bit of everything Brazi l has. Rio has the 
distinction of being the only city in the 
new world ever to be the capital of a 
European Empire. Rio housed the royal 
family of King John VI, who fled the 
invading armies of Napoleon. Perhaps 
the hordes of international criminals 
who are "holed up" here in luxury 
also give distinction to Rio. 

After a relaxed and refreshing dip in 
Copacabana's waves and a hasty look at 
Rio 's Mawmba (Black Magic) we hop 
a plane for Brasilia, still one day beh ind 
scheclule. Rio is nice to visit, but the 
unbelievably miserable fa be/as or slums 
are sickening. . and a relief to leave 
behind. 

Brassy Brasilia 

If th is famine-st ricken, disease-
ridden, maddening world were to go 
on indefinitely, then Brasilia ~ the 
world's largest planned city and new 
interior capital of Brazil~would even­
tually be hailed as a stroke of genills. 
Just as America's purchase of Alaska in 
the l860's was ca lled "Seward's Folly," 
so Brastlia has been ridiculed and criti­
cized. 

But before the new Brasilia will have 
time sufficient to complete its purposes, 
prophecies show that ten nations will 
combine in Europe (six are combined 
now) i and these ten nations~helped 

by our "neighbors" to the south-wi ll 
economically strangle to death both 
THE UNITED STAT ES AND GREAT BRIT­

AIN. (If you have not yet proven the 
identity of the United States and En­
glish-speaking countries 10 Bible 
prophecy, write immediately for the 
free booklet, The United States and 
British Commo11tvealth in Prophecy.)

Such planning as Brasilia has mllst 
be respected. Listen. "No si te for a city 
has been so carefully chosen. Considera­
tion was given to topography, climate, 
water supply, geology, soi ls, land use, 
engineering, power, transportation, rec­
reation, building materi-
als, public administration, 
scenery, and the general 
relation of man to h is 
surroundings" (Encyclo-
paedia Britmmic(l, Vol. 4, 
p. L07). 

Planned for a maximum 
of 500,000 population, 
th is dynamic city architec­
tured in the form of a 
ccoss unfortunately became 
a Kubitschek political 
football. In order to 
glorify his pame, he 
ramrodded construct ion 
through by 1960, at the 
enormous cost of near: 
bankruptcy for the Bra­
zilian nation, not to men­
tion some resultant poor 
construction. 

Overall, we were fa­
vorably impressed with 
burgeoning Brasilia. Traf­
fic here is smooth-flowing 
and rapid: all in tersect ions 
are avoided by overpass 
and underpass. Too bad there isn't more 
traffic to make this beautiful architec­
ture worthwhile. 

The Amazing Amazon 

We left Brasilia for Trinidad, and 
over the world 's largest living giant: 
the Amazon River. 

The greatest river in the world­
from probably a dozen points of view 
-is fed by 1,100 known tributaries, 
some of which rank among the top ten 
r ivers in the world , drains 3,000,000 
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square mi les of territory (approximately 
the size of the U. S.) becomes wider 
than the Mississippi while still 2800 
miles away from its Atlantic mouth , 
spreads to nearly 300 miles wide in 
some places, makes swamps the size of 
Texas, contains one fifth of all the 
world's running fresh water, spews 
3,400,000,000 gallons per minute 
through its 200-mile-wide mouth, pushes 
a current of potable fresh water more 
than a hundred miles out to sea! 

The Amazon is truly an AMAZING

In this short space I cannot possibly 

recount the incredible, fascinating story 
of the Amazon-world's largest in vol-

ume and rival of the Nile in length, 

according to corrected surveys.

We crossed the Amazon over the 

town of Santa rem-the town originally 

built by Negroes and their disgruntled 

white masters after the Civil War. 

Through an 

impossible chain of freak coincidences 

we both obtained booking to Canaima 
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and the world's tallest cataract: ANGEL 

FALLS. The only adj ectives I can thi nk 
of for this unbelievable sight are:

Canaima is a wilderness outpost ser­
viced only by a one-direction dirt-strip 
ai rfield which barely accommodated 
our twin-engine DC-4.

The Communist Plot that Failed 
unsuccessful Red coup are a closely guarded secret. 
Varying reports have been voiced by observers trying to 
reconstruct the incidents which led to the fiasco. 

The Stage Is Set 

But according to the most reliable accounts, here is 
what has been pieced together: 

President Sukarno was advised by his strongly leftist 
Foreign Minister, Dr. Subandrio, that a number of Army 
generals were plotting to overthrow him. Subandrio's aile· 
gation is said to have been motivated by a reported secret 
meeting of the Army's top generals in early September. 
The generals, led by the then Defense Minister, Gen. 
Abdul Haris Nasution, were reportedly meeting to discuss 
their concern about what action they should take if Dr. 
Sukarno (who suffers from a kidney ailment) should sud­
denly die. 

It appears that leftist Subandrio misinterpreted the 

purpose of the meeting. He informed Sukarno that the 
generals were plotting to overthrow him. Sukarno, alarmed 
by this news, quickly acted by ordering Colonel Untung 
to arrest the offending generals. Untung, an associate of 
the Communists from his youth, then informed the PKI 
(Communist Party of Indonesia) of these startling develop­
ments. The radical Reds decided without detailed planning, 
they should take advantage of the situation and make an 
ali·ottt drive for power, slaughtering the anti-Red generals 
aU together whi le they were tmder arrest. 

Unknown to Sukarno, this plan was adopted. Six of 
the generals arrested by Untung were murdered. But 
General Nasution had a near-miraCltloltJ escape. He fled 
from his home and over a garden wall in a volley of bullets 
from the invading CommWlists. His 5-year-old daughter 
was killed by the Reds. 

Many informed observers believe this providential 
escape by General Nasution was the single event more than

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any other which thwarted the Red revolt. 

Immediately after his escape, Gen­
eral Nasution alerted Army Minister 
General Suharto. W ithin hours the elite 
Sil iwangi d ivision arrived in D jakarta 
to crush the rebellion. 

Red Bloodbarh 
In the few months since the attempted 

revolution, the Army has solidified 
its position as th e real power in Indo­
nesia. This "take-charge" att itude of the 
Army has resul ted in direct con fl ict 
between Sukarno-still the ;c/ol of the 
Indonesian masses - and the Moslem 
mi litary leadership. Army leaders have 
continued a campaign to crush the pow­
er of the PKI in Indones ia. T he death 
to ll has been mounting in the Red 
bloodbath! Sukarno h imself has off i­
cially stated that over 87,000 Com­
munists have d ied. Some reports more 
realistically estimated 300,000! 

Despite this wholesale slaughter of 
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Communists, the Army's des ire for ven­
geance remained unsat isfied. Efforts 
were made to pressure "Bung Kama" 
into outlawing the Reds. Pres ident 
Sukarno f inally yie lded to Army pres­
sure, after local military commanders 
outlawed the P K I in regional areas. 
In his next move to remain strong at 
the helm in Indonesia, Sukarno planned 
to establish a "Sukarno Front." T h is 
is an organization composed of pro­

Sukarno elements. Army leaders op­

posed th is on the grounds that it could 

be exploited by the Reds. The army, 

under Suharto, finally gave Sukarno an 

u ltimatum: get rid of his Communist 

aides or else. He refused and the army 

took ovcr. Suharto banned the Com­

munist party. 

Indonesia's Crumbling Economy 

TI1C power struggle was intensified

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my. The rupiah ( Indonesian monetary 
unit) is now virtually worthless. It has 

an exchange rate of 30,000 mpielhs 10 

olle U. s. dollar on the black market I 
As a resul t, Indonesians found they had 

to pay highly inflated prices for neces­
sary food items. T he resu ltant hunger­
kindled unrest stimulated the army take­
over. 

For example, rice, a staple of the 
Indonesian d iet, now costs 2,000 t'l1-

piahs per liler as against 310 mpiahs 
per liter last summer! Other food items 
have also suffered as the Indonesian 
economy slowly disintegrated. 

Hostility over high food prices, 
corruption and black-marketeering is 
grmving throughout Indonesia. Only a 
strong Army capabJe of keep ing the 
masses under control has prevented more 
serious trouble than what has already oc­
curred. 

T hen came the student revolt. It

E S 
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forced Sukamo to depend on the Army 
for continued su pport. Without its back­

ing, his author ity would long before 
have been quickly challenged by one or 
more of the mall)' extremist revolution­
ary groups biding the time in the back­

ground. 

And yet, paradoxically, the Army, up 
to the present, has needed Sukarno! 
"Bung Kamo" is very popularly re­
garded as the "father of the revolu­
tion." Many Indonesians have said: 

S"kamo IS Indonesia and b1d011esia IS 

Sf/kamo. He alone has been able to 

arouse fervent support among the thou­
sands of poverty-stricken ilJiterates who 
look to him as a "saviour. " This is the 

kind of support which the Army ur­
gently needs because of its oum 1111-

poplf/arily with the people. So the army 
has left Sukarno as a figurehead 

President. 

In spite of its apparent crushing de­
feat, the now officially defunct Indo­

nesian Communist Party (PKI) is still 
a factor to be considered in the power 
structure of Indonesia today. 

At the time of its dissolution, the 
PKI was the most powerful political 
party inside Indonesia. It was perhaps 
the 'hiI'd largest Communist Party in 
the world (surpassed only by China 
and Russia) and the largest outside the 
Communist-bloc nations. With the 
death of 300,000 in the recent inci­
dents-the highest est imated figure­
a formidab le force of well over a mil­
lion Communists still remain in Indo­
nesia. Reorganization and new leader­
ship is being es tablished (underground 
if necessary). This is no overwhelming 
task to the cunning and persistent 
Reds. Formerly, Sukarno used the PKI 
to balance the power of the A rmy­
and in turn the Army to counter­
balance the PKl power. But Sukarno 
finally pushed the army too far. 

But now, the question being asked 
by many is, Can the Commllnists S ill'­

vive as an organization in M oslem 
Indonesia? Or will the failure of their 

attempted coup signal their eventual 

decline as a significant power in Indo­

nesian politics? 

The answer will come as a shock to 
many. Far from denoting the end of 
the PKI as an effective force within 
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Changeable President Sukarno in a happier day_ 

Indonesia, their defeat means only a 
temporary change in tactics. It does not 
mean a change in goat.' 

Communist Tactics 

To really grasp the significance of 
the present turmoil in Indonesia, you 
need to understand some of the major 
procedures which have always been em­

ployed by Communism. You need to 
realize that when Communism is con­
fronted with IInfa vorable conditions, 
it expediently adapts 10 the c;rC71.1lJ-­
stances, cleverly following whichever 
course best suits its designs. 

Few seem to remember that this was 

the technique used by Lenin in 1921 to 
avert the overthrow of the four-year­
old Communist Government in Russia. 

Let's go back for a moment into the 
history of Russian Communism to see 
the pattern of what happened and how 
the same strategy is being used today. 

In 1917, Lenin gave the land which 
had been seized from the Russian land­

lords to the peasants with the slogan, 
"Peace and land." It was a popular 

move which gained for Lenin the loyalty 
of the peasants. Y et this I/ogan op­
posed the i\l1tlrxist doctriNe of collective 
ownership.' 

Lenin argued that his goal of attain-
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ing power-and remember the baJic 
Marxist-Leninist doctrine is "COME TO 

powER"-could be achieved by doing 
the EXACT OPPOSITE of what. he had 
long (Idvocated. So, after "giving" the 
land to the peasants, he confiscated 

their crops as soon as they were har­
vested ! 

With this uninspi ring arrangement, 
the farmers soon lost thei r enthusiasm 
for farming. And of course the harvest 

inevitably dimini shed. Within four 
years the Communists were on the verge 
of bei ng overthrown. But once again 
Lenin proved master of the situation. 
He averted the seeming catastrophe by 
making a dramat ic reve rsa l of policy. 
He reestablished "despised" capitalism 
by introducing a "New Economic Pol­
icy It allowed private trading to 

grain. To many Commun ists this was 
a confess ion of total defeat and some 
Red extrem ists went so far as to commi t 
suicide in the streets. Lenin, however, 

regarded the situation as on ly a tem­
porary withdrawal for FUTUR E AD­
VANCE! 

By 1928, Stalin , who had succeeded 
Lenin, felt st rong enough to put the 
Communist's ,.eal program into oper­
ation. He repealed the "New Economic 
Policy" and declared war on the peas­
ants. The most successful peasants­
known as " kulaks"- were arrested and 

deported to Siberia. Their land was 
made the basis for Communism's collec­
tive farms. Other peasants were forced 
to join the state farms. Those who re­

sisted had thei r animals slaughtered. 
Finally, Stalin Jtarved abollt seven mil­
lion Ukrainian peasants to death to 
teach the stubborn and resistant a final 
lesson. 

This policy of "temporary withdraw­
al for future advance" has since been 
successfully adopted by Communists 
around the world. And it is th is POUCY 
THAT IS NOW BEING ADOPTED BY THE 
INDONESIAN REDS] 

Communism may advocate what it 

previously denounced, support what 
it previously opposed , affi rm what it 
previously denied! 

All this does 110t mean there has 

been a real change of heart. 

T he Reds have not abandoned their 

goal of seizing control of Indonesia.'

An example of the execution of Lenin 's 
policy in Indonesia, since the Septem­
ber 30 movement, is found in the 
abrupt a/JIJarent reversal in recently de­
posed Foreign Minister Subandrio's 
views toward the Communists. Peking­
oriented Subandrio has a/zllfl)'s shown 
great sympathy towards the Indones ian 
Reds.

Why Poverty in America ? 

America is in the m idst of the big­

gest financia l boom in the h istory of 
the wo rJ d. Unemployment is declining. 

Yet some experts estimate that about 
35,000,000 Americans live at the pov­
erty level! 

W hy' 
Why should so many be near-dest itute 

in a nat ion where there are boundless 
job opportunities? 

In the January issue we reported on 
the worldwide curse of poverty. The 
poor and indigent can't afford adequate 
food, decent clothes and are often un­
able to be properly educated . This 
breeds fu rther poverty and resultant 
ill iteracy, which spawns new genera­
tions of poor illiterates-thus per­
petuating the poverty cycle!

We also saw that the Bible clearly 
reveals it is God's wi ll to bless and 
prosper those who d iligently serve 
H im!

Now let us examine the main causes 
of poverty. 

\'(that is the number-one cause of 
poverty? Ignorance and superstition! 
Lack of proper education (ignorance) 
and / or wrong education (superstition) 
is unquestionably a major cause of 
worJdwide indigence. The cou ntries 
which are most ill iterate are, without 
exception, the most impoverished. 

The overwhelmi ng majority of the 
peoples of India, Communist China, 
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Africa, Lat in America and other areas 
of the world are poorly educated. The 
masses of these peoples live in poverty 
or dire need. 

Before they will ever be lifted perm­
anently out of their penury they must 
f irst be educated-educated so they can 
help themselves. 

Cause of Poverty in U. S. 

Most of the earth's developed wealth 
is possessed by the peoples of Western 
Europe, North America, Austra lia, New 
Zea land and Southern Africa. 

Yet the U. S. President recently de­
clared that "32,000,000 Americans re­
main in poverty." "The G reat Society" 
can never be fully established In 

America as long as such vast numbers 
live in st raitened circumstances. 

Of course, this "poverty" is not true 
poverty-as compared with the grim 
paupery in India, Africa or Latin Amer­
ica. Most of the 32,000,000 poverty­
stricken Americans are able to afford 
automobi les, own many elect rical gad­
gets and they usually find a way to 
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obtain cigarettes and alcoholic drinks. 

Christ said, " For ye have the poor 
always with you ... " (Mat. 26:11). 

But why shou ld there be such di re 
need and squalor in the United States 
-in a nation literally wallowing in 
wealth' Why should America's big 
cities have their terrible slum areas? 
Why are so many of the "employables" 

IInemployed at a time when job oppor­
tunities are so plentiful? 

Indolence-outright laziness- is the 
true explanation for so much poverty in 
America, Britain and in most of the 
Western world where the free enter­
prise (capitalistic) system prevails. 

By contrast, many of the peoples 
of India, Africa, Latin America and 
other depressed areas are born under 
such miserable condit ions-with such 
degrading environment-that it is vir­
tually impossible for them to lift them­
selves out of their wretched i!literacy 
and pal.lperism. 'Most of them are held 

irretrievably in the vice-grip of igno­
rance, superstition and resultant desti ­

tution and s'lualor. 

But ... this is not true in America , 
Canada, Britain, Austra lia , New Zealand 
and South Africa! In these countries 
and in most of the Western world, 
people are usually poor because they, 
perhaps unknowingly, have chosen to 
be poor-be((l/Jse the), [boose a Il'(/)' of 
life thtll h!(lt/s 10 pot'e;·I). 

There are plenty of job opportuni­
ties. But most poverty-stricken people 

are not willing to pay the price of 
success-of prosperity! ]t is easier to 

bog down in indolence! 

Lincoln \X'as Poor, But .. . 

Abraham Lincoln was born in a log 
cabin. But at the time of his death, 
his residence was the Presi dent's man­
sion, the Wh ite House! Lincoln had 
very poor educational opportunIties. 
But he prepared himself through his 

own private initiative-studying and 
working diligently-and he succeeded! 

Many of America's millionaires and 
multi -mi llionai res made their wealth by 
sheer diligence-hard work. Many of 
them grew up in penury and didn't 
have the educat ional opportunities of 
today's poor-class Americans. They did 
not even have the educational fac il ities 
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and opportunities of many of today's 
Negro Americans. Now libra ries, inex­
pensive books and other reading ma­
terial are readily available to virtually 

every American. 

Negroes, Too, Can Succeed! 

It is a well-known fact that the vast 

majority of America's colored people 
are :1mong the poor Americans. Many 
live in slums and ghettos in the big 

U . S. cities. 
Many of them could free themselves 

from the self-imposed prisons of the 
ghettos-if they really wanted to-if 
they really tried hard enough ! 

In the December 5, 1964 issue of 

The Stlllirday Et lel1ing POll there ap­
peared an interesting article, written by 
a Negro, entitled "Don't Blame the 

Ghetto." 
Mr. David B. Lee grew up in the 

Negro ghetto of Harlem. But he studied 
diligently, worked hard-and escaped 
from the ghetto. According to Mr. Lee, 
far too many Negroes have a defeatist 

attitude. 
"Many of these [Negroes] want to 

place the blame for the Negro 's inabi lity

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battle against self-intoxicating defeat­
ism to pay the price for sllccess! Among 
them was Booker T. Washington. 
Though born in slavery, despite severe 
hardships, he became a successful leader 
in U . S. egro education. He establ ished 
T uskegee Inst itute for pract ical train ing 
of Negroes in trades and professions. 

A G reat, N obl e N egro 

George W ash ington Carver was also 
born in slavery. Yet he became a scien­
tist of undisputed genius. Also, h is 
paintings were pri zed by musewns the 

world over. 
He d idn't have great educational op­

portunit ies. Nonetheless, against great 
odds, he diligently set about educating 
himself! And he succeeded r 

Many times during his lifetime, he 
met racial prejudice and bigotry. But 
he was determined not to let these 
things make him sour or defeat him. 

On one occasion, he was accepted by 
a College in Kansas, only to be turned 
down when he arrived-because of his 
color. "No man," said he, "can drag 
me down so low as to make me hate 

him!" 
Carver became famous as a scientist. 

His thorough knowledge of botany 
and other branches of science enabled 
him to become one of the pioneers in 
the deve lopment of plastics, synthetic 
rubber and other synthetic mater ials. 
He is especially noted for his outstand­
ing research on the almost un limited 
industrial uses of the lowly peanut. 

Again and again he told his students 
to be diligent. "Learn to do the com­

mon things uncommonly well." 
Now look at Scri pture: "Seest thou 

a man d iligent in h is business? He 
shall s/(/Ild before kings: he shall not 
stand before mean men [men of low 

station or rank]" (Prov. 22:29). 
And Mr. Carver's diligence did bring 

him into contact with many of the 

great of his age. 
His advice and services were sought

Mary. Wouldn't that mean Jesus 
Chris t was present twice on earth 
already and the next time would 
be appearance number three?"

Jesus Christ took UpOIl Himself the 
nature of man once and once only in 
all history. That was when born of the 
virgin Mary. That the Bible describes 
as His firsl coming to dwell among 

men. 

Hebrews 2: 14-16 explains it. "Foras­
much then as the children [ human 
beings} are partakers of flesh and 
blood, he also himself likewle took 

part of the same .... For verily he took 
not on him the nature of angels; but 
he took on h im the seed of Abraham." 

Christ was born into human flesh 
once only to die for human kind. He 
was not born with the nature of angels. 
He d id not come to die for angels. 
Angels are composed of spiri t, not 
f lesh and blood. Chri st died fo r man· 
kind. He therefore took upon Himself 
the nature of mankind-fl esh and 
blood- so that He could give His life 
for the sins of the world. 

Now consider Hebrews 9:26-28: .. 
but now once in the end of the world 
hath he appeared to put away sin by 
the sacrifice of himself." That was His 
first coming, when born flesh and 
blood of the virgin Mary. Continuing: 
" ... So Christ was once offered to bear 
the sins of many: and unto them that 
look for him shall he appear the second 
time without sin unto sa lvation ." 

There you have it. The first time He 
came to pay fo r sin, to offer Himself 
once for all time. The second time He 
will come to dwell among men He will 
not be composed of flesh and blood, 
but of Spirit. The second time He will 
not come to pay for sin, but to establish 
the Kingdom of God on this earth! 

Thus Scripture reveals Christ has 
come once and wi ll come again to 

dwell among m(". The first time as 
flesh and blood;. the second, com posed 
of Spirit- immortal, life-giving Spirit. 

Now consider this. After Christ rose 
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from the dead-after His first coming, 
Christ appeared on more than one occa­
sion to the apostle Paul (Acts 9 and 
Galat ians 1: 12). But that did not 
mean He has come the second time, or 
a third. On these occasions He did not 
come to dwell among men, but ap­
peared only briefly to reveal messages 
from the Father in Heaven. 

The same is true of the Old Testa­
ment appearances of the One who be­
came Jesus. The God of the Old Testa­
ment-the One who appeared to the 
patriarchs and prophets- was not the 
Father, but the One who became Jesus 
Christ. Your Bible says: "No man hath 
seen God [that is, the Father} at any 
time; the on ly begotten Son, which is 
in the bosom of the Father, he hath de­
clared him·· (John 1 :18). See also 
r Timothy 6: 16. 

The Word, the Spokesman of the 
God Fami ly, appeared time and time 
again to our first parents, and to the 
patri archs and prophets to reveal the 
Father's wilt. They did not see the 
Father. They saw onl y the One who 
became the Son. On none of these 
occasions did Christ come to dwell 
among man for year after year, as He 
d id at His first coming. On none of 
these occasions was He composed of 
flesh and blood. He manifested Him­
self in human form, but not as human 
flesh and blood. He could appear and 

disappear sudden ly I 

When He appeared as Melchizedek, 
He manifested Himself in human form. 
But He was not composed of flesh 

and blood. 

Abraham saUl the One who became 

Jesus Christ walking on earth in the 
fa 1"'" of a man (Gen. 18:1,2) . As a 
Spirit Being, He could appear in the 
form of a man just as angels do (com­
pare verses 2, 16·17, 22 with 19: 1). 

Later, He wrestled with Jacob (Gen. 
32:24-30), and escorted the chi ldren 
of Israel through the desert all the way 
from Egypt (Ex. 3:6; 14:24). 

That Christ is Melchizedek you wi ll 
find thoroughly explained in Mr. Arm­
strong's article " Who Was Melchize­
dek?" Write for it. And also a com­
pani on article" Is Jesus God?" It makes 
the identity of Jesus Christ plain.

D AVID was disappointed because of the Israelite soldiers' fear of Goliath-the giant 

Philistine soldier.

At another time 

a lamb was taken by a lion. I ki lled the powerful beast with my bare hands'" 

Some of Saul 's officers glanced at each other and exchanged winks. Others 

gri nned, but the grins faded as David continued his appeal. 

"God made it possible for me to save both lambs by giving me the abi lity to slay 

both beasts. God will also help me slay the defiant, heathen Philistine wbo bas 

challenged the people of God '"

David Against Goliath 

"Why has Saul sent out an unarmed youngster to meet me?" the giant bellowed. 

"Does he think 1 have no more fighting ability than a dog? What do you plan on 

doing to me with that stick you are holding) May the gods of my nation curse you 

for this insult to me'" 

Goliath spat toward David, then turned and glared in another direction in a 

gesture of scorn. 

Out of the corner of his eye Goliath could see David moving slowly toward him. 

His massive hand clenched his spear tighter as he turned to glare at his challenger. 

David knew that if the spear left the giant's grasp, it would hurtle toward him like a 

catapulted log! 

"That's it, boy!" Goliath taunted, beckoning with his left hand. "Come a little 

closer to me, if you dare, you brainless runt! As long as you're here, I might as well 

turn you into carrion for the birds and animals of this valley!" (I Samuel 17:41-44.)

the homeland. Many troops succeeded in reaching Philistia to seek refuge In their

Some people lise ili-h,a/lh or physica l 
disability as an excuse to live on char­
ity_ True. some are in such ill -health, or 
are so disabled as to be unable to earn 
their own l iv ing. 

The vast majority, however, could 
earn their own living-if they really 
tried hard enough ! And they would be 
much more independent and much 
happie r if they did . 

I have heard of a woman who was 
paralyzed from her neck down . She 
didn't moan and groan or complain­
didn't take a defeatest att itude and give 
up ! By holding a pencil between her 
teeth she was ab le to dial telephone 

nwnbers and bui ld up a prosperous real 
estate business. 

Aoother fine example of di ligent 
work and courage is that of Helen 
Keller-who lost both hearing and 
sight when only 19 months old. She 
didn't give up. Because of her determi ­
nat ion, she became a well-known author 
and lecturer, and led a fu ll , successful 

life. 

One of Britain's war heroes, Group 
Captain Douglas Bader, didn't give up 
simply because bOI.h his legs were 
amputated. He was determined to walk 
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again even with his artificia l limbs! 
And wa lk he did! 

Wishbone o r Backbone ? 

Outright laziue.rs ( not ignorance) IS 

another primary cause of poverty. But 

any lazy man can g ive a thousand 
excuses or hard- luck stories about why 

he is unemployed-why he shouldn't 
work. "The sluggard is wiser in h is 
own conceit than seven men that can 
render a reason" (Prov. 26:16). 

The sluggard is commanded to "Go 
to the ant" and "consider her ways" in 
order to become "wise" (P rov. 6:6-11) . 
T he ant works hard in the summer, 

laying up plenty of food for the hard, 
cold winte r days ahead. 

God A lmighty declares: "The hand 
of the di ligent shall bear ru le; but the 
sloth fu l [the lazy} shal l be under t rib­
ute" (Prov. 12:24). 

Many people use the slightest little 
excuse to fl op down on the bed or 
couch ; they cannot distinguish between 
true tiredness and just plai n laziness . 
W e' re to ld, "Slothfulness casteth into a 
deep sleep; and an id le soul shall suffer 

hunger" (Prov. 19:15). 
The sluggard does not want to plow 

his f ields in the cold weather, in prepa­
ration for seeding and harvest. "There­
fore shall he beg in harvest, and have 

nothi ng" (Prov. 20 :4). 
Lazy, shiftless, ne'e r-da-wells are for­

ever wishillg they had more material 
things-a new home, a new car, new 
clothes, money in the bank-like others 
they know of! But they're not wi ll ing 
to work hard. "The deJire of the ,/oth­
fIll killeth him; for h is hands refuse 
to labor. He cOlleteth greedi ly all the 
day long" (P rov. 21 :25, 26) . He has a 
huge wishbone, but no backbone ! We 
are cornmanded, "Love not sleep, lest 
you come to poverty; O pen yaur eyes, 
and you shaH be satisfied with bread" 
(P rov. 20:13). Yes, "drowsiness shaH 
clothe a man with rags" (Prov. 23:2l). 

Wise K ing Solomon has said: " I 
went by the fie ld of the ,/othful, and 
by the vineyard of the man void of 
understanding; And, ]0, it was all 

grown over with thomJ, and nettles 
had covered the face thereof, and the 
stone waIL thereof wa,r broken down" 
(P rov. 24:30, 31) . 

Then Solomon said he considered all 
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this-he looked upon it and learned a 
lesson-he understood why the fie lds 
were all grown over with nettles and 
why the fences were broken down. 
"Yet a li ttle sleep, a lillIe slllmber, a 
little folding of the hands to sleep; So 
shall thy potlert)' come as one that 
traveleth ; and thy want as an armed 
man" (verses 33, 34). 

Yes, the man who's too lazy to get 
out of bed in the morning and get 
cracking is going to encounter poverty. 
H e who shuts the ala rm off, tu rns over 
and goes back to sleep-is a sluggard ' 
H e's lazy! He'll never succeed that way. 

King Solomon also showed that, 
"By much Jlothfu/lleH the bui lding 
decays; and through idleneH of the 
hands the house drops through" (Ecc!. 
10: 18). Many a ramshackle house bears 
mute testimony to the indolence of its 

occupants. 
W hile traveling through the slum 

districts of the big cities of the world, 
and through certain rural areas, I have 
observed run-down homes, overg rown 
fie lds and broken-down fences- com­
monly the resu lt of indolence, slothful­
ness or downright laziness! 

God Almighty never intended human 
beings to let the State do everything 
for them. Too many are all too eager to 
let the Federal, State or Local Govern­
ment make all their decisions for them 
-letting the government care for them 
from the cradle to the grave. 

Any government which foo lishly 
starts a hand-out or give-away policy 
wh ich encourages idleness and outright 
indolence is going to have to learn, the 
hard way, the utter fo lly of such a 

policy ' 

Gifts should be like the priming of 

a pump. T his pump;priming type of 
charity is quite all right. It is good 
for all of us to help those who are in 
genuine need. But it is reckless to give 
assistance to people who do not de­
serve it and will not use it wisely. It 

is a tragedy to sow the seeds of indo­
lence by doling out money to those 
who just sit and wait for more. 

All charity, gifts or assistance should 
be given in such a way as to help the 
parties to whom it is going-not to 
push them further into indolence!

gift, the power to ERASE hmllclIl life 
from this planet." 

You shouJd certa inly realize that onl)1 
the LIVING Jesus Christ-at His second 

coming-will be able to truly stop the 
hellish destruction and suffering caused 
by man 's wars and man's way of life! 

[n these last days before the second 

coming of Jesus Ch rist, you need to 
know-and know that you know­
whether or not you are prepared to 
meet your God! With an open mind , 
you should be wi lling to prove whether 
or not you have ever been really con· 

verted. 
Misplaced confidence in a false con­

cept of God and Christ could result 
in forfe iting your eternal life. Such 
deception is extremely dangerous. Par­

ticu larly so since your own persona l 
vanity will in many cases prevent you 
from admitting-in this most important 
of all areas-that you have been wrong. 

Are you willing to face this possi­
bility? Are YOll willing to change if 
God shows you through His Word that 
you have never really known Him, never 

been properJy baptized, never had His 
Holy Spirit growi ng and living within 

you? 
Your Bible says: "Now if any man 

have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none 
of his" (Romans 8:9). [n plain lan­
guage, you have to have Ch rist's Spirit 

in you or you are not a Christian-you 
have never been converted. 

God 's SPIRIT Is the 

Difference 

A tru ly converted person is filled with 
and led by the Holy Spi rit of God 
(Romans 8:14). God places and lives 
His very life with in us through His 
Holy Spirit. By this means, we are 
begotten of Him as children and thus 
partake of His very nature! 

In the past you probably didn't even 
know what the Holy Spi ri t was, what 
it was supposed to do in your life, and 
what was the real result of your being 
led by God's Spirit. 

In Romans 5:5 , God tells us: " the 
love of God is shed abroad in our 
hearts by the Holy Spi rit which is given 
unto us.-' Through His Spirit, God 
gives us His love. Thus we partake of 
His nature- His character. And God's 
character is expressed in the spi ritual 

principles contai ned in the Ten Com­
mandments-obedience to God's law. 

And how is this love of God ex­
pressed? Your Bible answers: " For this 
IS the /olle of God, that we keep His 
commandments:' and His command· 
ments are not gr ievous'· ([ John 5 :3). 

God's Spirit leads us to obey Him 
as our Maker and RuJer. 

The apostle Peter was inspired to 
write of "the Holy Spirit, whom God 
hath g iven to them that OBEY Him" 

(Acts 5 :32). 

True convers ion, then, involves a sur­
render to obey God and His Laws. In 
Acts 2 :38, Peter was inspired to tell 
how to be converted. H e said: "Repent, 

and be bapt ized everyone of you in the 

name of Jesus Christ for the remission 
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of sins, and you shall receive the gift 
of the Holy Spi rit." 

You repent of sin. 
But what is the Bible definition of 

sin? "Sill IS the traJ1JgreJJion ot the 
law" ( I John 3:4). T hat is the Bible 
definition of sin- breaking God's com­
mandments! 

So to be truly converted, you must 
repent of breaking God's law. You must 

be so sorry that YOll are wi lling to 
quit-to turn around and go the other 
way! You are wi II ing, therefore, to begin 
obeying God's law and to literally live 
by all ten of the Ten Commandments! 

Aoyth ing hard about that' Is this a 
great "burden" to perform? 

What is so burdensome about having 
no other gods before the true God? 
About not taking God's name in va in? 
Or breaking His Sabbath? What is so 
ha rd about honoring your parents? What 
is so hard about refraining from mur­
der, adultery, steali ng, lying and 
coveting? 

Why do people think they must fight, 
ki ll , lie, cheat, steal, curse, and damn 
the ir God and Father- despitefu lly 
using H im, H is name, and their fe llow 
human beings- in order to be happy? 
Where does this weird idea come from? 

Yet many religion ists sanctimoniously 
and stolidly prodaim that God's law 
is a great "burden"! They think it is 
"too hard" and refuse to even try to 
obey it. They fail utterly to realize that 
it is God's love-shed abroad in our 
hearts by the Holy Spirit-wh ich does 
enable us to keep God's Jaw if we are 
willing to do ou r part! 

It is Christ's righteousness put within 
us through His Spirit that makes the 
difference! And that diffe rence is love, 

joy and peace with God and our fe llow­
man- to the extent that we obey-and 
to the extent that we are growing and 
overcoming our human natures through 
this life preparatory to eternal life in 
the world tomorrow. 

Baptism Means a Change 

Remember that in the New Testa· 
ment, God's commandments were 
magoified by Jesus Christ- particu larly 
i.n Matthew 5 in the sermon on the 
mount. New Testament Chr istians are 
to keep not only the letter but the very

spirit and intent of God's law in every 
phase of their lives. 

Jesus said: "Man shall not live by 
bread alone, but by every word of God" 
(Luke 4:4). 

In repenting and being converted, 
then, Y0l.1 must repent of d isobeying 
God's law-disobeying His word-H is 
rule over your life. It is a matter of 
your will ingness to honestly see and 
aCkllOu.J/edge th at YOU H AVE BEEN 

WRONG. To acknowledge that you are 
will ing to surrender your will to obey 
your God and your Maker! Your wi ll · 
ingness to accept the shed blood of 

H is Son Jesus Chr ist in fu iJ payment 
for your sins- as He d ied on the stake 
for you, and "the wages of sin is 

death" (Romans 6:23). 

Then, you are ready to be baptized 
as an outward sign of your willingness 
to completely bury your old self­
literally give your very life to God as 
your Father and to Jesus Christ as your 
personal Saviou r, High P riest and com· 

ing King. 

Not ice the inspi red description of the 

meaning of baptism in Romans 6 :3·6: 
"Know ye not, that so many of us as 
were baptized into Jesus Christ were 
baptized into his death? Therefore we 
are buried with him by baptism into 
death: that like as Christ was raised up 
from the dead by the glory of the 
Father, even so we also should walk 
in newness of life." 

Baptism, then, symbolizes the death 
and burial of the old self-the old 
human nature which has been contrary 
to God and H is laws. It symbolizes our 
faith in, and acceptance of, the literal 
death of Jesus Christ in Ou r behalf. It 
symbolizes, also, our acceptance of and 
faith in H is resurrection wh ich our com· 
ing up out of the watery grave also pic· 
tures. " For if we have been planted 
together in the likeness of his death, 
we shall be also in the likeness of h is 

resurrect ion" (verse 5). 

Also, baptism certainly signifies that 
our old nature-self ish, vain and sinful 

- has to die, I t certa inly shows our 
real izat ion of our own sins, our vanities, 
our wretchedness. It is an outward ac­
knowledgment of our realization that 
the old self must die in order that we 

might rise again to live, realIy li ve, 
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by God's laws and commandments and 
quit sinning! " Knowing th is, that our 
old man is crucified with H im, that 
the body of sin might be destroyed, that 
henceforth we should not serve sin" 
(verse 6). Since, as we have seen, "sin 

is the transgression of the law"-this 
previous ve rse certainly shows that we 
should not continue in lawlessness. 
Rather, we must rejJent of breaki ng 
God's laws and begin to let Jesus Christ 
- th rough H is Spirit and His Love­
live within us a li fe of obedience to 
God's laws and service to our fellow-
man. 

Be Sure Y ou D o YOUR PART 

Are you absolutely sure that you have 
come to this kind of real repentance 
and surrender to the God of the Bible? 
H ave you come to abhor yourself-to 
realize that your natural spirit of lust, 
competition and vanity is simply not 
bringing you real peace, happiness and 
eternal life? That, as a whole, the peo· 
pie of this world simply do not know 

the way to peace or righteousness at 
all ? (Romans 3:10,17.) 

The g reatest stumbliog block that 
prevents most people from accepting 
the truth and being converted is their 
own vanity. Most people have g rown 
up and attended some church or another. 
They have had religious teaching from 
grandparents, parents, uncles, aunts and 
friends. They hate to admit that they 
-and per haps friends and loved 
ones- have been wrong ! They fear to 
admit th at they may never have been 
converted! 

H uman nature makes them want to 
maintain their own righteousness . 

But God thunders: "For my thoughts 
are not your thoughts, neither are· your 
ways my ways, saith the Lord . For as 
the heavens are higher than the earth, 
so are my ways higher than your ways 
and my thoughts than your thoughts" 

( Isa. 55:8-9). 
"There is a way that Jeemeth RIGHT 

unto a man, but the end thereof are 

the ways of DEATH" (Prov. 14: 12). 
Our own human ways and reasonings 

are nearly always wrong! 
Th is means you I Doo't apply this 

to someone else-apply it to yourself! 
For it is almost certain that most of 

you reading this article still have what 
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the Bible describes as a "caroa}"' mind. 
You have never really surrendered your 
wi ll to God and to obedience to H is 
commandments . You still argue, reason, 
justify self. You say: "This is the way 
r look at it." 

Although many think that they have 
already been "saved," the sad truth of 
the matter is that they may never have 
come to the place of even beginning to 
truly yield their wills to real obedience 
to the God of the Bible ! Therefore, 
they have never received of God's Holy 
Spiri t or become His begotten sons. 

Such people are weak and just do 
not bring forth the "fruits" of over­
coming human nature, growing in grace 
and in knowledge, understanding and 
living by the words of the Bible more 
and more every month and year of thei r 
lives. 

Why' 

"Because the carnal mind is ENMITY 

against God: for il is HoI SIIbjut 10 the 
LAW of God, neither illdeed ca1l be" 
(Romans 8:7). 

You see, God describes the "carnal" 
mind-the natural, fleshly mind of man 
-as a mind that is disobedient to H is 
laws! It tries to "reason around" those 
laws and worship its own way. Through 
this process of "reasoning," it refuses to 
worship God H is way ~ 

That is why such people have nevcr 
been able to understand Bible prophecy 
before! Why they have never really 
understood the great purpose being 
worked out here below. Why God has 
always seemed so far away to them­
so unreal. 

What About YOU? 

Be honest with yourself! 

Have )'011, personally, gone through 
a really hearlrending REPENTANCE as 
the first step toward ) 'Ollf conversion? 
Have you continually changed and 
GROWN to spi ri tua l understanding, 
knowledge and character ever si nce? 

Never forget that before real conver­
sion comes real repentance. You need 
to humble yourself until you can sin­
cerely repent as David did in Psalm 51 
--one of the best examples of repent­
ance in all the Biblc. "Wash me thor­
ough ly from mine iniquity, and cleanse 
me from my sin," David cried. "For I 
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acknowledge my transgressions: and my 
sin is ever before me." 

Notice that David did not try to 
justify himself. Rather, he acknowl­
edged his sin freely and asked forgive­
ness. 

He continued: "Against thee, thee 
only, have 1 sinned, and done this evil 
in thy sight." 

God d idn't have to argue, browbeat 
or "reason" David into admitting his 
gu il t rega rding his sin with U riah and 
Bathsheba. As Job fina lly did, David 
was instantly willing to see himself 
and acknowledge and bitterly repent of 
what he had done. He really came to 
abhor himself. 

Notice: " Behold, I was shapen in 
iniquity; and in sin did my mother 
conceive me" (vs. 5) . David was not 
ta lking about the act of conception be­
ing a sin but the fact that he had always 
been, so to speak, a "thing" of sin­
literally filled with lustful, vain and 
sinful human nature! David came to 
repent not only of what he had done 
- but of what he was! 

Have you? 
Have you been led by God to see 

that your very nature is wrong? H ave 
you come to sincerely want to get rid 
of your own rotten, selfish, carnal hu­
man nature? Are you ready to repent 
not only of what you have done-but 
of what you are? 

King David knew that this was what 
God required. He said: "The sacrifices 
of God are a broken spirit : a broken 
and contrite heart, 0 God, thou wilt 
not despise" (Psalm 5 I : 17). Before 
anyone-and this does mean anyone-­
is really and truly converted, he has to 
be humbled, beaten down and made to 
real ize his own noth ingness by God . He 
has to go through a period of time 
when he is abhorring himself, acknowl­
edging his sins to God and repenting of 
them- turning around in his heart, mind 
and will and determining to go the 
other way. 

When that time comes, a person will 
quit arguing and reasoning with God 
or with His ministers doing His Work. 
He will not grudgingly hang on to false 
concepts of God. He will quit trying 
to reason around obedience to God's 
commandments and litera lly living by 
every word of the Bible. He will not 
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get his "feelings" hurt at the correction 
and exhortation of God's chosen ser­
vants.

as 200 ships pass throllgh the St"ait III 

a !hle so continuous that a vessel 
steams under the smoke of the one 
ahead.' 

Communist conquest of Indonesia 
would enable Communist pressu.re upon 
shi ps using this strategic sea lane! Con­
trol of both sides (which would be a 
reality in case of Communist successes 
in both Malaysia and Singapore) would 
enable Reds to constrict this great 
artery of Pacific trade. This would be 
especially catastrophic for Japal1. 
Ninety-two percent of the oil, upon 

which Japanese industry is thoroughly 
dependent, passes through this Straitl 
Should the Reds succeed in closing the 
Strait, Japanese industry would come to 
a grinding halt~or be forced, at great 
added expense, to re-coute her ship­

ping. Japan could be forced to accept 
some form of union with China as the 
price of survival!

A Warning From the Past 

Some observers are voicing the opin­
ion that Communism divided against 
itself is finished in Indonesia. THIS IS 

NOT TRUE! 

What is happening in indonesia to­
day happelled only yesterday in Chi'la ! 

For many years-between 1937 and 
1947-the followers of Communist 
leader Mao Tse-tung suffered a succes­
sion of defeats at the hands of Chiang 
Kai-shek'$ Kuornintang. Very few West-
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ern observers would have attributed a 
chance of victory to Mao. Then Mao's 
followers began to reappear under the 
guise of "agrarian re/ormers," Any con­
nection with the Communists was de­
nied.

No one 
discovered the trick until it was too 
late. 

Within two years (by [949) the 
Communists had crushed Nationalist 
Ch ina's will to fight. On October 2 of 
that year Russia and the new Commu­
nist State exchanged ambassadors, and 
a startled world was brought to the 
sudden realization of what was by then 
an accomplished feal.' And a similar 
pattern could cOl1ceivably be followed 
hl T ndonesia.'

The list included Korea, For­
mosa, Annam ( Indo-China) , the Ryuk­
yu Islands, Siam (Thailand) , Borneo, 
Sarawak, Java, Ceylon, Nepal and Bhu­
tan (The Revolt In Tibet by Frank 
Moraes) . Me. Moraes points out that 
Sun Yat-sen's claim has subsequently 
been reiterated by both General Chiang 
Kai-shek and Mao Tse-tung. The claim 
has also been depicted in maps pub­
lished by the Chinese showing much 
of the above-ment ioned territory as a 
part of China. 

The goal of Red China is domina­
tion of all the c01mt1'ies and islands of 
Southeast Asia, including Indonesia! 
It is in d irect opposition to Indonesian 
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Communist plans. And it is one of the 
reasons the Red revolt in Indonesia 
failed. Communism today is divided.

According to the Federal Reserve 
Board, the United States lost $1 ,664, 
000,000 worth of gold in 1965. It is 
the largest loss si nce 1960. Most of the 
precious metal fled to Western Europe. 
France and W est Germany are the larg~ 
est recipients. 

T he U. S. gold stock is now down 

to approximately 13% bi ll ion dollars, 
lowest since 1938. Over 2 l.7 bi ll ion 
dollars was on hand a decade ago. 

In the same 10 years foreign bold· 
ingJ of dollars-potential claims against 
gold- have skyrocketed to 28.4 billioll

than exports. Federa l Trade experts are 

concerned, perplexed as to what to do. 
Admin istration apptals to industry to 
halt foreign investments are meeting 
stiff opposition.
